
    
  Sunday On ESPN: GEICO WSOB IX Concludes 

with World Bowling Tour Finals at 1 p.m. ET 
  

RENO, Nev. (Jan. 3, 2018) – ESPN’s coverage of the GEICO PBA World Series of Bowling IX presented 

by Eldorado Resorts Reno Properties concludes with the seventh World Bowling Tour Men’s and Women’s 
Finals presented by PBA Sunday at 1 p.m. EST from the National Bowling Stadium. 

  
After competing in selected PBA-WBT international events in 2017, the top three points earners in men’s 

and women’s divisions earned berths in separate stepladder finals which are part of the 2018 Go Bowling! 
PBA ESPN schedule. 

  

Competing in the women’s semifinal match will be No. 3 qualifier Shalin Zulkifli, an international star from 
Malaysia, against two-time defending WBT Finals champion Danielle McEwan of Stony Point, N.Y., the No. 

2 qualifier. The winner will take on top qualifier Diana Zavjalova of Latvia for the championship and a 
$12,000 first prize. 

  

In the men’s semifinal, No. 3 qualifier Marshall Kent of Yakima, Wash., will try to improve upon his third-
place finish in 2017, meeting PBA World Championship runner-up Jesper Svensson of Sweden, in the 

semifinal match with the winner taking on top qualifier and PBA World Championship winner Jason 
Belmonte of Australia. The men’s winner will also receive $12,000. 

  
Belmonte will be trying for his first WBT Finals victory after winning the PBA World Championship – his 

record third major title of the 2017 season – earlier in WSOB IX. 

  
The WBT Finals will once again feature World Bowling’s  “Current Frame” scoring system, where players 

earn 30 pins a frame for each strike, 10 pins plus the total from their first shot of that frame for a spare, 
or actual total pinfall for the frame for an open frame. The alternative scoring format consists of 10 

frames, the same as in a traditional game, but there are no additional shots in the 10th frame if a player 

strikes or spares. The maximum score is still 300 if a player strikes in all 10 frames. 
  

The WBT Finals was established in 2011 when the PBA and World Bowling joined forces to conduct 
several PBA/WBT international events during the season. The Finals, which does not count for an official 

PBA title, was created to showcase the top men and women performers who competed in professional 

events around the globe.

2018 PBA LEAGUE DRAFT MOVES TO SATURDAY, FEB. 17, IN INDIANAPOLIS 

The 2018 PBA League draft, originally scheduled for Monday, Feb. 12, is moving to Saturday, Feb. 17 at 
10:30 a.m. at Woodland Bowl. The draft, which will fill vacancies on all eight PBA League teams, will be 

live streamed on PBA’s Xtra Frame online bowling channel. 
  

Here’s a revised summary of how the 2018 PBA League draft will work: 
  

i.                                ● Each team manager will protect up-to three players from their 2017 roster according to 

the following deadlines. Protected players for each team will be announced on the following Monday: the 
Dallas Strikers (manager Norm Duke) and Portland Lumberjacks (Tim Mack) will select their protected 

players by Sunday; Silver Lake Atom Splitters (Mark Baker) and Philadelphia Hitmen (Jason Couch) 
by Jan. 14; LA X (Andrew Cain) and NYC Kingpins (Carolyn Dorin-Ballard) by Jan. 21 and the Motown 

Muscle (Del Ballard Jr.) and Brooklyn Styles (Johnny Petraglia) by Jan. 28.

iii.                                ● The final roster spots will be filled during the 2018 PBA League draft on Saturday, Feb. 
17, at Woodland Bowl in Indianapolis, site of the Go Bowling! PBA 60th Anniversary Classic. Xtra Frame 

will cover the draft live.

v.                                ● The draft order will be in reverse order of finishing positions in 2017 for both rounds 

(No. 8 Brooklyn will select first followed by Motown, NYC, L.A., Philadelphia, Silver Lake, Portland and 
Dallas. There will not be a “serpentine” reverse order this year.

● Players eligible to be drafted will consist of the top 75 PBA players on the PBA Tour/WBT earnings list 

for 2017 plus 2018 events through the PBA Tournament of Champions, which ends Feb. 11. Note that 
players from 2017 teams left off the protected list will not be automatically eligible; they must be on the 

top 75 earnings list to be eligible. The eligibility list will be published on Monday, Feb. 12, and those 

players must then declare for the draft by Thursday, Feb. 15. 
  

PBA STAR DANNY WISEMAN ELECTED TO USBC HALL OF FAME 

Baltimore’s Danny Wiseman, a 12-time PBA Tour champion and 2013 PBA Hall of Fame inductee, has 

been elected to the United States Bowling Congress Hall of Fame along with former PWBA star Tennelle 

Milligan. 
  

Wiseman, 50, won his only major title in the 2004 USBC Masters which was contested on specially-
constructed lanes in the infield of Miller Park in Milwaukee. It was the first championship bowling event 

ever held in a major league baseball stadium. He will be inducted during ceremonies as part of the USBC 
Annual Meeting at the Grand Sierra Resort in Reno, Nev., on April 25.

Belmonte, Zavjalova Win World Bowling Tour Finals 

Two title matches come down to final frames in WSOB IX Finale 
  

RENO, Nev.  (Jan. 7, 2018) – Top World Bowling Tour Finals qualifiers Jason Belmonte of Australia and 

Latvia’s Diana Zavjalova capped a 2017 PBA/WBT season with wins in the World Bowling Tour Men’s and 

Women’s Finals televised Sunday on ESPN from the National Bowling Stadium. 
  

The Finals, which were part of GEICO PBA World Series of Bowling IX presented by Eldorado Resort Reno 
Properties and the 2017-18 Go Bowling! PBA Tour season, used the experimental “Current Frame” WBT 

scoring system which awards 30 points for a strike, 10 plus pinfall on first ball of the frame for a spare, 

and the total pinfall for the frame for an open. There are no bonus or “fill” shots in the 10th frame and 
the maximum score is still 300. 

  
The World Bowling Tour Finals featured the top three players in WBT points in men’s and women’s 

divisions during the 2017 season with each division competing in a separate stepladder final. 
  

Heading into the ninth frame of the drama-filled men’s championship match with a 10-pin lead, No. 3 

qualifier and last year’s third-place finisher Marshall Kent of Yakima, Wash., failed to convert a 10 pin 
spare leaving the door open for a Belmonte win in the 10th. 

  
In the 10th, Belmonte closed with a 267 game forcing Kent to strike to tie the match. Kent came through 

with a pressure-filled solid pocket hit to also close with 267 forcing a sudden-death roll-off.  Belmonte 

won the roll-off with a strike in the first frame to Kent’s eight-count after he left the 2-8. 
  

“Yeah, I was worried,” said Belmonte referring to Kent’s fast start with the first five strikes in a row. 
“Fortunately, after the spare in the first frame I was able to put five strikes together to get back in the 

match and then it was like anything could happen at that point.” 

  
For Belmonte, it was his second consecutive WSOB IX win after his recent milestone PBA World 

Championship win on ESPN for a record third major win of the season and ninth of his career. 
  

“It’s a unique feeling the pressure you feel to get a strike when it comes down to one shot after you’ve 
travelled the world to get to this point,” Belmonte added. “The pressure you feel to get a strike was like 

the inside of your body wanting to be on the outside.” 

  
In the semi-final match, Kent advanced to the championship match with a 231-224 win over No. 2 

qualifier Jesper Svensson of Sweden, who finished second to Belmonte in the World Championship. 
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In another tightly contested title match, Zavjalova beat two-time defending champion Danielle McEwan of 
Stony Point, N.Y., 235-232, to win the women’s final. 

  
With the match even in the fifth frame, McEwan opened in the sixth after missing a 1-2-4-10 washout 

giving Zavjalova a 25-pin lead.  However, McEwan was able to come back and overtake Zavjalova with an 

eight-pin lead after striking in the seventh, eighth and ninth frames while Zavjalova could only manage 
spares in those frames. 

  
With the match coming down to the 10th, Zavjalova finished with a strike to post her 235. Needing a 

strike to win, McEwan left a solid 10 pin handing the win to Zavjalova. 
  

“I didn’t feel comfortable in the middle of the game, but that’s going to happen now and then,” said 

Zavjalova, who was competing in her first WBT final. “I just had to deal with what was in front of me and 
hope it was good enough to win. 

  
“When Danielle put those three strikes together at the end of the game I thought I had lost the match,” 

she added. “After I struck in the 10th it was out of my hands at that point—whatever happens, 

happens.  It was just my day today.” 

  

In the semifinal, McEwan defeated international standout Shalin Zulkifli of Malaysia 244-231 to advance 
to the title match.

Jason Belmonte Sweeps End-of-Year Stats, Sets PBA Average Record 

Australia’s two-handed star wins third PBA George Young Memorial High Average Award 

  

CHICAGO (Jan. 9, 2018) – Australia’s Jason Belmonte put an exclamation mark on another sensational 

year in Professional Bowlers Association competition by sweeping the PBA Tour’s two most defining 
statistical categories for 2017 – official earnings and scoring average, which included a record scoring 

pace. 
  

Belmonte concluded his 2017 season with a victory in the PBA World Championship in Reno, Nev., to 

become the first player in PBA history to win three major championships in a single season. The finishing 
touches to his four-title season included a Tour-best $238,912 in total earnings, and a third George 

Young Memorial High Average Award after posting a record 229.39 average for 380 games bowled. 
  

Belmonte, who previously won George Young High Average Awards for the 2012-13 and 2014 seasons, 

broke his own scoring record of 228.81 set during the 2012-13 season. He won the average contest by 
2.5 pins-per-game over fellow two-handed competitor Jesper Svensson of Sweden, who scored at a 

226.88 pace for 308 games in 2017. Svensson was the 2016 George Young Award winner with a 226.07 
average. 

  
Belmonte, who also led the PBA in earnings in 2012-13 and 2014, finished that race more than $7,000 

ahead of runner-up EJ Tackett of Huntington, Ind., who took $220,708 to the  bank last season.

Timeless PBA Legend Carmen Salvino to Make History in Indianapolis…Again 

At age 84, PBA founding member to become only player to bowl in first and 60th anniversary PBA events 

  

INDIANAPOLIS (Jan. 11, 2018) – When timeless Professional Bowler Association star Carmen Salvino 

laces up his bowling shoes and throws his first ball in competition in the Go Bowling! PBA 60th 
Anniversary Classic on Tuesday, Feb. 13, at Woodland Bowl, he’ll set a record that will never be matched. 

  
At age 84, PBA’s most famous showman will become the only player to bowl in the first PBA tournament 

ever held – the 1959 Empire State Open at Schade’s Academy in Albany, N.Y. – and the 2018 tournament 

at Woodland Bowl that will celebrate the PBA’s 60th year of continuous competition. 
  

He’ll break his own record which he set when he bowled in the PBA’s 50th anniversary gala in Las Vegas 
at the age of 74. And he’ll improve upon his own record as the oldest player ever to bowl in a PBA Tour 

event. 
  

“I bowled in the 50th in Las Vegas, and I’ll probably be around to bowl in the 70th,” he said with a 

chuckle. “I hope there are still bowling writers around, too. I need the press. I need people to get the 
word out. I’m still going for headlines. 
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“It makes sense to me to bowl (in Indianapolis),” the 17-time PBA Tour titlist and 1975 PBA Hall of Fame 
inductee said. “Not only did I bowl the first tournament in PBA history, but I was one of the seven guys 

who met before the meeting (in 1958) to create the PBA.” 

  

The formation meeting Salvino referred to was a gathering of 33 of the most famous bowlers of that era 

in Syracuse, N.Y., in 1958, where they each pledge $50 to PBA founder Eddie Elias to become the 
founding members of the new organization. 

  
Before that famous meeting, Dick Hoover, Dick Weber, Don Carter, Whitey Harris, Steve Nagy, Buzz Fazio 

and Salvino met in New Jersey with Elias, an attorney from Akron, Ohio, who was introduced to the 
group by Hoover. 

  

“Elias had talked to Carter and he flew in to talk to us about creating a new tournament program for the 
bowling stars of the era,” Salvino said. 

  
“I was there representing Chicago. The group was composed of guys who were the most important 

bowlers in their regions. Elias was talking during the meeting and someone started talking; I think it was 

Fazio. I remember I had a Coke bottle, and I slammed it on a desk to make them shut up and listen. 
After that Eddie called me his sergeant-at-arms (Salvino laughed). Eddie would call me privately to talk 

about problems because he knew I wouldn’t give him any crap; I’d always give him an honest answer.” 

  

Salvino, who exudes confidence and wears his age as a badge of courage, has a lifetime of stories to tell, 
but even in his advancing years, he is taking his competitive abilities as seriously as he did when he 

became a PBA founding member at age 25, back in 1958. 

  
“I’m getting in shape,” he said as he prepares for his 731st career PBA Tour event. “I’m lifting weights, 

having soreness in muscles I didn’t know I had. I’m getting my (ball) speed up again. When people 
watch me throw the ball, they’re going to be surprised I can throw the ball with speed and hook. 

  

“What I’ve got to do (in Indianapolis) is get the first 11 (strikes) and then I’m going to turn around and 
ask my crowd for a standing ovation,” he laughed, “and then I’m going to throw the 12th strike.” 

  
Salvino has enormous respect for today’s young PBA stars, but he also issued a warning. 

  

“These young kids are great bowlers,” he said. “I’ll probably make a little speech in the locker room 
before we start and I’ll tell them I’m 84, and if I don’t come in last, the guys I beat are going to hear 

from me. 
  

“They needle me a lot, but that’s what I love,” he continued. “I’ll give it right back to them. That’s the 
part of the game I miss. If they don’t needle you, that means they don’t like you. I’m going to bowl 

because I can still go in the locker room and get that feeling that I’m 24 again. You can’t buy that 

feeling.” 

  

Salvino is also coming to Indianapolis because it’s an easy drive from his home in Schaumburg, Ill.; his 
wife of 61 years (Ginny) can come along, and he wants to hear the PBA Hall of Fame induction speeches 

by Chris Barnes, Ron Mohr and the late Don Mitchell’s representative, which will be part of the Go 

Bowling! PBA 60th Anniversary Celebration dinner Saturday evening, Feb. 17. 
  

“Ginny’s coming to watch,” he said with another laugh. “The woman’s up for sainthood. Anyone who can 
be with me for 61 years and still be sane deserves sainthood.” 

  



Regarding the hall of fame ceremonies, he noted, “I want to hear from the guys who are inducted. On 
the lanes, you hear them from a different viewpoint, but hall of fame speeches always give you a 

different side of their personalities.” 

  

Go Bowling! PBA 60th Anniversary Classic competition will begin on Tuesday, Feb. 13, and it will conclude 

on Sunday, Feb. 18, when the top five players will compete in the live ESPN finals at 1 p.m. EST. The 
tournament, which is part of the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour schedule, will feature a format that was a 

standard for years – 24 games of qualifying followed by the top 24 qualifiers meeting in 24 games of 
head-to-head, round robin match play. All of the preliminary rounds will be live streamed on PBA’s online 

bowling channel, Xtra Frame (to subscribe, visit xtraframe.tv).

Dallas Strikers player-manager Norm Duke and Portland Lumberjacks manager Tim Mack has kicked 

off the 2018 PBA League draft program by protecting three players each from their 2017 rosters. 
  
Duke, the only person who serves a dual role as an active player as well as team manager, will 

return Tommy Jones and Bill O’Neill to his roster for 2018 Elias Cup PBA League competition which 
will take place April 20-22 at Bayside Bowl in Portland, Maine. Duke’s Dallas Strikers are the two-time 

defending champions and Duke is the reigning Mark Roth PBAL Most Valuable Player. 
  
The hometown Lumberjacks, runners-up in 2017, will retain left-hander Ryan Ciminelli, veteran team 

anchor bowler Wes Malott and two-hander Kyle Troup. 
  
Under PBAL rules for 2018, each team manager can protect up to three players from the team’s 2017 
roster. Next up, Silver Lake Atom Splitters manager Mark Baker and Philadelphia Hitmen 

manager Jason Couch will select their protected players, who will be announcednext Monday. LA X 

(Andrew Cain) and NYC Kingpins (Carolyn Dorin-Ballard) will make their selections by January 21, 
and the Motown Muscle (Del Ballard Jr.) and Brooklyn Styles (Johnny Petraglia) will round out the 

protected player process by January 28. 
  
The PBA League draft will take place on Saturday, Feb. 17 at 10:30 a.m. at Woodland Bowl in 
Indianapolis when managers will fill any open spots on their rosters. The draft will be live streamed on 

Xtra Frame. The draft order will be reverse order of finish from last year, beginning with No. 8 Brooklyn 

followed by Motown, NYC, LA, Philadelphia, Silver Lake, Portland and Dallas. Players eligible to be drafted

First major of 2018 to feature live ESPN telecast on Feb. 11 from historic AMF Riviera Lanes 

  
FAIRLAWN, Ohio (Jan. 12, 2018) - As host of the Professional Bowlers Association Tournament of 

Champions from 1966 to 1994, AMF Riviera Lanes in Fairlawn, Ohio has been the scene of some of the 
most memorable moments in PBA history. 
  
That tradition will resume when AMF Riviera Lanes hosts the return of the PBA’s signature 

tournament Feb. 5-11 after a 24-year absence. The first major championship of the 2018 Go Bowling! 

PBA Tour 60th Anniversary season will culminate with a live ESPN finals telecastSunday, Feb. 11 at 1 
p.m. EST. 
  
Highlighting the list of PBA champions competing for the title will be a cast of former TOC winners 
including defending champion EJ Tackett, Jesper Svensson (2016), Jason Belmonte (2014, 2015); PBA 

Hall of Famers Pete Weber (1989, 2013), Norm Duke (1994), Johnny Petraglia (1971), Sean Rash (2012), 
Chris Barnes (2006) and Tommy Jones (2007). 
  
With nine PBA major wins to his credit, the spotlight will be focused on Belmonte as the 34-year-old two-
handed player from Australia has already established himself as one of PBA’s all-time great players.

During a PBA career that spans only 10 years, Belmonte is one major title away from tying Weber and 
Hall of Famer Earl Anthony for the most all-time major wins with 10. 
  
When the TOC was last held at AMF Riviera Lanes in 1994, Duke won the event with a 217-184 victory 

over Eric Forkel. At that time, Belmonte was 11 years old and the PBA had never seen a two-handed 

player. 
  
As the PBA’s signature tournament, a player must have won a PBA title to be eligible to enter, and this 
time, Belmonte won’t be the only two-handed player in the field. Of the 80 players who will compete this 

year, 70 will be PBA Tour winners – including two-handers Svensson (who became the youngest TOC 
winner ever when he won the 2016 title at age 21), Osku Palermaa of Finland and Texan Anthony 

Simonsen. An additional 10 players who are not national tour winners but own titles in PBA’s other 

divisions (PBA50, regional, PBA50 regional), will have the opportunity to qualify for the field by competing 
in an eight-game TOC pre-tournament qualifier on Feb. 5. 
  
Competition begins with two six-game qualifying rounds on Feb. 7 at 11 a.m. and 6 p.m. The entire field 

will then return on Feb. 8 for a final six-game qualifying round at 11 a.m. After 18 qualifying games, the 

top 24 players will advance to the traditional TOC round-robin match play finals, bowling eight head-to-
head-matches at 6 p.m. on Feb. 8, and on Feb. 9 at 11 a.m. and 6 p.m. Total pinfall for 42 games, 

including match play bonus pins, will determine the top five players for Sunday’s stepladder finals. 
  
PBA’s online bowling channel Xtra Frame will provide full coverage of all preliminary rounds. Xtra Frame 
also will provide live coverage of a special best-of-three-game “King of Bowling” match between the 

reigning KOB, Wes Malott of Pflugerville, Texas, and a challenger who will be selected in fan voting. For 

subscription and schedule information visit www.xtraframe.tv. 
  
The PBA Tournament of Champions originated in Indianapolis in 1962, but was discontinued until 1965 
when it returned as the Firestone Tournament of Champions at Firestone Bowlarama in Akron, in the first 

year of PBA’s long-standing “Pro Bowlers Tour” series on ABC-TV. The event moved to Riviera Lanes in 

1966 and continued there through 1994. 
  
The 2018 Tournament of Champions will be the first of three consecutive PBA Tour events that are part 
of PBA’s “Big February” schedule, all featuring live ESPN finals. Following the TOC will be the Go Bowling! 

PBA 60th Anniversary Classic Feb. 13-18 from historic Woodland Bowl in Indianapolis and the season’s

Another Stellar Season for Jakob Butturff 

Highlights 2017 PBA Regional Awards 

  
CHICAGO (Jan. 16, 2018) - PBA Tour standout Jakob Butturff of Chandler, Ariz., didn’t match his 

record-breaking 2016 season that included a record nine PBA Regional wins, but he did keep the 

momentum going with four wins in 2017, and that was enough to successfully defend his PBA West and 
Northwest Region Player of the Year honors. 

  
Bowling in a combined nine tournaments in the West and Northwest, Butturff also compiled three other 

top-five finishes which included a second, third and a fifth place while also leading his fellow regional 
competitors with a 236 average. 

  

Butturff’s accomplishments in 2017 were among the highlights of the PBA Regional Award winners, 
announced today by Director of the PBA Regional and PBA50 Tours John Weber, recognizing Players of 

the Year, Rookies of the Year, PBA50 Players of the Year and Pat Patterson Award winners, for 
contributions to the regional program, in each of its eight regions. 

  

Award winners were selected by the PBA’s regional managers: Russ Mills, East Region; Sam Zurich, South 
Region; Bobby Jakel, Central Region; Rich Weber, Midwest Region; Pete McCordic, Southwest Region; 

Gary Mage, West and Northwest Regions, and Junichia Yoshida, Japan Region. 
  

Here’s a summary of the 2017 PBA Regional Award winners: 

  
EAST – Matt O’Grady of Rahway, N.J., made the most of his seven regional events to earn Player of the 

Year with five top-five finishes that included one title and three second-place finishes. Rookie of the Year

went to Ryan Galli of Binghamton, N.Y., who had two fifth-place finishes and made match play in four of 
his six tournament appearances.

wins and four other top-five finishes in seven tournaments. Mike Healy of Yonkers, N.Y., was the Pat 
Patterson Award winner. 

  

SOUTH – Cristian Azcona of San Juan, Puerto Rico, earned Player of the Year with five top-five finishes 
in seven tournaments including one win and three runner-up finishes. PBA Hall of Famer Walter Ray 

Williams Jr. of Oxford, Fla., earned PBA50 Player of the Year with four wins and two runner-up finishes in 
six tournaments. Kristian Sieradzki of Seminole, Fla., earned Rookie of the Year, cashing in five events 

and making two match play appearances in seven tournaments. Krystal Hall of Fayetteville, N.C., earned 
the Pat Patterson Award. 

  

CENTRAL – It was a busy year for Canadian Graham Fach, who bowled extensively on the PBA Tour in 
addition to competing in 15 events in the Central Region where he compiled eight top-five finishes 

including one title, two second and two third-place finishes. Kyle Mayberry of Dayton, Ohio, collected four 
top-three finishes in 16 tournaments which included one win, a second and two third-place finishes to 

earn Rookie of the Year. PBA Tour player and PBA50 Tour regular Brian Kretzer of Dayton, Ohio, won 

PBA50 Player of the Year honors in both the Central and Midwest Regions with a combined three titles, 
one runner-up and one third-place finish. PBA Tour player Dave Wodka of Clarksville, Tenn., was the Pat 

Patterson Award winner. 
  

MIDWEST – PBA Tour player AJ Johnson of Oswego, Ill., put together a four-title season in the PBA 
Midwest Region and added a third-place finish in seven tournaments he entered to win Player of the 

Year.  AJ Chapman of Manchester, Iowa, earned Rookie of the Year with one second-place and one 

fourth-place finish in four tournaments. Brian Kretzer of Dayton, Ohio, took home PBA50 Player of the 
Year in the Midwest as well as the Central Region with a combined three titles and two other top-five 

finishes. Kevin Kullman of Lockport, Ill., won the Midwest’s Pat Patterson Award. 
  

SOUTHWEST – Another one of the PBA’s Tour Canadian stars, Francois Lavoie, was the Southwest 

Player of the Year Award winner with three titles and three runner-up finishes in 10 tournaments. Kyle 
Sherman of O’Fallon, Ill., earned Rookie of the Year with two top-four finishes that included a title and a 

fourth-place finish. Mike Austin of Conroe, Texas earned the Pat Patterson Award. The Southwest did not 
award a PBA50 Player of the Year award. 

  

WEST – Kyle King of Glendale, Ariz., earned Rookie of the Year with the help of one win and one third-
place finish while also cashing in 10 tournaments. PBA Tour and PBA50 Tour standout Michael Haugen Jr. 

of Phoenix earned PBA50 Player of the Year with one win and two runner-up finishes. PBA Tour veteran 
Josh Blanchard of Mesa, Ariz. was the Pat Patterson Award winner for the West. 

  
NORTHWEST – Rookie of the Year honors went to San Francisco’s Michael Tang who had a best finish 

of fourth. PBA Tour and PBA50 Tour veteran Hugh Miller of Mercer Island, Wash., earned PBA50 Player of 

the Year honors with one win and two second-place finishes in four events. Longtime PBA50 Tour player 
Bob Harvey of Boise won the Pat Patterson Award for contributions to PBA’s regional program. 

  
JAPAN – The Japan Region’s Pat Patterson Award winner was Ebonite International. Player and Rookie 

of the Year will be announced at a later date. 

  
The PBA’s regional program, founded in 1970, provides bowlers with a proving ground to develop their

Jason Belmonte Races Away with 2017 GEICO PBA Player of the Year Award 

PBA also honors Indiana rookie Matt Sanders, Ohio’s Chris Loschetter, PBA Hall of Famer Del Ballard Jr. 
  

CHICAGO (Jan. 17, 2018) – For the fourth time in the past five seasons, Australia’s Jason Belmonte 

has been selected by the bowling news media and his fellow competitors as the GEICO Chris Schenkel 
Professional Bowlers Association Player of the Year. 

  
The PBA’s most prized individual achievement award for the 2017 season was announced today by PBA 

CEO and Commissioner Tom Clark, who also announced that Matt Sanders, an Evansville, Ind., native 

now living in Indianapolis, is the 2017 Harry Golden PBA Rookie of the Year; Chris Loschetter of Avon, 
Ohio, is the Steve Nagy PBA Sportsmanship Award winner, and PBA Hall of Famer Del Ballard Jr. of 

Keller, Texas, is the recipient of PBA’s Tony Reyes Memorial Community Service Award. 
  

All four will receive their awards during the Go Bowling! PBA 60th Anniversary Celebration Dinner and 

Hall of Fame induction ceremonies on Saturday, Feb. 17, at the Indianapolis Marriott North. The entire 
celebration dinner will be live streamed on PBA’s online bowling channel, Xtra Frame. 

  
Belmonte, after becoming the first player in PBA history to win three major championships among his 

four titles in 2017, was a landslide winner in balloting among his fellow PBA members and veteran 
bowling writers. At age 34 he joined Mark Roth as a four-time winner of the award. Walter Ray Williams 

Jr. is the all-time leader with seven Player of the Year Awards, followed by the late Earl Anthony with six. 

  
“I am absolutely thrilled to be the PBA’s Player of the Year,” Belmonte said. “2017 was a really successful 

year for me and winning these awards just makes those successes even better. It really motivates me to 
continue to push myself even harder. I want to thank all the members who voted and also thank the PBA 

for giving me the opportunity to bowl on the best tour in the world. “ 
  
The most successful two-handed player in bowling history led the PBA in earnings ($238,912) and scoring 

average (a PBA record 229.39 for 380 games bowled), capped his 2017 season with a victory in the PBA 
World Championship for his ninth career major title after winning the Barbasol PBA Players Championship 

and an unprecedented fourth United States Bowling Congress Masters title earlier in the season. He also 
won the inaugural Storm Lucky Larsen Masters in Sweden for his fourth title of the year. 

  

It was a great “comeback” after a less-than-Belmonte-like year in 2016 when he didn’t win a PBA title 
after winning Player of the Year honors for three consecutive years, but, as Belmonte said, “2016 wasn’t 

a bad year. It was a bad year on TV because I was letting things get to me, like winning a fourth straight 
POY.” 

  

Belmonte has pledged to himself that won’t happen again in 2018. 
  

“I don’t want to have that conversation, that I was too busy thinking about Player of the Year to bowl 
well,” he said. “That’s not going to happen; I’m not going to let myself do that. If another player has a 

better year than I do, it’s not going to be because I was thinking about end of year awards.” 

  
2017 PBA Rookie of the Year Matt Sanders 

Sanders, a 23-year-old left-hander and former two-time All-American with Marion University-Indiana, was 
the overwhelming choice over one of the strongest fields of rookies in recent PBA history. 

  
He was the only rookie to win a PBA Tour title (in the Xtra Frame Billy Hardwick Memorial Open 

presented by Chris Hardwick at Billy Hardwick’s All Star Lanes in Memphis, Tenn., in June). Sanders 



qualified ninth for the match play elimination finals of the “throwback” plastic ball tournament, eventually 
defeating PBA50 Player of the Year Brian LeClair, 243-237, for the title. 

  
He concluded his first season with a fifth-place finish in the PBA World Championship, losing a 10-7 

sudden-death roll-off to Kyle Troup after they tied at 248-248 in the opening match of the World 

Championship finals. 
  

“It’s an honor just to be in the conversation with the bowlers who compete on tour,” Sanders said. “I go 
into each tournament believing I can win. Sometimes, maybe I put a lot of pressure on myself to be the 

best I can be. I feel that when I’m at my best I can compete with anyone. I just need to relax and do 
what I do best and hopefully the rest will take care of itself. 

  

“I bowled in 12 tournaments last year and to win one and finish fifth in the World Championship, I’m 
pretty satisfied with that. I plan to bowl a full schedule in 2018. Now it’s up to me to build on a very 

satisfying 2017 season and see where that takes me.” 

  

Among PBA rookies in 2017, he was the average (215.84) and earnings ($30,965) leader. 

  
2017 Steve Nagy Sportsmanship Award 

Loschetter, a 37-year-old two-time PBA Tour champion, won the PBA’s prestigious sportsmanship honor 
in voting among his fellow competitors, topping Denmark’s Thomas Larsen and Canada’s Francois Lavoie. 

  
Loschetter, a two-time Junior Team USA member, completed a nine-year quest for his first PBA Tour title 

in the 2012 Wolf Open in Milwaukee and won his second as a member of the Merica Rooster Illusion 

team that won the 2016 PBA Team Challenge title in Las Vegas while still in recovery from his personal 
battle with testicular and abdominal cancer. Loschetter has been a member of the PBA League’s 

Philadelphia Hitmen since the program’s inception in 2013. 
  

“I mentioned to some of my close friends that it’s nice to be nominated, but I never expect it,” Loschetter 

said. “It’s very humbling; I’m honored to win it. I think a lot of it is how you treat people, probably more 
off the lanes and how you behave on the lanes. I think I used to be a bit more emotional but as I’ve 

grown older, I’ve calmed down. 
  

“The big life change for me was really becoming a father,” he added in regard to how his personality has 

evolved. “That definitely influenced me in how I want people to look at me. I want to be a good example 
for my son. Also, the way my parents raised me in church, to treat others the way you’d want to be 

treated. That made a big impact on me.” 

  

2017 Tony Reyes Memorial Community Service Award 

PBA Hall of Famer Del Ballard Jr.’s life changed immediately, and dramatically, in May 2010 when he was 

diagnosed with tonsil cancer. As Ballard had demonstrated over a PBA career that lasted nearly three 

decades and included 13 titles, he was a fighter. He wasn’t about to succumb to “The Big C” without a 
battle. 

  
One evening after a treatment, Ballard, wife Carolyn and a handful of friends got together at Ballard’s 

house and laid the groundwork for what would become “Ballard Vs. The Big C” – or BVBC for 

short. Within three years, their fund-raising bowling tournament raised more than $145,000. As of 2017, 
Cancer Care Services, Baylor Health Care and the North Texas Laryngectomy Society have received in 

excess of $300,000 to carry out research on cancer treatments focused on the head, neck and throat. 
  

“I’m really kind of shocked; when Tom (Clark) called, I figured he was going to yell at me for something I 
did wrong,” said Ballard, who is known for his dry sense of humor. 

  



“It takes a lot of people to do what we’ve done,” he added on a more serious note. “A lot of people 
support us. It’s a pretty incredible thing. I was telling someone recently that you always want to turn 

something negative into a positive. At the time (he learned of his cancer) it was a big negative, but we 
turned it into a big positive. 

  

“We’ll keep at it; my group won’t let me quit. All you have to do is go with me to one doctor’s 
appointment and you’ll understand why I do what I do. As bad as my experience was, it’s minor 

compared to what I see others are going through.”

Jason Belmonte Aims For PBA Major Titles Records in Upcoming 

PBA Tournament of Champions and Barbasol PBA Players Championship 

  

CHICAGO, Ill. (Jan. 23, 2018) - If he hasn’t already, Australian two-hander Jason Belmonte is most 

certainly on the verge of adding his name to a list of elite PBA icons. 
  

Belmonte concluded the 2017 PBA Tour season by winning the PBA World Championship at the age of 

34. With his victory over fellow two-hander Jesper Svensson of Sweden, 238-225, in the title match, the 
Australian star collected his ninth career major title and a record three in one season. He trails only PBA 

greats Earl Anthony and Pete Weber who are tied at the top of the all-time list of PBA major title winners 
with 10 each. 

  
Belmonte’s first assault on the majors record will come when the PBA Tournament of Champions – PBA’s 

signature championship – returns to its historic home at AMF Riviera Lanes in the Akron suburb of 

Fairlawn, Ohio, Feb. 5-11 with the live ESPN finals airing Sunday, Feb. 11 at 1 p.m. ET. 
  

“I’m honored to be one win away from arguably the two best bowlers who ever lived on the all-time 
majors list,” Belmonte said after his World Championship win at the recent GEICO PBA World Series of 

Bowling IX. “I don’t know how I’ll feel if I get to 10 majors, but I’ll tell you that winning No. 9 was a 

pretty good feeling.” 

  

In all, Belmonte’s major wins make up more than half of his 16 career PBA Tour titles and include a 
record four USBC Masters titles (2013, 2014, 2015, 2017), two Tournament of Champions titles (2014, 

2015) and two Barbasol PBA Players Championship titles (2011, 2017) in addition to his World 
Championship crown. He is a U.S. Open title away from the PBA Triple Crown (U.S. Open, TOC and PBA 

World Championship, Grand Slam (Triple Crown plus Masters) and the “Super Slam” (Grand Slam plus 

Players Championship). A third TOC title would put him in elite company with PBA Hall of Famers Mike 
Durbin and Jason Couch, who are the only players to accomplish that feat. 

  
“To be in this position at this stage of my career is really something I couldn’t have dreamed of,” 

Belmonte added. “Obviously, going forward my immediate goals are to surpass Earl and Pete but it’s not 

an easy task.

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“Having won the Tournament of Champions and the Players Championship twice, I’m going into those 
tournaments with confidence but to win a major is difficult for the simple reason they demand more from 

you than other tournaments.”   
  

Entering his 10th Tour season, Belmonte also will have his eye on setting a record for shortest time to 

reach 10 major titles. He already owns the mark for shortest time span to win nine major titles. Since 
winning his first major in the 2011 Players Championship at age 27, Belmonte has won his nine major 

titles over a span of seven seasons (2011-17). It took Anthony 11 seasons to win his first nine majors 
since winning the 1973 PBA National Championship for his first major (1973-83), and it took Weber 26 

seasons to accomplish the same feat after winning the 1987 Tournament of Champions in 1987 (1987-
2012). Both Weber, a right-handed bowler, and Anthony, a left-hander, would go on to win their 10th 

major titles in the next season they bowled. 

  
Belmonte’s success using his two-handed style has not been overlooked by the bowling world. His 

influence has created a legion of young bowlers who are taking up the two-handed delivery, and with 
increasing levels of success. 

  

“I had no idea that the technique would become so popular,” Belmonte said.  “However, I understand 
that the more success I have – and other two-handers as well – it will create more and more awareness 

of the style and also intrigue for bowlers to try it. I believe the style is now seen not as just a gimmick 

style, but as a style to be taken seriously by fans, coaches and bowlers around the world.”  

After the TOC, Belmonte will compete in the Go Bowling! 60th Anniversary Classic – a standard PBA Tour 
event – at Woodland Bowl in Indianapolis Feb. 13-18. He will then have another opportunity to win a 

major when the Barbasol PBA Players Championship, the second major of the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour 

season, returns to Wayne Webb’s Columbus Bowl in Columbus Feb. 19-25 with the finals airing 
live Sunday, Feb. 25 at 1 p.m. ET. The USBC Masters, U.S. Open and PBA World Championship will be 

held later in the year.

Maine, to defeat EJ Tackett and Belmonte, who recorded 664 and 640 series, respectively, in a three-
game total pinfall revival of the KOB special event. Malott made it seven in a row when he turned 

back Tommy Jones in a best-of-three-game match at FireLake Bowling Center in Shawnee, Okla., in 
late June 2017,200-278, 258-238, 212-204.

TOKYO, Japan (Jan. 27, 2018) – Three weeks after celebrating his 21st birthday, Anthony Simonsen 
of Austin, Texas, averaged 227 for his 12 qualifying games Saturday at Tokyo Port Bowl to lead the field 

of 16 finalists into Sunday’s match play finals of the DHC PBA Japan Invitational, the first tournament of 
the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour season. 

  

Simonsen, a three-time PBA Tour titlist, rolled games of 200, 215, 231, 243, 244, 248, 211, 218, 245, 
229 and 238 in Saturday’s two six-game qualifying rounds for a total of 2,724 pins and an 83-pin lead 

over Ryan Ciminelli of Clarence, N.Y. Reigning PBA Player of the Year Jason Belmonte of Australia was in 
third place, seven pins behind Ciminelli, and defending DHC PBA Japan Invitational champion EJ Tackett 

of Huntington, Ind., advanced to match play in 10th place, 156 pins behind Simonsen.

“I 

bowled an event in Ireland last week and was fortunate to walk away with a win. I also won an event in 
Korea in late December so I feel like I’m definitely on my game right now and looking forward to 

extending my winning streak this week.”

England’s Dom Barrett Wins DHC PBA Japan Invitational 

British star wins sixth title in opening event of 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour season; TOC is next 
  

TOKYO, Japan (Jan. 28, 2018) – England’s Dom Barrett defeated Kyle Troup of Taylorsville, 
N.C.,  267-204, to win the DHC PBA Japan Invitational, the first tournament of the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA 

Tour season, at Tokyo Port Bowl on Sunday. 

  
For Barrett, the title was the sixth of his Professional Bowlers Association career and came on the heels of 

a less-than-memorable start to his 2018 season while competing in non-PBA events in Europe. 
  

“I just finished bowling in Sweden and Finland,” he said. “I physically felt good but I didn’t get anywhere, 

so I was looking forward to this week. Japan is very special. You have to qualify to be here and there is a 
lot of history with this event. I led it two years ago and (PBA Hall of Famer) Amleto (Monacelli) beat me, 

so it was great to have another go at it.” 

  

Barrett, who earned 5 million Japanese yen (roughly $46,000 US dollars), jumped into the tournament 
lead with a strong opening eight-game match play round. Troup, trying for his third PBA Tour title, 

overtook Barrett in the second round of match play, but Barrett defeated Troup in the final position round 

match to regain the top berth for the stepladder finals where he ran away from the American two-handed 
player. 

  
Qualifying leader Anthony Simonsen of Austin, Texas, started the stepladder finals with a 248-244 win 

over Marshall Kent of Yakima, Wash. He then eliminated Japanese star Shota Kawazoe, 278-257, before 

losing to Troup in the semifinal match, 227-180. 
  

The PBA provided live coverage of the DHC PBA Japan Invitational on its video streaming service, Xtra 
Frame, and will continue its live streaming service when the Tour opens its mainland U.S. schedule with 

the PBA Tournament of Champions at AMF Riviera Lanes in Fairlawn, Ohio, Feb. 7-11. A Tournament of 

Champions pre-tournament qualifier precedes the start of the TOC on Feb. 5.

The 2018 TOC will feature an expected field of 80 PBA champions, including defending champion EJ 
Tackett of Huntington, Ind., who will battle for one of the most prestigious titles in the sport. 
  
In addition to the tournament’s return to Fairlawn, Jason Belmonte’s quest for a record-tying 10th major 
title, Liz Johnson’s attempt to become the second woman to win the event, and the return of PBA greats 
Pete Weber and Walter Ray Williams Jr. to write another chapter in their storied careers are just a few of 
the compelling storylines for this year’s event.

Here’s a look at some of the major storylines for the 53rd PBA Tournament of Champions: 
  
TOC returns to traditional home: AMF Riviera Lanes hosts the return of the PBA’s signature 

tournament after a 24-year absence. The first major championship of the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour 

60th Anniversary season will culminate with a live ESPN finals telecastSunday, Feb. 11 at 1 p.m. EST. 
When the TOC was last held at AMF Riviera Lanes in 1994, PBA Hall of Famer Norm Duke won the event 

with a 217-184 victory over Eric Forkel.

TOC is a tournament for champions only: The 2018 TOC will include an exclusive field of PBA 
champions. In order to be eligible, a player must be a PBA member who has won a PBA Tour, PBA 

Regional, PBA50 Tour, PBA Regional, or PBA Women’s Series title. 
  
Four-time GEICO Chris Schenkel PBA Player of the Year Jason Belmonte will try for another 

milestone in PBA history: With nine PBA major wins to his credit, the 2017 GEICO Chris Schenkel PBA 
Player of the Year, is one major title away from tying PBA Hall of Famers Pete Weber and Earl Anthony 

for the most the all-time major wins with 10. The 34-year-old two-hander from Australia will be trying for 
his third TOC win after winning back-to-back in 2014 and 2015. Entering his 10th Tour season, Belmonte 

will also have his eye on setting a new mark for shortest time to reach 10 major titles. He has already set 
the mark for shortest time to win nine major titles (six seasons). A win would also put Belmonte in the 

exclusive three-time winners club joining Mike Durbin and Jason Couch. 
  
EJ Tackett is defending champion: 2016 Player of the Year EJ Tackett of Huntington, Ind., will 

defend his title in the hopes of becoming the first player since Belmonte to win the TOC in back-to-back 
seasons (2014 and 2015). Tackett, a nine-time Tour winner, won the 2017 TOC in Shawnee, Okla., by 

defeating Tommy Jones, 208-203, in the title match. 
  
Pete Weber tries for a record 11th major and third TOC title: PBA Hall of Famer Pete Weber won 

the 2013 Tournament of Champions to tie Earl Anthony for most PBA major titles (10) and became the 
only player to win PBA’s Triple Crown (Tournament of Champions, U.S. Open and World Championship) 

twice. At age 50, the 37-time PBA Tour winner also became the oldest player to win the TOC. If he wins, 
Weber would also join Mike Durbin and Jason Couch as three-time TOC winners. 
  
Other two-handers in the field: While Jason Belmonte brought the unique two-handed delivery to 
prominence in his rookie season in 2009, five other players who have enjoyed success on the PBA Tour 

using the two-handed technique will also be competing. They include 2016 TOC champion Jesper 
Svensson of Sweden; five-time tour winner Osku Palermaa of Finland, three-time Tour champion Anthony 

Simonsen of Austin, Texas; two-time Tour winner Kyle Troup of Taylorsville, N.C. and Shawn Maldonado 

of Houston. At age 20, Svensson became the youngest TOC champion and at age 22, he is the youngest 
player to reach seven PBA Tour titles. At age 19, Simonsen won the 2016 USBC Masters to become the 

youngest player to win a major title. 
  
TOC past winners entered: Past champions entered include defending champion EJ Tackett (2017), 

Jesper Svensson (2016), Jason Belmonte (2014, 2015); PBA Hall of Famers Pete Weber (1987, 2013), 
Norm Duke (1994), Johnny Petraglia (1971), Chris Barnes (2006), and future Hall of Famers Sean Rash 

(2012) and Tommy Jones (2007). 
  
Walter Ray Williams Jr. still trying for a TOC title: Hall of Famer Walter Ray Williams Jr. has 
accomplished nearly everything there is to accomplish in PBA competition except winning the 

Tournament of Champions. A TOC title would make the all-time titles leader (47) the seventh player to 

complete the PBA Triple Crown (titles in the U.S. Open, PBA World Championship and TOC), and the third 
player in history to complete the PBA “Grand Slam” (titles in the U.S. Open, PBA World Championship, 

TOC and USBC Masters). Mike Aulby and Norm Duke are the only players who have completed the Grand 
Slam. 
  
An historic event for women: Kelly Kulick made sports history in 2010 by becoming the first woman 
ever to win a PBA Tour event when she won the TOC in Las Vegas. USBC Hall of Famer Liz Johnson will 

make her bid to become the second woman to win the TOC in this year’s event. Johnson became the 
second woman to win a PBA Tour tournament when she captured the 2017 PBA Chameleon 

Championship which was part of GEICO PBA World Series of Bowling IX in Reno, Nev. 
  



Hall of Famer Johnny Petraglia to compete in final TOC: Another one of PBA’s all-time greats, 14-
time PBA Tour champion and 1971 TOC champion Johnny Petraglia will compete in his final TOC. The 70-

year-old Petraglia is the only player in PBA history to win a national tour title (PBA Tour or PBA50 Tour) in 
six different decades. 
  
International field: Nine countries are represented in the TOC field – Australia, Canada, Colombia, 
England, Finland, Sweden, Thailand, Venezuela, and the U.S. 
  
TOC began in Indianapolis in 1962: Joe Joseph won the inaugural TOC at Play Bowl in Indianapolis 

with a two-game 480 pinfall total in 1962. Billy Golembiewski was second with 416 pins and Hall of Famer 
Carmen Salvino finished third with 409 in the two-game total pinfall championship round. 
  
TOC admission and pro-am information: Spectator passes for the TOC pre-tournament qualifier 
on Feb. 5 and the official practice session on Feb. 6 are $10. Spectator passes for qualifying and match 

play rounds Feb. 7-9 range from $15-$20 with all-day passes available for $20 and $30. Tickets for the 
stepladder finals range from $30-$50, if purchased in advance online at www.pba.com/tickets, and $50-

$70 if purchased at the door. Tickets for all preliminary rounds will be available at the door.

PBA staff with PBA Hall of Famer Marshall Holman, newly-elected PBA Hall of Famer Chris Barnes and 
PBA Tour champion Rhino Page calling the action. 

  

“The PBA has been steadily improving its presence on Facebook with an increase in video highlights and 
live press conferences on our page, which is up to 200,000 followers and had more than four million 

video views during the recent WSOB alone,” said PBA CEO and Commissioner Tom Clark in announcing 
the new Facebook Live relationship. “Taking this next step to a live event shown in its entirety, and 

working with the sports team at Facebook to make it happen, is exciting for the PBA as we navigate into 

our 60th Anniversary season.

INDIANAPOLIS (Jan. 30, 2018) – Every time Woodland Bowl in Indianapolis hosts a new Professional 

Bowlers Association tournament, it adds another chapter to its remarkable history as bowling’s most

The newest banner winner could be the GoBowling! PBA 60th Anniversary Classic champion, if that player 
has not previously won at Woodland. The tournament will be part of a week celebrating PBA’s first 60 

years, and it has attracted a world-class field. 
  

Among the players already entered, in addition to international bowlers from 17 different countries, are 

three PBA Tour winners from Indiana who would very much like to add their own banners to the Beer 
Thirty lounge collection: 25-year-old nine-time PBA Tour winner EJ Tackett of Huntington who also is one 

of five bowlers who have both PBA Rookie of the Year (2013) and Player of the Year (2016) honors; 38-
year-old four-time PBA titlist Ronnie Russell of Marion, and 2017 PBA Rookie of the Year Matt Sanders, an 

Evansville native now living in Indianapolis.

Paul and Duke combined for the first six strikes in the match which ultimately proved too much for the 

O’Neill/Betts team to overcome. In the ninth frame, Paul sewed up the win by picking up the challenging 
4-5 split in front of an enthusiastic sold out crowd at Bowlero The Woodlands. 
  
“I’ve been blessed to have some great partners over the years and Norm certainly showed why he’s a 
Hall of Famer,” said Paul, who won last year’s event with PBA Hall of Famer Chris Barnes. “It was up to 

me to stay there with him and keep the momentum going. Bowling’s like every other sport where, when 
you get that momentum early, you want to keep it. If you do, good things are going to happen.” 
  
Paul also won doubles titles back-to-back in 2010 and 2011 with four-time PBA Player of the Year Jason 
Belmonte. For Duke, it was his first CP3 Celebrity Invitational win. 
  
“Going into the finals I felt like we were the underdogs,” said Duke. “Mookie is a talented player and Bill 

is one of the best in the land right now so we knew we were going to have our work cut out for us. 
  
“We got through the semifinal match in good shape but right before practice for the title match Chris was 

kind of lost and asked me ‘What should I do?’ Chris is a guy who likes to play the inside part of the lane 
and hook the ball, but I suggested he try playing outside where I was playing and, sure enough, he made 

it work. We just started striking and we were on our way. 
  
“I don’t want to understate how big that 4-5 split conversion was,” Duke added. “At that point the match 

still could have gone either way if he had missed it, but that was a great shot.” 
  
In the five-frame semifinal matches, the Duke/Paul team beat 2016 PBA Player of the Year EJ Tackett 
and Paul’s Rockets teammate, James Harden, 109-90, and the Betts/O’Neill team beat the 2016 winners, 

newly-elected Pro Football Hall of Famer Terrell Owens and PBA Hall of Famer Pete Weber, 130-73, to 

advance to the final match.

In the third event of the telecast all of the participating celebrities, including actor/comedian Oscar Nunez 
and Rockets guard Bobby Brown, took part in the Go Bowling! Celebrity Super Clash sudden-death shoot 

out where the low score in each frame was eliminated. It came down to a dual against Owens and Ariza 

in the eighth frame with Owens striking to win against Ariza’s eight count.

for Malott. 

  

“Anytime you can throw three strikes in the 10th to win it really makes the win more satisfying,” said 
Malott. “Bowling against a great player like Jason I felt I had to get it done right then and there. I didn’t 

feel good about it going another game.” 

  

After the second strike in the 10th, Malott made a concerted effort to get into a positive mindset for the 
final shot. 

  

“I’ve been in those situations where when you need eight or nine (pins) to win you throw it away with a 
six or seven count,” he said. “I cleared my mind of any negative thoughts and didn’t take a lot of time on

Russell is Top Qualifier for PBA Tournament of Champions; 

Belmonte Narrowly Makes Match Play Finishing 24th 

  

FAIRLAWN, Ohio (Feb. 8, 2018) – Four-time PBA Tour winner Ronnie Russell of Marion, Ind., 
averaged 231 to earn top qualifier honors in the PBA Tournament of Champions Thursday and leading 24 

players into this evening’s first eight-game match play round at AMF Riviera Lanes. 

  
Russell retained his second round lead with a 1,376 six-game pinfall total in the third round finishing 

qualifying with a 4,166 overall pinfall total for 18 games.

Russell Posts 6-2 Record in First Match Play Round to 

Retain Lead in PBA Tournament of Champions 

Jesper Svensson moves into second and Jason Belmonte rebounds to 

finish seventh heading into Friday’s match play 

  

FAIRLAWN, Ohio (Feb. 8, 2018) – Four-time PBA Tour winner Ronnie Russell of Marion, Ind., 
retained his lead in the PBA Tournament of Champions Thursday at AMF Riviera Lanes after the first 

match play round but had to withstand a challenge from 2016 TOC winner Jesper Svensson of Sweden 

who moved into second. 
  

Russell posted a 6-2 match play record and finished with a 6,201 four-round overall pinfall total, which 
includes 30 bonus pins for each match win, to lead Svensson who also recorded a 6-2 record and finished 

73 pins behind with 6,128. 

  
In the first major tournament of the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour season, Russell reeled off match wins 

with games of 259, 266, 220, 267, 257, then lost with games of 158, 202 before winning the final match 
with 226. 

  
“Bowling this well on a fresh condition isn’t really my game so I was pretty happy with the good start,” 

Russell said. “Everything was going well until I had trouble figuring out the pair of lanes in the sixth 

game. That was pretty frustrating but I was able to dig myself out of that whole and had a decent finish. 
  

“I’ve been relying pretty heavily on my equipment choices so far in the tournament,” he added. “I’m 
probably going to drill up a couple more balls so I can be more prepared for what I might 

experience tomorrow.” 

  
Svensson, a two-handed player who is already a seven-time Tour winner at age 22, became the youngest 

player to win the Tournament of Champions, when he captured the title in Shawnee, Okla., in 2016 at 
age 20, eight days short of his 21st birthday. 

  

Finishing the day in third was 2017 PBA Rookie of the Year Matt Sanders of Evansville, Ind., with a 7-1 
record and 6,092 pinfall. Two-hander Anthony Simonsen of Austin, Texas, recorded a 5-3 record in match 

play and 6,052 pinfall to finish in fourth. Simonsen won the 2016 United States Bowling Congress Masters 
at age 19 to become the youngest player to win a major. 

  
Nearly failing to advance to match play after the final qualifying round earlier in the day, nine-time major 

winner Australian two-hander Jason Belmonte made a dramatic rebound posting a 5-3 match play record 

and 5,947 pinfall to move from 24th to seventh. 
  

Belmonte, who won his fourth Player of the Year crown in 2017, is trying for his 10th PBA major title to 
would tie PBA Hall of Famers Pete Weber and Earl Anthony for the all-time major title record. A win 

would also make the 2014 and 2015 TOC winner the third player to win the major three times. Jason 

Couch and Mike Durbin are the other three-time winners.

FAIRLAWN, Ohio (Feb. 9, 2018) –  Two-hander Jesper Svensson of Sweden will bowl for his second 
PBA Tournament of Champions title and eighth career tour title as the top qualifier for the stepladder 

finals of the 53rd edition of PBA’s signature championship Sunday at AMF Riviera Lanes. 
  

The finals for the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour season’s first major will air Sunday at 1 p.m. ET on ESPN. 

  
Svensson compiled a 16-6-2 match play record and 10,159 42-game pinfall total including match play 

bonus pins Friday to secure the top spot 147 pins ahead of No. 2 qualifier second-year pro Andrew 
Anderson of Holly, Mich., who finished with a 10,012 pinfall and 15-9 record in match play. 

  

Svensson, who is already a seven-time Tour winner at age 22, became the youngest player to win the 
Tournament of Champions, when he captured the title in Shawnee, Okla., in 2016 at age 20, eight days 

short of his 21st birthday. 
  

Nearly failing to advance to match play after earning the 24th and final match play spot after 

qualifying on Thursday, nine-time PBA Tour major winner Jason Belmonte of Australia made a dramatic 
drive to reach the No. 3 qualifying position for the finals finishing with a 9,928 pinfall and 14-10 match 

play record. 

  
Belmonte, who won his fourth Player of the Year crown in 2017, is trying for his 10th PBA major title to 

tie PBA Hall of Famers Pete Weber and Earl Anthony for the all-time major title record. A win would also 
make the 2014 and 2015 Tournament of Champions winner the third player to win the major three times.

BJ Moore of Greensburg, Pa., a PBA regional titlist, and Matt O’Grady of Rahway, N.J., a four-time 
regional winner, took the fourth and fifth stepladder spots, respectively. Moore finished with a 9,873 

pinfall and O’Grady finished with a 9,824 to take the final spot. Both players had 15-9 records in match 
play.

Matt O’Grady Defeats Jesper Svensson to Win 

53rd PBA Tournament of Champions 

Four-time PBA regional winner also beats BJ Moore, Jason Belmonte 

and Andrew Anderson on way to first PBA Tour title 

  

FAIRLAWN, Ohio (Feb. 11, 2018) – Advancing from a pre-tournament qualifier earlier in the week all 
the way to the title match, four-time Professional Bowlers Association regional tournament winner Matt 

O’Grady of Rahway, N.J., won the 53rd PBA Tournament of Champions Sunday for his first PBA Tour title. 

  
O’Grady, whose best previous PBA Tour finish was fourth, and best major finish was 13th, won three 

stepladder finals matches at AMF Riviera Lanes before beating top qualifier and 2016 Tournament of 
Champions winner Jesper Svensson, 207-193, in the title match of the first major of the 2018 Go 

Bowling! PBA Tour season. 
  

O’Grady held a three-pin lead over Svensson in the eighth frame but was able to pull away when he 

struck in the ninth frame and the first shot in the 10th. Except for strikes in the second and third frames, 
Svensson was not able to put another string of strikes together for the rest of the match. 

  
“I feel like I’m sleepwalking—it’s a dream come true,” said the 31-year-old O’Grady, who won PBA’s 

signature event that requires a player to be a PBA champion to be eligible to enter. “It just shows you 

what hard work can do. I’ve been working hard the past year to be able to compete at this level. 
  

“I admit that in the past I haven’t been as disciplined as I should be to be competitive out here on tour,” 
O’Grady added. “I just had to commit to putting my head down, grit my teeth, and do the hard work you 

have to do.” 

  

For Svensson, it was his second consecutive runner-up finish in a major after finishing second in the PBA 

World Championship, the final major of the 2017 season. 
  

O’Grady, who became the first player since Dave D’Entremont in the 1996 Tournament of Champions to 
win four stepladder matches for the title, started the championship round with a 219-174 victory over 

PBA regional winner BJ Moore of Greensburg, Pa., who finished fifth. 

  
In the second match, O’Grady met four-time and reigning PBA Player of the Year Jason Belmonte of 

Australia, who was trying for a record-tying 10th major and third Tournament of Champions title. 
Needing a double in the 10th frame to pull out the win, Belmonte struck on the first ball but left a 10 pin 

on a pocket hit on the second shot giving O’Grady the 229-225 win. 

  
“That was like climbing the mountain to win that match,” O’Grady said. “Obviously, I still had a lot of 

work to do but there was a lot of relief after beating Jason, especially with everything he was bowling 
for.” 

  
Belmonte, who was the No. 3 qualifier, made a dramatic run to the finals just barely advancing to match 

play in the 24th and final position. Had he won, he would have been only the fourth player to win a 

major from that position. 
  

Belmonte finished fourth but will have another opportunity to win a 10th major when the Barbasol PBA 
Players Championship is held Feb. 19-25 at Wayne Webb’s Columbus Bowl in Columbus, Ohio. 

  

In the semi-final match, O’Grady beat Andrew Anderson of Holly, Mich., a second-year tour player who 
owns one regional title, 194-185. 

  



Anderson and Moore, making their first tour television appearances, also had to qualify for the 
tournament field through the pre-tournament qualifier which was for non-tour winners who owned a title 

in one of PBA’s other divisions. 
  

The 2018 Tournament of Champions marked the return of PBA’s signature tournament to historic AMF

EVEN AT 84, CARMEN SALVINO ISN’T PLEASED WITH LEVEL OF PERFORMANCE 

At 9 a.m. on Tuesday, PBA Hall of Famer Carmen Salvino made history again, throwing a ball in 
Professional Bowlers Association competition at age 84 to become the oldest player ever to compete in a 



PBA Tour event. He got nine pins on his first shot, converted his spare and completed game one with a 
respectable 204. 

  
The only person in the field who also bowled in the first PBA tournament ever held (1959, Albany, 

N.Y.),  Salvino had a mixed day. He followed his 204 with games of 146, 135, 152, 169, and just when 

you might think he was tired or ready to throw in the towel, he had a 205 followed by a 258 before 
closing with a 131. For his 16 qualifying games, he averaged a modest 178, disappointing by personal 

standards he set in a 17-title career spanning all 60 years of the PBA’s existence, but he partly blamed 
himself. 

  
The biggest issue, he noted, was his recent lack of bowling in a competitive environment to get ready for 

the tournament. 

  
“You can’t practice for PBA Tour lane conditions at home. When you get out here, moving from one pair 

of lanes to the next, things change so much it’s like bowling one game in this center and the next game 
in a completely different center,” he said, offering sound advice for any would-be PBA competitor. “You 

can’t practice for this level of competition by bowling in league play back home.” 

  
Salvino will likely conclude his tournament by bowling his final qualifying round Wednesday at 4 p.m. ET. 

Only the top 37 after 16 games will advance to Thursday’s cashers round, remaining in contention 
for Sunday’s 1 p.m. live ESPN stepladder finals. 

  
But he won’t concede this is his final PBA Tour event. “I bowled in the 50th anniversary event. I bowled 

in the 60th anniversary event and I’ll probably bowl in the 70th anniversary tournament,” he said. “I just 

hope the news media is still around to cover it when I do.”

Butturff, who won both of his PBA Tour titles in 2016 when he also won a PBA-record nine regional titles, 
averaged 236.29 for his 48 games, posting a 11,852 pinfall total to run away from Kent by 313 pins.

The PBA League Draft, held in Woodland Bowl’s Beer Thirty Lounge, began with OceanView at Falmouth 
Brooklyn Styles’ manager Johnny Petraglia, selecting O’Grady, a 31-year-old former Junior Team USA 

member, from a list of 49 eligible players. 
  

“Matt has really dedicated himself the last six months,” Petraglia said. “He’s really stepped it up, worked 

hard to get himself into stape, and he’s a great competitor. He’s in a really good place and he’ll be a 
great addition to our team.” 

  
“I’m elated,” O’Grady said. “I’ve never been selected (for PBA League competition) before and I know the 

atmosphere is something I’ll thrive in. I’m over the moon.” 

  
O’Grady, who tends to exhibit his excitement in competition, will feel at home in the Bayside Bowl 

environment which traditionally features a full house of boisterous, exuberant fans. 
  

Following O’Grady, Barbasol Motown Muscle manager Del Ballard Jr. picked Japan PBA star Shota 

Kawazoe, the No. 5 qualifier for Sunday’s Go Bowling! PBA 60th Anniversary Classic finals and another 
PBA League rookie. Sysco Philadelphia Hitmen manager Jason Couch also picked a PBAL first-timer, 2017 

PBA Rookie of the Year Matt Sanders of Indianapolis.

New Hall of Famers, Award Winners Honored During PBA’s 60th Anniversary Celebration 

  

INDIANAPOLIS (Feb. 17, 2018) – On the eve of the finals of the Go Bowling! PBA 60th Anniversary 
Classic finals at Woodland Bowl, a crowd of more than 300 PBA fans, industry leaders and members of 

the bowling news media gathered at the Marriott North for the PBA 60th Anniversary Celebration Dinner 
to recognize the PBA’s three newest Hall of Famers – Chris Barnes, Ron Mohr and the late Don Mitchell; 

its 2017 award winners and to officially begin a year-long celebration of 60 years of professional bowling 

at its finest. 
  

Kicking off the evening, PBA CEO and Commissioner Tom Clark introduced PBA’s four individual award 
winners. The entire celebration dinner was live streamed on PBA’s online bowling channel, Xtra Frame. 

  

PBA Hall of Famer Del Ballard Jr. of Keller, Texas, who converted his own battle with tonsil cancer into a 
successful, ongoing “Ballard Vs. the Big C” fund-raising program, was selected as the recipient of PBA’s 

Tony Reyes Memorial Community Service Award. 
  

“This is such an honor because Tony Reyes was close to me as his tour rep when he won his PBA title. 

This award is very humbling,” Ballard said. “All I did to earn it was supply the cancer. My wife and friends 
did the rest.” 

  
Ballard’s life changed in May 2010 when he was diagnosed with tonsil cancer. One evening after a 

treatment, the 13-time PBA Tour titlist, wife Carolyn and a handful of friends got together at Ballard’s 
house and laid the groundwork for what would become “Ballard Vs. The Big C” – or BVBC for short.  As of 
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2017, BVBC has raised in excess of $300,000 to carry out research on cancer treatments focused on the 
head, neck and throat. 

  
Chris Loschetter of Avon, Ohio, was selected by his fellow competitors as the Steve Nagy PBA 

Sportsmanship Award winner. 

  
“I bet 10 years ago a lot of didn’t think I’d win this award, but I’ve calmed down,” Loschetter said. “I’m in 

awe of how talented you guys are. Many of you should win this award, and I’m sure some of you will. 
It’s been an amazing journey and I’m grateful you guys think I’m deserving. I’ll try to keep behaving 

myself on the lanes.” 

  

Loschetter, a 37-year-old two-time PBA Tour champion, completed a nine-year quest for his first PBA 

Tour title in the 2012 Wolf Open in Milwaukee and won his second with the Merica Rooster Illusion team 
that won the 2016 PBA Team Challenge title while still in recovery from his own battle with cancer. 

Loschetter has been a member of the PBA League’s Philadelphia Hitmen since the program’s inception in 
2013. 

  

Matt Sanders, an Evansville, Ind., native now living in Indianapolis, was recognized as the 2017 Harry 
Golden PBA Rookie of the Year after winning two titles and leading a strong class of PBA rookies in both 

earnings and average. 
  

“Just coming out here and living my dream is something special,” Sanders said. “I was lucky to have an 
awesome year and I loved every minute of it. Hopefully I can keep doing it.” 

  

Sanders, a former two-time NAIA All-American with Marion University-Indiana, was the only rookie to win 
a PBA Tour title in 2017 (in the PBA Xtra Frame Billy Hardwick Memorial Open) and he concluded his first 

season with a fifth-place finish in the PBA World Championship. 
  

For the fourth time in the past five seasons, Australia’s Jason Belmonte was recognized as the GEICO 

Chris Schenkel PBA Player of the Year. 
  

“In my opinion this is the second greatest award a player can win behind being inducted into the hall of 
fame,” Belmonte said. “It isn’t something I take for granted; it inspires me to be better.” 

  

Belmonte, after becoming the first player in PBA history to win three major championships among his 
four titles in 2017 and setting a PBA average record (229.39) in the process, was a landslide winner in 

Player of the Year voting. At age 34 he joined Mark Roth as a four-time winner of the award, trailing only 
Walter Ray Williams Jr.’s seven POY Awards, and the late Earl Anthony with six. 

  
Mitchell, the first hall of fame inductee, succumbed to cancer in 2012 at age 80. He went from managing 

a small bowling center in Indianapolis to developing the Royal Pin Leisure Centers chain, which has 

hosted dozens of showcase events at all levels of bowling. Its centerpiece – Woodland Lanes on 
Indianapolis’ north side – has hosted every major championship the PBA has offered, which made it a 

natural choice to host the Go Bowling! PBA 60th Anniversary Classic. 
  

Mitchell’s bowling center empire grew from one center in 1974 to multiple centers with more than 300 

lanes and five pro shops. He was a vocal advocate for the PBA as the sport’s most prominent promotional 
vehicle, and he put his money behind his passions. He was equally enthusiastic as a bowler, competing in 

50 USBC Open Championships. He is the first bowling proprietor elected to the PBA Hall of Fame 
exclusively based on his role as a bowling center owner. 

  



Following a video tribute from a number of players who were benefactors of Mitchell’s hospitality and 
dedicated, son David said, “I know Dad is looking down on us and smiling. We’re very appreciative of this 

award. Dad would probably say he was very proud to receive the award, but didn’t do much to earn it. 
  

“Don Mitchell had bowling running through his blood,” David Mitchell continued. “He brought first-class 

bowling experiences to the bowlers of Indianapolis. If you asked bowlers on tour about their favorite 
bowling center, many of them would say Woodland Bowl. I know the recognition he’s receiving tonight 

would make him burst at the seams. It’s a great honor.” 

  

Mohr was a late starter. The Fort Wayne, Ind., native moved to Alaska at age 23 and got a job in a 
bowling center in Anchorage. He began dating a girl whose father worked for the FAA at the time 

President Ronald Reagan fired all of the striking air traffic controllers who refused his order to return to 

work. Mohr wound up working as an air traffic controller in Alaska for 25 years. 
  

He also had a chance to develop bowling skills and in 1988 earned a berth on Team USA, where he got 
his first taste of elite level competition. When he retired from his air traffic controller position in 2008, he 

decided to try the PBA50 Tour. In his breakout season in 2009, Mohr won three of his nine career PBA50 

Tour titles en route to his first POY award (he won again in 2011). In nine full seasons as a “senior” 
bowler, he has finished in the top 10 in earnings and averages each year, and has never had a season 

averaging below 220. He currently is the two-time defending PBA60 Player of the Year. 
  

In presenting Mohr, his friend and fellow PBA50 competitor Mike Dias said, “Ron’s workout regime is 
legendary. He does 45 consecutive minutes of sit ups every day. I get so tired watching, I have to get a 

drink. But Ron bowls like he works out. He puts everything he has into every shot.” 

“Wow. What an incredible journey. Induction into the PBA Hall of Fame is an individual honor, but it 
doesn’t happen by yourself,” Mohr said, recognizing the many friends and industry associates who played 

a role in his career. He also thanked PBA Hall of Famer Marshall Holman, “my role model who showed me 
that intensity and passion can make great things happen.” Of Walter Ray Williams Jr. Mohr said, “he 

showed me the desire to win doesn’t diminish with age.” And of Parker Bohn III: “he shows us all the 

world would be a better place if we all had a little bit of Parker Bohn in us.” 

  

Barnes, an 18-time PBA Tour title winner, was a consensus selection. He was a late-comer to PBA 
competition an All-America career at Wichita State University, a starring role with Team USA and a prolific 

nine-year career as a “professional amateur,” finally joining the PBA just before his 28th birthday. 

  
The Kansas native, now living in Double Oak, Texas, is one of five players to win both PBA Rookie and 

Player of the Year honors, and one of six players to complete the PBA Triple Crown (2005 U.S. Open, 
2006 PBA Tournament of Champions and 2011 PBA World Championship). Now 47, and he ranked 

among the top 10 in PBA earnings for 16 consecutive seasons, surpassing the $1 million milestone in 
career earnings in a then-record 170 events. 

  

“When Chris called me to present him into the PBA Hall of Fame, I began to wonder what you had to do 
to get in,” said former PBA star and Barnes’ personal coach, Mark Baker. “There are a number of boxes 

to check off, and Chris checked them all.” 

  

Baker said the first time he worked with Barnes, he asked Baker for help and Baker answered, “No 

thanks, I’m good.” Barnes asked, “What do you mean?” Baker responded, “You’re the best player in the 
world, I don’t want to screw you up.” 

  
“It’s great to think my name will be among the greatest our sport has known, but nothing happens on its 

own,” Barnes said. “Looking back, I never thought of myself as a great player, but I kept driving myself 
to find out what was wrong and how I could fix it. 

  



“I’ve probably received more help from coaches than anyone else in this room, mostly because I needed 
it,” he added. 

  
“It’s been a life-long goal to stand up here tonight, to be able to stand atop the mountain, so thank you 

very, very much.”

Arizona’s Jakob Butturff Wins Go Bowling! PBA 60th Anniversary Classic 

Tournament leader finishes business to collect third PBA Tour title 

  

INDIANAPOLIS (Feb. 18, 2018) – After leading the Go Bowling! PBA 60th Anniversary Classic almost 
from the beginning, Jakob Butturff of Tempe, Ariz., finished his business at Woodland Bowl Sunday with 

a 244-154 victory over Marshall Kent of Yakima, Wash., to claim his third PBA Tour title. 

  
Butturff, a 23-year-old left-hander, cruised to the $30,000 first prize behind an opening string of three 

strikes and another string of four late in the game after Kent ran into big trouble early in the game when 
he left three splits and failed to convert any of them. 

  
It was an especially rewarding win for Butturff after leading the 2017 U.S. Open by a stunning 617 pins, 

only to lose the title to Rhino Page in the title match. 

  
“This title means the world to me,” Butturff said. “The thought of the U.S. Open was in my mind before 

practice, but I told myself I was not going to get my nerves get to me this time. When Marshall struggled 
early in the match, I just put my foot to the metal. 

  

“Redemption was on my mind, but I just wanted to make a better showing than I did in the U.S. Open.” 

  

Kent advanced to the championship match with a 218-210 win over two-handed lefty Keven Williams of 
Springfield, Mo., who had never finished higher than 34th place in his limited three-year PBA career. Kent 

jumped into an early lead with four strikes, but left the 2-8-10 split and a five-count “washout,” failing to 
convert either one to let Williams back into the match. After a strike nine-count in the 10th to give 

Williams a chance, the 25-year-old two-hander struck on his first shot in the 10th, but then left a 3 pin on 

his second shot to end his upset bid. 
  

Japan’s Shota Kawazoe, in his debut on American television, rallied to defeat Indianapolis’ Matt Sanders 
in the opening match, 183-160. After starting with back-to-back splits and open frames, Kawazoe struck 

on four of his next five shots while Sanders, the 24-year-old 2017 PBA Rookie of the Year, was unable to 

strike until the seventh frame. A pair of splits and opens in the final two frames sealed his fate. 
  

In the second match, Williams started his television debut with four strikes, but Kawazoe again came 
from behind, throwing four strikes in a row to take the lead into the 10th frame. Needing to convert the 

10 pin in the 10th frame, the 16-time Japan PBA champion missed, handing Williams a 229-225 win and 

a berth in the semifinal match. 
  

The Go Bowling! PBA 60th Anniversary Classic was the third event of the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour 
season and was part celebratory week that included the PBA 60th Anniversary Celebration dinner and hall 

of fame induction ceremonies Saturday. The PBA now heads to Columbus, Ohio, where Wayne Webb’s 
Columbus Bowl will host the season’s second major championship, the Barbasol PBA Players 

Championship, and the Mark Roth-Marshall Holman PBA Doubles Championship.

Jason Belmonte Averages 249 to Take 

Barbasol PBA Players Championship Lead After Two Rounds

COLUMBUS, Ohio (Feb. 20, 2018) –  Defending champion Jason Belmonte of Australia began work on 
winning a record-tying 10th Professional Bowlers Association major title by averaging 249 after the first 

two rounds in the Barbasol PBA Players Championship Tuesday at Wayne Webb’s Columbus Bowl. 
  

In the second major of the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour season, the four-time PBA Player of the Year, 

who is also trying for his third Players Championship title, leads the 120-player field with a 2,494 10-
game pinfall total. He bowled a 1,274 five-game pinfall in Tuesday’s first round with games of  243, 255, 

229, 300 and 247 and followed with a 1,220 pinfall in the second round on games of 213, 257, 247, 224 
and 279. 

  
“I’m leading right now but that’s not my goal at this point,” said the 34-year-old Belmonte, a 16-time 

Tour winner.  “The scoring pace is pretty high and because of that nothing is guaranteed. You can shoot 

210 or 220 and lose 50 or 60 pins. Thankfully, I was making good guesses on the adjustments and ball 
choices I needed to make today.” 

  
With a win, Belmonte, who also won the 2011 Players Championship, would join Pete Weber and Earl 

Anthony who are tied for most PBA major titles. 

  
Belmonte holds a 97-pin lead over PBA Hall of Famer Norm Duke of Clermont, Fla. in second, who 

finished with a 2,397 pinfall. Duke, the 53-year-old winner of seven PBA majors, bowled 1,215 for five 
games in the first round and 1,182 in the second. 
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Competition continues with two five-game qualifying rounds Wednesday and Thursday at 10 a.m. and 4 

p.m. ET.  After Thursday’s sixth qualifying round (30 games), the field will be cut to the top five players 
for the live ESPN finals Sunday at 1:30 p.m. ET. 

  

The qualifying rounds of the Players Championship will also determine the standings for the Mark 
Roth/Marshall Holman PBA Doubles Championship presented by BowlerX.com. After Thursday’s final 

qualifying round, the top 14 doubles team will advance to two Baker format qualifying rounds on 
Friday which will determine the top five doubles teams for the taped ESPN telecast that will follow the 

Players Championship finals at 5 p.m. Fans will be able to catch the doubles final via livestream on 
ESPN3. 

  

Belmonte, along with doubles partner eight-time PBA Tour winner Bill O’Neill of Langhorne, Pa., also lead 
the Doubles Championship standings with a 4,873 combined 10-game pinfall total. They hold a 133-pin 

lead over Duke and his partner 10-time Tour winner Wes Malott of Pflugerville, Texas, who combined 
4,740.

COLUMBUS, Ohio (Feb. 21, 2018) – Australian Jason Belmonte took another step closer in his journey 
to win a record-tying 10th Professional Bowlers Association major title averaging 244 after four rounds to 

retain his lead in the Barbasol PBA Players ChampionshipTuesday at Wayne Webb’s Columbus Bowl. 
  

In Wednesday’s third round, the two-hander who owns 2017 and 2011 Players Championships titles 

among his nine major wins, posted a 1,173 five-game pinfall total and followed up with 1,217 in the 
fourth round later in the day to bring his overall four-round pinfall total for 20 games to 4,884. 

  
Belmonte posted games of 243, 236, 223, 224 and 247 in the third round and 278, 238, 279, 204 and 

218 in the fourth round. The four-time PBA Player of the Year holds a 67-pin lead over four-time tour 
winner and last week’s Go Bowling!

DON JOHNSON’S 299 IS PBA’S MOST MEMORABLE MOMENT; MORE “MOMENTS” TO COME 

On Saturday, April 4, 1970, eventual PBA Hall of Famer Don Johnson had already locked up the 
Firestone Tournament of Champions title with his 11th consecutive strike at Riviera Lanes in Fairlawn, 

Ohio. As opponent Dick Ritger and millions of ABC-TV fans watched, Johnson threw what appeared to 
be another perfect shot in pursuit of a $10,000 perfect game bonus. 

  

But the 10 pin stood, and Johnson fell to the approach in disbelief and disappointment. That iconic 
image, captured on black-and-white film by an Akron Beacon-Journal photographer, is arguably the most 

reproduced photo in bowling history, and it spawned an artistic interpretation by Marc Moon that graced 
the cover of the 1971 PBA Tour Program. 

  

Johnson’s historic 299 also has been selected as the “most memorable moment” in the PBA’s 60-year 
history, as revealed during Sunday’s ESPN telecast of the Go Bowling! PBA 60th Anniversary Classic from 

Woodland Bowl in Indianapolis. That moment along with the other “top 10” moments kicked off the 
unveiling of all 60 “most memorable moments” that will be revealed, one a day, Monday through Friday, 



on the PBA’s social media outlets beginning next Monday and continuing until all 60 moments are 
announced. 

  
Sunday’s top 10 – which were previewed to the more than 300 attendees at the PBA 60th Anniversary 

Celebration dinner and hall of fame ceremonies Saturday night – include the following. Note the list 

actually includes 11 “memorable moments” due to a tie for 10th place. Keep in mind the list, selected by 
a large group of long-time industry veterans, players, PBA officials, etc., is focused on the “most 

memorable moments” in PBA history, not necessarily the “greatest” accomplishments: 
  

1)    Don Johnson’s 299 game in championship game of the 1970 Firestone Tournament of 
Champions. He fell to floor after leaving a 10 pin on his final shot, rising to a standing ovation at 

Riviera Lanes. 
2)    Eddie Elias’ meeting with PBA’s 33 founding members in Syracuse, N.Y., in 1958. 
3)    Kelly Kulick becoming the first woman to win a PBA Tour title in the 2010 PBA Tournament 

of Champions in Las Vegas. 
4)    Pete McCordic winning a $100,000 bonus with a nerve-wracked 300 game on ABC-TV in 

1987. 
5)    Pete Weber striking in the 10th frame to claim a record fifth U.S. Open title by one pin in 
2012, then uttering his famous, “Who Do You Think You Are, I Am!” 
6)    Earl Anthony surpassing the $1 million career earnings milestone for the first time in 
winning the 1982 PBA National Championship. 
7)    Del Ballard Jr., needing two strikes and 7 pins to win the 1991 Fair Lanes Open over Pete 
Weber, gets the first two but rolls a gutter ball on last shot to lose. 
8)    Mark Roth becoming the first player to convert the 7-10 split in a 1980 televised PBA final. 
9)    Bob Learn Jr. throws 44 out of a possible 48 strikes, including a 300 game, for a record 
four-game TV total of 1,129 pins to win the PBA Flagship Open in an arena in his hometown of 

Erie, Pa., in 1996. 
10)  A tie between the 2011 TOC from Red Rock in Las Vegas where Mika 

Koivuniemi defeated Tom Daugherty in the biggest margin of victory ever, 299-100 (lowest game 

ever bowled on TV) and then goes on to win the $250,000 record first prize. It was the PBA’s first 
live telecast on ABC-TV since 1997. The second half of the tie involves Randy Pedersen needing a 

strike to defeat Ernie Schlegel to win the 1995 Touring Players Championship. But Pedersen’s 
seemingly perfect shot leaves a stone 8 pin, prompting Schlegel to go into a wild celebration.

for second major and third career tour title 

  

COLUMBUS, Ohio (Feb. 25, 2018) – Tom Smallwood of Saginaw, Mich., won four consecutive 
stepladder finals matches, including the title match against defending champion Jason Belmonte of 

Australia, to win the Barbasol PBA Players Championship at Wayne Webb’s Columbus Bowl Sunday for his 

second major and third career PBA Tour title. 
  

With a 10-pin lead heading into the final frame, the 40-year-old Smallwood struck on his first ball in the 
10th to beat Belmonte, 259-239, in the title match for his first tournament win since the 2013 PBA 

Scorpion Championship. 
  

The victory thwarted Belmonte’s attempt for a record-tying 10th major and 17th career tour title. 

Belmonte was the No. 1 qualifier for the finals, and as top qualifier, needed only to beat Smallwood for 
the title. 

  
It was an uphill battle for Smallwood for the entire tournament. After finishing 93rd after the first round, 

he battled back to eventually earn the No. 5 qualifying position for the stepladder finals. 

  
“That’s one of the assets of my game to grind through matches and never quit,” said Smallwood, whose 

first major came in the 2009 PBA World Championship. “I’m good with the pressure and if I’m not striking 
a lot I can hang in there to stay in contention. This tournament was a great example of that.” 

  
Smallwood’s stepladder journey to the title started with a 237-206 win over Canadian Patrick Girard, 

trying for his first tour title, who missed the headpin four times in the first match. 

  
Smallwood then edged out No. 3 qualifier Kris Prather of Plainfield, Ill., who was making his first TV finals 

appearance, 236-235. With both players working on a string of four strikes and tied heading into the 10th 
frame, Smallwood was able to take the win with a strike on his first ball and nine on his second shot after 

Prather struck and then left a seven-count split. 

  
Smallwood then moved on to meet four-time tour winner Marshall Kent of Yakima, Wash., who was 

coming off a runner-up finish in last week’s PBA 60th Anniversary Classic. Smallwood again escaped with 
a one-pin victory, 225-224, when he spared in the 10th frame and threw a nine count on his final ball. 

  

“I just kept telling myself to keep everything slow,” said Smallwood. “It was important to read what the 
ball was doing going down the lane and not overthink it. I just concentrated on keeping the ball in play. 

  
“You could say there was more pressure on some shots than others, but in reality, there’s pressure on 

every shot,” Smallwood added. “I’m not complaining, this is what I live for.” 

  

It marked the second consecutive major that the winner won all four stepladder matches for the title. 

Matt O’Grady of Rahway, N.J., won the PBA Tournament of Champions on Feb. 11 by sweeping all four 
finals matches.

BARBASOL “FACIAL” RESULTS IN ADJUSTED FINAL SCORE FOR TOM SMALLWOOD 

Upon further review, Tom Smallwood’s final shot in winning the Barbasol PBA Players Championship at 
Wayne Webb’s Columbus Bowl Sunday was officially recorded as a “zero” due to a foreign substance – 

shaving cream – on his ball. 
  

After throwing two strikes in the 10th frame to lock up his victory over Jason Belmonte, Smallwood was 

given a “Barbasol facial” by fellow Brunswick staffer Jon Van Hees before he had a chance to throw his 
final shot. Smallwood then delivered his fill ball – leaving the 2-8 – which initially gave him a winning total 

of 267. But when tournament director Kirk von Krueger noticed some of the shaving cream had landed 
on the ball, Smallwood’s final shot was disqualified and the final score of the match became 259-239. 

  
TOM SMALLWOOD CLOSES IN ON ELITE EIGHT FIELD FOR 2018 PBA TOUR FINALS 

Speaking of Tom Smallwood, his win in Columbus, Ohio, helped him move into contention for a berth 

in the 2018 PBA Tour Finals which will take place May 4-6 at Thunderbowl Lanes in Allen Park, Mich. The 
PBA Tour Finals, which will be televised by CBS Sports Network as part of the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour 

schedule, will include the top eight players in combined PBA Tour/World Bowling Tour earnings from 
2016 through the Port Property Management PBA Xtra Frame Maine Shootout, which will take place April 

17-18 at Bayside Bowl in Portland, Maine. 

  
With only the USBC Masters (April 9-15) in Syracuse, N.Y., and the Maine tournament remaining on the 

combined earnings list, the top eight players are: EJ Tackett ($380,828), Jason 
Belmonte ($380,357), Jesper Svensson ($296,456), Dom Barrett ($254,490),Anthony 

Simonsen ($236,834), Marshall Kent ($223,745), Tommy Jones ($175,652) and, in the No. 8 

position, Sean Rash ($154,472). 
  

With a $30,000 first prize at stake in the USBC Masters, the 2018 season’s third major championship, and 
$10,000 to the winner in Maine, a handful of other players – led by Smallwood – have a chance to break 

into the elite eight field. Smallwood’s combined earnings are $153,057, just over $1,000 behind Rash. 
Mathematically in contention behind Smallwood are Ryan Ciminelli ($137,080), Francois 

Lavoie ($128,055) and Kyle Troup ($123,440). 

  
PORT PROPERTY MANAGEMENT PBA XTRA FRAME MAINE SHOOTOUT NEARLY FULL 

And speaking of the Port Property Management PBA Xtra Frame Maine Shootout, the capacity field of 64 
players is on the brink of being filled. The singles tournament that leads into the PBA League competition

Players ranked among the top 75 on the PBA Tour’s 2017 aggregate earnings list have first priority to 

enter by the Monday, March 5, deadline (if the field isn’t filled prior to Monday).

PBA REGIONAL PROGRAM HEADS INTO 49TH SEASON 

As the PBA celebrates its 60th anniversary season in 2018, the PBA Regional program – born in 1969 with 
the inaugural PBA Regional Players Championship at Kingpin Lanes in Cincinnati – heads into its 49th 

year of providing a proving ground for aspiring PBA Tour players as well as a closer-to-home, more 

affordable arena for bowlers who were unable to compete full-time on the PBA Tour. 
  

Over the years, the PBA Regional program has cultivated its own set of stars. Some players who used the 
regional program to develop their skills, like PBA Hall of Famers Pete Weber, Walter Ray Williams 

Jr. and Mike Scroggins, became superstars. Others – like Chris Warren (feature photo), Dale 

Traber and Ross Packard – became highly successful at the regional levels. A few – like Harry 
Sullins, Tom Baker and Ron Mohr – found the PBA50 regional program as a perfect outlet to extend 

their careers. 
  

Since its inception, the PBA Regional program has conducted nearly 6,400 tournaments and awarded 
titles to just under 1,850 different players. 

  

As the regional program heads into the 2018 season, here are top 10 lists of players who have excelled in 
PBA’s regional competition. The top 10 in combined standard and PBA50 regional titles is a tie between 

frequent PBA Midwest Region opponents, Dale Traber of Cedarburg, Wis., and Pete Weber of St. Ann, 
Mo., both with a total of 52 titles. Weber and Chris Warren, a Texas native who found a new home in 

Grants Pass, Ore., are tied for most standard PBA Regional titles with 47. Sullins, who hails from 

Chesterfield Township, Mich., leads the PBA50 Regional list with 22 titles, four ahead of PBA Hall of 
Famer Tom Baker of King, N.C.

Dick Ritgerwon the title, but 

Stefanich won a $10,000 bonus plus a new Lincoln-Mercury Cougar.

Sweden’s Jenny Wegner Wins Brunswick Euro Challenge 

Handicap pins thwart Anthony Simonsen’s 10th frame comeback 

  
MUNICH, Germany (March 18, 2018) – Thanks to the assistance of eight handicap pins awarded to 

all women bowlers in the tournament, Sweden’s Jenny Wegner won the PBA International-World Bowling 
Tour Brunswick Euro Challenge Sunday at Dream-Bowl Palace, thwarting a 10th frame comeback bid by 

tournament leader Anthony Simonsen. 

  
Simonsen, the top qualifier, quickly fell behind when Wegner, the 2016 Qubica AMF World Cup women’s 

champion, started the title match with five strikes. But the contest changed direction when the 23-year-
old Swedish kindergarten teacher failed to convert the 1-2-4-10 washout in the seven frame. She still had 

the match under control until she left the 2-8 in both the ninth and 10th frames. Despite failing to 

convert the 1-8 spare in her final frame, the eight handicap pins-per-game awarded to all women in the 
tournament allowed Wegner hold off Simonsen for the title. 

  
Simonsen, who had thrown only one strike on the right lane previously in the match, threw two strikes 

before leaving the 10 pin on his final shot for an actual 213-211 margin, but with her handicap pins, 
Wegner won by a 219-213 margin. 

  

Simonsen, a 21-year-old two-handed player from Austin, Texas, started the seven-game Step Three 
match play round with games of 300, 287 and 278 – an 865 series – to expand his lead and he 

comfortably maintained his position all the way to the championship match. 
  

In the first match of the three-player stepladder finals, Thailand’s Yannaphon Larpapharat dug himself 

into a 21-pin hole after failing to convert a pair of splits, and Wegner had a double and a turkey in a 
clean game for a 233-214 win to advance to the title match.

PBA’S “60 MOST MEMORABLE MOMENTS” UNVEILING CONTINUES: 46 THRU 50 

The countdown to unveil the complete list of the PBA”s “60 most memorable moments” in its 60-year 

history continues, one a day, Monday through Friday, on all PBA Network outlets. Last week, “memorable 

moments” 46 through 50 were unveiled. Here are those five moments as the countdown continues: 

  

46) In 1999, the PBA contested its first outdoor event, The New York City PBA Experience, on a 
two-lane installation in Manhattan’s Bryant Park. Eric Forkel won. In another first, Milwaukee’s 

Miller Park became the first major league stadium to host a PBA title event when Danny 

Wiseman (featured photo) won the 2004 USBC Masters. Madison Square Garden hosted several 
PBA events including three U.S. Opens and Joe Louis Arena in Detroit hosted the largest crowd in 

PBA History when 7,212 fans watched Dave Hustedwin the 1995 U.S. Open title. 
47) After qualifying for the finals during the inaugural World Series of Bowling at Thunderbowl 

Lanes in Allen Park, Mich., Tom Smallwood won the 2009 PBA World Championship in Wichita, 
Kan., defeating Wes Malott, 244-228. Smallwood’s rags-to-riches story after being laid off from 

his job in the auto industry became a national news story during the nation’s economic 

downturn. 
48) The PBA Regional Tour was launched in 1969 with its inaugural event - the Regional Players 

Championship - at Kingpin Lanes in Cincinnati. Tom Hennessey topped a field of 12 regional 
players representing the PBA’s new six-region program. Since then, the PBA Regional program 

has awarded nearly 6,400 titles to more than 1,840 different bowlers. 

49) PBA Hall of Famer Nelson “Bo” Burton Jr. set a four-game TV record during the finals the 
1984 Angle Open at Dick Weber Lanes in Florissant, Mo., rolling games of 278, 279, 257 and 236 

for a 1,050 total to pick up his 17th title. 
50) In 1989, Venezuela’s Amleto Monacelli became the first foreign-born player to win the PBA 

Player of the Year award after winning four titles. He won POY again in 1990 and became the 

first foreign player inducted into the PBA Hall of Fame in 1997.

● Anthony Lavery-Spahr of Pasadena, Texas, opened the seventh annual PBA Odessa Southwest 
Open, presented by Brunswick, with games of 279, 300 and 279 – an 858 series – to build a huge lead 

over twin brother Sean as he coasted to his fifth PBA Regional title and second in a row at Astro Bowl in 
Odessa, Texas, Sunday.

 Fourth Time’s the Charm for Jason Belmonte & Bill O’Neill 

in Roth-Holman PBA Doubles Championship presented by BowlerX.com 

Champions defeat San Francisco’s Tang brothers to end streak of three straight fourth-place finishes 

  

COLUMBUS, Ohio – After fourth-place finishes as partners in three previous Mark Roth-Marshall Holman 
PBA Doubles Championships, Australia’s Jason Belmonte and his “best mate,” Bill O’Neill of Langhorne, 

Pa., finally won in their fourth try. 

  
With the tournament’s namesake PBA Hall of Fame partners in the crowd for the finals of the event that 

was presented by BowlerX.com, Belmonte and O’Neill defeated brothers Darren and Michael Tang of San 
Francisco, 205-185, at Wayne Webb’s Columbus Bowl. The finals of the fourth event of the 2018 Go 

Bowling! PBA Tour season aired Sunday on ESPN. 

  
After a dominating performance in the preliminary qualifying rounds where they averaged a combined 

238.31 for 76 games, earning the top berth in the finals by 327 pins, Belmonte and O’Neill finished in 
convincing style. The win was the 17th of Belmonte’s career and the ninth for O’Neill. 

  

The championship came down to age-and-experience out-matching the youthful exuberance of third-year 
PBA member Darren Tang, 24, and his 22-year-old brother Michael, a PBA Tour rookie. O’Neill and 

Belmonte threw only four strikes in the title match – including one double – and converted six single-pin 
spares. It was enough to stave off the Tangs, who had won three consecutive matches to reach the title 

contest, but were unable to put together back-to-back strikes in the final match. And one missed 10 pin 
spare by Darren Tang in the eighth frame was a setback that proved costly. 

  

“The lanes transitioned in a way I didn’t see coming, but during the semifinal match you could see they 
weren’t right,” O’Neill said. “Marshall (Kent) isn’t going to bowl a game like he did very often. We decided 

we’d be content to hit the pocket and if (the pins) fell, they fell. We were hoping we could get it done 
with a 2-oh game, and fortunately that’s what we did.” 

  

“It wasn’t playing defense; it was more that we were playing safe,” Belmonte said of the team’s 
conservative approach. “The adjustment either one of us could have made to be more aggressive was a 

risk, so if (the Tangs) couldn’t show us they were going to put together a string of strikes, there was no 
reason to take that risk. 

  
“We bowled amazing all week,” Belmonte continued. “Winning was kind of getting the monkey off our 

back. We’ve been there three other times when we didn’t perform amazingly and today we didn’t have to 

perform amazingly, but we did exactly what we needed to do.” 

  

In the alternate-frame format, where each teammate bowled five frames on one lane, the Tang brothers 
came out of the gate on fire, putting together a string of six strikes early on their way to a 223-203 win 

over Texans Shawn Maldonado and DJ Archer in game one. Splits and open frames in the final two 

frames by the Tangs were the only flaws that kept the score close in the end. 
  

In game two, Brandon Novak of Chillicothe, Ohio, and Kris Prather of Plainfield, Ill., looked like they were 
going to eliminate the brother team when they put together a string of five early strikes. But the Tangs 

started with three strikes, converted two single-pin spares and combined for three strikes to take the see-

saw battle into the 10th frame where Michael Tang doubled and Prather, after a strike on his first ball, 
left a 10 pin on his second. The Tangs escaped with a 243-235 decision. 

  
The semifinal contest against two of the PBA’s top high-rev power players, Marshall Kent of Yakima, 

Wash., and EJ Tackett of Huntington, Ind., was a struggle for both teams as they quickly degraded an oil 
pattern that had already undergone the wear-and-tear of two earlier matches. Kent was especially 

vulnerable, throwing three consecutive splits he was unable to convert. Michael Tang also failed to 



convert a split, but otherwise the brothers left single pins they were able to spare in posting a 172-151 
win to advance to the title match. 

  
PBA players now head to Syracuse, N.Y., where the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour continues with the 

United States Bowling Congress Masters. As defending champion, Belmonte is automatically seeded into 

the 64-player three-game total pinfall double-elimination match play finals field and will try for an 
unprecedented fifth Masters title. If successful, he’ll also tie for the PBA record for major championships 

won with 10, joining the late Earl Anthony and PBA Hall of Famer Pete Weber in that elite group. 
  

All qualifying and match play rounds of the USBC Masters in the Oncenter Convention Center in 
Syracuse, Tuesday, April 10 through Saturday, April 14, will be live streamed on PBA’s online bowling 

channel, Xtra Frame. To sign up, visit xtraframe.tv. The stepladder finals will air live on ESPN on Sunday, 

April 15, at 1 p.m.

42) The PBA launched its online streaming service, Xtra Frame, during the 2007 Lumber 

Liquidators Championship in Baltimore. The service promised fans a live “Match of the Week.” 
Today, Xtra Frame features more than 1,200 hours of live bowling from the PBA Tour, PBA50 

Tour, PWBA Tour, PBA Xtra Frame Tour Series and select PBA Regional Tour and special events 
each year. Xtra Frame evolved from PBA's Strike Pass, a vision of the new PBA owners to bring 

bowling to the World Wide Web back in 2002. 
43) Liz Johnson became the first woman to advance to a PBA Tour TV finals during the 2005 

PBA Banquet Open in Wyoming, Mich., defeating Wes Malott, 235-228, before losing 

to Tommy Jones, 219-192, in the championship match. 
44) In 1973 Don McCune used chemicals to soften the surface of his bowling balls, creating 

hooking power no other player could match. Legal at the time, McCune’s ingenuity led to a six-
title season, a tour-best $69,000 in earnings and PBA Player of the Year honors…and a bunch of 

new rules regulating altering bowling balls. The ultimate impact was a new era of bowling balls 

designed to create hooking power. 



45) Del Ballard Jr. made history by winning $100,000, the richest first prize in PBA history, 
when he defeated Pete Weber, 247-209, in the 1987 Seagram’s Coolers U.S. Open at Narrows 

Plaza Bowl in Tacoma, Wash.

Australia’s Jason Belmonte, arguably the most successful bowler in USBC Masters history, may limp into 
Syracuse, N.Y., next week after escaping serious injury earlier this week while helping his grandmother 

move. 
  

Belmonte, in a Facebook post where he included a photo of his foot covered with colorful ice packs, said 
his father accidentally ran over his right (push away) foot with a one-ton trailer. 

  

“It’s fine,” the defending Masters champion reported. “A little sore, but I can walk just fine. (I) was 
helping my grandmother move and my foot got in the way of the trailer. But no breaks. All good.”

39 In 2016 at age 20 years and 357 days, Jesper Svensson defeated Mitch Beasley, 231-221, 

to become the youngest player to win the PBA Tournament of Champions. The previous record 

was set in 1976, 40 years earlier, when Marshall Holman won the TOC at age 21 years, 207 
days. 

40) In 1994, Bryan Goebel defeated Norm Duke, 296-280, in the title match of the PBA True 
Value Open in Peoria, Ill. Goebel left the 3-6-9-10 on his final shot to lose a $200,000 perfect-

game bonus offered by True Value in its own tournament and Duke’s 280 game still remains the 

highest losing score in a televised title match.

Jacob Kent Averages 228 to Take USBC Masters First Round 
Lead

The year Jacob Kent of Newark, New York, was born, his father, USBC and PBA Hall of 

Famer Doug Kent, won the first of his two USBC Masters titles.  

Jacob grew up seeing that trophy, and many others, on a daily basis, and it motivated 

him to want one of his own someday.   

The younger Kent now is 26 years old and has his sights set on the 2018 edition of the 

Masters trophy, which is up for grabs this week at the Oncenter Convention Center. He 

paced the sold-out 360-player field through the first of three days of qualifying, 

averaging 228 for five games Tuesday.  

Kent's 1,140 total landed him seven pins ahead of France's Gaetan Mouveroux (1,133), 

who was followed by Anthony Lavery-Spahr of Little Elm, Texas, and Wes Malott of 

Pflugerville, Texas (1,130), and Sean Rash of Montgomery, Illinois (1,123). Defending 

champion Jason Belmonte of Australia finished the day in 26th place with a 1,066 total.  

"This is one of the tournaments I look forward to every year," Kent said. "I think it's one 

of the most prestigious events besides the U.S. Open, and I definitely think it's the 

hardest to win because of how the match-play style is. It's very difficult to make it to the 

TV show. For my dad to win it two times is special, and it would be awesome if I was 

ever able to win, too. Having a third title in the family would be absolutely incredible and 

a dream come true."  



Because Jacob Kent works full-time at a bank and part-time at his family's bowling 

center, Doug Kent's Rose Bowl Lanes, he doesn't have much time to bowl, but he did 

everything to make sure he was ready for this week's event. 

All qualifying and match play rounds of the Masters are covered live on Xtra Frame, the 

PBA's online bowling channel. For subscription information, visit PBA.com.  

And, where competing approximately 60 miles from home might add pressure for some 

bowlers, Kent is embracing the opportunity to represent upstate New York on the lanes. 

Getting to sleep in his own bed also is a comforting bonus.   

Oh, and there's the unlimited support and sage fatherly advice from a 10-time PBA 

champion, whose list of accomplishments includes six standard PBA Tour titles and four 

majors, which earned him the No. 43 spot on the 2009 list of the 50 Greatest Players in 

PBA History.  

"My dad always says he's past his prime, but he still throws it amazing," said Jacob 

Kent, a former Junior Team USA member and collegiate national champion with Robert 

Morris-Illinois in 2013. "He's always willing to give advice and reminds me to take it one 

shot at a time and not try to win the tournament in one shot or the first game. It's a long 

format, so don't think that one game is going to cost you the whole tournament and 

knock you out. It's just a matter of grinding it out, being yourself and taking it one shot at 

a time."  

All competitors at the Oncenter Convention Center this week will bowl 15 games of 

qualifying over three days to determine the match-play field. The top 63 players will join 

Belmonte in the double-elimination bracket, where three-game total pinfall determines 

who advances.  

Match play will take place Friday and Saturday and determine the five players for the 

championship stepladder, which will be televised live on ESPN on Sunday, beginning at 

1 p.m. Eastern.  

As the defending champion, Belmonte is guaranteed the No. 64 spot in the bracket, but 

bowling qualifying gives him a chance to improve his seeding, as well as get a feel for 

the bowling center and oil pattern.   

The Australian two-hander is seeking his fifth Masters title since 2013 and record-tying 



10th career major victory. PBA Tour star Pete Weber and the late Earl Anthony share 

the record.   

Jacob Kent's five games Tuesday were contested on the "burn" squad, meaning one 

group of competitors already had bowled on the lanes before his squad. Each of the 

next two rounds, Kent will face a fresh version of the 40-foot oil pattern, which will 

require a completely different game plan.  

When he returns to the lanes Wednesday at 8 a.m. Eastern, the young right-hander will 

rely on a combination of what he experienced in practice Monday and what he saw 

throughout the day Tuesday. He'll also consider what he learned in previous Masters 

appearances.  

"I was kind of young and still learning a lot about the game when I bowled the Masters 

before, and I didn't see it the way I do now, which is a lot like my dad does," Kent said. 

"It's a lot safer, and I know not to go for the home run all the time, but when it's there, 

you have to go for it. That's one thing I did today. I know I had a really good ball reaction 

compared to a lot of people, so I really tried to go after it and use it to my advantage to 

get as much as I could. I hope I can do that tomorrow, too, though I'll be playing much 

straighter."  

When Doug Kent claimed his second Masters title in 2006, Jacob was in high school 

and unable to make the trip to Milwaukee due to his workload at school. By then, 

though, he was old enough to understand the significance of winning such a prestigious 

event once, let alone multiple times, a feat accomplished by just eight bowlers since the 

event debuted in 1951.  

"My dad's first title was the Masters in 1991, so I think it would be really cool if somehow 

I could carry on that legacy and win my first title at the Masters, too," Kent said.  

Doug Kent finished the first day of qualifying Tuesday tied for 130th place with a 986 

total.    

The 2018 Masters features a total prize fund of $270,000 and is a major event on the 

PBA Tour. The winner will take home $30,000.

OKLAHOMA’S TREY FORD III BECOMES YOUNGEST PBA REGIONAL TITLIST AT AGE 17 

Trey Ford III, a 17-year-old two-handed bowler from Bartlesville, Okla., threw three strikes in the 10th 

frame of the championship match to defeat David (Boog) Krol of Nixa, Mo., 245-229, in the seventh 

annual PBA FireLake/Grand Casino Resort Southwest Open presented by Hammer at FireLake Bowling 
Center in Shawnee, Okla., Sunday, winning his first PBA Regional title and becoming the youngest player 

ever to win a PBA Regional title. 
  

Ford, who began bowling PBA events with parental consent as a 13-year-old amateur, became PBA’s 

youngest member ever when he joined the organization at age 15 years, 157 days in 2016. He previously 
had a second-place finish in a PBA Southwest Region event at FireLake last September, and 

won Sunday’s $2,700 first prize at the age of 17 years, 226 days. 

  
After leading the 13 games of qualifying and receiving byes into the Round of 8, Ford eliminated two 

Wichita State collegiate players to advance to the finals. Thomas McNeal Jr. of Puyallup, Wash., was 
Ford’s first victim, losing 2-0 in the best-of-three-game Round of 8.Jacob Kersten, originally from 

Clarkston, Mich., came up short in the one game semifinal round, 236-222.  
                       

Krol, also a two-handed player, qualified in second place and had a similar road to the final. In his 

opening match, he defeated Scott McCleery of Lubbock, Texas, 2-0, and then put away another 
Wichita State Shocker, Cortez Schenck of Scottsdale, Ariz., 192-191. 

  
The pro-am portion of the event on Friday included a fundraiser for the Shawnee area Big Brothers Big 

Sisters chapter. FireLake General Manager Chris Skillings announced more than $10,000 was raised for 
that cause. 

  

FURTHER REVIEW COSTS PETE WEBER A REGIONAL TITLE 

Research into Trey Ford’s first PBA Regional victory also uncovered a mistake dating back to 1979 

when Pete Weber won his first regional in early fall in St. Louis, also at age 17. At the time, however, 
Weber was credited with a PBA Regional title although he didn’t become a PBA member until Nov. 30 of 

that year. So while he was the youngest player ever to win a PBA Regional at that time, he should not 

have been credited with a title because he wasn’t a member. 
  

The correction means Weber now has 46 standard regional titles, one behind Chris Warren of Grants 
Pass, Ore., and Weber, who has won five PBA50 regional titles, has 51 overall – one behind Dale 

Traber of Cedarburg, Wis. (39 standard and 13 PBA50).

The PBA Tour Finals, which will be televised by CBS Sports Network as part of the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA 

Tour schedule, will include the top eight players in combined PBA Tour/World Bowling Tour earnings from

offered.  Aulby also was the first player to earn PBA Rookie (1979) and Player of the Year (1985) 
honors. 

32) In 2017, Jason Belmonte became the only player to win the USBC Masters four times, 
defeating then-amateur Michael Tang, 279–212, in Las Vegas for his eighth PBA major title.  By 

winning the 2015 Masters, Belmonte became the only player to win the event three consecutive 

time, defeating AJ Johnson in Green Bay, Wis. 
33) In 1981, Bill Beach defeated Bill Lillard, 200-191, in the first “PBA Senior Tour” event, the 

PBA Senior Championship in New Orleans, La. The re-named PBA50 Tour has provided 50-and-
older players with numerous memorable moments, including Mark Rothbecoming the first 

player to earn both “PBA Senior” (2001) and PBA Player of the Year honors (1977-’79 and 1984), 
and where Joe Scarborough bowled the first certified 900 series in PBA history in his first three 

games of the 2013 PBA50 Sun Bowl at The Villages. 

34) In 1975, Earl Anthony became the first player to earn $100,000 in a single season with his 
victory in the Buzz Fazio Open in Battle Creek, Mich. Anthony’s seventh win of the year was 

worth $5,000 and put his season earnings at $100,890.  Earlier that year, Anthony won a record 
third consecutive PBA National Championship in Toledo, Ohio...a feat he repeated in the same 

event in 1981, ’82 and ’83. In 2009, Anthony was selected as No. 1 on the PBA’s list of the 50 

Greatest Players during its 50th Anniversary Gala in Las Vegas. 
35) “Wrong Foot” Lou Campi of Dumont, N.J., won the PBA’s first event, the 1959 Empire 

State Open in Albany, N.Y., and collected a $2,500 first prize.

Big Second Round Helps Stuart Williams Take USBC Masters Lead

England's Stuart Williams holds the overall lead through two rounds of the 2018 USBC Masters with a 

2,219 pinfall total, a 221.9 average, which included sets of 1,048 on the burn Tuesday and 1,171 on the 
fresh Wednesday morning. He catapulted from 48th place into the lead with the second-highest block of 

the day. 

 
For Williams, a veteran on the international bowling scene, the initial expectation this week was that the 

bigger scores would come from the burn squad, and that would be the time to get all you could. That 
was how he found early success at the 2017 event in Las Vegas.  

 
When that wasn't exactly the case this year at the Oncenter Convention Center in Syracuse, his 

experience and versatility helped him adapt on the fly.  

 
"The lanes were actually quite a bit harder on the burn than I think most people expected them to be, so 

I was a little anxious this morning with only shooting 48 over on what we thought would be the "easy" 
squad," said Williams, a 36-year-old right-hander who finished third at the 2013 Masters. "I came in and 

made a decision that I wasn't going to try and play to the right too much because it seemed like it was 

very difficult out there. I figured we were going to get into the middle of the lane anyway, so I might as 
well be there to start with, so I wouldn't miss the transition." 

 
Like any bowling event, the USBC Masters presents competitors with an ever-changing puzzle that must 

be solved in a set period of time, or games, often through a series of educated guesses. 

 
Through two days of qualifying at the 2018 USBC Masters, PBA Hall of Famer Chris Barnes of Double 

Oak, Texas, has proven to be the among the most versatile problem solvers, turning in consistent 
performances on both variations of this week's 40-foot oil pattern - the fresh and the "burn."  

 
The 48-year-old right-hander and three-time Masters runner-up rolled nearly identical scores during his 

first two qualifying blocks shooting 1,082 on the fresh lane condition Tuesday and 1,078 on the burn 

Wednesday for a 10-game total of 2,160, which is 10th overall. 
 

"Over the years, I've been pretty lucky and gotten to lead this event three times, and most of those 
times, I had a look from a few different parts of the lane, so it didn't really matter if I bowled on the 

fresh or the hook or this type of player or that type of player," Barnes said. "Based on that, I'm looking 

for as many different avenues to get there, so that no matter what you bowl on, you have a plan of 
attack that will allow you to succeed."  

 
Other competitors in the 360-player field claimed their spots near the top of the leaderboard with help 

from a big block on either the fresh or the burn, while grinding along on the other.

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Williams is followed in the standings by 2016 Masters champion Anthony Simonsen of Austin, Texas 
(2,214), Kyle Cook of Centerville, Ohio (2,182), and Chris Loschetter of Avon, Ohio, and Sean Lavery-

Spahr of Pasadena, Texas, who are tied for fourth place with 2,178.  
 

The Masters stepladder finals will be broadcast live on ESPN on Sunday at 1 p.m. Eastern.  

 
Defending champion Jason Belmonte of Australia is 32nd with a 2,100 total. The Australian two-hander is 

seeking his fifth Masters title since 2013 and record-tying 10th career major victory to tie PBA Hall of 
Famers Pete Weber and the late Earl Anthony who share the record.

Another big performer Wednesday was Andrew Suscreba of Clifton, New Jersey, whose experience this 
week has been the opposite of Williams.  

 

Suscreba, 25-year-old right-hander and former collegiate bowler at William Paterson, experienced a 
couple of hiccups and challenges with ball reaction Tuesday on the way to a 987 opening round on the 

fresh oil pattern, but he bounced back Wednesday with an 1,176 effort on the burn, the highest block of 
the day. He is eighth after two rounds with a 2,163 total.   

 
Despite finishing the first day of competition tied for 128th place, Suscreba feels his strategy is sound, 

and he expects to see a better result when he bowls on the fresh again in Thursday's third round.  

 
Qualifying at the Oncenter Convention Center continues Thursday at 8 a.m. Eastern, and 15-game pinfall 

totals will determine the match-play field. The top 63 players will join Belmonte in the double-elimination 
bracket, where three-game total pinfall determines who advances.

Stuart Williams is Top Qualifier Heading Into USBC Masters 
Match Play

England's Stuart Williams paced the field for the second consecutive day at the 2018 

USBC Masters  to finish as the top overall qualifier for the tournament's double-

elimination match-play bracket.  



After surging to the top of the standings at the Oncenter Convention Center on 

Wednesday, Williams added a 1,076 set Thursday to finish qualifying with a 15-game 

total of 3,295, a 219.6 average.  

Anthony Simonsen of Austin, Texas, the 2016 USBC Masters champion, qualified 

second with 3,250, Team USA's Andrew Anderson of Holly, Michigan, was third with 

3,247, tournament newcomer Brandon Biondo of Carpentersville, Illinois, was fourth 

with 3,234 and Sean Lavery-Spahr of Pasadena, Texas, rounded out the top five with 

3,224.  

Action at the 2018 Masters now shifts to match play, with the first half of the bracket 

taking the lanes Friday at 9 a.m. Eastern. Winners will be determined by three-game 

total pinfall.  

Match play will continue throughout the day Friday and into Saturday, and the final five 

players will advance to the stepladder finals, which will be broadcast live on ESPN on 

Sunday at 1 p.m. Eastern.  

Williams, a 36-year-old right-hander who now resides in Phoenix, averaged more than 

224 during his two blocks on the tournament's fresh 40-foot lane condition. He's seen 

favorable ball reaction throughout the week, and now will rely on his experience to help 

him back to the stepladder finals. He finished third at the 2013 Masters held in North 

Brunswick, New Jersey.  

"I've been able to have good ball reaction for most of this week from multiple angles, so 

that should play favorably for me in matches," said Williams, who won the 2011 

Professional Bowlers Association Bayer Viper Open. "From here out, it's just about 

making good shots, hopefully staying ahead of the transition and making good 

choices."  

Williams also thinks this week's challenging condition will lead to some interesting 

decisions in match play.  

"I think with how challenging the pattern played, urethane will be out of play for most of 

the guys," Williams said. "I'm sure a few will try, but there seems to be way too much oil 

to the outside part of the lane. That'll bring a few more tactics into play for matches, like 

being able to break it down in different parts of the lane, so it should be interesting."  



Williams will face Ramon Hilferink of the Netherlands in the first round of match play 

Friday. Hilferink earned the No. 64 seed in a four-way roll-off to determine the final two 

spots in the bracket.  

Hilferink rolled a 190 game to hold on to the final spot, while Charlie Brown of 

Grandville, Michigan, will be No. 63 in the bracket after posting 201. Ryan Patterson of 

Washington, West Virginia, and Chad Roberts of Reynoldsburg, Ohio, were eliminated 

after games of 182 and 177, respectively. All four players finished qualifying with a 

3,054 total, a 203.6 average.  

Brown will start match play against Simonsen, who had a much different experience in 

Syracuse this week compared to his time in Las Vegas for the 2017 event, where he 

entered as the defending champion and automatically was seeded into match play.  

With some extra excitement and fanfare heading into last year's event, the 21-year-old 

two-hander qualified 59th, slightly improving his spot in the bracket after being 

guaranteed the No. 64 spot. He admitted he really didn't settle into the right frame of 

mind as early as he would've liked. He won his first match but eventually finished tied 

for 17th place.  

"It's different coming back to try and defend a title, especially at this event and with how 

the seeding works," said Simonsen, whose Masters win made him the youngest major 

champion in PBA history at 19 years and 39 days old. "It was tougher to get into 

tournament mode knowing I already was in the top 64, and I ended up getting a slower 

start in match play before everything kicked back to normal. Having to earn my spot this 

week, I was in the right mindset from the get go."  

Simonsen will look to take what he's learned through qualifying at the Oncenter 

Convention Center and match his performance from 2016, where he went undefeated in 

match play and defeated Canada's Dan MacLelland in the title match, 245-207.  

"I've figured out a trick to keep it around the pocket on the fresh and was able to get 

away with a couple of good games," said Simonsen, who owns three PBA Tour titles. 

"I'm going to stick with that as the game plan tomorrow. I'll have a couple of ball options 

available but plan on staying in that same zone."  

This year's defending champion, Jason Belmonte of Australia, also improved his 

seeding, finishing qualifying in a tie for 42nd place with a 3,097 total.  



Belmonte, who is seeking his fifth Masters title since 2013 and record-tying 10th career 

major, will bowl 2015 U.S. Open champion Ryan Ciminelli of Cheektowaga, New York, 

in his opening match Friday.  

Other past champions advancing to match play include 2007 winner Sean Rash of 

Montgomery, Illinois, and Tom Hess of Urbandale, Iowa, who captured the title in 2011.  

Rash will face Tommy Jones of Simpsonville, South Carolina, in the first round, while 

Hess squares off against Steven Arehart of Chesapeake, Virginia.  

All competitors at the 2018 Masters bowled 15 games of qualifying over three days to 

determine the 63 players joining Belmonte in match play.  

The Masters, a major title on the PBA Tour, will have livestream coverage leading up to 

the stepladder finals on Xtra Frame, the PBA's online bowling channel.

Williams, Belmonte Among Players Advancing to Second Day of 
USBC Masters Match Play

Despite a disappointing final round of qualifying at the 2018 United States Bowling 

Congress Masters, Alex Hoskins of Brigham City, Utah, was able to sneak into this 

year's double-elimination bracket, and he took advantage of the opportunity by notching 

two wins Friday at the Oncenter Convention Center. 

The 25-year-old right-hander defeated Denmark's Thomas Larsen (696-620) and Nick 

Pate of Inver Grove Heights, Minnesota (606-585), to remain undefeated in the 64-

player bracket. 

Also among the 16 unbeaten players are top qualifier Stuart Williams of England, 2007 

USBC Masters champion Sean Rash of Montgomery, Illinois, USBC Hall of Famer 

Steve Kloempken of Pleasant View, Utah, and 2017 U.S. Open winner Rhino Page of 

Orlando, Florida. 

"I definitely felt like I was out after the third round of qualifying," said Hoskins, who only 

rolled one game over 200 on the way to a 929 five-game set in Thursday's final 

qualifying round. "When I saw that I'd made it, it was kind of like I was playing with 

house money. I came out today with nothing to lose, no chip on my shoulder, and threw 

it pretty well the first two matches to come away with a couple of wins." 

Match play at the 2018 Masters will continue Saturday at 9 a.m. Eastern with 16 

matches - eight in the winners bracket and eight in the elimination bracket. The 32 

competitors are vying for the coveted Masters trophy and $30,000 top prize. 

The list of players remaining in the elimination bracket includes defending champion 

Jason Belmonte of Australia, Professional Bowlers Association Hall of Famer Chris 

Barnes of Double Oak, Texas, 2009 PBA Player of the Year Wes Malott of Pflugerville, 

Texas, and Pate, the 2016-2017 National Collegiate Bowling Coaches Association Most 

Valuable Player. 



The five-player stepladder finals will be broadcast live on ESPN on Sunday at 1 p.m. 

Eastern. 

Hoskins is competing in his second Masters and is looking to improve on the third-place 

finish he registered last year in his tournament debut. 

On the way to the No. 2 spot for last year's championship round, Hoskins collected wins 

against Barnes, 2016 PBA Player of the Year EJ Tackett of Huntington, Indiana, 

Argentina's Lucas Legnani, USBC and PBA Hall of Famer Pete Weber and Sweden's 

Martin Larsen, before falling to Belmonte in the match to determine the top seed. 

The memorable run through match play did amazing things for the young right-hander's 

confidence, and he returned this year intent on proving that his success wasn't a fluke. 

He also has watched last year's telecast on more than one occasion to see what he did 

right and what he could do differently. He described bowling on TV as the highest 

amount of pressure you can feel as a bowler and admits that nerves definitely were a 

factor. 

"Getting through some big names last year really has helped show me that I belong out 

here, and I can compete with these guys," said Hoskins, who fell to Michael Tang, 227-

217, in the semifinal of the 2017 Masters. "I wanted to come show that it wasn't a one-

time thing. Even though I don't bowl out here full-time, it's nice to get a week out here to 

compete." 

Hoskins will take on Larsen in Saturday's opening round. 

Four left-handers remain in contention at the 2018 Masters, and the group includes a 

pair of U.S. Open winners - Page and Ryan Ciminelli of Cheektowaga, New York - the 

2017 PBA Rookie of the Year (Matt Sanders of Evansville, Indiana) and a former 

member of Junior Team USA (Kenny Ryan of Farmingdale, New Jersey). Page and 

Ciminelli are in the winners bracket, and Sanders and Ryan are in the elimination 

bracket. 

Page's U.S. Open victory, the first major title of his career, came just down the street at 

Flamingo Bowl in Liverpool, New York, and his friends joked that if he's able to also win 

this week's Masters, he should consider buying a house in Syracuse. 



The 34-year-old's success at the Oncenter Convention Center has been well-earned 

after some recent changes in his game. Even after winning the U.S. Open in November, 

Page struggled in recent events, necessitating the changes. 

"I just made some recent changes in my game, but I'm still fighting the old me a little 

bit," said Page, a six-time PBA Tour champion. "Confidence-wise, I feel great. When I 

execute the way I want to, it's very good, but there is a little fighting back and forth that 

I'm dealing with. I've also struggled in this tournament in the past, so being able to win a 

couple matches today has me feeling a lot better, and I'm looking forward to the rest of 

the week." 

Page will meet Andrew Suscreba of Clifton, New Jersey, on Saturday morning. 

Belmonte, who is seeking his fifth Masters title since 2013 and record-tying 10th career 

major, will bowl Tim Pfeifer of Oak Dale, Pennsylvania, in his opening match Saturday. 

All competitors at the 2018 Masters bowled 15 games of qualifying over three days to 

determine the 63 players joining Belmonte in match play. 

The Masters is a major title on the PBA Tour, and all rounds of qualifying and match 

play are being livestreamed on Xtra Frame, the PBA's online bowling channel. For 

subscription information, visit PBA.com.

Andrew Anderson Goes Undefeated in Match Play to Take Top Qualifier Honors For USBC Masters Finals

Andrew Anderson's 2018 continues to get better and better, and he's now one win away from earning his 
first PBA Tour title as the top seed for the televised finals of the United States Bowling Congress Masters. 

 

The 22-year-old right-hander from Holly, Michigan, set the tone for the week when he paced the field 
through the first squad of qualifying at the Oncenter Convention Center, and a combination of patience, 

consistency and mental toughness helped him navigate unscathed through three rounds of qualifying and 
the double-elimination match-play bracket. 

 

In the three-game match to determine the No. 1 seed for Sunday's championship round, Anderson 
topped Alex Hoskins of Brigham City, Utah, 613-487. Hoskins will enter the USBC Masters stepladder as 

the No. 2 seed for the second consecutive year. 
 



The two will be joined on the show by Joe Paluszek of Bensalem, Pennsylvania, USBC Hall of Famer Steve 
Kloempken of Pleasant View, Utah, and six-time PBA Tour winner Rhino Page of Orlando, Florida, who 

survived the four-player elimination match that determined the last three seeds. 
 

The Masters stepladder will be broadcast live on ESPN, beginning at 1 p.m. Eastern, with the champion 

taking home the coveted Masters trophy and $30,000 top prize. 
 

"There have been some blessings in disguise this year, and I've experienced some upset moments that 
have really driven me to get that much better," said Anderson, who had a high set of 663 and low set of 

613 in six matches this week. "I'm tired of not being good enough, so this year is kind of like my coming 
out party. I feel like I have something to prove to these guys, and I think I'm doing that so far, but a 

major and a title would be really nice." 

 
Anderson began his year by earning a spot on Team USA 2018, and he followed that with the first TV 

appearance of his PBA Tour career a month later at the PBA Tournament of Champions, where he lost to 
eventual champion Matt O'Grady in the semifinal. 

 

Though that experience didn't end with a trophy or a banner bearing his name, Anderson is ready to use 
what he learned from his TV debut to his advantage Sunday in Syracuse. 

 
"It was my first show, and they said it was going to go fast," said Anderson, who has a pair of third-place 

finishes in his two full seasons on the PBA Tour. "It went terribly fast, and before I knew it, my shoes 
were off. This time, I really want to be the one holding the trophy. I want to be able to stick around and 

enjoy that, so I'm going to take the idea that I've been there before, and I can do it this time. I am 

thankful for the opportunity, and I want to take advantage of it." 
 

Hoskins also will be drawing on the experience he gained in his TV debut, noting that the nerves he felt 
in 2017 have been replaced by excitement and confidence. 

 

The 25-year-old right-hander snuck into the 64-player bracket this week in the No. 56 spot and rolled to 
five consecutive wins before running out of gas against Anderson. He lost in the same match last year, 

falling to Australia's Jason Belmonte, who went on to win his record fourth Masters title. 
 

"I was basically just thrown out there last year and had no idea what to expect, since it was my first 

show," Hoskins said. "Even though this is only my second show, I can't even describe how valuable last 
year's experience was and how much that will help me tomorrow. I feel so much more confident and 

excited to bowl, compared to being incredibly nervous last year." 
 

Anderson and Hoskins will be appearing on a PBA Tour telecast for the second time each, and Paluszek 
and Kloempken will make their debuts under the PBA's TV lights, meaning the top four seeds have a 

combined two PBA television appearances, while Page, a six-time PBA Tour champion, will make the 20th 

of his career. 
 

Page's most recent win happened just a few miles away at Flamingo Bowl in Liverpool, New York, where 
he won the first major of his career - the 2017 U.S. Open - in November. 

 

Page and Kloempken will meet in the opening match Sunday, with the winner moving on to face 
Paluszek. 

 
The three emerged from the shootout match that included the final four players in the elimination 

bracket. Paluszek led the way with a 669 series to earn the No. 3 seed for TV and was followed by 
Kloempken (638) and Page (614), who will be No. 4 and No. 5, respectively. Andrew Suscreba of Clifton, 

New Jersey, rolled a 593 set and was eliminated. 



 
Beyond Page's past success in Syracuse, Kloempken recently found the spotlight at the Oncenter 

Convention Center by rolling the first perfect game of the 2018 USBC Open Championships on the way to 
the lead in Regular Doubles with former Team USA member David Haynes of Las Vegas. 

 

Hoskins also was a member of their team this year at the Open Championships, while Kloempken and 
Page have competed together in the past. 

 
All competitors at the 2018 Masters bowled 15 games of qualifying over three days to determine the 63 

players who joined Belmonte in match play. 
 

Defending champion Jason Belmonte finished tied for 25th after losing his second match earlier in the 

day Saturday.

Michigan’s Andrew Anderson Wins USBC Masters for First PBA Tour Title

Andrew Anderson completed his schooling of the 360-player field at the 2018 USBC Masters by capturing 
his first career PBA Tour title on Sunday. 

 

The 22-year-old Team USA member from Holly, Michigan, went undefeated in match play at the 
Oncenter Convention Center this week and held off Alex Hoskins of Brigham City, Utah, in the 

championship match, 213-199, to win the coveted title and $30,000 top prize. Hoskins claimed $25,000 
for the runner-up finish. 

 

The USBC Masters is a major on the PBA Tour schedule, and Sunday's championship round was 
broadcast live on ESPN. 

 
Anderson.Andrew action III_2018 Masters"This is surreal," said Anderson, who is working toward a 

degree in elementary education. "You think about it all the time, how cool it would be to hold up that 
trophy, and it's unbelievable. I can't believe that just happened." 

 

Anderson and Hoskins were even early in the title tilt, before Anderson surged into the lead with four 
consecutive strikes starting in the fourth frame. He opened the door for Hoskins by chopping the 6-10 

combination in the eighth frame, but Hoskins was unable to take advantage, recording an open of his 
own in the eighth frame. 

 

Anderson finished the match first and had the opportunity to lock out Hoskins with a strike on the first 
delivery of his 10th frame, but he left a 4 pin. After converting the spare, Anderson left another 4 pin on 

his fill ball to give Hoskins a chance to throw three strikes for a one-pin victory. 
 

"The shot in the eighth was just a bad, bad shot," Anderson said. "I threw the shots in the ninth and 10th 
really well, and I would throw those over and over again. A couple of 4 pins gave him an opportunity." 

 



Hoskins recorded the first strike, but he left a 3-6-10 combination on his second shot to fall short. 
 

Anderson has had a memorable 2018, which also includes earning a spot on Team USA and a third-place 
finish at the PBA Tournament of Champions. Sunday marked the second TV appearance of his 

professional career, and he was able to put his experience to work as his game plan came together. 

 
"It really gave me so much more confidence," Anderson said. "I knew what to look for and was ready 

and more prepared. The game plan was always to be farther left than everybody, and the three right-
handers ahead of me made a little more hook to the right for me, so that helped me feel comfortable 

going in." 
 

Hoskins was making his second consecutive trip to the stepladder finals at the Masters. He finished third 

in his tournament debut last year in Las Vegas. Sunday, he again was looking to become the first 
amateur to win the Masters since Arizona's Brett Wolfe won the 2002 event. 

 
Anderson.Hoskins_2018 USBC Masters"I surprisingly wasn't as nervous as I thought I'd be in that 

moment," Hoskins said of his final frame. "I was pretty calm and threw the first one really well. I think 

with how I saw the ball go through the pins, I felt like I needed to hit it a little harder on the second 
shot, and I got a little slow. It wasn't my best shot, and that's what it comes down to. He made better 

shots than I did, and that's why he's the winner." 
 

Hoskins' start to his semifinal match against USBC Hall of Famer and co-worker at Storm, Steve 
Kloempken of Pleasant View, Utah, didn't bode well for a trip to the championship match as he opened in 

three of his first four frames. 

 
After discussing what he was seeing on the lanes with his ball representatives, the 25-year-old right-

hander made a move and fired six consecutive strikes, including one in a must-strike situation to start the 
10th frame, to record the win and advance to face Anderson, 213-197. 

 

Kloempken survived a back-and-forth match with Joe Paluszek of Bensalem, Pennsylvania, to advance to 
the semifinal, 189-188. With Paluszek finishing first, Kloempken converted a 10 pin after a strike in the 

10th frame to secure the win. 
 

In Sunday's opening match, Kloempken rebounded from an early open frame to deliver seven 

consecutive strikes on his way to a 243-211 victory over 2017 U.S. Open champion Rhino Page of 
Orlando, Florida. 

 
Competitors in the sold-out field this week bowled 15 games of qualifying, before a cut was made to the 

top 63, who joined defending champion Jason Belmonte of Australia in the double-elimination match-play 
bracket. Belmonte finished tied for 25th place.

LeClair enters the 2018 season with some trepidation because of an aggravated ACL injury to his left 

knee. He sustained the injury while bowling in a local tournament in early March and has been able to 
bowl only a few games over the last several weeks. 

  
“I started bowling last week for the first time in more than a month,” said the 53-year-old LeClair.  “I 

probably won’t know how well it will hold up until I start competing. I’m not so much worried about the 

pain because I can bowl through some of that – it’s the stability that I’m worried about.” 

  

Ironically, it’s the second consecutive year that LeClair has had to deal with an injury shortly before the 
start of the season. Last year it was a recurring back injury. 

  
“Last year I had an issue with my back but was able to get it worked out before the season started,” he 

said. “Now, I have this issue with the knee, which is very disappointing because I’ve been looking 

forward to the start of this season since the day after last season ended.” 

  

LeClair got his player of the year season off to a fast start with a 191-187 win over Norm Duke to win the 
2017 Pasco County Florida Open. It was the first of two wins that made him the only player to win more 

than one title in 2017. His second win came in the Johnny Petraglia BVL Open. 

  
He spent nearly two decades competing regularly on the PBA Tour without a win but his lengthy career 

was finally rewarded when he won PBA50 Player of the Year honors thanks to his two titles and a runner-
up finish in the Suncoast PBA Senior U.S. Open. 

  

“I’m anxious to get back out there if all goes well and prove that last season wasn’t a fluke,” LeClair 
added. “As I said before, it was the most satisfying accomplishment in my career because I was able to 

achieve it bowling on a tour that included some of bowling’s all-time greats.”

to 107.

PBA Tour events against a majority of players half his age, and he’s an active – and highly competitive – 

player on the PBA50 Tour. In between national tournaments, he bowls weekend PBA Regional events 
against both “kids” and seniors. On Sunday while on his way to Portland, Williams made a stop in 

Towson, Md., where he won another PBA Regional. He now has an all-time record of 107 victories at all 
levels of PBA tournament competition. 
  
Tuesday, Williams swept 23-year-old Swedish two-handed star Jesper Svensson in his first best-of-three-
game match, 194-184 and 225-215. In the evening Round of 16, he rallied from a one-game deficit to 

eliminate recently-inducted PBA Hall of Famer Chris Barnes of Double Oak, Texas, 188-223, 257-226, 
227-222. 
  
Ciminelli, who won the last PBA Xtra Frame Maine Shootout held in 2016, advanced with a 219-181, 248-

A FUNNY THING HAPPENED TO ANDREW ANDERSON… 

Winning the United States Bowling Congress Masters Sunday in Syracuse, N.Y., was the biggest moment 

in 22-year-old Andrew Anderson’s young bowling career, but it’s what happened afterward that will 
make the experience unforgettable. 



  
The second-year PBA member, riding a hot streak after a third-place finish in the PBA Tournament of 

Champions in February followed by his first PBA Tour victory in the Masters, was headed back home to 
Holly, Mich., when PBA CEO and Commissioner Tom Clark, fellow competitor Chris Barnes, the 

recently-inducted PBA Hall of Famer, and others convinced Anderson he should head to Portland, Maine, 

instead to bowl in the Port Property Management PBA Xtra Frame Maine Shootout. 
  

Because Anderson had not been drafted by an OceanView at Falmouth PBA League team, which will 
compete later in the week at Bayside Bowl in Portland, he had planned to bypass the Xtra Frame event 

preceding PBA League competition in Maine. 
  

But with his plans changed, Anderson headed to the airport in Syracuse to fly to Portland. Clark, Barnes, 

PBA Vice President-Marketing Janay Haggerty, PBA Social Media Manager Kim Richter and a bunch of 
other PBA players and staff members also were at the airport when all flights out of Syracuse were 

cancelled. That’s when the “fun” began as everyone scrambled to figure out how to get to Portland. 
  

“I’m at the airport when Barnes texted me and asked what I was going to do,” Anderson said. “I was 

headed off to rent a car when I ran into Kim (Richter) and Tom (Clark) coming down the stairs.” 

  

Haggerty was off looking for a car to rent for the PBA staffers drive to Portland, and they asked Anderson 
and Barnes if they’d like to ride along. 

  
“I’m waiting for Chris, who was trying to get a refund for his flight, when Janay rolls up with a mini van,” 

Anderson said. 

  
Despite horrid weather conditions, including freezing rain and frigid wind, the fivesome headed to 

Portland – about a half-hour behind PBA Deputy Commissioner Kirk von Krueger and his wife, Mary, 
who had gotten a head start. Richter was behind the wheel at the start, and Barnes took over driving 

duties as they headed through New Hampshire, when the van’s digital reading suddenly indicated the left 

rear tire was losing air…at a rapid pace. 
  

“There was no exit for about five miles,” Haggerty said, “but we finally got to a gas station in the middle 
of nowhere that was still open at around midnight on Sunday. 

  

“Tom and Barnes went into the gas station, and Tom comes out with a can of inflate-a-tire,” the 6-foot-2 
Anderson said. “He wasn’t sure what to do with it, so Janay (who is 5-foot-4) loaned me her jacket, and I 

tried to inflate the tire for 15-20 minutes in cold, freezing rain. The tire looked better, but then I saw big 
hole blowing air out as fast as it was going in.” 

  
So Anderson gave up and went inside for a cup of hot chocolate. “I had $1 in my pocket,” he grinned. 

“…And a check for $30,000,” Haggerty added with a laugh. 

  
The station attendant “comped” the hot chocolate, and told the group he had a buddy who did roadside 

repairs. So a quick call summoned help. 
  

The PBA group never got his name, but afterward they nicknamed their rescuer “Lugnut.” Haggerty’s 

earlier call to the car rental company had resulted in little help other than learning most rental cars these 
days do not include a spare tire…and that help would not be on its way until Monday morning. 

  
“Lugnut,” however, knew there was a “secret compartment” in the van that housed an emergency “tire” 

of sorts. After unloading all of the luggage and bowling equipment in the van, Lugnut found the 
emergency tire, inflated it and the group was almost ready to resume the trip as Lugnut drove away. But 

suddenly Lugnut put his tow truck in reverse and roared back at high speed. 



  
“I forgot to check lugnuts,” he said. “I wouldn’t be able to sleep if I didn’t check the lugnuts.” Hence the 

nickname… 

  

Like all good stories, this one ended at almost 4 a.m. when the cold, weary PBA travelers checked into 

their hotel rooms in Portland, fortunate that there was no serious activity other than a practice session 
scheduled for Monday. 

  
“I’m going to tell this story the rest of my life,” Anderson said. “Who would have thought… I had no plans 

whatsoever about coming to Maine, but those guys all talked me into coming, so it’s their fault…”

The countdown to unveil the complete list of the PBA”s “60 most memorable moments” in its 60-year 

history continues, one a day, Monday through Friday, on all PBA Network outlets. Last week, “memorable 

moments” 26 through 30 were unveiled. Here are those five moments as the countdown continues: 
  

26) The PBA Hall of Fame’s inaugural class included one of the most talented groups in bowling 
history: Ray Bluth, Don Carter, Carmen Salvino, Harry Smith, Dick Weber and Billy 

Welu in the Performance category, and Frank Esposito and Chuck Pezzano for Meritorious 

Service. 
27) Bob Benoit, in his first game ever on national television, defeated Mark Roth, 300-255, to 

win the 1988 PBA Quaker State Open, becoming the first player to throw a perfect game in a 
nationally-televised title match. 

28) PBA Hall of Famer Johnny Petraglia became the first player in PBA history to win a national 
tour or national senior tour title in six different decades after winning the 2012 PBA Senior 

Dayton Classic. Petraglia joined the PBA in 1965 and won his first title in the 1966 PBA Fort Smith 

Open. In 1971, Petraglia won five titles including three consecutive wins culminating with his first 
major championship - the 1971 Firestone Tournament of Champions. The TOC title, coupled with 

his 1977 BPAA U.S. Open and 1980 PBA National Championship wins, made him the second 
player ever to win the PBA’s prestigious Triple Crown (joining Billy Hardwick). Today there are 

six players who have completed the Triple Crown. 

29) During the PBA’s 25th anniversary season, Norm Duke became the youngest bowler to win 
a PBA Tour title when he won the 1983 Cleveland Open at the age of 18 years, 345 days. 

30) In 1965, Firestone begins its sponsorship of the PBA Tournament of Champions, a 
partnership that started at Firestone Bowlarama Lanes in Akron, Ohio. The partnership, which 

was the first commercially-titled sports event ever on national network television, lasted 29 
consecutive years. In 1966, Fairlawn (Akron), Ohio-based Riviera Lanes hosted its first Firestone

Tournament of Champions and would become the iconic home to the Tour’s most prestigious 
major through 1994.

PBA Hall of Famer Walter Ray Williams Jr. of Oxford, Fla., rolled the final five strikes to defeat Adam 
Chase of North Babylon, N.Y., 237-235, in the title match of the PBA Bowlers Discount Eastern Open 

presented by Hammer at AMF Towson Lanes in Towson, Md.,Sunday, boosting his all-time PBA titles 

record total to 107.  
  

Williams, who had a free weekend between the USBC Masters and the Port Property Management PBA 
Xtra Frame Maine Shootout in Portland, qualified second behind Australia’s Sam Cooley. He disposed 

of Eric Cornog of Cherry Hill, N.J., 2-1, in the best-of-three-game Round of 8 before slipping past Ryan 

Shafer of Horseheads, N.Y., in the semifinal round, 172-163, when Shafer failed to strike in his 10th 
frame.  

  
Chase, who was looking for his first PBA title, qualified fourth and eliminated Gary Haines of West 

Babylon, N.Y., 2-0, before ousting Steve Pavlinko Jr. of Sewell, N.J., 213-157, in his semifinal match. 
Chase saw his chance to beat Williams disappear when he left a 10 pin on his second shot in the 10th 

frame after striking on his first shot. 

  
For the 58-year-old Williams, the win meant $2,500 in prize money along with his 33rd standard PBA 

Regional title to go along with 47 PBA Tour, 11 PBA50 Tour and 16 PBA50 Regional titles.

Dick Allen Wins Port Property Management PBA Xtra Frame Maine Shootout 
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18-year PBA Tour veteran wins fifth career title at Bayside Bowl in Portland 
  
PORTLAND, Maine (April 18, 2018) – Dick Allen of Columbia, S.C., a 39-year-old 18-year Professional 
Bowlers Association touring player, captured his fifth career title in the Port Property Management Xtra 

Frame Maine Shootout at Bayside Bowl Wednesday. 
  
Allen, who is known as a free spirit, embraced the equally free-spirited Bayside Bowl crowd in defeating 

journeyman John Furey of Howell, N.J., 269-226, 247-235, to sweep the best-of-three-game title match 
and end Furey’s bid for his first PBA Tour title. 
  
“I don’t know what it is,” Allen said. “I love this place. I always bowl well here. It’s the fans, the 

atmosphere, everything about it. I love it here.” 
  
Allen had a split and open in his first frame, but then ran off a string of strikes to take the lead into the 

final two frames where single-pin spares gave Furey a chance to throw two strikes and good count in his 
10th frame to win. But Furey, the 2012 PBA East Region Player of the Year, left the 3-6-10 on his first 

shot in the 10th. 
  
Allen earned his berth in the title match by denying 58-year-old PBA Hall of Famer Walter Ray Williams Jr. 

a chance to win a record 48th PBA Tour title, eliminating the PBA’s all-time winningest bowler, 2-1, in the 
semifinal round while Furey pulled off the upset of the tournament, sweeping Australia’s Jason Belmonte, 

254-248, 244-226, in the other semifinal match. 
  
Allen lost the first game to Williams, 258-226, but won a one-ball, two-shot sudden-death roll-off after 

they tied at 258 in game two to avoid elimination. Both players struck on their first roll-off shots, but 
Williams left a 10 pin on his second and Allen struck again to force a third game which Allen won, 279-

247. 
  
The Maine Shootout was the first of eight PBA Tour Xtra Frame events scheduled for 2018. Xtra Frame’s

Atom Splitters, Motown Muscle Win as PBA League Gets Underway 

Underdog Motown Muscle will bid for first Elias Cup berth against two-time past champions 

  
PORTLAND, Maine  – The two-time past champion Oceanview at Falmouth Silver Lake Atom Splitters 

will continue their bid for a third OceanView at Falmouth PBA League Elias Cup in the semifinal round, 

but the underdog Barbasol Motown Muscle will have a say in Silver Lake’s future after posting an inspired 
opening-round victory as the sixth edition of the Elias Cup competition got off to a thunderous start in 

front of a sold-out crowd at Bayside Bowl. 
  

The first two best-of-two-game quarterfinal rounds matches, which are part of the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA 

Tour schedule, aired Sunday on ESPN. 
  

In the first best-of-two-game match of the 2018 PBA League competition, the underdog Motown Muscle 
knocked out the top-seeded bowlingball.com L.A. X team, 233-194 and 219-210. The first game of the 

Baker format match included two strings of four strikes by Motown’s Josh Blanchard, Shota Kawazoe, 
Francois Lavoie, Anthony Simonsen and EJ Tackett while L.A. X threw only one strike in the first eight 

frames. 

  
Game two was a nail-biter heading into the 10th frame where Tackett, working on a strike, left a 4 pin. 

L.A. X anchor bowler Jakob Butturff needed two strikes and nine pins to send the match into a one-ball 
sudden-death roll-off, but he left a 7 pin to hand Motown’s its first sweep in the PBA League’s six-year 

history. 

  
“That was exciting,” Motown manager Del Ballard Jr. said. “I thought (Butturff’s) second shot was better 

than the first, but he didn’t get the strike. 
  

“We obviously weren’t overconfident (after qualifying eighth),” he added. “We’ve always had a good 

team on paper, but not when it counts. Today was a different day than yesterday. I just tried to keep my 
guys loose. I told them, when you think about it, we had a USBC Masters champion (Simonsen), a U.S. 

Open  champion (Lavoie), a two-time PBA World Champion (Tackett), the best player in his home country 
(Japan’s Kawazoe) and we still didn’t stack up against (L.A. X’s Jason Belmonte, a 17-time PBA Tour 

champion and four-time PBA Player of the Year). 
  

“But the PBA League is about the team, not one guy. I didn’t want my guys over-thinking so we 

narrowed things down to one or two balls for each player to make decisions simpler, and it worked out 
perfectly.” 

  
In the second match, the 2014 and 2015 Elias Cup champion Atom Splitters got off to a slow start 

against Brooklyn, but Jesper Svensson, Dick Allen, AJ Johnson, Tom Daugherty and anchor bowler Chris 

Barnes combined for a string of five strikes, taking the lead when Brooklyn’s PBA Hall of Famers Walter 
Ray Williams Jr. and Parker Bohn III left back-to-back splits. A late string of five strikes wasn’t enough as 

the Atom Splitters took a 223-212 decision. 
  

Game two wasn’t as close. Silver Lake struck on seven of its first eight shots and ran away with a 257-
205 victory after the Styles left seven single pins. 

  

“The first game is always nerve-wracking,” said Silver Lake manager Mark Baker. “The adrenalin kicks 
in  for everyone. You can’t explain to first-time bowlers what it’s going to be like with the crowds here. 

Even my heart started pumping.” 
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A pivotal shot involved Barnes converting the 2-5-8 in the 10th frame of game one, which gave the Atom 

Splitters the win. 
“Chris making that spare was huge,” Baker said. “We won the first game, and when that happens, you 

know you will at least tie. When you win the first game, you know you’ve got a free swing at it in game 

two. It got all of our guys a little looser.” 

  

Motown, which has never won the Elias Cup, will meet the Atom Splitters in the first semifinal round 
match that will air on ESPN on Sunday, May 6, at 1 p.m. ET.  

  
The final two quarterfinal round matches – New York City vs. Dallas and Philadelphia vs. Portland – will 

air next Sunday, April 29, at 1 p.m. ET with the winners advancing to the second semifinal match on May 

6. The Elias Cup finals will air on Sunday, May 13, at 1 p.m. All ESPN telecasts are being simultaneously 
streamed on ESPN3 and the WatchESPN app.

to Lead Qualifying in PBA50 Lucas Magazine Classic 

  

NEW PORT RICHEY, Fla. (April 22, 2018) -- After a single 10-game qualifying round, Professional 

Bowlers Association Hall of Famer Walter Ray Williams Jr. of Oxford, Fla., averaged 245.6 Sunday to 
emerge as the top qualifier heading into match play for the PBA50 Lucas Magazine Classic at Lane Glo 

Bowl. 
  

In the opening tournament of the 2018 PBA50 Tour season, Williams, an 11-time PBA50 Tour winner, 

finished with a 2,456 pinfall total to edge out 2017 PBA50 Rookie of the Year Michael Haugen Jr. of 
Phoenix, who finished in second with 2,451. 

  
Williams, the PBA Tour’s all-time titles leader with 47 wins, had games of 258, 265, 205, 229, 279, 238, 

240, 269, 226 and 247. 
  

“The biggest change I had to make was when I went to a more aggressive ball in the fourth game,” said 

the 58-year-old Williams. “Even though it was a long block, the pace of bowling was good. As long as I 
kept throwing the ball firm and maintained good (ball) speed I could keep throwing the ball from the 

outside which is where I have the best results.” 

  

Williams, who finished third in the recent Port Property Management PBA Xtra Frame Shootout in Maine, 

is hoping for his first PBA50 Tour title since winning the USBC Senior Masters in June of 2017. 
  

“I had the Senior Masters win last year but wasn’t really happy with the season other than that,” Williams 
added. “I’ve been bowling pretty well recently and just want to keep it going.” 

  

Williams won the PBA Bowlers Discount Eastern Open regional tournament in Maryland a week ago for 
his 107th overall career PBA title. 

  
Haugen, the winner of the 2017 Suncoast PBA Senior U.S. Open, had games of 257, 204, 212, 211 231, 

278, 258, 243, 299 and 258 for his 10 games in the qualifying round.  
  

“I’m coming in with a simpler is better mentality,” said Haugen, the winner of five titles on the regular 

PBA Tour. Right now, I only have two balls with me and I’m going back to old school by making the most 
of my adjustments with speed and hand positions. It’s what we grew up doing and that’s what was 

working for me, especially in the last half of the round.” 

Haugen is coming off a win in the PBA50 Sarasota South Open regional tournament which ended Friday. 

  

Rounding out the top five were five-time PBA Tour winner Ryan Shafer, Horseheads, N.Y., 2,410; Sammy 
Ventura, Norwich, N.Y., 2,393, and two-time tour winner Warren Nelson, Hemet, Calif. 2,391. 

  
Competition continues Monday with a cashers’ round at 8:30 a.m. ET followed by the first round of match 

play at noon. After the second match play round at 3 p.m., the top five players will be determined for the 
stepladder finals at 7 p.m.

Non-Member Warren Eales Out Strikes 

Walter Ray Williams Jr. in Title Match to Win PBA50 Lucas Magazine Classic 

Eales strikes on last eight shots to become first non-member in 10 years to win PBA50 Tour event 
  

NEW PORT RICHEY, Fla. (April 23, 2018) – Warren Eales of Chandler, Ariz., bowling as a non-
member, fired the last eight strikes in the championship match against Professional Bowlers Association 

Hall of Famer Walter Ray Williams Jr. of Oxford, Fla., to win the PBA50 Lucas Magazine Classic Monday at 

Lane Glo Bowl. 
  

Eales, who is the Port Director for the United States Customs Service in Las Vegas, beat Williams 258-247 
to become the first non-member to win a PBA50 Tour event since Nick Morgan of Sacramento, Calif., won 

the Senior Northern California Classic in 2008. 

  
“Who knew this was going to happen,” said the 58-year-old Eales, who was the top qualifier for the 

stepladder finals of the first PBA50 tournament of the season. “To strike out in the 10th frame to beat 
Walter Ray, how could you script it any better? It’s a once-in-a-lifetime bowling experience.” 

  
Williams, who was trying for his 12th PBA50 Tour title, finished the match with his 247 game forcing 

Eales to throw the first two strikes in the 10th frame for the win but Eales left little doubt about the 

outcome when he threw three pocket strikes. 
  

“I have a pre-shot routine and I executed it exactly the way I wanted,” Eales said. “I just had to 
concentrate on keeping my hand underneath the ball, throw a soft shot and let it roll. The first shot in 



the 10th went exactly according to plan and then I just thought to myself I just need to do it one more 
time.” 

  
Eales, who was a PBA member for two years in the mid-1980s, owns four USBC Open Championships 

titles. He’s had several top 10 finishes in PBA regional tournaments and once finished 18th in a PBA Tour 

tournament. He’s a member of the Arizona, Phoenix and Mesa bowling halls of fame and now bowls 
tournaments mainly on the state and local level. 

  
Eales trip to Florida for the Lucas Magazine Classic was actually part of a vacation with his wife Yeong. 

  
“Once a year my wife and I take a week’s vacation around a tournament in a different part of the 

country,”  he said. “This year we picked this tournament because there was also a regional in Sarasota a 

couple days before. Needless to say, it will be a vacation I’ll never forget.” 

  

In the semi-final match Williams, who qualified third for the finals, beat one-time PBA Tour winner Mike 
Mineman of St. Louis 248-201 to advance to the title match. Mineman, who qualified second and was 

making his first PBA50 Tour finals appearance, won the 2006 Bayer Classic PBA Tour event. 

  
In the second stepladder match, Williams beat No. 5 qualifier 56-year-old insurance agent Joel Carlson of 

Omaha, Neb., 268-241, to advance to the semi-final match. 
  

Carlson, who has a best PBA50 Tour finish of third, which came in the 2016 Sun Bowl In The Villages, 
took advantage of a missed 10-pin and a gutter ball on a double by PBA Hall of Famer and two-time 

PBA50 Player of the Year Ron Mohr of Las Vegas to win the opening stepladder match 207-197. 

  
The PBA50 Tour moves to The Villages, Fla. for the PBA50 National Championship presented by Spanish 

Springs Lanes and Radical April 24-28 which is the first major of the season.

Top PBA50 National Championship Qualifying 

Field cut to top 32 players for Saturday’s first round of match play 

  
THE VILLAGES, Fla. (April 27, 2018) –  PBA Hall of Famer Norm Duke edged out fellow hall of famer 

Pete Weber by one pin for top qualifier honors and led a field of 32 players advancing to match play in 
the PBA50 National Championship presented by Spanish Springs Lanes and Radical. 

  

Duke led qualifying after the third round with a 4,069 18-game pinfall total (226 average) Friday at 
Spanish Springs Lanes to top Weber, the second round leader, who finished with 4,068. 

  
Duke, a four-time PBA50 Tour titlist, bowled games of 258, 258, 228, 182, 214 and 226 in Friday’s third 

round. 

  
“At some point you’re going to have to make a big move and I didn’t get ahead of it in that fourth game,” 

said the 54-year-old Duke. “No matter how good you think you’re doing, you’re not doing good enough.” 

  

While Duke is looking forward to match play, which will award 30 bonus pins for each match win, he says 
the intensity will rise to another level for the season’s first major. 

  

“Everything ratchets up in match play,” said Duke. “In match play it seems like you can lose pins a lot 
faster than you can gain them. You’ve got to win the matches or you’ll see yourself sink fast in the 

standings. 
  

“You’re going to experience some frustration at some point,” he added. “It’s a matter of managing your 

frustrations and keeping your emotions in check.” 

  

Weber, an 11-time PBA50 Tour winner had games of 235, 203, 224, 203, 213 and 219 in the third round. 
  

As two of PBA’s all-time greats who have competed in PBA competition for more than three decades, 

Duke ranks third on the all-time PBA Tour titles list with 38 wins and Weber ranks fourth with 37 wins. 
  

Finishing qualifying in third was 2017 PBA50 Rookie of the Year Michael Haugen Jr. of Phoenix who 
finished just 10 pins behind Duke with a 4,059 pinfall total. Haugen, a five-time time PBA Tour titlist, won

Former Major League Baseball All-Star pitcher John Burkett of Southlake, Texas, finished qualifying in

21) In 1997, the PBA St. Clair Classic was the last Pro Bowlers Tour event televised by ABC Sports, 
ending a 36-year run. The title match between Walter Ray Williams Jr. and Pete Weber was won by 

Williams, 206-195, and included an emotional farewell video tribute to ABC announcers Nelson “Bo” 
Burton Jr. and Chris Schenkel who broke down in tears at the end of the telecast. 

 

22) By winning a PBA Senior Regional event in Taylorville, Ill. in 2002, Dick Weber became the first player 
to win PBA titles at any level in six consecutive decades. Weber won his first PBA title in the 1959 

Paramus Eastern Open, the second PBA event ever held. It was the first of 23 consecutive top 24 finishes 
extending into 1962 - a record that has never been broken. 

 

23) In the 1994 PBA National Championship at Ducat’s Imperial Lanes in Toledo, Ohio, Johnny Petraglia 
threw the seventh televised 300 game in PBA history, defeating Walter Ray Williams Jr. in the second 

match and earning a $100,000 bonus. 
 

24) In the last Firestone-sponsored PBA Tournament of Champions, George Branham III became the first 
African-American to win a PBA Tour major championship, defeating Parker Bohn III, 227-214, at Riviera 

Lanes in 1993. 

 
25) With a 266-224 win over Ryan Shafer, Jason Couch became the only bowler in PBA Tour history to 

win three consecutive PBA Tournament of Champions and joined Mike Durbin as the second player to win 
the event three times. Couch’s wins came in 1999, 2000 and 2002 (event was not held in 2001) and they 

took place in three different centers – Incred-A-Bowl in Overland Park, Kan.; Brunswick Zone-Deer Park 

in Lake Zurich, Ill., and Mohegan Sun Arena in Uncasville, Conn., respectively.

And Fourth Career PBA50 Tour Title 

Boresch throws two clutch strikes in 10th frame of championship match 

to beat top qualifier Norm Duke 198-192 

  
THE VILLAGES, Fla. (April 28, 2018) –  Throwing two pressured-filled strikes in the 10th frame of the 

title match, Lennie Boresch Jr. of Kenosha, Wis., beat PBA Hall of Famer Norm Duke of Clermont, Fla., in 

the championship match to win the PBA50 National Championship presented by Spanish Springs Lanes 
and Radical Saturday for his first PBA50 Tour major and fourth career title. 

  



Boresch, a United States Bowling Congress Hall of Famer, defeated Duke 198-192 to also win his third 
title at Spanish Springs Lanes after winning the Sun Bowl In The Villages in 2017 and also in his 2012 

rookie season. 
  

“It’s something you dream about your whole life,” said the 56-year-old Boresch. “To win a major 

especially against a great player like Norm – it’s something special for sure. This is going to take a while 
to sink in.” 

  
Both players struggled to find a shot in the title match but Boresch had an opportunity to win when Duke, 

the top qualifier for the finals who was trying for his fifth PBA50 Tour title, failed to strike on his first ball 
of the 10th frame. Boresch made a one board move to the right and increased his speed slightly for the 

first shot in the 10th frame on the right lane and it turned out to be the right adjustment. 

  
“I was visualizing what I wanted to do but I can tell you I was a nervous wreck,” said Boresch. 

“Fortunately I was able to get the ball to the area of the lane I wanted and came through with two of the 
biggest shots of my life. 

  

“Throughout my career I’ve been in a lot of pressure situations where I needed a strike or a double to 
win but this was at a whole different level,”  he added. 

  
Boresch, who qualified third for the finals, defeated PBA Hall of Famer and four-time PBA50 Tour titlist 

Parker Bohn III of Jackson, N.J., in the second stepladder match 248-221 to advance to the semi-final 
match. 

  

In the semi-final match, Boresch beat 2018 PBA Hall of Fame inductee and two-time PBA50 Player of the 
Year Ron Mohr of Las Vegas, 242-232, to advance to the title match against Duke. Mohr was trying for 

his 10th PBA50 Tour title. 
  

In the opening stepladder match, Bohn beat No. 5 qualifier PBA Hall of Famer Walter Ray Williams Jr. of 

Oxford, Fla., 257-221. Williams, who finished second in the season-opening PBA50 Lucas/Magazine 
Classic, was trying for his 12th PBA50 Tour title.

Dallas Strikers, Philadelphia Hitmen Advance to PBA League Semifinal Round 

Underdog Motown Muscle will bid for first Elias Cup berth against two-time past champions 

  

PORTLAND, Maine – The two-time defending champion Shipyard Dallas Strikers will carry their bid to 
become the first three-time OceanView at Falmouth PBA League Elias Cup champion into the semifinal 

round after a thrilling extra frame victory over the GEICO NYC WTT KingPins, but standing in the way will 
be a determined Sysco Philadelphia Hitmen team that has its collective eyes focused on winning its first 

Elias Cup. 
  

The third and fourth best-of-two-game quarterfinal rounds matches, which are part of the 2018 Go 

Bowling! PBA Tour schedule, were contested at Bayside Bowl and aired Sunday on ESPN. 
  

Dallas lived up to its nickname, roaring out of the gate with a string of six strikes by Bill O’Neill, Rhino 
Page, Kyle Sherman, Tommy Jones and player-manager Norm Duke to build a 40-pin lead after five 

frames. The KingPins, fired up by PBA Hall of Famer Pete Weber, rallied with a late string of four strikes, 

but couldn’t overcome Dallas’ early lead. 
  

With a 241-224 victory in hand, Dallas looked like it was going to run away with a two-game sweep, 
starting game two with four strikes. But Duke left a 3-10 split in the fifth frame, which he converted, but 

the KingPins got on a roll while the Strikers stumbled late in the game, losing to New York City, 237-208, 
to force the first one-ball sudden-death roll-off of the 2018 competition. 

  

The matter was settled quickly when KingPins’ anchor Marshall Kent left a ringing 10 pin, and Duke, a 
PBA Hall of Famer and 38-time PBA Tour champion, struck. 

  
“We had them; we started with four in a row and I made about the worst shot you can possibly make (in 

the fifth frame of game two),” Duke said, “and then it was a series of mistakes. But that’s the thing about 

winning game one. You’re still in it. In this format, unless you’re dominant and sweep, it’s going to come 
down to one ball and we all know it. 

  
“Nobody wants it, really,” he added. “Even if you’re on the right lane. Even if you’re of sound mind. You 

grab the ball and your legs start shaking. You saw me balk. It was partly because (the down lane camera 

man) scooted his chair, but it also gave me a chance to come back and regroup because my legs were 
noodles. 

  
“That’s pressure right there. I’ve been in that situation many times but I was scared out of my wits. 

You’re kinda bowling in a state of shock. It wasn’t my best shot, but I knew off my hand it was really 
close. I knew it was nine or better, and if I carried the 10, we win the match. And we did.” 

  

In the final quarterfinal match, Philadelphia used a steady approach with critical clutch shots to topple the 
hometown Lumberjacks, 224-222, in the opening game and easily won game two, 209-157, when 

Portland ran into all kinds of problems, throwing only two strikes along with a split and two missed 
spares. The Hitmen got a string of five strikes from no. five bowler Tom Smallwood, Ronnie Russell, Chris 

Loschetter, Dom Barrett and Matt Sanders to turn the match into a rout. 



  
“It was nip-and-tuck for the first match but my guys bowled as well today, if not better, than they did in 

the seeding tournament,” said Philadelphia manager Jason Couch. “We don’t have a great history in this 
event. We’ve struggled from time to time, and this is the third time in four years we’ve drawn the home 

team, which makes for a tough environment. But I’m proud of the way my guys bowled today. 

  
“Matt Sanders is our new guy,” Couch said of the PBA’s 2017 Rookie of the Year. “I don’t know him really 

well, but I watched him bowl all week and he’s the real deal. I have no problem putting him in the five 
hole, or the four hole. He’s a good player. 

  
“Tom Smallwood? He’s a late bloomer, but he’s been money for me,” Couch added. “He seems to thrive 

in this environment when you wouldn’t think he would. He’s a quiet guy but he never has a problem 

taking on the responsibility.” 

  

In the first semifinal round match that will air on ESPN on Sunday, May 6, at 1 p.m. ET, the Barbasol 
Motown Muscle, who have never won the Elias Cup, will meet the two-time past champion Go Bowling! 

Silver Lake Atom Splitters. The second semifinal will involve the Dallas Strikers and the Philadelphia 

Hitmen, who also have never won the Elias Cup.

Parker Bohn III Tops Qualifying 

Heading Into PBA50 Mooresville Open Match Play 

  
MOORESVILLE, N.C. - (May 1, 2018) – PBA Hall of Famer Parker Bohn III of Jackson, N.J., parlayed 

the momentum of his fourth-place finish in the PBA50 National Championship last Saturday, to lead 

qualifying Tuesday heading into the match play rounds of the PBA50 Mooresville Open presented by 
Columbia 300 at George Pappas’ Victory Lanes. 

  
Bohn led qualifying with a 3,747 16-game pinfall total (234 average) bowling 1,882 in Tuesday’s second 

round with games of 248, 257, 267, 217, 247, 181, 258 and 207.  

  
“Looking at the way things unfolded in the National Championship I have no complaints right now,” said 

the 54-year-old Bohn, who won the 2014 Mooresville Open for his first PBA50 Tour title. “I started slow in 
qualifying but I finally started figuring things out in the second round and kept the momentum going for 

the rest of the tournament.” 

  

Before the start of the season Bohn experimented with some changes to his grip hoping to improve his 

pin carry but was disappointed with the results and made the right decision to go back to his normal grip. 



  
“I’m pretty happy with my ability to consistently get to the pocket but I’m always interested in trying 

something that will improve pin carry,” said the 35-time PBA Tour and four-time PBA50 Tour winner. “I 
tried a few things and didn’t like the results so I went back to my original grip and feel pretty comfortable 

making the adjustments I need to make.” 

  
Bohn edged out Mooresville Open defending champion and fellow hall of famer Norm Duke of Clermont, 

Fla., who finished qualifying just five pins behind in second with 3,742. Duke, who finished second in the 
PBA50 National Championship, bowled 1,797 in the second round with games of 222, 249, 213, 172, 224, 

235, 258, and 224.

Brian Voss Wins Second PBA50 Tour Title in Mooresville Open 

Adrenalin rush keeps new North Carolina resident coming back to competition 

  

MOORESVILLE, N.C. – Brian Voss, who recently moved into the North Carolina neighborhood, threw 
two strikes in the 10th frame on the same lane where he had left a 7-10 split only two frames earlier, to 

defeat Lennie Boresch Jr. of Kenosha, Wis., 226-223, in the title match of the PBA50 Tour’s Mooresville 
Open Tuesday at George Pappas’ Victory Lanes. 



  
Voss, who won his only previous PBA50 Tour title in the 2016 Dave Small’s Championship Lanes Classic in 

Anderson, Ind., survived a wild final round of match play to earn the top berth in the stepladder finals 
where he had the title match under control until his pocket 7-10 let Boresch back into the match. Voss’ 

clutch double in the 10th forced Boresch – the only non-PBA Hall of Famer among the five finalists – to 

also double for the win, but the Wisconsin pro shop operator left a 4 pin on his first shot. 
  

“I love to bowl. I live to win,” Voss said. “My sons were with me tonight. It was fabulous. 
  

“There are days I wonder why I’m still doing this,” he added, “but when you experience this, it keeps you 
coming back. I love to entertain, to show my emotions. I live just to feel the adrenalin, not only when 

you win, but the path along the way. It’s addictive, overcoming the fear. It’s a great feeling.” 

  
Voss, who will turn 60 later in the summer, said he moved to nearby Cornelius, N.C., from Colorado 

about three months ago because he had an opportunity to teach bowling, “so why not? I love being 
around the bowling world. I love to teach, so I moved.” 

  

Boresch, fresh off winning his fourth PBA50 Tour title in the PBA50 National Championship at Spanish 
Springs Lanes in The Villages, Fla., a week earlier, eliminated Norm Duke of Clermont, Fla., in the 

semifinal match, 232-222. Boresch, who also defeated Duke in the PBA50 National Championship title 
match, used a late string of four strikes to overcome a pocket 7-10 split of his own while Duke lost his 

strike pocket early in the game and dug a hole he couldn’t escape. 
  

Duke started the stepladder finals with a 279-214 win over Parker Bohn III of Jackson, N.J., with only a 

10 pin in the fifth frame preventing a perfect game. In the second match, Duke took advantage of Pete 
Weber’s only mistake – leaving and failing to convert the 3-10 split in the 10th frame – to win a classic 

battle with the St. Ann, Mo., hall of famer, 257-245.

reaching the million-dollar milestone when he won the 2013 U.S. Open in his 180th event. 

18) Billy Hardwick became the first player to complete what would later be known as the “PBA 
Triple Crown,” winning the 1969 BPAA All-Star (later re-named as the U.S. Open), the 1963 PBA 

National Championship and the 1965 PBA Tournament of Champions.  Hardwick is one of six 
players in the PBA’s 60-year history to accomplish the feat.  

19) The PBA Tour’s 48th season started with a bang when Walter Ray Williams Jr. broke the 
Tour’s all-time titles record, earning win No. 42 over Pete Weber, 289-236, in the 2006 Dydo 

Japan Cup in Tokyo.  

20) In 1993, Mike Aulby rolled a 300 game in the title match of the PBA Wichita Open to 
defeat David Ozio, 300-279. The 579 pinfall total remains a PBA record for highest combined

The title match between Walter Ray Williams Jr. and Pete 

Weber was won by Williams, 206-195, and included an emotional farewell video tribute to ABC 
announcers Nelson “Bo” Burton Jr. and Chris Schenkel who broke down in tears at the end 

of the telecast. 

22) By winning a PBA Senior Regional event in Taylorville, Ill. in 2002, Dick Weber became the 
first player to win PBA titles at any level in six consecutive decades. Weber won his first PBA title 

in the 1959 Paramus Eastern Open, the second PBA event ever held. It was the first of 23 
consecutive top 24 finishes extending into 1962 - a record that has never been broken. 

23) In the 1994 PBA National Championship at Ducat’s Imperial Lanes in Toledo, Ohio, Johnny 

Petraglia threw the seventh televised 300 game in PBA history, defeating Walter Ray 
Williams Jr. in the second match and earning a $100,000 bonus. 

24) In the last Firestone-sponsored PBA Tournament of Champions, George Branham 
III became the first African-American to win a PBA Tour major championship, defeating Parker 

Bohn III, 227-214, at Riviera Lanes in 1993. 

25) With a 266-224 win over Ryan Shafer, Jason Couch became the only bowler in PBA Tour 
history to win three consecutive PBA Tournament of Champions and joined Mike Durbin as the 

second player to win the event three times. Couch’s wins came in 1999, 2000 and 2002 (event 
was not held in 2001) and they took place in three different centers – Incred-A-Bowl in Overland 

Park, Kan.; Brunswick Zone-Deer Park in Lake Zurich, Ill., and Mohegan Sun Arena in Uncasville, 
Conn., respectively.

Silver Lake Atom Splitters, Philadelphia Hitmen Advance to Elias Cup Finals 

Hitmen win “double overtime” thriller to eliminate two-time defending champion Dallas Strikers 

  

PORTLAND, Maine  – The Go Bowling! Silver Lake Atom Splitters will get a chance to become the first 

three-time OceanView at Falmouth PBA League Elias Cup champions after a convincing semifinal round 
victory, but the two-time defending champion Shipyard Dallas Strikers will be watching from the sidelines 

after losing a thrilling “double overtime” battle with the Sysco Philadelphia Hitmen team. 
  

The best-of-two-game semifinal rounds matches, which are part of the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour 

schedule, were contested at Bayside Bowl and aired Sunday on ESPN. 
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Silver Lake, the winner of back-to-back Elias Cups in 2014 and ’15, was dominant in sweeping the 
Barbasol Motown Muscle in their best-of-two-game Baker format match, throwing 10 strikes in 12 

attempts in game one for a 258-235 win, and almost duplicating their first game performance in posting 
a 245-207 victory to complete their march to the Elias Cup championship match. 

  

The Atom Splitters’ Jesper Svensson, Dick Allen, AJ Johnson, Tom Daugherty and Chris Barnes as a team 
missed the pocket twice in two games. 

  
“That was some pretty stellar bowling,” said Atom Splitters manager Mark Baker.” There wasn’t much for 

me to do other than keep giving them high fives.” 

  

In the second semifinal match, the Dallas Strikers looked like they were going to make the finale a match 

between the PBA League’s only two-time winners, romping to a 278-248 win over the Hitmen in game 
one. After Bill O’Neill and player-manager Norm Duke converted single-pin spares in the first two frames, 

Kyle Sherman, Rhino Page and Tommy Jones began a run of nine consecutive strikes to run away with 
the first game. 

  

But Philadelphia pulled off a stunning upset. In game two, the Hitmen took a two-pin advantage into the 
10th frame where anchor bowler Dom Barrett left the 2-8 on his first shot. After converting the spare, he 

needed nine pins to clinch the win by a pin, but left a pocket 7-10 split, ending the game in a 213-213 tie 
and forcing a one-ball sudden death roll-off. 

  
Philadelphia manager Jason Couch sent in rookie left-hander Matt Sanders, who struck. Dallas countered 

with its leftie, veteran Rhino Page, who left a 6 pin. 

  
With the match then tied at one game each, another roll-off was needed to decide who advanced to the 

Elias Cup finals. Sanders struck and Duke matched him. Couch then called on Tom Smallwood, who got 
help from a messenger to take out the 10 pin for another strike. Page again got the call for Dallas, but 

again misfired, leaving a 2 pin and sending the Hitmen into the Elias Cup title match for the first time in 

the series’ seven-year history. 
  

“My heart was definitely pumping,” Couch said. “That’s what we hope will happen in this kind of format. I 
got lucky; I made the right moves and put guys in the right spot, and it worked out well. 

  

“We’ve been here enough times. We know the environment,” Couch added. “Nothing seems to rattle 
(Sanders). He’s really good under pressure. We explained to him after we drafted him what he could 

expect when he came to Portland. We told him to just have a good time. 
  

“I have no problem sending ‘Smalls’ in when we need something. He’s come of age; he bloomed a little 
later than normal, but I’d take him in that position any time. He did it in Columbus (where he won the 

Barbasol PBA Players Championship), and he did it for us last year. I have no problem with him anywhere 

in our lineup.” 

  

The Elias Cup and the Mark Roth PBA League MVP will be decided on ESPN on Sunday, March 13, at 1 
p.m. ET. The new Elias Cup format will involve two best-of-two-game Baker format matches with a one-

ball sudden death roll-off being used to decide any ties. The new format could see up to seven one-ball 

roll-offs.

Michael Haugen Jr. Makes Right Ball Choices 

to Win PBA50 Johnny Petraglia BVL Open 

Haugen defeats top finals qualifier Walter Ray Williams Jr. 277-195 in title 

match for second career PBA50 Tour title 

  
FARMINGDALE, N.Y. (May 8, 2018) – Using three different balls to attack the changing lane 

conditions in the stepladder finals, Michael Haugen Jr. of Phoenix, won the PBA50 Johnny Petraglia BVL 

Open presented by Brunswick Tuesday for his second career PBA50 Tour title. 
  

Haugen, the 2017 PBA50 Rookie of the Year and winner of the 2017 Suncoast PBA Senior U.S. Open, 
defeated PBA Hall of Famer and stepladder finals top qualifier Walter Ray Williams Jr. of Oxford, Fla., 

277-195, in the title match at Farmingdale Lanes to win his first PBA50 Tour title of the season. 

  
“It’s pretty special anytime you can beat the most prolific winner in our sport because he doesn’t give 

them away,” said Haugen of his win over Williams. “To beat Walter Ray for the title in a tournament 
named after Johnny Petraglia, it doesn’t get much better than that.” 

  
The 51-year-old Haugen used three different balls in the finals, often using a different ball on each lane 

in his three matches. 

  
“I used three different balls and just rotated them in and out depending on what I felt I needed to get 

the reaction I wanted,” said Haugen, a five-time PBA Tour winner. “It’s all about knowing what’s in your 
(bowling) bag and choosing the right ball for the right situation.” 

  

Haugen, the No. 3 qualifier for the finals, started each match he bowled with at least four strikes. He 
beat No. 4 qualifier Marty Berke of Allentown, Pa., who was making his first finals appearance, 224-170, 

in the second match and then went on to beat three-time PBA50 Tour winner and No. 2 qaulifier Bob 
Learn Jr. of Erie, Pa., in the semifinal match, 244-194, to advance to the championship match against 

Williams. 

  
“Whenever you can get off to a good start with early strings it’s going to put the pressure on your 

opponent,” Haugen added. “Fortunately, I was able to make the right decisions and didn’t waste those 
good starts.” 

  
For Williams, who was trying for his 12th PBA50 Tour title, it was his second runner-up finish of the 

season after finishing second in the PBA50 Lucas/Magazine Classic to open the season. He also finished 

fifth in the PBA50 National Championship. 
  

In the opening stepladder match, Berke, who turned 60 on Monday, defeated five-time PBA Tour winner 
Ryan Shafer of Horseheads, N.Y., 237-188, whose fifth-place finish was his first PBA50 Tour finals 

appearance. 

  
The fourth tournament of the season was named after PBA legend and Vietnam War veteran Johnny 

Petraglia who is a 14-time PBA Tour and eight-time PBA50 Tour winner. The BVL fund provides 
recreational and therapeutic programs and services to military veterans. 

  
The PBA50 Tour will take a three-week break before returning with the PBA50 Northern California Classic 

presented by MOTIV May 27-30 at Harvest Park Bowl in Brentwood, Calif.

FOX Sports to provide unique television coverage from historic Thunderbowl Lanes arena 

  

ALLEN PARK, Mich. (May 9, 2018) – The Professional Bowlers Association’s 10th anniversary World 
Series of Bowling will return to its roots at historic Thunderbowl Lanes in suburban Detroit, and will 

include a unique television package with the PBA’s new broadcast partner, FOX Sports, PBA CEO and 

Commissioner Tom Clark announced today. 
  

WSOB X, a multi-event tournament series, will be held March 11-21 as part of the 2019 Go Bowling! PBA 
Tour at the same site that hosted the inaugural World Series in 2009. 

  

“The PBA World Series of Bowling has evolved over the past nine years in becoming the world’s premier 
event in professional bowling,” Clark said. “The 10th edition will be the most electrifying yet, with 

multiple PBA titles being won live in prime time on national TV on consecutive nights. None of this growth 
would have been possible without the shared vision of Thunderbowl Lanes proprietor Tom Strobl and the 

great bowling fans of Detroit, so it’s with great pleasure that the PBA will return to the place of the 
WSOB’s birth in 2019.”

The four additional milestones in PBA history listed below complete the list of the PBA”s “60 most 
memorable moments.” The top 10 moments (actually 11, because of a tie for 10th place) were revealed 

during the PBA’s 60th Anniversary celebration in Indianapolis in February, and are re-visited below along 

with “memorable moments” 12 through 16 which were unveiled on all of the PBA Network’s outlets last 
week. Here are those final moments: 

  
1)    Don Johnson’s 299 game in the championship game of the 1970 Firestone Tournament of 

Champions. He fell to floor after leaving a 10 pin on his final shot, rising to a standing ovation at 

Riviera Lanes. 
2)    Eddie Elias’ meeting with PBA’s 33 founding members in Syracuse, N.Y., in 1958. 
3)    Kelly Kulick becoming the first woman to win a PBA Tour title in the 2010 PBA Tournament 
of Champions in Las Vegas. 
4)    Pete McCordic winning a $100,000 bonus with a nerve-wracked 300 game on ABC-TV in 
1987. 
5)    Pete Weber striking in the 10th frame to claim a record fifth U.S. Open title by one pin in 

2012, then uttering his famous phrase, “Who Do You Think You Are, I Am!” 
6)    Earl Anthony surpassing the $1 million career earnings milestone for the first time in 

winning the 1982 PBA National Championship. 
7)    Del Ballard Jr., needing two strikes and 7 pins to win the 1991 Fair Lanes Open over Pete 

Weber, gets the first two but rolls a gutter ball on his last shot to lose. 
8)    Mark Roth becoming the first player to convert the 7-10 split in a 1980 televised PBA final. 
9)    Bob Learn Jr. throws 44 out of a possible 48 strikes, including a 300 game, for a record 

four-game TV total of 1,129 pins to win the PBA Flagship Open in an arena in his hometown of 
Erie, Pa., in 1996. 
10    & 11) A tie between the 2011 TOC from Red Rock in Las Vegas where Mika 

Koivuniemi defeated Tom Daugherty in the biggest margin of victory ever, 299-100 (lowest 
game ever bowled on TV) and then goes on to win the $250,000 record first prize. It was the 

PBA’s first live telecast on ABC-TV since 1997. And also tied for 10th, Randy Pedersen needed 
a strike to defeat Ernie Schlegel to win the 1995 Touring Players Championship, but his 

seemingly perfect shot left a stone 8 pin, prompting Schlegel to go into a wild celebration. 
12) Jack Biondolillo bowled the first nationally televised 300 game in PBA history during the 

finals of the 1967 Firestone Tournament of Champions, defeating Les Schissler, 300-216, in the 

second match of the finals and earning a $10,000 perfect game bonus. Biondolillo then lost 
to Don Johnson in the semifinal match, 228-172, and Jim Stefanich defeated Johnson, 43-36, 

in a two-frame roll-off for the title after they tied at 227. 
13) In 1991, Pete Weber won his third BPAA U.S. Open title at Woodland Bowl in Indianapolis, 

throwing 10 consecutive strikes after a spare and ending the match with a 10 pin to defeat Mark 

Thayer, 289- 184. During the trophy presentation, Weber famously hoisted the trophy only to 
have the ceramic eagle topple to the ground and shatter. 

14) In 1962, ABC Sports began its “Pro Bowlers Tour” series coverage with the Empire State 
Open. Hall of Fame broadcaster Chris Schenkel was in the booth for the first broadcast.  

15) In the spring of 2000, the PBA was purchased by former Microsoft executives Chris Peters, 
Mike Slade and Rob Glaser. PBA headquarters were later relocated to Seattle after spending 

the first 42 years in Akron, Ohio.

PBA REGIONAL UPDATE: ANGELO WINS SECOND REGIONAL TITLE IN OHIO 

Brad Angelo of Lockport, N.Y. defeated Charlie Brown Jr. of Grandville, Mich. by four pins Sunday to 
win the PBA Taylor Kia Central Open presented by Hammer at Holiday Bowl in Struthers, Ohio. 

  
Angelo, a two-time PBA Tour titlist, finished with a 8-4 match play record and a total of 5,071 pins for 20 

games, including match play bonus pins, for his second PBA Regional title and first since 2006. The 48-
year-old Angelo earned $2,500 in his 49th PBA Regional over a span of 26 years as a PBA member. 

Brown posted an 8-4 match play record and knocked down 5,067 pins to earn the $1,350 runner-up 

prize. 
  

● Brad Miller from Maryland Heights, Mo., after losing his first two matches in the eight-game round 
robin finals, used games of 279 and 290 to vault to the lead and then held off Austin Boulds of Creal 

Springs, Ill., to claim his second PBA Regional title at the 11th annual PBA Junction City Bowl 

Southwest/Midwest Open presented by Dexter on Sunday in Junction City, Kan. 
  

Miller took a 60-pin lead over Boulds into their position round match where the title came down to the 
final frame. Thanks to an early string of strikes, Boulds had a chance to claim the title, but a 4-9 split in 

the 10th frame ended his bid. Despite winning the game, 244-225, Boulds was unable to overcome 
Miller’s lead. Miller survived, 4,778-4,767 including match play bonus pins, for the $2,500 first prize. 

  

● Kole Payne of Charlotte, N.C., won his first PBA title and a $2,500 prize Sunday, defeating 
amateur Brian Dennis of Creedmoor, N.C., 213-190, to win the inaugural PBA Sandhills Aberdeen South 

Open at Sandhills Bowling Center in Aberdeen, N.C. 
  

Payne, who qualified third for the stepladder finals with a 16-game pinfall of 3,374, mowed down three 

opponents in his second PBA event as a member. In first stepladder match, he defeated Zack Brown of 
Holly Springs, N.C., 236-182, and he then eliminated five-time PBA Tour champion Dick Allen of 

Columbia, S.C., 236-197, in the semifinal match.

Silver Lake Atom Splitters Sweep Philadelphia Hitmen to Win Third PBA League Elias Cup 

Chris Barnes’ key 10th frame leads to second Mark Roth PBA League MVP Award 

  
PORTLAND, Maine  – The Go Bowling! Silver Lake Atom Splitters became the first team to win three 

OceanView at Falmouth PBA League Elias Cup championships, winning in a dominant performance over 
the Sysco Philadelphia Hitmen at Bayside Bowl. 

  

The two match, best-of-two-game finals, part of the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour schedule, 
aired Sunday as the PBA Tour’s final telecast on ESPN. 

  
Silver Lake, the winner of back-to-back Elias Cups in 2014 and ’15, ended a two-year dry spell in a sweep 

over the Hitmen, who had never bowled in the Elias Cup finals. After a dominant semifinal round win over 

the Barbasol Motown Muscle, the Atom Splitters’ Jesper Svensson, Dick Allen, AJ Johnson, Tom 
Daugherty and Chris Barnes had only one close call in a four-game sweep. 

  
After winning the opening game, 248-189, on the strength of seven strikes in the first eight frames, 

game two came down to a 10th frame showdown where Atom Splitters’ anchor Barnes threw three 

strikes to force Matt Sanders to match the effort to force a roll-off. Sanders ran the Hitmen’s string of 
strikes five, but on his final ball in the 10th frame, Sanders left a 9 pin and Silver Lake claimed a 216-215 

decision. 
  

With match one secured, and Philadelphia running into spare-shooting difficulties, Silver Lake easily won 
game three, 202-163. The Atom Splitters completed the sweep by throwing the first six strikes in game 

four, winning again, 246-192. 

  
“We went undefeated, but on every shot, you do the math in your head and take it one shot at a time,” 

Silver Lake manager Mark Baker said. “My guys really bowled well. Really well. We played the lanes a 
little differently than everyone else, and our shot wasn’t going away. Jesper was Jesper. Dick Allen bowls 

great in this place. Daugherty, except for the solid 8, struck on about every ball. Putting Chris (Barnes) 

last relaxed (Dick) and I think that was the big difference. 
  

“This is so much fun,” Baker continued. “It’s hard to explain to anyone who has never been here what 
the atmosphere is like. The first shot thrown (in the final round) gave me goosebumps. I don’t bowl any 

more. It wasn’t even my team, but that’s how electrifying it is here.” 

  

While the entire Atom Splitters team bowled well, the decision to award the Mark Roth PBA League Most 

Valuable Player Award came down to Chris Barnes’ three-strike, 10th frame performance in game two of 
the Elias Cup finals. Barnes also won the inaugural Roth MVP award in 2014, making him the first two-

time winner. 
  

“That’s pretty cool, but I look at it as more of a team thing,” Barnes said. “We all struck a lot. We only 

had a couple of close games. I struck out to win one. It was a big one to win, but if it hadn’t been for a 
stone 8 (by Daugherty), we wouldn’t have been in a position where I needed to do that. 

  
“Our guys were really clicking for the most part. We never had more than one person in between strikes 

and even then, we were all lined up,” he added. “(Philadelphia) just couldn’t get all of its guys going at 

the same time, and that’s always the issue here.” 

  

At the conclusion of the event, PBA CEO and Commissioner Tom Clark announced the PBA League will 
return to Bayside Bowl in 2019 as part of the PBA’s new television package with FOX Sports. Details will 

be announced later.

BOWLING CONNECTS JASON BELMONTE WITH MARJORY STONEMAN DOUGLAS TEEN 

For PBA star Jason Belmonte, the shots fired on that horrific day at south Florida’s Marjory Stoneman 
Douglas were, figuratively speaking, heard halfway around the world. Like millions of people, Belmonte 

wanted to do something. He just wasn’t sure what he could or should do. 

  
When he heard that 17-year-old Hannah Carbocci was a member of the Stoneman Douglas girls’ 

bowling team and had not only survived the mass shooting, but had launched a fund-raising effort on 
behalf of the families of victims, Belmonte decided to make a phone call. 

  
“What I thought was going to be my role was as simple as a phone call, and I was willing to do that,” 

Belmonte said in early May. “Within the first couple of minutes, I knew I wanted to meet the family.” 

  
Admitting he knew nothing about the family, he decided to make a side trip to Florida after the PBA 

League competition in Portland, Maine, to visit Hannah and her family. 
  

“It was a fantastic day,” he said. “I didn’t know what to expect; I just wanted to meet them. I knew 

nothing about them other than that terrible incident, but I could see they are very passionate about 
bowling, and the causes they fight for. 

  
“When you talk about bowlers’ bad luck, you talk about ringing 10 pins and splits, but that is nothing 

compared to what this family went through. They used a community of bowlers to support other bowlers. 
That’s the one thing I’ve taken away from this trip. 

  

“They raised more than $30,000 to support the victims’ families,” he continued. “That’s a lot of money to 
raise, and not from one person, but from hundreds of people. It just shows how amazing our family of 

bowlers really is.” 

  

Belmonte made the trip to Florida and went bowling with the Carbocci family. He gave the family bowling 

balls and bags, and with the assistance of fellow PBA competitor and pro shop operator Andres Gomez, 
got the equipment drilled. 

  
Belmonte’s gesture was merely something he did out of caring, and because he was in a position to do 

something positive.

“I don’t know what I’m doing in my future, but I’m very aware of my place in the bowling industry,” he 
said. “I think most of our guys know what their position is; it’s something that comes with the territory. If 

you’re not doing your share, you’re not taking care of your position atop the sport to help people.” 

  

In a feature story by USBC’s Matt Cannizzaro, who originally broke the news about Belmonte’s plans to 

visit Hannah and family, Belmonte said, “If I do ever retire from competing, I would love to fly the flag 
for bowling on a more regular basis… Straight up, I love bowling and I want bowling to be healthier and 

better. I think the bowling community as a whole is a beautiful community. I think when bowlers need 
each other, we step up.” 

  
So Belmonte put on his wings and flew. From Australia to Parkland, Fla. – a short trek northwest of Fort 

Lauderdale – by way of Portland. And he made a new friend. 

  
“Hannah, in particular, we’re going to be good little friends,” Belmonte said. “She has some aspirations in 

the sport, and as time goes along, I’ll see what I can do to help her.” 

  

HOW BELMO FLIES: IT’S A TESTAMENT TO PBA’S INTERNATIONAL PLAYERS 

The story of Jason Belmonte’s “side trip” to visit Hannah Carbocci and her family in Parkland, Fla., 
after bowling in the OceanView at Falmouth PBA League in Portland, is a bit understated. 

  
To get a feel for what “Belmo” (and other PBA players from Australia, Southeast Asia, Europe and other 

destinations around the world) have to go through to bowl in PBA Tour events in the United States, 
below is Belmonte’s itinerary to get to Portland: 

  

● Drove four hours from his home in Orange, New South Wales to Sydney; 
● Waited two hours at the airport for his next flight; 

● Flew 16 hours from Sydney to Dallas; 
● Waited three hours in Dallas for his next flight; 

● Flew 3.5 hours from Dallas to Philadelphia; 

● Waited 2 hours for his next leg; 
● Flew 1.5 hours from Philadelphia to Portland; 

● Called Uber for a ride to his hotel. 
  

Grand total: roughly 10,000 miles – one way – over a span of 32 hours. The “side trip” to Florida added 

another 1,600 miles to the trip before he headed home to Australia to spend a few days with his wife and 
three children before returning to Detroit for the PBA Tour Finals. With modifications, it’s something he 

(and other PBA international players) repeat every time they compete in the U.S. 
  

“I don’t know how many miles I fly per year,” Belmonte said in response to an email question. “It’s a 
number that I don’t want to know.” 

  

But, he noted with a “smile” emoji: “I have just under 3 million miles/points in my (frequent flier) 
account. I very rarely use them because I am saving them to take my family on the most ridiculous, first 

class experience around the world. It will be a holiday to end all holidays that I will pay for using all of 
my points.”

PBA REGIONAL UPDATE:  BUTTURFF WINS AGAIN IN THE WEST 

● Jakob Butturff of Tempe, Ariz.; PBA50 member Robert Brown of Cody, Wyo., and Correen 
Lieber of Phoenix, Ariz., were victorious in a PBA Northwest Region tripleheader at Daffodil Bowl in 

Puyallup, Wash., Sunday. 
  

Butturff posted a 8-4 match play record and a 20-game total of 4,605 pins, including match play bonus 
pins, to win the PBA FiX Auto of Puyallup Open, a standard PBA Northwest Regional event, by 60 pins 

over Dean Richards of Tacoma, Wash. In addition to a $2,000 first prize, Butturff picked up his second 

PBA Regional title of the year and his 15th since his 2016 rookie year. 
  

Brown won the PBA50 portion of the tripleheader with a 6-2 match play record and 3,508 total pins, 
beating Rob Rice of Sunnyside, Wash., by 138 pins for the $1,500 first prize and his second PBA50 

Regional title. 

  
Lieber, an amateur, had a 4-3 match play record and knocked down 3,146 total pins for her 15 games to 

top Lori Eskew of Hillsboro, Ore., and Kelsey Abrahamsen by 12 pins in the PBA-PWBA women’s 
event to earn the $1,000 prize. It was Lieber’s first PBA-PWBA regional win, but she doesn’t get credit for 

a title because she’s a non-member. Eskew and Abrahamsen both had 3,134 pins. 

  
● Dylan Burns from Garden City, Kan., won his second PBA Regional title in the PBA Oklahoma City 

Planet Bowl Southwest Open in Oklahoma City Sunday. 

  
Burns built a comfortable lead in the qualifying round going into Sunday’s modified eight-game round 

robin finals. After losing his first two matches, Burns won four matches in a row to distance himself from 
top challenger Dino Castillo from Highland Village, Texas. After losing in game seven, Burns took a 58-

pin lead over Castillo into position round where he expanded his winning margin to 92 pins with a 220-
216 win over Castillo to claim the $2,500 winner’s check with a 21-game total of 4,601 pins, including 

match play bonus pins. 
  

● Ric McCormick of Cincinnati was almost perfect in defeating Chris Via of Springfield, Ohio, 299-239, 

to win his first PBA Regional title in the PBA Baldo Campana Memorial/Ohio Lottery Central Open 
presented by DV8 at Rebman Recreation in Lorain, Ohio, while 2017 PBA50 Rookie of the Year Michael 

Haugen Jr. of Phoenix won the “senior” half of the doubleheader. Both events were held on Saturday, 
May 12. 
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McCormick, a 22-year-old PBA rookie, missed a perfect game on his final shot in the title match. He 
earned $2,000 after he downed Zachery Tackett of Huntington, Ind., 245-174, while Via edged Dan 

Hochstein of Canton, Mich., 259-225, in the semifinal round to set up the championship match. 
  

Haugen defeated amateur Carl Bishop of Tiffin, Ohio by 181 pins to win the PBA50 event. He finished 

with a 10-2 match play record and a total of 4,914 pins for 20 games, including match play bonus pins, 
to win the $1,400 first prize and his fifth PBA50 regional title.

Tommy Jones Paces PBA Xtra Frame Wilmington Open Qualifying 

18-time PBA Tour champion takes 88-pin lead into Sunday’s cashers round 

  

WILMINGTON, N.C. (May 19, 2018) – Eighteen-time Professional Bowlers Association titlist Tommy 
Jones of Simpsonville, S.C., finished his eight-game qualifying round with a 279 game Saturday to roll 

into an 88-pin lead in PBA’s Xtra Frame Wilmington Open Saturday at Ten Pin Alley Family Fun Center. 
  

Jones, 39, rolled games of 200, 208, 256, 243, 247, 278, 235 and 279 for an eight-game total of 1,946 
pins, averaging at a 243.25 pace to easily lead the top 32 qualifiers who advanced to Sunday’s 9 
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a.m. cashers round. Chris Polizzi of Spring Hill, Fla., a six-year PBA member who won his only title in a 
PBA South Region tournament in Valdosta, Ga., in March, finished with 1,858 pins, six ahead of 2018 

United States Bowling Congress Masters champion Andrew Anderson of Holly, Mich. 
  

Puerto Rico’s Cristian Azcona, with 1,843 pins, and two-handed player Tim Foy Jr. of Seaford, Del., with a 

1,836 total, round out the top five. Defending Wilmington Open champion Anthony Simonsen of Austin, 
Texas, qualified for the cashers round in 24th place, 240 pins behind Jones.

Cristian Azcona Wins First PBA Tour Title in PBA Xtra Frame Wilmington Open 

PBA’s 2017 South Region Player of the Year becomes first Puerto Rican to win PBA Tour title 

  

WILMINGTON, N.C. (May 20, 2018) – Puerto Rico’s Cristian Azcona became his country’s 

first Professional Bowlers Association champion Sunday when he defeated AJ Johnson of Oswego, Ill., 
217-214, to win the PBA Xtra Frame Wilmington Open at Ten Pin Alley Family Fun Center. 

  
In a title match between two players vying for their first PBA Tour title, three pins separated the pair 

heading into the 10th frame when the 24-year-old Azcona threw three strikes to clinch the title and hand 

the 25-year-old Johnson his fourth second-place finish in PBA Tour competition. 
  

“It feels amazing,” Azcona said. “I’ve always thought about this, but it feels amazing.” 
  

Both players struggled with the touchy lane conditions but Azcona found the solution first, throwing a late 
string of three strikes to take the lead. 

  

“I moved in a little and hooked the ball a little more,” he said. Knowing he needed two strikes and at 
least eight pins in the 10th frame to lock up his first title, “I thought thank God I’m finishing on my good 

lane, and then I just concentrated on making good shots. 
  

“I wasn’t sure (I was the first Puerto Rican to win a PBA Tour title), but knowing the bowlers in Puerto 

Rico, I had a pretty good idea. I figured if it ever happened, I’d be the first one.” 

  

Making bowling history for his country was secondary, however, to winning his first PBA Tour title. 
  

“I’ve been thinking about that ever since I decided to take this sport seriously, which is most of my life,” 

he said. “It’s a dream come true.” 

  

The two finalists have followed remarkably similar paths in their young PBA careers. Azcona, a former 
collegiate star at Lindenwood University, was the PBA South Region’s Player of the Year in 2017, his PBA 

rookie year. Johnson, a former All-American with McKendree University, was the 2017 PBA Midwest 
Region Player of the Year. Azcona is a five-time member of Puerto Rico’s national bowling team; Johnson 

is four-time member of Team USA. 

  
In the opening match, Tom Daugherty of Riverview, Fla., took advantage of Tommy Jones’ inability to 

strike on the right lane until the ninth frame, eliminating the tournament qualifying leader, 214-185. But 
after building a 29-pin lead on four strikes in five frames in the semifinal match, Daugherty lost his shot 

at the title when he left and failed to convert the 4-6-9-10 split in the ninth frame while Johnson ran off a 

string of five strikes on his way to a 224-201 win. 
  

The Wilmington Open is the second of eight PBA Xtra Frame Tour events in 2018 and a part of the Go 

Bowling! PBA Tour. The third PBA Xtra Frame Tour event will be the Greater Jonesboro Open at Hijinx in 

Jonesboro, Ark., June 1-3.

Adam Pogge Tops PBA Waxahachie Southwest Challenge Field 
  

Waxahachie, Texas, (May 22, 2018, 2018) – Adam Pogge, from Austin, Texas, struck twice in the 

tenth frame of the final game of the eight-game modified round robin finals to stay ahead of Mason 

Edmondson, of Amarillo, Texas, to win his first Professional Bowlers Association title in the PBA 
Waxahachie Southwest Challenge, Sunday, at Hilltop Lanes. 

  
Pogge, who held a 38 pin lead going into the final game position round match, fell to Edmondson 246-

245 in the match, but maintained the overall pinfall lead, including bonus pins, 4604-4507. Along with his 

title he earned the $2,000 winner’s check. 
  

After finishing sixth in the Saturday 8-game qualifying portion of the event, Pogge vaulted into the lead 

in Sunday’s five game Casher’s Round. He then started the match play finals with a 279-176 win over 
Dylan Macon, from Lubbock, Texas, to stretch his lead. Pogge avoided any disastrous games throughout 

the next six games, to remain in the lead, then came through in the clutch in the position round match.

Belmonte, Kent Lead After First PBA Tour Finals Positioning Round 

  
ALLEN PARK, Mich. (May 22, 2018) – After the opening positioning round of the PBA Tour Finals, 
which aired on CBS Sports Network Tuesday, reigning PBA Player of the Year Jason Belmonte and four-

time PBA Tour winner Marshall Kent emerged as the leaders in their respective groups heading into next 

week’s second positioning round at Thunderbowl Lanes.  
  

The top money earners on the Go Bowling! PBA Tour between 2016 and the first four months of 2018 
include 2017 runner-up Belmonte, Dom Barrett, Anthony Simonsen and Sean Rash in Group 1, and 

defending champion EJ Tackett, Jesper Svensson, Kent and Tommy Jones in Group 2. The eight players 
opened the PBA Tour Finals by bowling one game each on PBA’s 36-foot Johnny Petraglia and 42-foot 

Mark Roth lane conditions. 

  



In a test of each player’s ability to navigate vastly different PBA lane conditions, positioning round 
competition takes place on two lanes which are dressed with lane conditioner that incorporates blue dye 

to help fans visualize the conditions. Each player will bowl a total of four games on four different oil 
patterns with total pinfall within each group determining positions for the final rounds. 

  

Belmonte took the lead in Group 1 with a 491 two-game total after bowling 236 on the Petraglia 
condition and 255 on the Roth condition. He was followed by Simonsen, 483 (236, 247); Rash, 379 (178, 

201), and Barrett, 350 (205, 145). 
  

“The two different conditions required two different plans of attack,” said Belmonte. “On the Petraglia 
condition I used urethane and played outside. On the Roth condition, I used a reactive ball and hooked 

the ball more. 

  
“At this point you play what’s in front of you,” he added. “It’s really not too different than what you’d 

experience in any other tournament except the pace is much faster and you have to make your 
adjustments faster. It’s bang-bang, get up and throw it, and hope you’ve made the right decisions.” 

  

Kent led Group 2 with a 458 pinfall after a 238 on the Petraglia condition and 220 on the Roth condition. 
He was followed by Tackett, 448 (236, 212); Svensson, 447 (224, 223), and Jones, 419 (257, 162). 

  
“I got into a good comfort level on both conditions pretty quickly and had a good look on both lanes,” 

Kent said. “I think I only threw one bad shot. 
  

“I like the faster pace because you can stay in a good rhythm,” Kent added. “Even though you’re having 

to deal with the different conditions, the quick pace prevents you from overthinking what you need to 
do.”   

  
Next week’s second positioning round (on CBSSN Tuesday, May 29 at 8 p.m. ET) will put the players on 

the 39–foot Don Carter and 45-foot Dick Weber lane conditions. The four-game pinfall totals will 

determine each player’s position for their respective group stepladder semifinals.

Thailand’s Annop Arromsaranon Wins PBA-WBT Busan Cup 

Splits prove costly to Texas two-hander Anthony Simonsen in outdoor finals 

  
BUSAN, Korea (May 26, 2018) – Thailand’s Annop Arromsaranon defeated top qualifier Anthony 

Simonsen of Austin, Texas, 221-208, to win the PBA International-World Bowling Tour Busan 
Cup Saturday on bowling lanes constructed outdoors in Pusan Gwangalli Beach Park in Busan, becoming 

the second bowler from Thailand to win a PBA Tour title. 

  
In the sweltering heat of the outdoor setting, Simonsen left splits he was unable to convert in the fourth 

and fifth frames as the 33-year-old Thai opened a 44-pin lead and raced away to victory despite leaving a 
“big four” 4-6-7-10 split in the eighth frame. He claimed the 30 million won (US$27,875) first prize and 

joined 2017 PBA-WBT Thailand winner Jojoe Yannaphon as Thailand’s second PBA Tour title winner.

EJ Tackett, Jason Belmonte Earn Top Qualifier Honors Heading Into 

PBA Tour Finals Semifinal Stepladder Rounds 

  
ALLEN PARK, Mich. (May 29, 2018) – After the second total-pinfall positioning round bowled on two 

new PBA lane conditions, defending champion EJ Tackett and 2017 runner-up Jason Belmonte secured 

the top qualifying positions for their respective group’s semifinal stepladder final rounds of the PBA Tour 
Finals. Positioning round qualifying aired Tuesday on the CBS Sports Network. 

  
After a total of four games bowled on four different lane conditions at Thunderbowl Lanes, Tackett led 

Group 2 players with a 912 four-game pinfall total followed by Jesper Svensson with 900, Marshall Kent 

870 and Tommy Jones 843. Belmonte led Group 1 with 974 total pins followed by Anthony Simonsen 
953, Dom Barrett 825 and Sean Rash, 819. 

  
The eight finalists earned their berths in the PBA Tour Finals as the top money earners on the Go 

Bowling! PBA Tour in the 2016, 2017 and first four months of the 2018 season. 
  

Tackett entered the second positioning round in second place with a 448 pinfall total based on games of 

236 and 212 bowled the previous week on the 36-foot Johnny Petraglia condition and 42-foot Mark Roth 
lane condition. In the closely contested second round, the 2016 PBA Player of the Year bowled 206 on 

the 39-foot Don Carter condition and 258 on the 45-foot Dick Weber condition. 
  

“Our group was very close,” said Tackett. “I think in the second game I was fourth at one time but I was 

able to put some strikes together and doubled in the 10th to move into the lead. 
  



“Bowling on these conditions in a fast pace, you go into it looking at each condition with your best guess 
on equipment and how you want to play the lane, but what usually happens is that it comes down to the 

breaks you get and I had my share of breaks,” Tackett concluded. 
  

Belmonte came into the second round after leading last week’s first round with a 491 total  with games of 

236 and 255 bowled on the Petraglia and Roth conditions. In the second round, Belmonte bowled 204 on 
the Carter condition and 279 on the Weber lane condition to retain his lead. 

  
“The first game was definitely a struggle for me,” said the four-time and reigning PBA Player of the Year. 

“I just had to get through it. I needed to get some good breaks but didn’t get them. If you can’t strike 
you want to leave single pin spares but I had to deal with some challenging spares in that game. 

  

“I was looking forward to bowling on the Weber pattern, but I know Anthony (Simonsen) was too 
because it’s a condition we both like,” Belmonte added. “It could have gone either way. As so often 

happens it comes down to who gets the breaks.” 

  

As the top qualifiers in their groups, Belmonte and Tackett both chose the Weber condition for their 

semifinal round stepladder matches. The Group 1 stepladder semifinal will air on CBS Sports 
Network June 5 at 8 p.m. ET with Dom Barrett bowling Sean Rash in the first match. Simonsen will take 

on the winner, and Belmonte will bowl a best-of-two-game match against whomever survives the second 
match. In the Group 2 stepladder which will air June 12 at 8 p.m., Jones and Kent will bowl the opening 

match, Svensson will bowl the winner, and Tackett will face the second match winner in their best-of-
two-game final match. 

  

The winner of each semifinal stepladder will battle it out in a best-of-two-game match for the PBA Tour 
Final championship on Tuesday, June 19 at 8 p.m. ET. Preceding the championship final, the second 

place-place qualifiers in each of the group stepladders will compete against each other in the third-place 
match.

Amleto Monacelli Dominates Qualifying Heading Into 

PBA50 Northern California Classic Match Play 

Defending champion takes top qualifier honors for second consecutive year 
  
BRENTWOOD, Calif. (May 29, 2018) –  Defending champion Amleto Monacelli averaged 240.8 to 

dominate qualifying after the second round of the PBA50 Northern California Classic presented by MOTIV

“I’m getting a lot better at trusting my instincts to make adjustments and ball changes,” Monacelli 
continued. “Tomorrow is another day so I need to clear my mind, go into match play relaxed and that 

should help give me the focus I need to continue to bowl well.” 

  

Monacelli will be trying for his third Northern California Classic title after also winning in 2015.

Go Bowling! PBA Tour to include new PBA Playoffs, 19 live telecasts, four majors and more 

  
LOS ANGELES (May 30, 2018) – A new era in the Professional Bowlers Association is set to begin 

as FOX Sports and the PBA announced its 2019 Go Bowling! PBA Tour television schedule, featuring 30 

telecasts and including a new PBA Playoffs series. 
  

The robust multi-platform PBA-FOX Sports agreement, announced in March, features five telecasts on 
FOX and 26 on FS1. The 2019 TV schedule, which begins Sunday, Jan. 6, on FS1 with the Hall of Fame 

Classic in Arlington, TX, includes 60 hours of coverage, nearly double last year’s schedule, and the most 
in decades. Nineteen of the telecasts are live, the most in 11 years. Four 2019 events airing on FOX 

marks the most PBA action on network broadcast TV since 1999. 

  
The announcement was made today by PBA CEO and Commissioner Tom Clark, and FOX Sports EVP of 

Programming, Live Operations and Research Bill Wanger.   

  
Kicking off the new PBA on FOX partnership will be a bonus event, PBA Clash, Sunday, Dec. 23, on FOX. 

The 90-minute special will feature top PBA stars in a unique competition, plus a look at the new year and 
upcoming events on FOX and FS1. 

  
The new PBA Playoffs is a 10-telecast event that will seed the top 24 players after the first 13 PBA on 

FOX events of the 2019 season into an elimination bracket. All PBA Playoffs matches will be televised 

from Bayside Bowl in Portland, Maine, from the live first Round of 24 matches on Monday night, April 8, 
on FS1, through to the live semifinals and finals on FOX, Saturday and Sunday, June 1-2. The PBA 

Playoffs champion will win a $100,000 first prize. 
  

Other highlights of the 2019 PBA on FOX Sports schedule include: 

  
● Live coverage of four PBA major championships: the PBA Tournament of Champions on Sunday, Feb. 

10, from suburban Akron, Ohio; the PBA Players Championship on Sunday, Feb. 17, from Columbus, 
Ohio; the PBA World Championship on Thursday, March 21, from Allen Park, Mich., and the United States 

Bowling Congress Masters on Monday, April 1, from Las Vegas. 

  
● Revolutionary coverage of professional bowling’s biggest event, PBA World Series of Bowling X. Five 

consecutive nights of prime-time WSOB coverage, including live finals of four PBA title events, will air 
from Allen Park, Mich., March 18-22. 

  
● The PBA League team competition returns, for the first time all live on TV. Back in Portland, Maine, the 

PBA League will conclude the 2019 PBA-FOX Sports schedule with four live prime time telecasts on FS1 

for three consecutive nights, July 16-18.  

  
● The CP3 PBA Celebrity Invitational returns and moves for the first time to network TV as FOX airs the 
event on Super Bowl Sunday at 2 p.m. ET. 
  

In addition to the 60 hours of broadcast television, FOX Sports digital also will play a key role in 
expanding the PBA’s visibility.

Ron Mohr Defeats Walter Ray Williams Jr. to Win PBA50 Northern California Classic 

After falling behind early in title match, Mohr comes back to beat Williams 237-218 for 10th career PBA50 
Tour title 

  
BRENTWOOD, Calif. (May 30, 2018) – PBA Hall of Famer Ron Mohr of Las Vegas, overcame an open 

in the first frame and a 26-pin deficit early in the championship match to beat fellow Hall of Famer Walter 
Ray Williams Jr. of Oxford, Fla., to win the PBA50 Northern California Classic presented by MOTIV 

Wednesday for his 10th career PBA50 Tour title. 

  
Mohr missed a 10 pin in the first frame but battled back with a spare and then six strikes in a row to beat 

Williams, 237-218, in the title match for his first title of the season and second Northern California Classic 
title at Harvest Park Bowl having also won in 2011. 

  



“First, I thought here we go again,” the 62-year-old Mohr said after the open in the first frame. “But then 
I refocused and thought it’s early and it’s not over yet. I was actually more worried about the four strikes 

in a row that Walter started with than my ability to come back. I kept telling myself just make good shots 
the rest of the way and see how it goes from there. 

  

Williams, who finished second for the third time this season, started with four strikes in a row but then 
ran into trouble when he left the 4-6-7-10 split in the fifth frame and could never recover after that. 

Williams, who qualified second for the finals, was trying for his 12th PBA50 Tour title. 
  

Mohr earned top qualifier honors for the finals thanks to winning all of his 11 matches in match play 
earlier in the day. 

  

“I was really bowling well all day today and had a lot of confidence going into the title match which 
probably helped me turn it around,” Mohr said. “It also helped that I really never had the feeling that I 

was way behind or was in a hole I couldn’t get out of.” 

  

In the opening stepladder match, Johnny Petraglia BVL Open winner Michael Haugen Jr. of Phoenix, 

defeated 2017 Northern California Classic winner Amleto Monacelli, 258-213.  Haugen was trying for his 
third career PBA50 Tour title and Monacelli was trying for his ninth. 

  
In the second match, Haugen beat six-time PBA Tour winner Chris Warren of Grants Pass, Ore., who was 

trying for his first PBA50 Tour title, 248-216, to advance to the semifinal match against Williams. Williams 
then beat Haugen in the semifinal, 258-237, to advance to the championship match. 

  

The PBA50 Tour travels to Las Vegas for the USBC Super Senior Classic May 31-June 3 and the USBC 
Senior Masters June 4-10 both at Sam’s Town, and then moves to the Suncoast Bowling Center for 

the  Suncoast PBA Senior U.S. Open presented by Storm June 11-15.

Jason Belmonte Leads Group 1 into PBA Tour Finals Semifinal Round 

Tuesday on CBS Sports Network at 8 p.m. ET 

  

ALLEN PARK, Mich. (May 31, 2018)– After leading his four-player group in the positioning round 

portion of the PBA Tour Finals, reigning PBA Player of the Year and 2017 PBA Tour Finals runner-up 
Jason Belmonte will enter the Group 1 stepladder semifinal round as the top qualifier Tuesday, June 5 at 

8 p.m. ET on the CBS Sports Network. 
  

Belmonte, a 17-time PBA Tour winner, posted a 974 four-game pinfall total on four different lane 

conditions at historic Thunderbowl Lanes to earn the top spot in the Group 1 stepladder round by 21 pins 
over three-time PBA Tour winner Anthony Simonsen (953), six-time tour winner Dom Barrett (825) and 

12-time tour winner Sean Rash (819).

The opening match will feature Rash against Barrett with the winner taking on Simonsen for the 
opportunity to meet Belmonte in the final match. 

  
The Group 1 players are among the eight PBA Tour stars who led the Go Bowling! PBA Tour in total 

earnings between 2016 and the first four months of 2018. Group 2 includes semifinal round top qualifier 

and defending champion EJ Tackett along with Jesper Svensson, Marshall Kent and Tommy Jones. They 
will compete in their stepladder round on Tuesday, June 12 at 8 p.m. 

  
At this point in the tournament, all competitors have bowled one game each on the PBA’s 36-foot Johnny 

Petraglia, 42-foot Mark Roth, 39-foot Don Carter and 45-foot Dick Weber lane conditions. As top qualifier 
in Group 1, Belmonte earned the right to select the oil pattern for the semifinal round, and he selected 

the Dick Weber 45 pattern. 

  
The semifinal stepladder rounds, as well as the championship round, will feature a best-of-two-game 

championship match with ties broken by a 9th and 10th frame roll-off. The two group winners will then 
meet in the best-of-two-game championship match which will airJune 19.

Known for piloting their top fuel dragsters and funny cars at more than 300 mph in National Hot Rod 

Association competition, Kalitta Motorsports drivers JR Todd, Richie Crampton and Shawn Langdon also 

have been known to get their competitive juices flowing as avid league bowlers. 
  

The three NHRA stars, who will be competing this weekend in the JEGS Route 66 Nationals at Route 66 
Raceway in Joliet, Ill., spent Thursday afternoon with 12-time PBA Tour winner Sean Rash at Parkside 

Lanes in Aurora, Ill., getting a few tips from the former PBA Player of the Year in hopes of improving 

their games. 
  

All three drivers bowl in a “Racers” league for drivers and crew members at Brownsburg Bowl in 
Brownsburg, Ind., where several NHRA teams are based, during the off season. 

  

“I grew up a block away from Durbin Lanes in Lawrenceburg, Ind., so it was only natural to hang out 
there,” said the 36-year-old Todd who holds a 180 average. “At first I went there to play the video games 

but then I thought I should give bowling a try. After a while I really got into it and eventually joined a 
junior league and was in a junior travelling league when I was in high school.  It was a lot of fun so I’ve 

stayed with it ever since. 
  

“I’m definitely into it (bowling),” he added. “I catch it on TV whenever I can.” 

  
Todd must have been a quick learner as he proceeded to post games of 217 and 220 during an informal 

match between the three drivers and Rash. 
  



“When I found out about us being able to bowl with Sean I was pumped about it,” Todd added. “You 
don’t want to miss an opportunity to get some tips from one of the best in the sport.” 

  
Rash also had admiration for the drivers.  

  

“I’ve had quite a few 300 games in my career,” said Rash, who is the only player to bowl two 300 games 
in televised PBA Tour finals. “But I wouldn’t mind going 300 mph like these guys do one day.” 

  
Also on hand was FOX NHRA pit reporter Amanda Busick who was taping a bowling feature for the FOX 

telecast of the Route 66 Nationals this weekend. PBA will join NHRA as part of the sports lineup on the 
FOX family of sports networks in 2019. 

  

The bowling feature is scheduled to air on FS1’s Route 66 Nationals coverage Sunday between 5:30 and 
8:30 p.m. ET. 

  
So far this season Todd has won twice in NHRA’s funny car division and Crampton has one win in top

PBA REGIONAL UPDATE: CHRIS WARREN TIES FOR OVERALL REGIONAL TITLES LEAD 

Chris Warren of Grants Pass, Ore., defeated Brian Kretzer of Dayton, Ohio, 267-256, in the PBA50 
Vanessa Brown Homes West Open Sunday at Yosemite Lanes in Modesto, Calif., to tie Dale Traber of 

Cedarburg, Wis., for the all-time lead in overall PBA Regional titles won. 

  
Warren, 54, won his fifth PBA50 Regional title to go with 47 standard regional titles to bring his overall 

titles total to 52, moving into a tie with Traber who has 39 standard and 13 PBA50 regional wins. Both 
are one ahead of PBA Hall of Famer Pete Weber, who has 51 titles. Warren also picked up a $1,500 first 

prize. 
  

In the PBA50 semifinal round, Warren eliminated Craig Miller of Tracy, Calif., 241-186, and Kretzer 

defeated Ty Dawson of Sunnyvale, Calif., 236-181. 
  

In the standard regional as part of the weekend, 40-year-old Warren Crawford of McKinleyville, Calif., 
in his first year of PBA membership, defeated Wayne Garber of Modesto, 245-214, to win the Vanessa 

Brown Homes West Open, presented by Track. In addition to the $2,000 first prize, Crawford picked up 

his first PBA Regional title. 
  

Crawford defeated Scott Boyle of Salida, Calif., 229-180, in the semifinal round while Garber advanced 
to the title match by defeating Russ Oviatt of Chandler, Ariz., 236-227. 

  
● Steve Jaros of Yorkville, Ill., defeated Dave Beres of Waukesha, Wis., 185-165, to win his 43rd PBA 

Regional title in the PBA Celeste Walker Midwest Open, presented by American Family Insurance, at 

Strike N Spare II in Lockport, Ill., Saturday. 

  
The title was Jaros’ first since 2010 and earned him a $1,800 first prize. Despite the lengthy gap between 

titles, the mostly-retired Jaros still ranks third on the all-time standard PBA Regional titles list behind 
leader Chris Warren (47) and Pete Weber (46). 

  
Jaros defeated amateur Kyle Anderson of Lockport, 254-213 and Beres edged Anthony LaCaze of 

Elgin, Ill., 244-181, in the semifinal round to set up the championship match. 

  
● Brent Tishuk of Belvidere, N.J., defeated Adam Chase of North Babylon, N.Y., 221-180, to win his 

first PBA title in the PBA Colony Park Lanes Eastern Challenge in York, Pa., on Saturday. PBA Challenge 
events are open to any member or non-member who has never won a PBA event. 

  
Tishuk, a second-year member, had not finished higher than fourth place in PBA competition prior to this 

event. He was nursed his way through a muscle pull sustained earlier in the day to defeat Chase, an 
eight-year member who had two career runner-up finishes prior to this event. Tishuk earned $1,500. 

  
● Kicking off the June PBA Regional calendar over the June 8-10 weekend will be the PBA Tumwater 
Northwest Open presented by DV8 at Tumwater Lanes in Tumwater, Wash., and the one-day, reduced 

entry fee Elkhart Central/Midwest Open presented by 900 Global on June 10 at Country Club Lanes in

Andrew Anderson Wins PBA Xtra Frame Greater Jonesboro Open 

USBC Masters winner becomes first two-time PBA Tour winner in 2018 season 

  
JONESBORO, Ark. (June 3, 2018) – Second-year Professional Bowlers Association member Andrew 

Anderson of Holly, Mich., made a difficult lane condition look easy in winning the PBA Xtra Frame Greater 

Jonesboro Open at Hijinx Family Entertainment Center Sunday, becoming the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA 
Tour’s first two-time title winner in 2018. 

  
Anderson, who won his first title in the United States Bowling Congress Masters in April, defeated Tom 

Daugherty of Riverview, Fla., 264-224, throwing strikes on nine of his first 11 attempts on a lane 
condition the other finalists had a hard time carrying back-to-back strikes. 

  

Daugherty finally solve the challenging scoring conditions in the title match, but back-to-back 8 pins on 
solid pockets in the eighth and ninth frames hits stalled his hopes for a rally. 

  
“The other right-handers kinda helped build a shot for me,” the 24-year-old Anderson said. “I had a really 

good game plan and stuck to it, and it worked out.” 



  
In addition to his two titles, Anderson also finished third in the PBA Tournament of Champions in 

February, putting him in to strong early contention for PBA Player of the Year honors. 
  

“I certainly hope so,” he said. “I have a lot more bowling to do, but Player of the Year is definitely one of 

my goals.” 

  

In the first stepladder match, Daugherty eliminated defending Jonesboro champion Francois Lavoie of 
Canada, 193-168, throwing only three strikes in 11 attempts, but converting all eight spares in his non-

strike frames. Lavoie, who won the 2017 Jonesboro title after qualifying fourth, fell behind after leaving 
the 3-4-6-7-9-10 split in his fifth frame, which he failed to convert. A second failed spare conversion in 

the seventh frame sealed his fate. 

  
Daugherty then earned his berth in the title match with a 218-175 win over Malaysia’s 21-year-old left-

handed star, Rafiq Ismail. Daugherty threw consecutive strikes in the sixth and seventh frames - the first 
double of the finals – to take an insurmountable lead after Ismail had open frames in the sixth and eighth 

frames.

Starting with nine strikes in the first game of the final match on the 45-foot Dick Weber lane condition, 

Belmonte barely won a strike-fest with Simonsen, 265-259. In the second game, Belmonte overcame a 

35-pin deficit in the fifth frame after failing to convert the 3-6-10 but then capitalized on an open frame 
by Simonsen in the sixth and then picked up the 3-4-7-10 split in the sixth frame before reeling off five 

consecutive strikes. 
  

Belmonte was still trailing by 10 pins heading into the ninth frame when Simonsen fell victim to the same 
unusual 3-4-7-10 split in the 10th, which he did not convert, ending his hopes. Belmonte doubled in the 

10th frame to win the second game, 239-216, for a two-game sweep. 

  
“The start of the match was good, but all of a sudden there was an abrupt change and I couldn’t find the 

(lane condition) blend with the ball I was using,” Belmonte said about his second game mid-match 
troubles. “I switched to a ball with more surface and was able to start striking again.” 

  

Had Belmonte and Simonsen tied after the second match they would have entered a 9th and 10th frame 
roll-off to break the tie. 

  
“You never allow yourself to think you’re out of the match,” Belmonte added. “Even though I was assured 

of a roll-off after winning the first game, I was thinking as long I can still string strikes to win, I’m still in 
it.  The pressure was actually off so if I could start throwing strikes, there was an opportunity to force 

him to throw another strike somewhere to stay ahead of me.” 
  

Sean Rash started the Group 1 Semifinals stepladder with a 279-169 win over England’s Dom Barrett. 
Simonsen then eliminated Rash, 247-218, to move on to the title match. 

  
Belmonte, who was runner-up in the 2017 PBA Tour Finals will take on the winner of the Group 2 

Semifinal which will involve Tommy Jones, Marshall Kent, Jesper Svensson and EJ Tackett, the group’s 

top qualifier and the defending PBA Tour Finals champion. 
  

As the runner-up in Group 1, Simonsen will bowl in the third-place match vs. the Group 2 runner-up in 
the opening match of the final show on June 19.

LUBBOCK, Texas (June 6, 2018) – Former PBA Rookie of the Year Marshall Kent of Yakima, Wash., 

will lead a powerful field of established and rising PBA stars that will invade South Plains 
Lanes Saturday and Sunday to defend his PBA Xtra Frame Lubbock Sports Open title against a potent 

field of PBA Tour champions, international players and future stars of professional bowling. 

  
Kent, the 2014 PBA Rookie of the Year, won his first PBA singles title in the U.S. in Lubbock last year, 

defeating EJ Tackett of Huntington, Ind., 233-194, in the title match. Lubbock also was the site of 
another milestone win in 2016 when Jakob Butturff of Chandler, Ariz., defeated two-hander Shawn 

Maldonado of Houston, 207-205, to win his first PBA Tour title. 

  
The 2018 PBA Xtra Frame Tour produced another first time champion when Puerto Rico’s Cristian Azcona

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In Return to Professional Competition Florida’s James Campbell Leads After USBC Masters First Round

LAS VEGAS - For years, James Campbell of Clearwater, Florida, enjoyed continued success as a member 
of the PBA South Region, but in recent years, the time he used to spend on the lanes has been devoted 

to his family and watching his son play baseball.  
 

Now that his son Jeffrey's playing days have concluded, his family has encouraged him to return to top-

tier competition, and he's already making his presence known at the 2018 United States Bowling 
Congress Senior Masters, where he is the leader after the first day of qualifying.  

 
Campbell averaged more than 244 for five games Tuesday at the Sam's Town Bowling Center on the way 

to a 1,221 total, and he used a 287 effort in his fourth game to surge past Michael Haugen Jr. of Phoenix, 

who set the bar on the day's opening squad with a 1,188 total.  
 

James Hansen of Anchorage, Alaska, who bowled on the "double-burn" with Campbell, closed with games 
of 266 and 258 to also slip past Haugen with a 1,192 total. Brian LeClair of Delmar, New York, finished 

the day fourth with 1,187 and was followed by Keith Lesko of Prosper, Texas (1,185).  

 
"This actually is the first time I've ever led a national tournament, so hopefully with my regional 

experience and how I bowled last year, both really well in qualifying and not so good in match play, I can 
build on that," said Campbell, a 2004 Team All-Events champion at the USBC Open Championships. "I've 

still got 10 games to go, so it's definitely not over yet. I'm hoping to get there and see what happens."  
 

Now that he's in his 50s and a little older and wiser, Campbell has made an effort to learn more about his 

bowling equipment in general, how to be more strategic with changing and using different surfaces and 
just being more versatile on today's dynamic oil patterns.  

 
During qualifying at the 2018 USBC Senior Masters, all 272 competitors will get a chance to see three 

variations of the 41-foot oil pattern - fresh, burn and double-burn - since the lanes only are being oiled 

once per day, so Campbell will have to put his knowledge to the test.  
 

Being able to make it to the 64-player double-elimination match-play bracket and have a chance at this 
week's $20,000 top prize will take patience and versatility.  

 
"I hook the ball, so the best game for me is standing left and throwing it right," Campbell said. "I imagine 

over the next two days I'll have to go straighter and straighter, but I feel like those are adjustments I'm 



comfortable making now. I definitely think I know more than I did years ago, especially about the 
equipment and knowing how different surfaces affect different types of balls."  

 
Campbell didn't step away from the game all together, he just scaled back his bowling to leagues and 

local tournaments and decided to put his PBA membership on hold, while sharing priceless experiences 

with his family. His son played four years of Division I baseball and spent a year in the Atlanta Braves 
organization.  

 
"With my son in high school and college, I wanted to go watch him play ball, and we had a great time 

traveling the country to get to see him play," Campbell said. "Really, I just didn't have as much time to 
bowl. I put my family first, and we had some great experiences. Since things have changed a little, 

they're actually the ones who have encouraged me to get back to bowling."  

 
Campbell has since rejoined the PBA and is eligible to earn his first PBA50 major title this week in Las 

Vegas.  
 

Qualifying at the 2018 Senior Masters continues Wednesday at 11 a.m., live on BowlTV, and Campbell 

will return to Sam's Town at 3 p.m. Eastern for his five games on the burn.  
 

He intends to continue drawing on the experience of his Senior Masters debut in 2017, where he made 
match play but lost his first two matches, along with his time this season at PBA50 and PBA regional 

events, where success has helped build his confidence coming into this week.  
 

After three days of qualifying, 15-game pinfall totals will determine the 63 bowlers who will join 

defending champion Walter Ray Williams Jr. of Oxford, Florida, in the double-elimination match-play 
bracket.  

Williams is tied for 43rd place after Tuesday's opening round with a 1,072 total. The USBC and PBA Hall 
of Famer is guaranteed the No. 64 seed if he falls out of the cut, but he can improve his seeding for 

match play during qualifying.  

 
After five games, Kevin Anderson of Mount Juliet, Tennessee, and Toby Contreras of Lee's Summit, 

Missouri, are tied for 63rd place with 1,058, a 211.6 average.  
 

All rounds of qualifying and match play are being broadcast live on BowlTV, and the five players who

PBA50 Player of the Year Race Heats Up With Suncoast PBA Senior U.S. Open 
Season’s third major returns to Suncoast Bowling Center in Las Vegas June 11-15 

  
LAS VEGAS (June 7, 2018) – As the 2018 PBA50 Tour season reaches the halfway mark, the Suncoast 

PBA Senior U.S. Open presented by Storm, which gets underway June 11-15 at the Suncoast Bowling 
Center in Las Vegas, will no doubt be a pivotal event in establishing momentum for the PBA50 Player of 

the Year race as it heads into the second half of the season. 
  
Among the players 50 years of age and older competing this week in the USBC Senior Masters who will 

also compete in the Senior U.S. Open, defending champion and 2017 PBA50 Rookie of the Year Michael 
Haugen Jr. currently leads in points with 12,604 after five events. Haugen won the PBA50 Johnny 

Petraglia BVL Open presented by Brunswick in May and also has third-, sixth- and ninth-place finishes to 

his credit so far this season. 
  



In 2017, the five-time winner on the regular PBA Tour won the low-scoring Senior U.S. Open 
championship match over eventual 2017 PBA50 Player of the Year Brian LeClair, 173-158, for his first 

PBA50 Tour title. 
  
Less than 200 points behind Haugen is ageless PBA Hall of Famer Walter Ray Williams Jr., who has three 

runner-up finishes this season. Williams, at age 58, is in pursuit of his 12th PBA50 Tour title and has 
accumulated 12,449 points thus far in 2018.  
  
Depending on his performance in this week’s Senior Masters, Williams, an 11-time PBA50 Tour winner, 

would tie for second on the all-time list with Gary Dickinson, Tom Baker and Dale Eagle if he were to win 
the Senior U.S. Open. While he has won two Senior Masters titles (2014 and 2017), he is still trying for 

his first Senior U.S. Open win. 
  
Williams, despite his plethora of PBA records at all levels, always wants to add to his portfolio. Among the 

records he is chasing is the all-time record of 14 PBA50 Tour titles held by John Handegard. 
  
With one win this season, PBA Hall of Famer Ron Mohr of Las Vegas sits in third on the points list with 

11,037. Mohr achieved professional bowling’s highest honor earlier this year when he was inducted into 
the PBA Hall of Fame because of his accomplishments on PBA’s tour for players 50 years of age and 

older. Still highly competitive at age 62, the 2011 Senior U.S. Open champion and two-time runner-up 
has established one of the most successful track records in PBA50 Tour history ranking among the top 10 

in every key statistical category every year he has competed as a “senior” player. He has never had a 
PBA50 season averaging below 220. 
  
While he’s a distant seventh in the POY points standings, PBA Hall of Famer Amleto Monacelli, who has 
top finishes of fifth, sixth and seventh so far this season, will try to make history as the Senior U.S. 

Open’s first three-time winner. The eight-time PBA50 Tour winner won back-to-back Senior U.S. Open 
titles in 2012 and ‘13. 
  
The Senior U.S. Open begins with the first of four six-game qualifying rounds on June 11 at 9 a.m. PT. 
Qualifying continues Tuesday through Thursday after which the top 25 percent of the field will advance 

to Friday’s first match play round at 8 a.m.  After the second match play round at noon, the top five 
players will be determined for the stepladder finals scheduled for 4:15 p.m. 
  
Practice sessions are scheduled for June 10 at 8 a.m. and 10 a.m. with pro-am squads, where grassroots 
amateur bowlers and bowl with the pros, scheduled for 1 and 3 p.m.  For pro-am entry information fans

Defending Champion EJ Tackett Seeks Finals Berth Against Jason Belmonte 

in PBA Tour Finals’ Group 2 Semifinal Round Tuesday on CBS Sports Network 

  

ALLEN PARK, Mich. (June 7, 2018) – Reigning PBA Player of the Year Jason Belmonte has already 
earned his spot in the PBA Tour Finals championship match after winning the Group 1 semifinal round, 

and now he awaits his opponent. Next Tuesday (June 12) at 8 p.m. ET, defending PBA Tour Finals 
winner EJ Tackett will try to set up a re-match with Belmonte when the CBS Sports Network airs the 

Group 2 semifinal stepladder round. 

  
After leading his four-player Group 2 in the positioning round portion of the PBA Tour Finals, Tackett, the 

2016 PBA Player of the Year, enters the Group 2 stepladder round as top qualifier. If he wins the 
semifinal round, Tackett will face Belmonte in a title re-match on June 19 at 8 p.m. ET. Tackett won the 

inaugural PBA Tour Finals title in Orlando, Fla., last year defeating Belmonte, 666-628, in the three-game 

total pinfall match.   
  

To earn the top rung in the Group 2 semifinal stepladder, Tackett posted a 912 four-game pinfall total on 
four different lane conditions, topping No. 2 qualifier Jesper Svensson, a seven-time tour winner, with 

900; four-time tour winner Marshall Kent (870) and 18-time tour titlist Tommy Jones (843). Kent and 

Jones will bowl a one-game match to start the round. The winner will meet Svensson in another one-
game match, with that winner advancing to a best-of-two-game finale against Tackett. 

  
In the first two positioning rounds, all eight players competed on the PBA’s Johnny Petraglia 36, Mark 

Roth 42, Don Carter 39 and Dick Weber 45 lane conditioning patterns (the numerical distinction refers to 
the distance in feet oil is applied to the lanes for each pattern). As top qualifiers in their respective 

groups, both Belmonte and Tackett selected the Weber condition for their semifinal rounds. 

  
All eight PBA Tour Finals contestants earned their berths as leading money winners in Go Bowling! PBA 

Tour competition between 2016 and the first four months of 2018. Now Belmonte, the 2017 runner-up, is 
assured of another shot at the PBA Tour Finals title after sweeping Anthony Simonsen, 2-0, in the Group 

1 semifinal round. Simonsen will face the loser of the Group 2 semifinal round in a match to decide third-

place prior to the best-of-two-game title match on the June 19 telecast.

Knee Injury Doesn’t Prevent Brian LeClair From Taking Second Round Lead in USBC Senior Masters 
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Knee Injury Doesn’t Prevent Brian LeClair From Taking Second Round Lead in USBC Senior Masters

LAS VEGAS - A month ago, Brian LeClair rolled a 123 game at a PBA50 event, and he thought it might be 

the last game he ever bowled.  

 
While shooting a left-side spare during match play at the PBA50 Johnny Petraglia BVL Open presented by 

Brunswick in Farmingdale, New York, something popped in his left knee. The result was excruciating 
pain, an early exit from the event and an uncertain competitive future.  

 

With the help of a specially made knee brace, which was expensive and is quite robust, the reigning 
PBA50 Player of the Year has been able to continue bowling, and you'd never be able to tell by his scores 

at the 2018 USBC Senior Masters that anything is off.  
 

The 53-year-old right-hander has averaged more than 240 through two rounds of qualifying this week at 
the Sam's Town Bowling Center and tops the standings with a 10-game total of 2,406, which includes 10 

games over 200 on the way to blocks of 1,187 and 1,219.  

 
LeClair moved past first-round leader James Campbell of Clearwater, Florida, during the final game of 

Wednesday's second round, and while there would have to be a lot of miles on his knee brace between 
now and hoisting the USBC Senior Masters trophy on Sunday, he's just grateful to even have the chance 

to compete.  

 
"When I got done in Long Island at the last senior stop of the East Coast swing, I thought I was done," 

said LeClair, a three-time PBA50 champion. "I was in so much pain. I bowled 120 the last game to miss 
the cut, and I really thought that was it. If I can come back and win the Senior Masters after walking off 

the lanes that day, it would be pretty special and something I never could've expected."  

 
However, there are 271 other competitors at Sam's Town this week also gunning for the coveted title and 

$20,000 top prize, including defending champion Walter Ray Williams Jr. of Oxford, Florida, who is one of 
three bowlers in the field looking to win the event for a record third time.  

 
Campbell finished Wednesday's second round 14 pins behind LeClair with a 2,392 total and was followed 

by Keith Lesko of Prosper, Texas (2,343), two-time Senior Masters champion Pete Weber of St. Ann, 

Missouri (2,308), and 2015 Senior Masters winner Amleto Monacelli of Venezuela (2,293).  
 

Williams, a USBC and PBA Hall of Famer and the only bowler to win both the Senior Masters and USBC 
Masters twice each, is in 16th place after two days of qualifying with a 2,210 total. He is guaranteed the 

No. 64 seed if he falls out of the cut, but he can improve his seeding for match play during qualifying.  

 
LeClair's current condition stems back two decades to a blown-out anterior cruciate ligament (ACL) that 

needed to be reconstructed. The pop on the lanes in May, which he described as an awful sound, 
essentially was the ACL graft coming loose. With the lack of cartilage on the right side of his knee, the 

pain he feels is the bones moving around and hitting each other.  
 



Cortisone shots did not help, and he's not yet a candidate for a knee replacement, so the options were 
pretty limited. The custom knee brace turned out to be the best choice for now and clearly hasn't slowed 

down his scoring pace, but it will take some time to manage the limitations and pain associated with it.  
 

"I'm pretty sore today, and it's the first time I've bowled back-to-back days since getting the brace," 

LeClair said. "It's not so much the pain, because the brace helps with that. It's more the achiness and 
swelling, and I'm going to have to put some serious ice on it tonight to be ready for the morning."  

 
Since the competitors at the Senior Masters bowl at a different time each day to give them a chance to 

see all three variations of the 41-foot oil pattern - fresh, burn and double-burn - LeClair will return to the 
Sam's Town Bowling Center bright and early to lead C Squad back onto the lanes at 11 a.m. Eastern.  

 

Additional qualifying squads will take place at 3 p.m. and 7 p.m. Eastern, after which, the field will be cut 
from 272 to the 63 bowlers who will join Williams in the double-elimination match-play bracket.  

After 10 games, Ted Staikoff of Black Hawk, South Dakota, is 64th with a 2,106 total, a 210.6 average.  
 

As a side note, if LeClair is able to maintain his place in the top 64 and advance to match play, his $1,200 

knee brace could be paid in full, even if he doesn't win a match.  
 

"It's hard to put it all in perspective because I honestly thought I was done, since I was in so much pain," 
said LeClair, who also is in the bowling pro shop business. "I'm in pain now, but nothing like the pain I 

was in after it happened. I didn't know what my future was when I walked off the lanes in Farmingdale, 
one of my favorite places to bowl, and to be here this week means a lot. I bowled yesterday with no pain 

and bowled even better today, even with some pain. But, at least I can bowl."  

 
All rounds of qualifying and match play are being broadcast live on BowlTV, and the five players who 

advance through the bracket will battle for the title in the stepladder finals Sunday at 1 p.m. Eastern.

PUERTO RICO BECOMES 10TH COUNTRY TO WIN PBA TOUR TITLE 

Officially the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico is an unincorporated territory of the United States, but it’s 

considered a country in its own right on the PBA’s growing list of countries that have produced a PBA 
Tour title winner after Cristian Azcona won the PBA Xtra Frame Wilmington Open in May. 

  
Prior to 2009, Sweden’s Mats Karlsson (1986), Venezuela’s Amleto Monacelli (1987) and 

Finland’s Mika Koivuniemi (2000) were the only international players to capture PBA Tour titles. There 
were no international champions in the first PBA World Series of Bowling in 2009 (although 

Australia’s Jason Belmonte got his country’s first PBA title earlier that year), but in WSOB II in Las 

Vegas, the influx of international competition in PBA Tour events began to blossom. South Korea’s Yong-
Jin Gu won the WSOB II Scorpion Championship in Las Vegas as an amateur, and therefore didn’t get 

credit for an official title. In WSOB III, England (Stuart Williams) and Colombia (Andres Gomez) got 
their respective country’s first title. 

  

Since then, the list of countries to claim a PBA Tour title has expanded to include Denmark (Thomas 
Larsen, 2013), Canada (Graham Fach, 2016), Thailand (Jojoe Yannaphon, 2017) and Puerto Rico

became No. 10 in May. Among the countries with multiple titles, England leads with four (Williams, Dom 
Barrett, Paul Moor and Richie Teece). Finland (Koivuniemi and Osku Palermaa), Sweden (Karlsson 

and Jesper Svensson), Canada (Fach and Francois Lavoie) and Thailand (Yannaphon 
and Annop Arromsaranon) have two each. Three Japanese players and one Korean have won the 

Japan Cup over the years, but none was a PBA member at the time.

LAS VEGAS - United States Bowling Congress and PBA Hall of Famer Norm Duke of Clermont, Florida, says 
he doesn't necessarily have an A-game. 
 
Instead, he has multiple games, and the key to picking the right one is paying attention to what the lanes are 
telling him, a practice that has earned him a reputation as one of the world's most versatile bowlers and helped 
him secure the top seed for the stepladder finals of the 2018 USBC Senior Masters. 
 
The 54-year-old right-hander averaged nearly 238 at the Sam's Town Bowling Center on the way to a 6-0 
record in the event's double-elimination match-play bracket, and he locked up the No. 1 seed Saturday with a 
706-660 win against 2017 PBA50 Rookie of the Year Michael Haugen Jr. of Phoenix. 
 
Haugen will enter the stepladder in the second position, and he and Duke will be joined by No. 3 Keith Lesko of 
Prosper, Texas, No. 4 Chris Warren of Grants Pass, Oregon, and No. 5 Ron Mohr of nearby North Las Vegas, 
Nevada. 
 
The championship round will be broadcast live on Bowltv on Sunday, beginning at 1 p.m. Eastern, with the 
winner taking home a $20,000 top prize and the second major title of the 2018 PBA50 season. 
 
"I'm very happy with how things went, as this is what we work for and train for," said Duke, owner of 38 PBA 
Tour titles and four PBA50 wins. "And, yes, I'm in the enviable position, but I haven't won anything yet. There's 
still work to do." 
 
Duke considers his opening match Saturday morning against Michael Calvin of Warren, Michigan, to be the 
most pivotal moment of the week for him because it was close throughout and came down to the final frames. 
 
The win tested him both mentally and physically and set the tone for the rest of the day. 
 
"I know that match was the one that got me here," Duke said. "It came down to the ninth and 10th, and while I 
was on the approach, I told myself, 'Norm, this is what major championships are about. You either rise now in 
the middle of this, or you may not last to the end.' I was able to lift myself and finished out strong to get that 
victory." 
 
Duke noted that in the matches that followed, his opponents struggled early, and he was able to put together 
some big games, allowing him to build a lead from the start. 
 
That's exactly how his meeting with Haugen went. Duke started with a 257 game, while Haugen finished with 
178, a deficit he could not recover from, despite responding with a 269 effort the following game. 
 
Haugen is the frontrunner in the 2018 PBA50 Player of the Year race after winning the PBA50 Johnny Petraglia 
BVL Open presented by Brunswick in early May. 
 
A win at the Senior Masters this week would give him his third career PBA50 title and second major victory. He 
won the 2017 Suncoast PBA Senior U.S. Open, which came on the heels of an early exit from the 2017 Senior 
Masters. It was Duke who handed him the first of his two consecutive losses at the Senior Masters last year.

"I'm happy to be on the show, but now I have to win two games to win the title, and I'd definitely have to bowl 
Norm again to do it," Haugen said. "But, if you want to be the best, you have to beat the best, and he's one of 
the best in the world. I'll bring my game tomorrow and try to get it done." 
 
Before getting a shot at redemption against Duke, Haugen will have to face one of the other three talented 
players who made the stepladder. 
 
Lesko, Warren and Mohr emerged from a four-player shootout round Saturday that featured the last players in 
the Elimination Bracket.  
 
Lesko, a 52-year-old right-hander competing in his first major of any kind, finished the three-game match with a 
279 effort, including a rolled 2 pin late in the game, to catapult from third place after two games, to the top spot 
in the shootout with a 732 set.  
 
Warren followed with a 724 series, while Mohr grabbed the final spot with 722. Mohr held a slim lead over 
Warren after two games, but a fourth-frame washout in the finale proved to be the difference. PBA titlist Darryl 
Bower of Middletown, Pennsylvania, finished fourth in the shootout with a 609 series and was eliminated, 
finishing sixth overall at the event.  
 
Warren, a six-time PBA Tour champion who is seeking his first PBA50 title, had the most noteworthy run in 
match play this week, having won seven consecutive matches in the Elimination Bracket, just to earn a spot in 
the shootout round.  
 
Shortly after receiving an award Friday for having the highest block in the third round of qualifying, the 54-year-
old right-hander lost his first match, 511-501, to the No. 56 seed, Jerry Smith of Englewood, Colorado.  
Over his next 24 games at Sam's Town, Warren averaged 251, rolled an 847 in a victory over Noel Vazquez of 
Sacramento, California, and used the second perfect game of the 2018 event to outlast and eliminate 
defending champion Walter Ray Williams Jr. of Oxford, Fla., 772-756.  
 
Williams, who was looking to become the first bowler in more than a decade to win the Senior Masters in 
consecutive years, as well as become the event's first three-time winner, finished in a tie for ninth place. His 
first loss came to Lesko in the Winners Bracket.  
 
If Warren or Duke can win the 2018 Senior Masters, the victor would add his name to the short list of bowlers 
who have won both the USBC Masters and Senior Masters. Only Dave Soutar and Williams have achieved the 
feat, with Williams winning each one twice. Warren is the 1990 Masters champion, while Duke claimed the title 
in 1993. 

Chris Barnes Wins PBA Xtra Frame Lubbock Sports Open for 19th Title 

New PBA Hall of Famer strikes out in 10th frame to defeat Jakob Butturff by one pin 

  

LUBBOCK, Texas (June 10, 2018) – Professional Bowlers Association Hall of Famer Chris Barnes of 
Double Oak, Texas, struck out in the 10th frame to defeat top qualifier Jakob Butturff of Tempe, Ariz., 

207-206, to win the PBA Xtra Frame Lubbock Sports Open Sunday at South Plains Lanes. 
  

With his first title since the 2016 DHC PBA Japan Invitational, Barnes improved his overall PBA Tour titles 
total to 19, moving into sole possession of 15th place on the all-time titles list. 

  

“They don’t get any more fun than that,” the 48-year-old Barnes said. “For a lot of reasons, (winning in 
Lubbock) is really special. As an experienced player, I know I’m not going to have a lot more moments 

like this, so it’s pretty special to stand up here. This one went the right way. 
  

“Fortunately, or maybe unfortunately, I’ve had a lot of failures to learn from in situations like that,” 

Barnes added. “You learn how to breathe, how to enjoy the moment. When Jakob got that bad break, 
you ask yourself, how cool would it be to pull this off?” 

  
Neither player could get a sustained string of strikes going, and both made a key mistake early in the 

match, but Butturff, the 2016 Lubbock Sports Open winner, failed to lock up the title when he struck and 



then left a 10 pin on his second ball in the 10th frame. That gave Barnes a chance to win with three 
strikes in his 10th frame. 

  
“I’d like to get to 22 titles. That’s Marshall (Holman’s) number and he’s an idol of mine, but for now, to 

be one title ahead of Tommy Jones is fine with me,” said Barnes, who was inducted into the PBA Hall of 

Fame earlier in the year. He and Jones are long-time rivals, but also close friends and frequent doubles 
partners who are in a good-natured, on-going contest to see who can win the most PBA Tour titles. 

  
In the first stepladder match, Barnes won the battle between former PBA Players of the Year, defeating 

Wes Malott of Pflugerville, Texas, 258-223. One pin separated the two until the 10th frame when Malott 
left and failed to convert the 3-4 split. 

  

Barnes then advanced to the championship match by throwing strikes on nine of his first 10 shots to race 
past PBA rookie Nick Pate of Inver Grove Heights, Minn., 269-214. Pate, the 2017 Male Collegiate Bowler 

of the Year with Midland University, couldn’t match Barnes’ strike pace.

LAS VEGAS - For more than 40 years, Chris Warren of Grants Pass, Oregon, has looked up to and learned 

from United States Bowling Congress and Professional Bowlers Association Hall of Famer Norm Duke of 
Clermont, Florida. 

 

Warren was able to put those lessons to work Sunday at the Sam's Town Bowling Center as he defeated 
his childhood friend, live on BowlTV, two times to win the 2018 USBC Senior Masters for his first PBA50 

title. 
 

WarrenChris2018SMTrophyForWeb465x262He earned $20,000 for the victory and became the third 
bowler in history to win both the USBC Masters and Senior Masters, joining Dave Soutar and Walter Ray 

Williams Jr. in the exclusive club. Warren's Masters title came in 1990 as one of his six career wins on the 

PBA Tour.  
 

As the undefeated top seed in the double-elimination format, Duke had a second chance at the title after 
falling 269-220 in the first game of the title tilt.  

 

Duke got out to an early lead in the rematch after Warren left, and failed to convert, a 7-10 split in the 
second frame. Warren rallied to finish with seven consecutive strikes and a nine-count on his fill ball, 

forcing Duke to strike on the first shot of his final frame and get at least eight and a spare to win by a 
single pin. 

 
After delivering the strike he needed, Duke left the 3-4-6-7-9-10 combination to fall short, 246-241. 

 



"There's no words to describe how good Norm Duke is," said Warren, a PBA journeyman whose last 
national title came in 1992. "Norm beat me at what I do best, which is throwing strikes, but it came down 

to one error. I outscored him, but he bowled an incredible game. You never want to see that happen to 
your buddies, and it happened. I just feel fortunate to have been there, and winning really is incredibly 

special." 

 
Prior to making the deciding shot, Duke did the math, knew what he needed to win, or at least tie, and 

used his decades of experience to make the best shot he could.  
 

"I trusted myself to make my shot, and I didn't," said Duke, who has 38 PBA Tour titles and four PBA50 
wins. "But, I look back and say, 'Norm, you made the greatest shot in the history of your lifetime for the 

win, and you won it there, and then you lost it.' I won it with one shot and lost it with another. That is 

sport. This is hurting right now, and it's supposed to. If it didn't hurt, we wouldn't care. And if we care, it 
hurts. This is a tough one, but Chris is an excellent, excellent, excellent player, and a well-deserving 

champion, and I'm so happy for him."DukeNormDespair2018SMForWeb250x140 
 

Warren, Duke, hall of famer Del Ballard Jr. and a slew of other Southwest standouts grew up bowling 

together in the Dallas-Fort Worth area. They've pushed each other for decades and shared countless 
successes and defeats. 

 
In Warren's recollection, they beat up on him pretty handily, but it helped make him the bowler he is. 

That's still true today, along with the continued support of his six brothers, three sisters, wife, Michelle, 
and mother, Mary, who turned 92 this weekend.  

 

"Norm is someone who could always execute and make his spares, and I learned a lot from him in those 
areas, and Del is someone I always looked up to because he had no fear," Warren said. "Del still helps 

me work on a lot of things, both mentally and physically, and Norm has helped me with my spare game 
tremendously. It's amazing. Yes, we're competitors, but we're also lifelong friends. We're family." 

 

On the way to the 2018 Senior Masters title, Warren broke four tournament records.  
 

Including the shootout round that helped him earn his spot in the stepladder finals, and the second game 
with Duke on Sunday, Warren bowled a record 14 matches at the Sam's Town Bowling Center. He 

collected 13 wins, which were consecutive, both records, after losing his first match to Jerry Smith or 

Englewood, Colorado, 511-501. The streak includes surviving the shootout round. 
 

In his 14 matches, Warren averaged a record 243.9, including a high series of 847 in a win over Noel 
Vazquez of Sacramento, California, and a 300 game on the way to eliminating Williams, the defending 

champion, 772-756. 
 

Two-time Senior Masters champion Tom Baker of King, North Carolina, previously held the tournament 

records for most matches (13), most wins in one tournament (12) and most consecutive wins (nine), all 
set in 2006 on the way the first of his two consecutive Senior Masters wins. Ross Packard of San Jose, 

California, averaged 243.8 in match play at the 2005 event. 
 

As he climbed his way to the title from the No. 4 position Sunday at Sam's Town, Warren averaged 255 

for his five games, shooting 236, 234, 290, 269 and 246. 
 

In the semifinal Sunday at Sam's Town, Warren defeated 2017 PBA50 Rookie of the Year and 2018 
PBA50 Player of the Year frontrunner Michael Haugen Jr. of Phoenix, 290-197.  

 
Warren left a 2 pin in the first frame and then rattled off 11 consecutive strikes, while Haugen left a 7-10 

split on his first offering and only was able to throw one double the rest of the way. 



 
Warren earned the meeting with Haugen by defeating PBA50 newcomer Keith Lesko of Prosper, Texas, 

who was competing in the first major event of his career, 234-168.  
 

The opening match of the stepladder was a nail-biter against two-time PBA50 Player of the Year Ron 

Mohr of North Las Vegas, Nevada, in which Mohr had an opportunity to shut out Warren with two strikes 
and nine pins in his final frame. 

 
Instead, Mohr left a ringing 10 pin on his first shot, allowing Warren to strike on his first shot to seal the 

win. He achieved that and tossed two more strikes to escape with a 236-217 victory. 
 

The Senior Masters is the premier event for USBC members age 50 and older, and the 2018 edition 

featured 272 entries. 
 

All competitors bowled 15 games over three days to determine the 63 bowlers who joined Williams in the 
double-elimination match-play bracket. 

 

 
 

 
 

 

Defending Champion Michael Haugen Jr. Edges Mark Williams 

For First Round Lead in Suncoast PBA Senior U.S. Open 

  
LAS VEGAS (June 11, 2018) – Defending champion Michael Haugen Jr. of Phoenix, got his title 
defense off to a good start by taking the first round lead in the Suncoast PBA Senior U.S. Open presented 

Storm Monday at the Suncoast Bowling Center. 
  

The 2017 PBA50 Rookie of the Year bowled a 1,370 six-game pinfall total (228.3 average) to edge out 

PBA Hall of Famer and 2010 Senior U.S. Open winner Mark Williams of Beaumont, Texas, who finished 
one pin behind in second with 1,369. 

  
“I’m just trying to keep it simple,” said the 51-year-old Haugen. “I have my equipment where I want it to 

be, which makes it a lot easier to make the adjustments I need to make. I don’t have a lot of balls in my 
arsenal but the ones that I do have I’m really confident in.” 

  

Haugen, who won the PBA50 Johnny Petraglia BVL Open presented by Brunswick in May for his second 
career PBA50 Tour title and finished third in the United States Bowling Congress Senior 

Masters Sunday for his second third-place finish of the season, bowled games of 255, 166, 235, 237, 247 
and 230 in the first round. 

  

“The 166 game was just a pair (of lanes) I couldn’t get a good read on,” said the five-time winner on the 
PBA Tour. “I wasn’t really worried about it at that point. I just had to make sure I got back to basics in 

the third game – make good shots, wash, rinse and repeat.” 

  

Like a lot of bowlers on the PBA50 Tour, the experience gained over a long successful career many times 
substitutes for the lack of practice and regular competition. 

  

Such was the case for Williams who bowled games of 225, 245, 238, 215 247 and 199 in his first round. 
  

I’m thrilled with the start but it’s early yet,” said the 60-year-old bowling proprietor. “At this point in the 
tournament, you can’t win, you can only lose because of the challenging format and conditions. 



  
“Because I don’t bowl as much as I used to I really have to rely on a good start to raise my confidence 

level for the rest of the tournament,” he added. “Right now my confidence level is pretty high.”

Haugen’s Ability to Adjust Put to the Test 

In Retaining Lead After Suncoast PBA Senior U.S. Open Second Round 

  
LAS VEGAS (June 12, 2018) – Defending champion Michael Haugen Jr. of Phoenix, put his ability to 
adjust to the demanding Suncoast PBA Senior U.S. Open presented by Storm lane conditions to the test 

but still managed to retain his lead after Tuesday’s second round of qualifying. 
  

After a 1,370 six-game pinfall total in Monday’s first round, Haugen bowled 1,399 with games of 267, 

223, 193, 276, 244 and 196 in the second round at the Suncoast Bowling Center to finish with 2,769 for 
12 games good for a 230.7 average.  

  
“Those 190 games could very easily have been 170s,” said the two-time PBA50 and five-time PBA Tour 

titlist. “In those two games I just wasn’t playing the lanes right to start, I changed to another ball and 

fortunately I was able to bail them out. 
  

“In qualifying it feels like a grind but you have to remember we’re only a third of the way through,” the 
51-year-old Haugen continued. “Getting off to a fast start is beneficial because you don’t want to give 

anything back. I’ll take a couple 190s for a bad game.” 

  

Haugen extended his lead over PBA Hall of Famer and 2010 Senior U.S. Open winner Mark Williams of 

Beaumont, Texas, who finished 24 pins behind Haugen with a 2,745 pinfall after two rounds. 
  

Williams, a seven-time PBA Tour winner, including two Tournament of Champions titles and winner of 
three PBA50 Tour titles, trailed Haugen by one pin after the first round, but stayed close bowling 1,376 in 

the second round on games of 268, 215, 192, 269, 212 and 220. 

  
PBA50 Tour rookie Rolando Sebelen of the Dominican Republic finished the day in third with a 2,722 

pinfall. He bowled 1,396 in the second round with games of 221, 226, 255, 231, 235 and 228.  
  

“I love it because I’m bowling with all my idols,” said the 50-year-old Sebelen, who has been a member 

of the Dominican Republic’s national team for 32 years. “When I started I was nervous but eventually I 
found a line and got comfortable. I have a lot of expectations and I’m hoping to meet them.” 

  
Vaulting from 20th after the first round to fourth was PBA Hall of Famer Parker Bohn III of Jackson, N.J., 

who finished with 2,681 after the second round. After Monday’s first round bowling 1,295 for six games, 
he came back in the second round with 1,386 on games 237, 235, 210, 268, 266 and 170. 

  

“Those two 260 games looked better on paper than they actually were,” said the four-time PBA50 Tour 
and 35-time PBA Tour winner. “I had my share of strikes from crossovers and high hits so I have to 

admit I had my share of breaks, but I’ll take it.” 

  

Also making big moves were 2016 PBA50 Rookie of the Year Eddie Graham of Kettering, Ohio, who 

improved from 19th to fifth and PBA Hall of Famer Mika Koivuniemi who jumped from 28th to 
sixth.  Graham finished with a 2,634 two-round total and Koivuniemi with 2,632. 

  
Qualifying continues Wednesday and Thursday with six-game rounds beginning at 9 a.m. PT.  The field 

will then be cut to the top 40 players for modified round-robin match play which will begin Friday at 8 
a.m. After Friday’s second match play round at noon the top five players will be determined for the 

stepladder finals scheduled to begin at 4:15 p.m.

Title Rematch with Jason Belmonte Set for June 19 

Defending champ, runner-up to compete in best-of-two-game match on June 19 on CBS Sports Network 

  

ALLEN PARK, Mich. (June 12, 2018) – PBA Tour Finals defending champion EJ Tackett of 
Huntington, Ind., won his Group 2 stepladder semifinal round, which aired on CBS Sports Network 

Tuesday from Thunderbowl Lanes, to set up a rematch with last year’s runner-up Jason Belmonte of 

Australia in the PBA Tour Finals title match which will air June 19 at 8 p.m. ET. 
  

As the top seed for the Group 2 semifinal round, Tackett, a nine-time Go Bowling! PBA Tour winner, 
defeated Sweden’s Jesper Svensson, 2-0, in the best-of-two-game final match, winning the first 

game, 235-206, and the second game, 245-203. 

  
“I just made good shots down the stretch,” said Tackett, the 2016 PBA Player of the Year. “When you 

have four of the top performers over the past couple seasons, I wasn’t so much worried about the 
conditions but having to beat the great opponents I had in my group.” 

  
Like Belmonte did for the Group 1 semifinal, as top seed in Group 2, Tackett chose the 45-foot Dick 

Weber lane condition. 

  
Even though Svensson appeared to be making good shots, the seven-time tour winner was having 

trouble carrying which was illustrated by six nine-pin counts in the second game of the match on 
seemingly good pocket hits. 

  

“The way the lanes broke down worked in my favor,” Tackett said of his match against Svensson. “The 
way we started I thought it was going to be anyone’s match because he was able to get to the pocket 

consistently despite not being able to carry the 7 pin. I was able to string five strikes in the middle of the 
first game and started with the first four in the second game which gave me good momentum in each 

game.” 

  
Belmonte, who will be trying for his 18th tour win, won last week’s Group 1 semifinal by beating fellow 

two-hander Anthony Simonsen of Austin, Texas, 2-0 (265-259, 239-216). 
  

In the opening Group 2 match, four-time tour winner Marshall Kent defeated 18-time winner Tommy 
Jones, 246-236. Svensson then beat Kent, 279-233, in the second match to advance to the final match 

against Tackett. 

  
The semifinal stepladder rounds, as well as the championship round, feature the best-of-two-game 

format with ties broken by a 9th and 10th frame roll-off.

Ryan Shafer Has Big Third Round to Move into

“It’s a tool I like to use quite a bit because my wrist isn’t as strong as it used to be,” Shafer said.

Stage is Set for Tackett vs. Belmonte PBA Tour Finals Title Rematch 

Next Tuesday on CBS Sports Network at 8 p.m. ET 

  

ALLEN PARK, Mich. (June 14, 2018) – After two positioning rounds based on total pinfall on four 
different lane conditions, and two stepladder semifinal rounds decided by best-of-two-game final 

matches, the PBA showcase that began with eight elite players based on composite earnings over the 

past two and a half years has boiled down to a duel between the past two PBA Players of the Year to 
decide the winner. 

  
A rematch between reigning PBA Player of the Year Jason Belmonte and 2016 Player of the Year EJ 

Tackett to decide the 2018 PBA Tour Finals title will air next Tuesday (June 19) on CBS Sports Network 
at 8 p.m. ET from the historic arena bay at Thunderbowl Lanes. 
  

The defending champion is Tackett, a 25-year-old, nine-time PBA Tour champion from Huntington, Ind. 

The challenger is four-time PBA Player of the Year Belmonte, a 34-year-old 17-time PBA Tour winner 
from Australia. Tackett is a high-rev, one-handed power player. Belmonte is a high-rev, two-handed 

power player. 
  

Belmonte, who will be trying for his 18th Go Bowling! PBA Tour title, earned his spot in the finals as the 

winner of his four-player Group 1 stepladder semifinal. Tackett, trying for his 10th PBA Tour title, earned 
his berth as winner of his Group 2 semifinal. 

  
All eight players were split into two four-player groups and began the competition by bowling four games 

on four different PBA lane conditions in the positioning rounds, which determined their positions in a 

semfinal stepladder. The positioning rounds were conducted on PBA’s 36-foot Johnny Petraglia, 42-foot 
Mark Roth, 39-foot Don Carter and 45-foot Dick Weber lane conditions. 

  
Tackett won his Group 2 semifinal round by beating Sweden’s Jesper Svensson, 2-0, in the best-of-two-

game final match, 235-206, and 245-203. Belmonte won the Group 1 semifinal round by beating Anthony 
Simonsen of Austin, Texas, 265-259, and 239-216. 

  

As the player with the highest average for the tournament (246), Belmonte earned the right to select the 
lane condition for the finals and chose the Dick Weber condition (which, coincidentally, was also Tackett’s 

choice for the Group 2 semifinal round). 
  

Tackett won the inaugural PBA Tour Finals title in Orlando, Fla., last year by defeating Belmonte, 666-

628, in a three-game, total pinfall championship match.  
  

Preceding the title match Svensson will bowl Simonsen in the PBA Tour Finals third-place match.

Bad Game Doesn’t Prevent Ryan Shafer from Taking Top Qualifier Honors

Field cut to top 40 players who will advance to Friday’s match play rounds 

  
LAS VEGAS (June 14, 2018) –  Despite bowling 154 in his final game of qualifying in the fourth round, 

Ryan Shafer of Horseheads, N.Y., earned top qualifier honors in the Suncoast PBA Senior U.S. Open 
presented by Storm Thursday to lead 40 players who advanced toFriday’s match play rounds. 

  

Shafer finished the qualifying portion of the third PBA50 Tour major of the season with a 5,340 24-game 
pinfall total (222.5 average) to lead 14-time PBA Tour winner Mika Koivuniemi who surged into second 

from 10th in the third round, with 5,256. 
  

“You have to put that experience in your memory bank for the future,” said a frustrated Shafer. “I used 

four different balls on the right lane alone and just couldn’t get anything going.”

While he ended the round poorly, Shafer, a five-time winner on the PBA Tour who is trying for his first 
PBA50 Tour title, did bowl well the rest of the round with games of 279, 221, 210, 227 and 212 before 

the 154 game. 
  

“I felt good about all the decisions I made for playing the lanes and my equipment choices for the whole 

round,” he continued. “Even in the last game I don’t think there’s any decision I would change — I just 
got to a pair (of lanes) where I couldn’t figure it out.” 

  
Trailing by 164 pins heading into the final round of qualifying, Koivuniemi bowled a 1,383 six-game pinfall 

in the fourth round with games of 268, 186, 279, 236, 218 and 196.                                                
  

Koivuniemi, a native of Finland, is currently the head coach of the United Arab Emirates national bowling 

team and has been retired from PBA Tour competition for three years, but still manages to bowl an 
occasional professional event. 

  
“Of course, you can find places where you could have scored higher but I’m really happy with the way 

I’m bowling,” said the 51-year-old Koivuniemi who owns three PBA Tour majors. “Today was a little 

better because I could play further inside and loft the ball more which is more the game I like to play.” 

  

PBA50 Tour rookie Rolando Sebelen of the Dominican Republic finished qualifying in third with a 5,210. 
He bowled 1,246 in Thursday’s round with games of 212, 211, 244, 161, 185 and 233. 

  
Sebelen, a member of the Dominican Republic national bowling team for more than 30 years, is a multi-

medalist in international competition, most notably winning a doubles bronze medal in the 2007 Pan Am 

Games and a team gold medal in the 1989 World Bowling Championships. 
  

Qualifying fourth was defending champion Michael Haugen Jr. of Phoenix with a 5,205 pinfall, followed by 
three-time PBA50 Tour winner Harry Sullins of Chesterfield Twp., Mich., who bowled the tournament’s 

first 300 game, in fifth with 5,204. 

  
The top 40 players will bowl two six-game match play rounds Friday beginning at 8 a.m. PT. At the end 

of match play the top five players will be determined for the stepladder finals schedule for 4:15 p.m. 
  

PBA Hall of Famer and 2014 Senior U.S. Open winner Norm Duke of Clermont, Fla., finished qualifying in 

sixth with 5,188, followed by fellow hall of famer Parker Bohn III of Jackson, N.J., in seventh with 5,167. 
  

Two-time Senior U.S. Open winners hall of famers Amleto Monacelli of Venezuela, who finished 10th with 
5,149, and Pete Weber of St. Ann, Mo., who finished 31st with 4,942, will be trying to become the 

tournament’s first three-time winner. Monacelli won back-to-back in 2012 and 2013 and Weber won 
consecutively in 2015 and 2016.

Mika Koivuniemi Wins Suncoast PBA Senior U.S. Open 

For First PBA50 Tour Title 

The winner of three majors on the PBA Tour, Koivuniemi defeats Brian Kretzer 259-237 

in title match for first PBA50 Tour major title 

  
LAS VEGAS (June 15, 2018) –  Known as Major Mika during a 16-year career on the PBA Tour, 14-
time PBA Tour winner Mika Koivuniemi lived up to that nickname by winning the Suncoast PBA Senior 

U.S. Open presented by Storm Friday for his first title on PBA’s tour for players 50 and over. 

  
The 51-year-old native of Finland, who was top qualifier for the stepladder finals, reeled off the first six 

strikes in a 259-237 win over Brian Kretzer of Dayton, Ohio, in the title match at the Suncoast Bowling 
Center to win the season’s third PBA50 Tour major. 

  

“We may be getting older but winning never gets old,” said Koivuniemi, who won three majors during his 
PBA Tour career. “There’s a lot of great bowlers out here and many of them are bowlers who I bowled 

against on the PBA Tour so the competition is still tough.” 

  

With the first six strikes in the title match, Koivuniemi was able to build a lead that was just too much for 
Kretzer to overcome. 

  

“I really felt good mentally and couldn’t have thrown the ball better considering I don’t bowl as much as I 
used to,” said Koivuniemi. “I used a ball that I felt good about but it’s one that I either throw a lot of 

strikes with or throw a lot of splits. Fortunately, it was strikes today. 
  

“My attitude has always been to focus on what I can do to win,” he added. “Even though Brian was 

bowling well it didn’t have any effect on what I needed to do going into the (title) match.” 

  

Koivuniemi, who has been retired from the PBA Tour for three years, isn’t able to bowl as much because 
he is the full-time head coach for the United Arab Emirates national bowling team. 

  

“I’m fortunate that I’m still able to get time off to bowl these tournaments,” Koivuniemi said of competing 
in the Senior U.S. Open and USBC Senior Masters. “I believe I can win these tournaments so that’s why I 

make the trip.” 

  

Koivuniemi’s previous best PBA50 major finishes were seventh in the 2017 Senior Masters and ninth in 
the 2017 Senior U.S. Open. 

  

Kretzer, who qualified fifth for the finals after making a big move from 14th after Friday’s first match play 
round, started by winning the opening match against No. 4 qualifier five-time PBA Tour winner Ryan 

Shafer of Horseheads, N.Y., 208-196. He then went on to beat PBA Hall of Famers Parker Bohn III of 
Jackson, N.J., 243-193, and Brian Voss of Centennial, Colo., 257-196, on his way to the title match. 

  

Kretzer, who owns one PBA Tour title, was trying for his first PBA50 Tour title. Bohn, a 35-time PBA Tour 
winner, was trying for his fifth PBA50 Tour title and Voss, a 25-time tour winner, was trying for his third 

and second of the season. 
  

In danger of missing the cut to match play, PBA Hall of Famer Pete Weber of St. Ann, Mo., who was 
trying to become the Senior U.S. Open’s first three-time winner rallied in the final two rounds of match 

play with an 11-1 match play record but fell just short of making the finals finishing sixth. 

  
The PBA50 Tour will take a four-week break and return to action with the PBA50 River City Xtreme Open 

presented by Ebonite in Monticello, Minn., July 17-20.

Tour Finals, earning his 18th career Go Bowling! PBA Tour title. The finale was telecast Tuesday on the 

CBS Sports Network from suburban Detroit’s famous Thunderbowl Lanes. 
  

Bowling on the 45-foot Dick Weber lane condition chosen by Belmonte, the 2017 PBA Tour Finals runner-

up held the upper hand in the best-of-two-game match after defeating Tackett in the first game, 239-
205. But Tackett, the 2017 PBA Tour Finals winner, rebounded to win game two, 219-170, to force the 

9th and 10th frame roll-off for the title. 
  

“I didn’t know what to do,” said Belmonte after appearing to be lost following his 170 game. “I tried 
playing outside and then I went back to playing inside. I think I probably was overplaying my 

adjustments and making too radical of changes, so I went back to my original ball and started playing in 

the middle of what I was trying to do earlier in the game.” 

  

In the roll-off, Belmonte started with a strike and finished with a spare/strike in his 10th frame while 
Tackett, who was trying for his 10th career title, spared in his ninth but left the 2-8-10 split on his first 

ball of his 10th frame, resulting in a 40-26 loss and giving the title to Belmonte. 

  
Belmonte stressed the importance of his strike on his fill ball in the 10th frame of the second game 

leading into the roll-off. 
  

“That (final ball) in the 10th was huge because that was the only indicator I had that I could find some 

kind of shot going into the playoff.” 

  

The PBA Tour Finals was draining for Belmonte because it followed an especially grueling travel schedule 
for him just prior to the event. 

  
After competing in the Oceanview at Falmouth PBA League in Portland and then traveling to Florida to 

visit with Hannah Carbocci, a member of Stoneman Douglas’ high school bowling team, he returned 

home to Australia for a short four-day break before flying all the way back to Detroit for the PBA Tour 
Finals. 

  
“I’m exhausted, but I wouldn’t miss this event in this historic venue and the great Detroit bowling fans,” 

Belmonte said. “This is a great event that I believe really puts a spotlight on our top players so I really 

enjoy competing in it.  Plus, I had some unfinished business after last year’s runner-up finish (when he 
lost to Tackett).” 

  



The PBA Tour Finals featured an elite field of the top eight players in combined PBA earnings from the 
2016, 2017 and first four months of 2018. Competition consisted of four games of total pinfall positioning 

round competition on four different lane conditions, followed by a semifinal stepladder round for each 
four-man group. Belmonte won Group 1 over Anthony Simonsen, Dom Barrett and Sean Rash while 

Tackett topped Group 2, topping Jesper Svensson, Marshall Kent and Tommy Jones. 
  

As the high average leader heading into the title match, Belmonte got to select the lane conditioning 

pattern out of the four patterns used in the event: Johnny Petraglia 36, Mark Roth 42, Don Carter 39 or 

Dick Weber 45 (the numerical distinction behind each pattern name refers to the distance in feet oil is 
applied to the lanes). Coincidentally, Tackett also favored the Weber pattern. 

  
Preceding the title match, a match to decide third- and fourth-place featured the No. 2 qualifiers from 

each semifinal round. Sweden’s Svensson, a left-handed two-hander, defeated Simonsen, a right-handed 
two-hander from Austin, Texas, in another best-of-two-game match that also resulted in a 9th and 10th 

frame roll-off. Svensson won game one, 248-204. After Simonsen came back to win the second, 229-201, 

Svensson won the roll-off, 49-39, to finish third. 
  

For Belmonte, the title was his second of the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour season after a win with partner 

Bill O’Neill in the Mark Roth/Marshall Holman PBA Doubles Championship in February. Belmonte is trying 
to defend his 2017 PBA Player of the Year title and win PBA’s most prized individual honor for the fifth 

time in six years. Tackett disrupted Belmonte’s reign when he won the 2016 PBA Player of the Year 
award.

He also is a four-time winner, tying Norm 
Duke and Pete Weber for second place behind the all-time ESPY leader, Walter Ray Williams Jr., 

who has won the award seven times since its inception in 1995. Belmonte and Duke are the only 

recipients to win three years in a row. 
  

Belmonte is coming off a 2017 season in which he became the first player ever to win three PBA majors 
in a single season, and thus far in 2018 he has won the Mark Roth-Marshall Holman PBA Doubles 

Championship (with partner Bill O’Neill) and the PBA Tour Finals as well as posting top-five finishes in 
the PBA Tournament of Champions and the Barbasol PBA Players Championship.

Unique Format in Place as FloBowling Makes Its Debut 

with PBA Xtra Frame Parkside Lanes Open This Weekend 

“Bonus pins” in qualifying, different lane conditions each round to enhance Parkside’s challenge 

  
AURORA, Ill. – When Ryan Ciminelli of Clarence, N.Y., returns to Parkside Lanes Saturday to defend 

the Professional Bowlers Association’s Xtra Frame Parkside Lanes Open title he won in 2016, he and the 
rest of the all-star field will find a few changes are in place, including the debut of PBA Xtra Frame on 

FloBowling.com, and a new format that will bring a new dimension to the qualifying portion of the event. 

  
Organized by PBA Tour champion Sean Rash, an Aurora area resident, the Parkside Lanes Open will 

present unique challenges to a world-class field of proven PBA champions as well as a talented field of 
challengers who are seeking their first PBA title, and it’ll be an event that is part festival as well as part 

tournament. 
  

With FloBowling’s PBA Xtra Frame cameras and announcers following the action from start to finish, the 

event will feature a new dimension to the qualifying rounds Saturday and Sunday, as well 
as Monday’s semifinal round. For starters each of those rounds will be contested on a different lane 

condition. Ciminelli conquered the lane condition challenge on two different patterns when he won in 
2016, but this year players will have to demonstrate their skills on three widely different oil patterns: PBA 

Chameleon 39 on Saturday, Don Carter 39 on Sunday and PBA Bear 39 on Monday (designations refer to 

39-foot applications of oil). 
  

New this year also is a “bonus pin” scoring system during qualifying that will put added emphasis on 
performing well every game. The new system will work like this: with four players on each pair of lanes, 

the player who bowls the highest score each game will earn an additional 30 bonus pins. The second 
highest player will earn 20 bonus pins, and the third-high player will get an extra 10 pins. The lowest 

scoring player on the pair won’t get any bonus pins. In case of ties, bonus pins will be divided. 

  
Qualifying in PBA competition normally involves actual pin count only, but the new wrinkle is something 

Rash introduced based on his years of experience in PBA competition. 
  

“It’s a combination of events we’ve played in the past,” Rash said, “but it’s the first time is PBA history 

this has been used in PBA Tour competition. It’s something I wanted to try so we’ll see how it goes. 
  

“The whole objective to is make every shot matter,” he added. “Too often in qualifying, players get a 
little complacent so now the guys are going to have to pay attention, myself included. The bonus pins 

can make a huge difference.” 

  
Therefore, Ciminelli will try to overcome the lane condition challenges as well as take advantage of the 

new bonus pin system as he tries to repeat against a world-class field of bowling talent that features 
several 2018 PBA titlists including DHC PBA Japan Invitational winner Dom Barrett of England; PBA 

Tournament of Champions winner Matt O’Grady of Rahway, N.J.; PBA Xtra Frame Greater Jonesboro 
Open and USBC Masters champ Andrew Anderson of Holly, Mich.; Mark Roth-Marshall Holman PBA 

Doubles co-winner Bill O’Neill of Langhorne, Pa., and PBA Xtra Frame Wilmington Open winner Cristian 

Azcona of Puerto Rico. 
  

Other PBA Tour title holders entered include Ciminelli, Canada’s Graham Fach, Yorkville’s Steve Jaros, 
Tommy Jones, Marshall Kent, Rhino Page, Anthony Pepe, Rash, Ronnie Russell, Matt Sanders, Ryan 

Shafer, Anthony Simonsen, Tom Smallwood, Jason Sterner, EJ Tackett, England’s Richie Teece, Kyle 

Troup and Cameron Weier. 
  

The Illinois delegation of competitors will be highlighted by PBA Hall of Famer Carmen Salvino of Chicago, 
who earlier this year set a PBA record as the oldest player ever to bowl in the PBA Tour event when he 



competed in the Go Bowling! PBA 60th Anniversary Classic in Indianapolis at the age of 84 (he turns 85 
in November).

PBA Hall of Famer Johnny Guenther Dies at Age 82 

CHICAGO (June 28, 2018) - Professional Bowlers Association Hall of Famer and 11-time PBA Tour 

champion Johnny Guenther of Edmonds, Wash., died Wednesday after a short illness at the age of 82. 
Among his 11 titles was the 1972 PBA National Championship for his lone major, but he was probably 

most remembered for his 1969 San Jose Open title where he bowled only the second 300 game seen on 

live television. 
On ABC’s Pro Bowlers Tour stepladder final telecast that featured four other PBA greats, Guenther, the 

No. 4 qualifier, beat Buzz Fazio, 203-195, in the first match and then went on to beat Don Johnson in the 
second match, where he threw the historic 300 game (300-189). He then defeated Billy Hardwick, 233-

214, in the semifinal, and finally top-seeded Wayne Zahn, 268-194, for the title. 

“To tell you the truth, I never thought about it until I hit the last strike,” Guenther said after bowling the 
historic perfect game. “I’ve had nine or 10 300 games in my career but that one was the only one on 

television. You never think you’re going to get them all – you just keep adding one at a time.”

Guenther’s very first PBA win in the 1965 Oxnard (Calif.) Open was also memorable setting two PBA 

scoring records on his way to the title. He set the then eight-game pinfall record of 2,022 and 16-game 

record of 3,830 which eclipsed the previous marks of 1,983 and 3,793 set by Ray Bluth in 1964. 
Guenther, who was voted as PBA’s 45th greatest player in 2009, was also a three-time Steve Nagy 

Sportsmanship Award winner, earning the honor in 1966 and 1967 and then shared the award again with 
Dick Ritger and Dave Soutar in 1970.

Dino Castillo of Highland Village, Texas, and Canadian Francois Lavoie, now living in Wichita, Kan., 
teamed up to win the PBA FireLake Grand Casino Hotel & Resort Southwest Doubles at FireLake Bowling 

Center Sunday, defeating the Houston area team of D.J. Archerand Shawn Maldonado, 436-390, in 

the title match.

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EJ Tackett Leads PBA Xtra Frame Parkside Lanes Open After First Round 

Nine-time titlist uses 300 game, 200 bonus pins to lead Canada’s Graham Fach by 87 pins 

  
AURORA, Ill. (June 30, 2018) – EJ Tackett of Huntington, Ind., rolled the only 300 game in the 

opening round to lead a group dominated by rising 20-something stars after the first eight qualifying 

games in the Professional Bowlers Association’s Xtra Frame Parkside Lanes Open Saturday. 
  

Tackett, a nine-time PBA Tour champion and already a former PBA Player of the Year at age 25, took 
advantage of his 300 game and 200 bonus pins to finish the eight-game round with a 2,086 pinfall total 

and an 87-pin lead over 26-year-old Canadian left-hander Graham Fach. 

  
The PBA Xtra Frame Parkside Lanes Open, a Go Bowling! PBA Tour event, is the inaugural tournament in 

the PBA’s new live streaming relationship with FloSports, and features multi-lane condition challenges as 
well as a unique scoring system that awards bonus pins based upon how players score in relationship to 

the other players on their respective pair of lanes each game. 
  

With heat index hovering in the 110-degree range outside Parkside Lanes, Tackett rolled games of 259, 

218, 224, 232, 300, 215, 225 and 213 for an actual 235.75 average. Fach, the first Canadian ever to win 
a PBA Tour title (2016 Barbasol PBA Players Championship), finished with 1,999 pins. Jason Sterner of 

Rockledge, Fla., the oldest player among the leaders at the age 34, was third with 1,992 pins, Tied for 
fourth were 23-year-old Andrew Anderson, Holly, Mich.; 25-year-old Marshall Kent, Yakima, Wash., and 

25-year-old AJ Johnson, Oswego, Ill., all with 1,985 pins. 

  
Anderson and Australia’s Jason Belmonte are the only two-time PBA Tour title winners in 2018 (Belmonte 

isn’t competing in Aurora). Johnson is the only player among the leaders without a PBA Tour title. 
  

With PBA Xtra Frame on FloBowling following the action from start to finish, the event includes eight-

game qualifying rounds Saturday and Sunday, with the top 27 qualifiers after 16 games advancing 
to Monday’s eight-game cashers round. Saturday’s qualifying was contested on the PBA Chameleon lane 

condition. Sunday’s 10 a.m. qualifying round will be bowled on the Don Carter lane condition 
and Monday’s cashers round, also at 10 a.m., will involve the PBA Bear oiling pattern. All three involve 

39-foot applications of oil with variations in the amount of oil applied as well as how it is distributed 
across the lanes. 

  

After 24 games plus bonus pins, the top five will bowl in the stepladder finals at 3 p.m. CDT with the top 
qualifier selecting the oil pattern for the finals.

player who bowls the highest score each game will earn an additional 30 bonus pins. The second highest 

player will earn 20 bonus pins, and the third-high player will get an extra 10 pins. The lowest scoring 
player on the pair won’t get any bonus pins.

PBA Hall of Famer Pete Couture Dies at Age 73 
Graduate of “school of hard knocks” reached his peak as a PBA50 competitor in the 1990s 

  
CHICAGO (July 1, 2018) – Pete Couture of Cocoa, Fla., a 2016 inductee into the Professional Bowlers 

Association Hall of Fame, died Saturday at his Florida residence of undetermined medical issues. He was 

73. 
  
"Another Hall of Famer and friend of mine has passed away,” said fellow PBA Hall of Famer Marshall 
Holman. “Pete was a great competitor and a good friend of mine for almost 40 years.” 
  
“Pete was one of the toughest, hardest-working players our sport has ever seen,” added long-time friend 
Bill Spigner, a Connecticut native who grew up competing against Couture in New England. 
  
Couture was born in Auburn, Maine, and spent many of his formative years in Windsor Locks, Conn. He 

was elected in the PBA50 Performance category based on his exceptional record for a minimum of 10 
years as a “senior” competitor. On the heels of a 24-year career as a PBA Tour competitor, when he won 

five standard PBA titles, Couture began his PBA50 career in 1995 when he earned PBA50 Rookie of the 

Year honors. He won the first of nine PBA50 Tour titles in Reno in 1996, and captured a pair of USBC 
Senior Masters titles in 1998 (when he was selected as PBA50 Player of the Year) and 2002. He is one of 

nine players – all PBA Hall of Famers – to earn both PBA50 Rookie and Player of the Year honors. 
  
At the time of his retirement, he had earned $959,900 during his PBA career. In retirement, he operated 

a pro shop and coaching services at Shore Lanes in Merritt Island, Fla. He liked to say he was a 
“graduate of the school of hard knocks.” 
  
“If it wasn’t for the senior (PBA50) tour I wouldn’t be here,” said Couture during his PBA Hall of Fame 

induction speech. “The senior tour was a second chance and an opportunity to re-invent myself. 
  
“I’m kind of overwhelmed,” Couture said. “It’s a dream come true. I think everyone who bowls for a 

living has a dream of getting into the hall of fame, and to have it actually happen is unbelievable. 
  
“I went from being a so-called star to being a superstar in that one year,” he said of his four-title season 
in 1998. “Everything came together. When I made match play, I was able to get to the show, and when I 

got to the show I was pretty successful. Everything went the right way for me that year.” 
  
Growing up in New England, Couture won more than 20 state and local association titles in Maine and 

Connecticut. He was inducted into the Central Connecticut and Connecticut State Bowling Association 
Halls of Fame in 1993, and the USBC Hall of Fame in 2004. In addition to his two USBC Senior Masters 

titles, he had five other top 10 Senior Masters finishes. Other notable USBC accomplishments included a 

second-place finish in the 1994 USBC Open Championships team event (with Bill Spigner, Rick and Ron 
Pollard, and Don Scudder – all USBC Hall of Famers). Over a span of 20 years he had a USBC Open 

Championships average of 203.

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Newcomer Matt Kuba Takes PBA Xtra Frame Parkside Lanes Open 

Lead After Second Round 

  

AURORA, Ill. (July 1, 2018) – Matt Kuba of Chicago Ridge, Ill., a 26-year-old newcomer to 
Professional Bowlers Association competition, surged from ninth after the first round to take the second 

round lead in the PBA Xtra Frame Parkside Lanes Open Sunday, leading a field of 27 players advancing 
to Monday’s semifinal round. 

  

Bowling on the PBA Don Carter 39-foot lane condition, Kuba averaged 227 in the second round bowling 
games of 269, 245, 190, 223, 210, 226, 256 and 197, and picked up 200 bonus pins to bring his overall 

pinfall for 16 games to 3,964. 
  

The tournament incorporates a bonus pin scoring system that is intended to put added emphasis on 
performing well every game. With four players on each pair of lanes, the player who bowls the highest 

score each game earns an additional 30 bonus pins, the second highest player earns 20 bonus pins, and 

the third-high player gets an extra 10 pins. The lowest scoring player receives no bonus pins. In case of 
ties, bonus pins are divided. 

  
Kuba holds a slim eight-pin lead over first round leader EJ Tackett of Huntington, Ind., in second, who 

finished with a 3,956 pinfall after the second round. Tackett, the 2016 PBA Player of the Year and a nine-

time tour winner, bowled 188, 200, 214, 189, 259, 184, 220 and 246 in the second round and picked up 
170 bonus pins. 

  
“I’m pretty surprised to be in this position,” said Kuba, whose previous best PBA finish was 10th in a 

regional tournament as a non-member in 2017. “I tried not to pay too much attention to the scores and 
just stay focused. 

  

“One good thing about this format – for me anyway – is that it slows the game down mentally for me,” 
Kuba continued. “You find yourself concentrating on yourself and the three other guys on your pair and 

not worrying about what the rest of the field is doing.” 

  

Rounding out the top five after the second round were 2018 USBC Masters winner Andrew Anderson, 

Holly, Mich., 3,918; Chris Loschetter, Avon, Ohio, 3,909, and Chris Via, Springfield, Ohio, 3,905.

EJ Tackett Wins PBA Xtra Frame Parkside Lanes Open 

For 10th Career PBA Tour Title 

Tackett defeats Bill O’Neill, 210-171, in title match for first win of the season 



  
AURORA, Ill. (July 2, 2018) – Entering the stepladder finals as the top qualifier, 25-year-old EJ 

Tackett of Huntington, Ind., beat a struggling Bill O’Neill of Langhorne, Pa., Monday to win the PBA Xtra 
Frame Parkside Lanes Open for his 10th Go Bowling! PBA Tour title. 

  

Tackett beat O’Neill, who was also trying for his 10th win, 210-171, in the title match to also record his 
first win of the season. 

  
“To make it to double digits is one of those milestones you always hope to accomplish.” Tackett said of 

the 10-win milestone. “It’s like winning your second title because it’s another validation in your career 
that you can compete against the best in the world. 

  

“There’s no such thing as an easy win but this tournament felt easier than most for some reason,” the 
2016 PBA Player of the Year added.  

  
In the title match, O’Neill ran into problems early when he left the 2-10 and 2-7-10 splits back-to-back in 

the third and fourth frames and was not able to convert the splits. 

  
Tackett, using a urethane ball on the PBA Chameleon 39-foot lane condition, which he chose for the title 

match, was able to hit the pocket consistently and never threw anything less than a nine-count until the 
10th frame when the match had already been decided. 

  
In each stepladder match the higher qualifier was able to select the lane condition for the match. 

  

“Bowling on the Chameleon condition was the easiest for me to break down with a urethane ball,” 
Tackett said. “I just felt that I could avoid bowling 180 and it was my best chance to keep the ball in 

play. If I could bowl over 200 I felt my chances of winning the match were pretty good. I did exactly 
what I wanted to do.” 

  

In the opening stepladder match, six-time Tour winner Dom Barrett of England defeated four-time titlist 
Marshall Kent of Yakima Wash., 235-226, to advance to the second match against O’Neill who qualified 

third for the finals. 
  

O’Neill went on to beat Barrett, 245-216, in the second match and then No. 2 qualifier two-hander Chris 

Via of Springfield, Ohio, 209-198, in the semifinal to advance to the title match. 
  

Intended to put added emphasis on performing well every game, the unique qualifying portion of the 
tournament awarded bonus pins to players for each game depending on how they finished against their 

competitors on each pair of lanes. As an example, with four players on a pair of lanes, the top scorer 
would earn 30 bonus pins, the second high scorer 20 pins and third 10 pins with the lowest scoring 

player receiving no bonus.

conducted on the 39-foot Bear condition.

EJ TACKETT JOINS ELITE LIST OF YOUNG 10-TIME PBA TOUR CHAMPIONS 

By winning his 10th PBA Tour title in the PBA Xtra Frame Parkside Lanes Open Monday in Aurora, Ill., EJ 

Tackett of Huntington, Ind., joined an elite list of PBA players to win 10 titles at a young age. 
  

The youngest player to win 10 PBA Tour titles was Pete Weber who accomplished that feat at the age 

of 24 years, 247 days. Mike Aulby did it at 25 years, 89 days – one day faster than Wayne Webb. 
Tackett, who hit the career milestone at 25 years, 329 days (he turns 26 on August 7), is fourth-youngest 

on that list after his win in Aurora. 
 

Tackett was already PBA Hall of Fame “title-eligible” after he won his second major (and seventh overall 
title) in the 2017 PBA Tournament of Champions at the age of 24 years, 191 days. He won’t become 

“participation eligible” for election, however, until 2032 – his 20th year of PBA membership – so he has 

plenty of time to pad his resumé. 
  

For the record, PBA Hall of Fame eligibility is a two-step process. “Title eligibility” requires 10 standard 
PBA Tour titles or five standard titles plus two majors. The second requirement is “participation eligibility” 

which means a player must have been a PBA member for at least 20 years. 

  
As a side note, had he won Monday, Parkside Lanes Open runner-up Bill O’Neill would have become 

“title eligible.” O’Neill has won eight standard titles and one major (2010 U.S. Open). When he wins his 
10th title or his second major, O’Neill (a PBA member since 2005) will become “participation eligible” in 

2025.

Page, a 35-year-old left-hander, received his award Wednesday evening during the 2018 ESPY Awards 
ceremony at the Microsoft Theater. 

  
“I think it’s pretty simple to sum up what it means just to be nominated for an ESPY,” Page said. “Five 

years ago I went through wrist surgery not knowing if I was ever going to be able to throw a ball again, 
let alone get back to playing at the highest level. To be here at the ESPYs after the long journey back is 

something I am incredibly honored and humbled by. 

  
“I’m so thankful for God’s grace through it all,” he continued. “I can’t thank my friends, my family, my 

sponsors and my fans enough. They have been there for me every step of the way.  They supported me 
in the times I needed them the most. To represent the sport I love and have dedicated my life to is truly 

an honor and a blessing.” 

During the voting cycle leading up to the 2018 announcement, Page won his first singles title since 2009 
in the 2017 PBA Xtra Frame Kenn-Feld Group Classic in Coldwater, Ohio, and captured his first major in

MONTICELLO, Minn. (July 19, 2018) – Scott Greiner of Sunrise Beach, Mo., made the right 
equipment adjustments and fired a 1,860 eight-game pinfall total in the second round Thursday to take 

top qualifier honors in the PBA50 River City Extreme Open presented by Ebonite.

Michael Haugen Jr. Wins PBA50 River City Extreme Open 

For Second Title of the Season 

Haugen defeats Bob Learn Jr., 247-246, in title match to tighten grip 

on PBA50 Player of the Year points lead 

  
MONTICELLO, Minn. (July 20, 2018) – Michael Haugen Jr. defeated Bob Learn Jr., 247-246, in the 

title match to win the PBA50 River City Extreme Open presented by Ebonite Friday for his second title of 
the season and third of his career. 

  

Haugen, the 2017 PBA50 Rookie of the Year, became the first two-time winner this season and further 
tightened his grip on the PBA50 Player of the Year points lead with four tournaments remaining in the 

season. 
  

In the title match, Haugen, who finished first, was able to shut Learn out when he struck on the first ball 

in the 10th frame and then made the 6-10 spare. 
  

“It was a good thing I got eight and not six or seven on the second ball otherwise I might not be 
standing here,” said Haugen of his second shot in the 10th frame. “I lost focus for a moment and the 

result of that shot could have been a lot worse.” 

  

It was a long road for the 51-year-old Haugen to reach the No. 1 qualifying position for the stepladder 

finals coming all the way from 20th after the first round of qualifying on Wednesday. Haugen made his 
dramatic climb with the help of a 5-0-1 match play round earlier in the day Friday. 

  
“The lanes were tough for me at the start of the tournament but that just meant I had to do what I do 

best and that is adjust,” said Haugen, who won the Johnny Petraglia BVL Open in May for his first win of 



the season. “As the tournament went on I started getting more comfortable to the point where I was 
able to use my ball speed to make the adjustments I needed. 

  
“I’m just keeping it simple and continuing to do what I have been doing all season,” Haugen continued. 

“If I keep executing and making good decisions I’ll keep getting good results.” 

  
In the opening stepladder match No. 4 qualifier Brian Kretzer beat No. 5 qualifier PBA Hall of Famer and 

four-time PBA50 Tour winner Norm Duke, 290-228, to advance to the second match. Kretzer left a 10 pin 
in the first frame, made the spare, and then strung the next 11 strikes. 

  
In the second match Kretzer, who was trying for his first PBA50 Tour title, beat No. 3 qualifier four-time 

PBA50 Tour winner Lennie Boresch Jr., 202-199, to advance to the semifinal match against Learn. 

Kretzer, the 2018 Suncoast PBA Senior U.S. Open runner-up, threw three strikes in the 10th to beat 
Boresch after Boresch chopped the 6-10 spare. 

  
Learn, who qualified second for the finals, then beat Kretzer, 238-225, in the semifinal to advance to the 

title match against Haugen. Learn was trying for his fourth PBA50 Tour title and first since 2015.

of Madison, Wis., bowled a 300 game and averaged 251.5 to take the first round lead in the PBA50 South

Bowling on the 45-foot PBA Shark lane condition, the 51-year-old Gibbons, bowled a 2,012 eight-game

Coral, Fla., in second with 1,981. 
  

“I had a few butterflies in the first game but then I settled down and got pretty comfortable,” said 

Gibbons, who owns one PBA regional title. “I was able to use the same ball for the entire round and 
didn’t have to move more than three of four boards. 

  
“For the 300 game I was able to anticipate what I needed to do and just made a minor one board 

adjustment and stayed firm with my ball speed and was fortunate to make 12 great shots,” he added. 
  

PBA Hall of Famer Pete Weber finished the first round in third with a 1,979 pinfall total with games of 

225, 245, 279, 268, 274, 266, 200 and 222. 
  

Weber is hoping to improve on a season’s best fourth-place finish, which came in the PBA50 Mooresville 
Open in May. 

  

“I’ve done well here over the years so I’m hoping this can be a breakthrough tournament for me this 
season,” the 55-year-old Weber said. “At this point in the tournament you don’t want to give any pins 

back so I’m just trying to enjoy myself and stay focused.”

HAMMOND, Ind. (July 26, 2018) – Eugene McCune of nearby Munster, Ind., a 31-year member of 
the Professional Bowlers Association before “retiring” at the end of the 2016 season, won the PBA50 

South Shore Open presented by Hammer at Olympia Lanes Thursday with a convincing 259-202 victory 
over leading PBA50 Player of the Year contender Michael Haugen Jr. of Phoenix. 

  

“This is the first time since I retired I’ve bowled three days in a row,” McCune said. “I was really 
surprised after the way Mike spanked me twice earlier in the day. He’s the best there is on the senior 

tour right now.” 

  

McCune, who won three PBA Tour titles in 600 events and another 23 titles in 365 PBA Regional events, 
made a decision to not renew his PBA membership because of his work load and lack of time. While he 

won in his first PBA50 Tour event, he won’t get credit for a title because he’s not a PBA member. 

  
“I work all of the time and the odds of making a show aren’t easy out here,” said McCune, who turned 50 

in June. “These guys are still good; if they can get the ball to the pocket, they’ll strike all day long. 
  

“It’s not a lack of desire to compete; it’s a financial decision now,” he added. “It’s always good to win, 

but right now it’s all about the money. I looked at the finals like bowling pot games – the first game was 
for $4,500, the next one for $7,500.” 

  
Despite losing in his bid for a third PBA50 title this year, Haugen extended his PBA50 Player of the Year 

points lead. 
  

“Eugene isn’t a member, so that means no one gained points on me,” Haugen said. “He out-bowled me, 

and if I couldn’t win, no one was a better story than Eugene. I always say, if a guy out-bowls me, I’m 
happy to shake his hand and tell him I’ll get him the next time.” 

  
In the opening match, PBA50 Tour rookie Greg Thomas of Irmo, S.C., threw an early turkey that proved 

to be the difference in a 225-197 win over PBA Hall of Famer Bryan Goebel of Shawnee, Kan., who didn’t 

throw back-to-back strikes until the 10th frame. 
  

In the second match, Bob Learn Jr. of Erie, Pa., the 2017 South Shore Open runner-up, gave Thomas an 
opening when he left the 4-6-7-10 split in the fifth frame, but Thomas missed a 9 pin in his seventh 

frame and failed to strike on his next three shots, handing Learn a 209-203 win. 

  
McCune advanced to the championship match with a 248-215 victory over Learn in the semifinal match 

after Learn left a 7-10 split on his first shot and a 3-4-6-7-10 split on his second, failing to convert both. 
McCune struck on seven of his first eight shots and never trailed.

EJ Tackett, Liz Johnson Win PBA-PWBA Storm Striking Against Breast Cancer 

Mixed Doubles Title with Dramatic Come-From-Behind Finish 

HOUSTON, Texas (July 29, 2018) – EJ Tackett of Huntington, Ind., and Liz Johnson of Palatine, Ill., 
survived a dramatic final game to win the 19th PBA-PWBA Storm Striking Against Breast Cancer Mixed 

Doubles title at Copperfield Bowl Sunday, sending Australia’s Jason Belmonte and Chicago’s Diandra 
Asbaty to their third consecutive runner-up finish. 

  

Tackett, PBA’s 2016 Player of the Year, and Johnson, one of two women ever to win a PBA Tour title, led 
the tournament through 17 games before being overtaken by Belmonte and Asbaty. Trailing Belmonte 

and Asbaty by 10 pins going into the final match, victory in the tournament was going to be decided by 
whichever team won the game. 

  
Thanks in great part to a bold move by Johnson to move to an extreme outside angle on the left lane 

while continuing to play an inside angle along with the rest of the field on the right lane, she gave her 

team the edge with a 212-192 margin over Asbaty. Tackett was unable to strike in his 10th frame, but 
Belmonte, needing a double for the win, left a 10 pin on his first shot in his 10th frame. While Belmonte 

out-scored Tackett, 214-208, but it wasn’t quite enough. Tackett and Johnson, bowling as partners for 
the first time in the event, won the final match, 420-406, and earned 30 match play bonus pins to post a 

composite 20-game total of 8,797 pins to win by a 34-pin margin. 

  
“I’m ecstatic,” said Tackett, who earned his 11th PBA Tour title and second of the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA 

Tour season. “I’m so happy for Liz. I’m so proud to be part of this win. There was not a single person in 
this building who could have done what she did in that last game. It was absolutely amazing watching 

her play outside on one lane, inside on the other. 
  

“There are only two people in the world who can do what Liz did – her and Norm Duke. That's one 

reason she is the greatest woman bowler of all-time." 

  

“I’m pretty numb,” Johnson said of her 20th PWBA title. “It’s taken me 17 years to win here. People say 
‘You’ve won everything,’ but this is a major title to me. I’m so proud. This is my favorite tournament of 

the year. 

  
"This has always been an event unlike any we bowl all year and it’s getting bigger and bigger,” she 

added. “When I started bowling this event I think I was one of the only ones coming from out of town. 
Now players come from all over the country and all over the world.”

Norm Duke Closes the Deal to Win 

PBA50 Security Federal Savings Bank Championship 

  
PBA Hall of Famer beats Ryan Shafer, 236-222, in title match 

for first PBA50 win of the season and fifth of his career 
  
KOKOMO, Ind. (July 31, 2018) – After two tough losses in PBA50 Tour majors earlier in the season, 

PBA Hall of Famer Norm Duke of Clermont, Fla., was starting to question his ability to close the deal. 
  

He regained his confidence Tuesday by defeating five-time PBA Tour winner and stepladder finals top 

qualifier Ryan Shafer of Horseheads, N.Y., 236-222, in the title match to win the PBA50 Security Federal 
Savings Bank Championship presented by Track at Dave Small’s Heritage Lanes for his first win of the 

season. 
  

“I’m just elated to get the monkey off my back,” said the 54-year-old Duke, who finished second in the 
PBA50 National Championship and USBC Senior Masters. “In my opinion a second-place finish is one of 

the worst places you can finish.” 

  
In the title match, Duke got off to a strong start with four strikes in a row and took advantage of an open 

frame by Shafer in the third frame when he left the 4-6-7-10 split. Shafer, whose second-place finish was 
his career best PBA50 Tour finish, was able to make a run by throwing five consecutive strikes to close 

the match but Duke through a nine-count on his first ball in the 10th frame to seal the win. 

  
“The main thing for me was to manage the pocket hits,” said Duke, who qualified second for the finals. 

“You had to work to put a string of strikes together because light hits weren’t getting it done. 
  

“When you did get on a string you’re adjusting on every shot,” he added. “It’s not like you get lined up 
and you can stay in one place for a while.”  

  

Duke, who won his fifth career PBA50 Tour title, last won on the tour for players 50 and over in the 2017 
Race City Open in Mooresville, N.C.                

  
“I’ve had a lot of second-place finishes,” said Duke, a 38-time winner on the PBA Tour. “I knew I would 

win again but I just didn’t know when. I needed this and I’m glad I won it the way I did.” 



  
In the semifinal match, Duke beat No. 3 qualifier Brian Kretzer of Dayton, Ohio, 244-226, to advance to 

the title match. Kretzer’ third-place finish was his third top-five of the season. 
  

In the opening match, No. 4 qualifier Dale Csuhta of Wadsworth, Ohio, making his fifth career stepladder 

finals appearance and trying for his first PBA50 Tour win, defeated No. 5 qualifier two-time PBA50 Tour 
winner Jack Jurek of Lackawana, N.Y., 236-207. 

  
In the second match Kretzer beat Csuhta, 216-201, to advance to the semifinal match against Duke. 

  
The next stop for the PBA50 Tour will be the PBA50 Dave Small’s Championship Lanes Classic presented 

by Roto Grip Aug. 4-7 in Anderson, Ind.

PBA50 PLAYERS IN HAMMOND TEACH A LESSON ABOUT THE VALUE OF A PIN 
There’s a school of thought in bowling that you should never throw away a pin, and if you need an object 

lesson, consider what happened during the PBA50 South Shore Open at Olympic Lanes in Hammond, 
Ind., last week. 

  
● The first cut after 16 games of qualifying saw Ernie Segura Jr. survive with a 3,475 total, one pin 

ahead of PBA Hall of Famer Parker Bohn III and Rick Zakrajsek, who went home with 3,474 pins. 

  
● In the five-game cashers round, PBA Hall of Famer Tom Baker and fellow PBA50 competitor Leroy 

Johnson tied for seventh place, advancing to modified match play with 1,086 totals – one pin ahead 
of Dale Traber. 

  

● In the first five-game modified match play elimination round, Tom Baker again slipped through, 
qualifying eighth with a 1,131 total – one pin ahead of Leroy Johnson, who went home. 

  
Thus in three consecutive rounds, players saw their chance to remain in the title hunt disappear by a 

single pin. It happens more often than you might think. Remember the old adage: when in doubt, go for

Marsala Beats Haugen to Win PBA50 Dave Small’s Championship Lanes Classic 

For First PBA50 Tour Title 

Michael Haugen Jr.’s second-place finish clinches PBA50 Player of the Year honors 

  

ANDERSON, Ind. (Aug. 7, 2018) – Newcomer John Marsala of St. Louis, beat Michael Haugen Jr. of 

Phoenix, 224-218, in the title match to win the PBA50 Dave Small’s Championship Lanes Classic 
presented by Roto Grip Tuesday for his first PBA50 Tour title. 

  
Marsala, bowling in his fifth PBA50 Tour tournament, took control after five consecutive strikes in the 

middle of the title match and sewed up the win with a nine count on his first ball in the 10th frame. 

Haugen, whose second-place finish was enough to win PBA50 Player of the Year, was unable to string 
strikes until the ninth and 10th frame but by then it was too late. 

  
Marsala won all six of his matches in the final round of match play earlier in the day to earn the top spot 

for the stepladder finals. 
  

“It’s a dream come true,” said Marsala, who won his first title in topflight competition. “Winning a 

tournament at this level is something I’ve thought about ever since I was a kid.  
  

“I knew I had to stay relaxed because I had to make sure I kept the ball in play,”  the 55-year-old left-
hander said of the title match. “I just had the attitude that win or lose, this tournament was a win for me. 

It was beyond my expectations.” 

  
Haugen, the only two-time winner this season, also has two second-place and two third-place finishes 

which helped him take the player of the year crown. 
  



The 51-year-old Haugen had to work hard for his runner-up finish earning the last position in the cashers’ 
round and then advanced through two match play rounds to earn the No. 2 qualifying position for the 

finals. 
  

“To win player of the year was a goal but you never know when it’s going to happen,” said the 2017 

PBA50 Rookie of the Year. “As the season went on the confidence was building especially after my 
second win but all you can do is believe in yourself and hope good things will happen. 

  
“Like I often say; wash, rinse and repeat,” Haugen added. “My goal is to keep it simple because it puts 

me in the best position to make the right adjustments and ball choices. I knew if I kept making shows I’d 
have a good shot at player of the year so I guess the formula worked.” 

  

In the opening stepladder match between two of PBA’s all-time greats, Parker Bohn III of Jackson, N.J., 
beat fellow PBA Hall of Famer and 11-time PBA50 Tour winner Walter Ray Williams Jr. of Oxford, Fla., 

when he won a one-frame roll-off, 10-9, after tying the match 247-247. 
  

In the second match, Bohn, a four-time PBA50 Tour titlist, defeated seven-time PBA Tour winner Steve 

Jaros of Yorkville, Ill., 279-241, to advance to the semifinal where he lost to Haugen, 257-178.    
  

The PBA50 Tour regular season concludes with the season’s final major when Spectrum Lanes in 

Wyoming, Mich., hosts the PBA50 Cup presented by DV8 Aug. 9-12.

On the basis of points earned for his runner-up finish in Tuesday’s PBA50 Security Federal Savings Bank 

Championship, presented by Track, in Anderson, Ind., 2017 PBA50 Rookie of the Year Michael Haugen 

Jr. of Phoenix has added the 2018 PBA50 Player of the Year award to his portfolio. 

  

With only the PBA50 Cup presented by DV8 remaining on the PBA50 Tour’s regular-season schedule, 

Haugen ended the PBA50 Player of the Year drama in Anderson by boosting his tour-leading competition 

points total to 28,500 – eliminating Norm Duke (20,014),Ron Mohr (19,721) and Walter Ray 

Williams Jr. (19,027) from contention. All three had mathematical chances to catch Haugen entering 

last week’s tournament. 

  

By locking up Player of the Year, Haugen became the second player to win PBA50 ROY and POY honors 

in consecutive years, joining Mark Roth who accomplished the feat in 2001 and ’02. Duke and Tom 

Baker are the only two to win ROY and POY in the same year. A handful of others have won both 

awards, but not in the same or consecutive years.

In addition to 

Haugen, Duke, Mohr and Williams, the other eight players among the top 12 in points after Anderson 

include Brian Kretzer (17,015), Lennie Boresch Jr. (16,089), Ryan Shafer (14,684), Parker Bohn 

III (14,533), Bob Learn Jr. (14,049), Amleto Monacelli (12,634), Pete Weber (10,307) and Harry 

Sullins (9,814). Just off the pace are Brian Voss (9,664) and Bryan Goebel (9,430). 

  

The PBA50 Storm Invitational will feature a field of 14 including two invitational spots to be decided later. 

The special event will offer a $10,000 first prize. 

Following the PBA50 Cup, Xtra Frame will cover the PBA60 Dick Weber Championship for players 60 and

on mobile devices around the world – a resounding statement in support of bowling’s popularity, no 
matter how or where the game is played. 
  
As an example, 43 percent of all PBA Bowling Challenge Mobile Game players on Android devices come 
from the U.S. while 6 percent are from India and 5 percent live in Brazil. Among iOS users, the U.S. 

dominates with 73 percent followed by China with 5 percent and the United Kingdom a distant third with 
3 percent. 
  
PBA Bowling Challenge, which can be downloaded at no cost at Google Play or the Apple App Store, is 
basically a game of tenpin bowling with a lot of variations. At its most fundamental level, it’s a free game 

played by millions. At more advanced levels, players can purchase special bowling balls and/or “pin 
packs” to enhance the competition. By visiting the “pro shop” you can also select a PBA star to serve as 

your bowler. 
  

As a point of interest, the 10 most popular PBA stars selected by PBA Bowling Challenge players are, in 

order, Ronnie Russell, Parker Bohn III, Anthony Simonsen, Osku Palermaa, Gary Faulkner, EJ Tackett, 
Pete Weber, Tommy Jones, Tom Smallwood and Dom Barrett. Close behind Barrett are Chris Barnes, Bill 

O’Neill, Andres Gomez, Sean Rash, Wes Malott and Norm Duke. 
  

As PBA Bowling Challenge has evolved over the past decade, with new features such as a variety of lane 

conditions, bowling venues, ball choices, etc., have been added on a regular basis, and the Concrete 
Software has created a series of special challenge events which typically attract thousands of players. 

  
But none of those special events have been as elaborate as the upcoming Concrete Anniversary 

Challenge, which will involve a “progressive tournament” requiring players to tackle a series of 15 games, 

with each victory “lighting a candle” and providing substantial rewards – some as high as 15 times the 
prize of a typical weekend challenge event. 

  
To “compete” in the Concrete Anniversary Challenge, players must acquire at least one of three bowling 

balls designated for the three tiers within the challenge. The higher the tier of balls a player owns, the 
bigger the reward – up to a maximum of five times the standard award. 

  

If you’d like to play, the special challenge begins on Aug. 15 and continues through Tuesday, Aug. 21, at 
midnight. If you aren’t already a PBA Bowling Challenge player, now’s the time to download the game

Dominican Republic’s Rolando Sebelen Dominates PBA50 Cup First Round 
Qualifying 

WYOMING, Mich. (Aug. 10, 2018) –  Rolando Sebelen of the Dominican Republic, a multi-medalist in 
international competition, averaged  232 to dominate the first round of qualifying in the PBA50 Cup presented 
by DV8 Friday at Spectrum Lanes. 
The PBA50 Tour rookie bowled a 1,857 eight-game pinfall total with games of 248, 248, 264, 214, 191, 227, 
231 and 234 to a hold 77-pin lead over Brian Kretzer of Dayton, Ohio, in second with a 1,780. 
“I’m feeling great and my physical game is very good,” Sebelen said. “I didn’t want to change my ball so I just 
kept moving left on the lane so my ball would have a good angle to the pocket and carry the 10 pins. In the 190 
game, I bowled good but left a lot of 10 pins. I moved a little more left and didn’t leave so many 10 pins.” 
The 50-year-old Sebelen has been a member of the Dominican Republic national bowling team for 32 years. 
Among his most notable finishes in international competition were a doubles bronze medal in the 2007 Pan Am 
Games and a team gold medal in the 1989 World Bowling Championships. 
Sebelen’s best finishes this season have come in two other PBA50 Tour majors, an eighth-place finish in the 
PBA50 National Championship and 10th in the Suncoast PBA Senior U.S. Open. 
“I’ve bowled many tournaments internationally so I have a lot of experience bowling on many different lane 
conditions,” Sebelen added. “With every PBA50 tournament I bowl I get more comfortable and I feel that I can 
win.”   
Still trying for his first PBA50 Tour win, Kretzer has three top-three finishes this season which include a runner-
up finish in the Suncoast PBA Senior U.S. Open and third-place finishes in the River City Extreme Open and 
Security Federal Savings Bank Championship. 
Kretzer had games of 237, 220, 193, 230, 247, 190, 227 and 236 in the first round. 
“I’m trying hard to win one of these things,” said Kretzer, who owns one PBA Tour title. “I had a good shot and 
got a solid start right from the get-go so I was able to keep that momentum going for the rest of the round. I 
made a few mistakes but I learned from them and made the adjustments I needed to make.” 
Rounding out the top five after the first round were PBA Hall of Famer Brian Voss, Centennial, Colo., 1,779; 
seven-time PBA Tour winner Steve Jaros, Yorkville, Ill., 1,744, and three-time PBA50 Tour winner Harry 
Sullins, Chesterfield Twp., Mich., 1,734. 
The entire field returns Saturday for another eight-game qualifying round beginning at 10 a.m. ET after which 
the top 30 players will advance to two modified round-robin match play rounds beginning Sunday morning at 9 
a.m.  After match play, the top five players will be determined for the stepladder finals at 7 p.m.

Hall of Famer leads 30 players advancing to Sunday’s match play rounds 

  
WYOMING, Mich. (Aug. 11, 2018) –  PBA Hall of Famer Parker Bohn III returned 
for Saturday afternoon’s second round of the PBA50 Cup presented by DV8 after an overnight trip to New 

York where he participated in a National Bowling Day segment on “FOX & Friends”Saturday morning. 
Despite a whirlwind trip, he proceeded to take top qualifier honors for the season’s final PBA50 Tour 

major. 
  

After finishing sixth in Friday’s first round with a 1,730 eight-game pinfall total at Spectrum Lanes, Bohn 
caught a flight from Grand Rapids to Newark. He then returned to Grand Rapids after the early morning 

FOX appearance just in time for his second squad Saturdayafternoon where he bowled 1,830 for eight 
games to take the tournament lead. 

  

Bohn finished with a 16-game overall qualifying pinfall total of 3,560 (222.5 average), 60 pins ahead of 
Brian Kretzer of Dayton, Ohio, who held on to second with 3,500 for his 16 games of qualifying. 

  
Bohn, a 35-time PBA Tour and four-time PBA50 Tour winner, bowled games of 262, 211, 248, 185, 214, 

246, 233 and 231 in the second round but it almost didn’t happen. A delayed return flight from Newark 

nearly ended the tournament for Bohn. 
  

“Everything went well on the trip there but on the way back it was another story,” said Bohn of his ordeal 
on the return trip. “My plane was supposed to leave at 11:50 a.m., but it was delayed and we didn’t 

leave until about 1 p.m. 
  

“When I got to the Grand Rapids airport I had to sprint to the exit where my wife (Leslie) was waiting for 

me to take me to the center. As I was walking in the door at Spectrum Lanes (tournament director) John 
Weber was getting ready to start the squad. 

  
“I didn’t get any practice,” Bohn continued. “I started with the same ball as I used on Friday and took a 

guess on my speed and where I should play and went from there.” 

  
It was about a month ago that Bohn, along with PBA Tour star Andrew Anderson and PWBA star Daria 

Pajak were asked to be part of the “FOX & Friends” National Bowling Day segment. After looking at the 
PBA50 Cup schedule, and the airline schedule, Bohn found that making the trip to New York was 

possible. 
  

“I wanted to go because of my love for the game and to promote the sport – it’s as simple as that,” Bohn 

said. “I was running on adrenaline and pretty pumped so I think that’s how I got through the day today. 
I’m just glad it all worked out.”

Brian Kretzer Wins PBA50 Cup for First PBA50 Tour Title 

Kretzer defeats Hall of Famer Amleto Monacelli, 259-225, in title match of final major of the season 

  
WYOMING, Mich. (Aug. 12, 2018) – Brian Kretzer of Dayton, Ohio, defeated PBA Hall of Famer 

Amleto Monacelli, 259-225, in the title match of the PBA50 Cup presented by DV8 Sunday at Spectrum 

Lanes to win his first title on PBA’s tour for players 50 and over. 
  

Monacelli jumped out to the early lead with four strikes in a row to start the title match and looked to be 
well in control with a 20-pin lead in the fifth frame. A turning point in the match came when Kretzer was 

able to convert the 2-4-10 split in the fifth frame to stay in the match and then went on to finish with 

seven consecutive strikes for the win. Still in contention in the ninth frame, Monacelli got a bad break 
when he left a pocket 7-10 split which ended his hopes of winning his fifth PBA50 Tour major title. 

  
“When I left the 2-4-10 in the fifth frame I told myself that the match isn’t over if I can make this split,” 

Kretzer said. “I was fortunate to make it and then I just had to buckle down. It was up to me to make 
the right adjustments and make good shots for the rest of the match.” 

  

Kretzer finished second after the qualifying portion of the tournament and put together a 10-6 record in 
match play earlier in the day Sunday which helped him earn the No. 1 qualifying position for the 

stepladder finals. 
  

“I had a good feeling the whole tournament,” said the 52-year-old Kretzer, who also owns one PBA Tour 

title. “There was really never a time in the tournament where I felt like I was in trouble. It just seemed 
like all the ingredients were there to get it done this time.” 

  
Earlier this season Kretzer finished second in the Suncoast PBA Senior U.S. Open and had other top 

finishes of third in the Security Federal Savings Bank Championship and River City Extreme Open. 

  
Monacelli defeated South Shore Open winner Eugene McCune of Munster, Ind., 250-181, in the semifinal 

match to advance to the title match against Kretzer. McCune posted a 13-3 record in match play to earn 
the No. 2 spot for the finals. 

  
In the second match, Monacelli, who qualified third for the finals, beat fellow Hall of Famer Parker Bohn 

III, 237-192, to advance to the semifinal. 

  
It was a memorable fourth-place finish for Bohn after taking a side trip to New York between the first and 

second rounds to participate in a National Bowling Day segment on “FOX & Friends” Saturday morning in 
New York City.  He returned just in time to make the second round Saturday afternoon and went on to 

take top qualifier honors. In Sunday’s match play, he posted a 10-6 record which helped him earn the 

No. 4 position for the finals. 
  

In the opening stepladder match Bohn defeated No. 5 qualifier PBA Hall of Famer Ron Mohr of Las Vegas, 
248-214, to advance to the second match against Monacelli. Bohn was trying for his fifth PBA50 Tour title 

and Mohr was trying for his 11th. 
  

The 2018 PBA50 Tour season ends Aug. 14-16 with the PBA60 Dick Weber Championship presented by 

900 Global for players 60 and over at Pro Bowl West in Fort Wayne, Ind.

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Ron Mohr Strikes Out in 10th Frame of Title Match 

to Win PBA60 Dick Weber Championship 

PBA Hall of Famer defeats Harry Sullins by two pins for second PBA60 title 

  
FORT WAYNE, Ind. (Aug. 16, 2018) – PBA Hall of Famer and Fort Wayne native Ron Mohr won all 

four stepladder finals matches and threw three strikes in the 10th frame of the title match to win the 
PBA60 Dick Weber Championship presented by 900 Global Thursday at Pro Bowl West. 

  
The 62-year-old Mohr, who qualified fifth for the finals, defeated top qualifier Harry Sullins of Chesterfield 

Twp., Mich., 237-235, for his second tournament win for players 60 and over. His first came in the 2017 
Super Senior Classic. 

  

Sullins, who finished the match first, made a late run finishing with five consecutive strikes and a nine-
count which forced Mohr to get the first two strikes and at least nine on his fill ball in the 10th to win. 

  
“I felt really confident on the right lane so I wasn’t worried about that,” said Mohr, who bowled his 10th 

frame on the right lane. “The left lane was the challenge and I found myself having to make a number of 

adjustments. I just had to read and react, stay in the moment and keep telling myself to stay slow.” 

  

It was Mohr’s second senior win of the season after winning the PBA50 Northern California Classic in May 
for his 10th PBA50 Tour title. Sullins, a three-time PBA50 Tour winner, was trying for his first national 

senior win since winning the 2011 Senior Lake County Open. 
  

Mohr found himself dangerously close to elimination more than once in the tournament. He started the 

tournament 44th after the first qualifying round and scrambled to make the cut to match play finishing 
second round qualifying in 25th after dropping as low as 31st. He then had to win his position round 

match in the final game of match play Thursday morning to take the fifth qualifying spot for the finals. 
  

“I’ve made a lot of comebacks in a tournament for a good finish, or to win, but this one ranks right at the 

top,” said Mohr, who now makes his home in Las Vegas. “I don’t recall ever being on the brink of being 
eliminated as much as I was in this tournament. 

  
“It’s a spectacular way to wrap up the season where I accomplished way more than I thought I would,” 

he added. “This is extra special because I grew up here.” 

  
Mohr, who earned his third consecutive PBA60 Player of the Year award, started the finals with a 288-215 

win over No. 4 qualifier Christopher Keane of Cape Coral, Fla., who was trying for his first national senior 
title. 

  
Mohr then went on to beat No. 3 qualifier, PBA Hall of Famer Brian Voss of Centennial, Colo., who turned 

60 earlier this month to become eligible for the Dick Weber Championship, 249-212, in the second match. 

  
In the semifinal, Mohr beat PBA50 Tour veteran Sammy Ventura of Syracuse, N.Y., also trying for his first 

senior title, 224-184, to advance to the title match against Sullins. 
  

The Dick Weber Championship was streamed live on PBA Xtra Frame on FloBowling now featuring

Anthony Simonsen Gets Creative to Win PBA Xtra Frame  Gene Carter’s Pro 
Shop Classic 

Texas two-handed player uses reverse hook to capture fourth career PBA Tour title 

  

WILMINGTON, Del. (Aug. 19, 2018) – Anthony Simonsen, a 21-year-old two-handed bowler from 
Austin, Texas, got creative to win his fourth career PBA Tour title in the 10th anniversary PBA Xtra Frame 

Gene Carter’s Pro Shop Classic at Mid-County Bowling and Entertainment Center Sunday. 
  

Simonsen – who normally plays the lanes from the right side – resorted to a reverse hook, bowling like a 

left-hander and targeting the 1-2 pocket, to defeat left-hander Matt Sanders of Indianapolis, 216-194, for 
the title. 

  
Simonsen made a dramatic change after scoring conditions proved more than a little difficult, forcing 

many of the right-handed players to move to a deep inside angle that was unmanageable for most. 

  
“To be honest with you, I’m a bit speechless,” he said. “These guys are the best bowlers in the world, 

and to beat them, sometimes you’ve got to be creative. I didn’t have any (kind of consistent shot) on the 
right, so I had to try something different.” 

  

Simonsen said he had tried the so-called “backup ball” technique in a couple of recent PBA Regional 
tournaments, with limited success, “but I did it enough to think it might work if I practiced a little. I 

actually practiced three times last week, which is three times more than I usually practice, and I decided 
to try it in game 10 of match play, and it worked.” 

  
Simonsen became the second-youngest player ever to win a PBA Tour title when he won the 2016 Mark 

Roth-Marshall Holman PBA Doubles Championship with partner Connor Pickford as an 18-year-old, and 

shortly thereafter won the 2016 USBC Masters at age 19. He won his third PBA Tour title in the 2017 Xtra 
Frame Wilmington Open, but several other opportunities have escaped him. 

  
“It’s been frustrating, but if you keep knocking, they’re eventually going to let you in,” he said. “You 

never know if (the reverse hook) will have to come out again, but I’m going to practice and see if I can 

get better at it.” 
  



In the opening match, Sanders, PBA’s 2017 Rookie of the Year, had a string of six strikes in an otherwise 
error-free game, eliminating Kyle Troup of Taylorsville, N.C., who failed to convert a 2-4-8-10 split in the 

third frame and a 2-10 split in the eighth, 256-210. 
  

In the semifinal match of the four-man stepladder finals, Sanders converted a 2 pin in the first frame and 

threw four strikes in a row, threatening to blow open his match against 20-year-old PBA Rookie of the 
Year contender Kamron Doyle of Brentwood, Tenn. But Sanders missed a 7 pin in the sixth frame, giving 

Doyle an opening and Doyle took advantage, throwing his own string of four strikes to take the lead. 
After converting a 6 pin in the eighth frame, Sanders finished with four strikes to put the pressure on 

Doyle, who needed to throw a fifth straight strike to remain in contention for his first PBA Tour title. 
Doyle left a 10 pin on his first shot, and Sanders moved on to the title match with a 237-223 decision. 

  

The 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour continues with the PBA Xtra Frame Kenn-Feld Group Classic from Pla-
Mor Lanes in Coldwater, Ohio, next Saturday and Sunday, where EJ Tackett of Huntington, Ind., and 

Andrew Anderson of Holly, Mich., will again try for a third 2018 title. Tackett led the Delaware event until 
the final two games when his inability to overcome the deteriorating lane conditions led to a 4-8 match 

play record and ultimately a fifth-place finish. Anderson came into Sunday’s competition in a tie for 30th 

place, made a big move to sneak into match play as the 16th qualifier and eventually he finished 14th. 
  

PBA Xtra Frame on FloBowling will cover all rounds using its new “FloZone” coverage system which gives 
viewers the opportunity to follow all of the action simultaneously on all eight pairs of lanes at Pla-Mor.

Coldwater’s PBA Xtra Frame Tour Tournament Becomes a “Can’t Miss” Event 

Sold-out field of top bowling stars set for another Kenn-Feld Group Classic 

  
COLDWATER, Ohio (Aug. 21, 2018) – By all standards normally applied to a Professional Bowlers 

Association tournament, the PBA Xtra Frame Kenn-Feld Group Classic shouldn’t even appear on the radar 
screen. But next week, the 11th annual edition of the PBA Xtra Frame Tour event returns as a “can’t 

miss” event on the schedule of many of the PBA’s top stars. 

  
Held in Coldwater, Ohio, a community of just over 4,000 residents, and hosted by Pla-Mor Lanes, a 16-

lane facility renowned for its challenging scoring conditions, the Kenn-Feld Group Classic will again 
feature a sold-out field of 96 PBA members including defending champion Rhino Page of Orlando, Fla., 

and a number of PBA Tour champions including a sprinkling of PBA Hall of Famers. 
  



The entire tournament will be live-streamed by PBA Xtra Frame on FloBowling, and will include a new 
FloBowling option that will allow subscribers to watch the action on all eight pairs of lanes, from start to 

finish, Saturday and Sunday. 
  

“Because it’s a small rural community, and held in a 16-lane center where it’s hard to knock down 10 

pins, if you win, you feel like you’ve conquered something if you win here,” said PBA Central Region 
Manager Bobby Jakel, who manages the tournament. “It’s one of those things, where moving from pair 

to pair, they play differently. It’s more than getting the ball to the pocket; it’s a matter of knocking down 
10 pins. You can shoot 230 on one pair and 150 on the next. That’s the nature of the center.” 

  
That basically describes the challenge for the players. It features all of the tests of skills players will find 

in a U.S. Open, but in a smaller scale. But the scoring challenges are only part of the reason why PBA 

members like to come to Coldwater. 
  

“The proprietors (Rick Hartings and his father Linus) are just amazing people,” Jakel said. “The whole 
community is great. It’s a special event.” 

  

And the format is appealing. Because Pla-Mor Lanes is a small 16-lane facility, small by PBA tournament 
standards, a special schedule was created to allow the event to accommodate 96 players: 32 bowling 

eight qualifying games each on three different squads on Saturday, with the top 32 advancing 
to Sunday’s final rounds. 

  
“A number of PBA tournaments have adopted the eliminator format that originated in Coldwater,” Jakel 

said. “It’s a format that is based on the idea that the more pins you knock down, the longer you stay in 

the tournament.” 

  

Sunday’s schedule begins with a four-game cashers round for Saturday’s top 32 at 10 a.m. Based on 12-
game totals after the cashers round, the top 16 will bowl three more games at 12:30 p.m. After the 

Round of 16, the top eight based on 15-game totals move on to the Round of 8, where they will bowl 

two more games. Based on 17-game totals, the top four will compete in the stepladder finals at 3:30 
p.m. 

A win in Coldwater could also have other impacts. Last year’s win, followed by a victory in the U.S. Open, 
helped Page secure the “Best Bowler” award at ESPN’s annual Espy Awards ceremony. A win this year 

could help contenders in the PBA Player and Rookie of the Year races. 

  
Many of the world’s premier players are headed to western Ohio following the Xtra Frame Gene Carter’s 

Pro Shop Classic in Midddletown, Del., including Andrew Anderson of Holly, Mich., and EJ Tackett of 
Huntington, Ind., who have both won two PBA Tour titles this year. Others in the field with one 2018 PBA 

Tour title include Jakob Butturff of Tempe, Ariz.; Matt O’Grady of Rahway, N.J.; Tom Smallwood of 
Saginaw, Mich.; Dick Allen of Lexington, S.C., and 21-year-old Anthony Simonsen of Austin, Texas, a two-

handed right-hander who won last Sunday’s title in Delaware by throwing a reverse hook (“backup ball”) 

from the left side of the lane – a unique feat in PBA Tour history. 
  

Twenty-one additional PBA Tour titlists entered include Brad Angelo of Lockport, N.Y.; Mitch Beasley of 
Clarksville, Tenn.; PBA Hall of Famer Parker Bohn III of Jackson, N.J.; Ryan Ciminelli of Clarence, N.Y.; 

Tom Daugherty of Riverview, Fla.; Graham Fach of Canada; Tom Hess of Urbandale, Iowa; Marshall Kent 

of Yakima, Wash.; Brian Kretzer of Dayton, Ohio; Anthony LaCaze of Elgin, Ill.; Chris Loschetter of Avon, 
Ohio; Jake Peters of Henderson, Nev.; Connor Pickford of Charlotte, N.C.; Kurt Pilon of Warren, Mich.;

 Collegiate Bowler Tyler Lewis Wins PBA Houston Emerald Bowl Southwest Challenge 
  

Houston, Texas, (August 21, 2018) – Collegiate bowler Tyler Lewis from Ponchatoula, La., edged 

fellow Louisianian Jacob Dupre from Baton Rouge by one pin to claim victory in the Professional Bowlers 
Association Houston Emerald Bowl Southwest Challenge presented by Bowling Dynamix and 

Track Sunday. 

  
Lewis, a student at Southeastern Louisiana, trailed Dupre by 87 pins going into the final position round 

match. Dupre, a student at LSU, struggled to find the pocket through most of the final game as Lewis 
kept increasing his lead. Lewis threw three strikes to end his game, forcing Dupre to strike to win the 

event, but a solid 10 pin on his first shot allowed Lewis to win the game, 222-164, and with the 30 bonus 
pins, claim the $2,000 first prize. Lewis finished the eight-game modified round robin finals with 4,517 

total pins while Dupre finished with 4,516 total pins for his 21 games, including match play bonus pins. 
  
Because Lewis is not a PBA member, he doesn’t get credit for a PBA title. 
  

Next on the PBA Southwest Region schedule will be the PBA Grand Casino/Hotel/Resort Southwest 
Invitational, Sept. 7-9, at FireLake Lanes in Shawnee, Okla. Xtra Frame on FloBowling will livestream the 

event from start to finish. The following weekend, a $4,000 first place prize will be offered in Liberal, 
Kan., at Ayres’ Lanes, Sept. 14-16. Another Challenge event for non-champions follows at South Plains

The trio will make its FOX debut on Sunday, Dec. 23, with the PBA Clash on FOX. The announcement was 
made today by John Entz, President of Production & Executive Producer, FOX Sports, and PBA CEO-

Commissioner Tom Clark. 
  
“Rob is a dynamic and versatile sports broadcaster who is passionate about bowling,” said Entz. “And he’s 

already a legend in the sport for inventing the term ‘hambone’.” 
  
“We are very excited to have Rob Stone back with the PBA,” Clark said. “He became part of the bowling 
family when he was our play-by-play voice years ago with Pedersen and Pressler and he never left. We are 

very proud of the great career Rob has built at FOX Sports and look forward to the passion he will bring 
when he returns to our events.” 
  
A veteran sports broadcaster, Stone was most recently the lead studio host for FOX Sports coverage of the 
2018 FIFA World Cup Russia™ live from Moscow. Since joining FOX Sports in 2012, Rob has served as the 

lead studio host for the network’s soccer, college football and college basketball programming. 
  
Stone was PBA’s play-by-play announcer from 2008 until 2012. He endeared himself to the bowling public 

with his eagerness to learn the sport, his sense of humor, an enthusiastic personality and his immediate 
connection with Pedersen, a PBA Hall of Famer and veteran color analyst. Learning that three consecutive 

strikes in bowling is called a “turkey,” but there was no common term for four strikes in a row, Stone coined 
the expression “hambone.” His catch phrase took on a life of its own and remains a part of bowling’s 

lexicon. 
  
“Back in 2008, the PBA unexpectedly became a cherished part of my career,” said Stone. “The hope to be 

reunited with the world’s best bowlers has existed for years. I am honored to return and cannot wait to 
get back to the lanes with my old partners Randy and Kimberly, and my many other co-workers and lifetime 

bowling friends.” 
  
Stone returns to the play-by-play booth with Pedersen, who will provide analysis for PBA telecasts for the 

17th consecutive year. Pedersen ranked among the Tour's top players during a 25-year career on the lanes. 
The 13-time PBA Tour champion was inducted into the PBA Hall of Fame in 2011. He revived his professional 

career in 2013 after seven years by competing on the PBA50 Tour where he won his first title in his PBA50 
Tour debut. 
  
“I’m personally very excited to have an opportunity to work with my old buddy, Rob Stone, again,” Pedersen 
said. “We developed a great relationship and friendship, and we’ve maintained it ever since. And I’m looking 

forward to the PBA moving to FOX Sports over the coming years. It’s very thrilling for professional bowling.” 
  
Pressler has also been a fixture on the tour, serving as PBA’s sideline reporter since 2010. The Miss USA 
1999 has covered events for ABC, MTV, ESPN, FOX Sports, NBC and the SPEED Network, ranging from the 

ACIS Fitness National Championships, Traxxas TORC truck racing series, Red Bull X-Fighters series to the 

X-Games. Pressler once worked for the U.S. Department of Energy at a nuclear power plant. 
  
“I’m honored to be joining the PBA telecasts on FOX and am thrilled to have Rob back on the PBA telecast 
team,” Pressler added. “I’m looking forward to the inaugural season with FOX Sports and working alongside 

both Rob and Randy again. This will be the best season yet.” 
  
The PBA makes its FOX television debut on Sunday, Dec. 23, 2018, with the PBA Clash from Houston,

DID ANTHONY SIMONSEN UNVEIL THE NEXT EVOLUTION OF BOWLING TECHNIQUES? 
On Sunday, August 19, Anthony Simonsen of Austin, Texas, made PBA history in winning the PBA Xtra 

Frame Gene Carter’s Pro Shop Classic Sunday in Middletown, Del., by throwing a “backup ball.” 
  

Simonsen, 21, who normally delivers a powerful two-handed hook from the right side of the lane, made a 

dramatic decision, using his two-handed skills from the left side of the lane and throwing a reverse hook 
to play the lanes like a left-hander. 

  
In doing so, Simonsen may have introduced the next evolutionary advancement in bowling technique. 

  
In researching the use of a “backup ball” in a PBA title match, the PBA found the closest a “backup ball” 

player came to winning a PBA Tour title was the late Ernie Hoesterey of New Bedford, Mass., who 

finished seventh in the 1965 Boston Open. More on Hoesterey later… 
  

If PBA Hall of Famer Johnny Petraglia is correct, the ability of two-handed players to compete from 
either side of the lane could revolutionize the sport. And Petraglia, who has seen it all in his 53-year PBA 

career, believes this is the next-gen. 

  
“We’ve got juniors doing that right now. One of them, Matt Stephens, is a high school state record-

holder,” the 71-year-old New Jersey left-hander said. “Ironically, he learned to bowl as a backup ball 
player and then he learned the other way. I don’t know what his future holds, but if he figures it out, the 

game changes completely.” 
  

Petraglia, one of the most astute observers of bowling history among today’s active competitors, noted 

that the governing bodies of bowling long ago adopted rules that forbid players from changing delivery 
hands during competition. That is, a right-handed player isn’t allowed to shoot at a spare with a left-

handed delivery, nor can he change delivery hands in the middle of competition. 
  

“But that kinda goes by the board (with two-handers),” he said. “We have a guy around here who can 

bowl with either hand. He who looks like a mirror (image of himself); it’s not just which arm but his 
whole body. But now you can bowl with both hands on either side of the lane? I don’t know what 

happens after that. 
  

“That said, I don’t think any rules should be passed to stop two-handers,” Petraglia said. “If you grew up, 

like Jason Belmonte, throwing the ball with two hands from the time you were three years old, and you 
get to be 30 and they tell you you can’t play like that? That’s unfair. I don’t think you should ban it, but it 

is a problem.” 
  

Back to Ernie Hoesterey, who died in 1991. He was a right-hander who threw a reverse hook/backup ball 
his entire life. He co-owned Country Club Lanes in Fairhaven, Mass., as well as a company that 

manufactured precision surgical scissors. He bowled PBA Tour events primarily in New England, where he 

was an active New England Bowling Association competitor, winning four NEBA titles and earning 
induction into the NEBA Hall of Fame. 

  
“Ernie was a right-handed lefty, a very good player,” said PBA Hall of Famer and founding 

member Carmen Salvino. “He blew racks.” 

  



“You could only do that (throw a ‘backup ball’) if your arm went that way,” said PBA Hall of 

Famer Wayne Webb, who grew up in the area and knew Hoesterey well. “I saw him bowl all over the 

place; he was really good at it.” 

  

Simonsen, like thousands of bowlers before him, began to tinker with the reverse hook as a way to get a 

better angle to try to convert the 2-8-10 split. He also observed a favorable ball path when he did that, 

so he expanded his experimentation in a couple of PBA Regional tournaments prior to Middletown, and 

liked what he saw. A lot of other bowlers have thrown “backup balls” here-and-there, but no one had 

ever tried the technique for an game and won a PBA title in the process. 

  

In the XF Gene Carter’s Pro Shop Classic, Simonsen decided to try the reverse hook with two games to 

go in match play, and shot 245 and 268 in his final two matches to jump from fourth to first. Even 

though the stepladder finals were bowled on a freshly-oiled pair of lanes, Simonsen decided to stick with 

his left side, reverse hook delivery and it paid off as he defeated Matt Sanders of Indianapolis, 216-194, 

for his fourth PBA Tour title. 

  

It probably won’t be the last time we’ll see the reverse hook used in PBA competition.

Rolando Sebelen’s PBA50 Rookie of the Year Award Writes Another 

Chapter for the First Family of Bowling in the Dominican Republic 
  
CHICAGO (Aug. 23, 2018) – With three top-10 finishes in majors during the 2018 season, Rolando 

Sebelen is the recipient of the PBA50 Rookie of the Year Award and in the process, adding another 
milestone for what could be called the first family of bowling in the Dominican Republic. 
  
Sebelen, who joins Venezuelan native and PBA Hall of Famer Amleto Monacelli as only the second 
international player to win the PBA50 Rookie of the Year award, finished eighth in the PBA50 National 

Championship, 10th in the Suncoast PBA Senior U.S. Open and ninth in the PBA50 Cup to conclude the 
season while leading the points list among PBA50 rookies. 
  
“My impression right away was the quality of the bowlers,” the 50-year-old Sebelen said of his first 
experience in PBA competition. “To be able to bowl with the players that I watched on TV was very 

exciting for me. 
  
“It was a totally new experience for me with the formats and match play because I had never done that 
before,” Sebelen continued. “It was definitely one of the highlights of my career.” 
  
Sebelen said his most rewarding experience during the season was his eighth-place finish in the PBA50 
National Championship. 
  
“I remember people saying, ‘Who was that guy?’ because that was my first tournament,’” Sebelen said. 

“The other players were congratulating me and that made me very comfortable and excited to bowl on 

the PBA50 Tour.” 
  
While a newcomer to PBA competition, Sebelen is a member of the Dominican Republic’s most decorated 
bowling family, and a long-time competitor in international bowling circles.

His father, also a Rolando, was introduced to the game by relatives while living in Puerto Rico. He took to 
the game quickly and would eventually win the 1971 FIQ Doubles Championship – held in Milwaukee – 

with partner Carlos Diaz. It was the first medal in international bowling competition for the Dominican 
Republic. 
  
The Sebelen family – which actually includes seven “Rolandos” – the “senior” Rolando, three sons  and 
three grandsons – developed a passion for bowling and would make periodic 30-minute plane trips to 

Puerto Rico to practice because of the lack of adequate bowling facilities in the Dominican Republic. As 
the Sebelen family became more involved in the sport, eventually the elder Sebelen built a 22-lane 

bowling center in Santo Domingo in 1996. Their center hosted the 1997 FIQ (now Pan American Bowling 
Confederation) American Zone Championships, and will host the 2018 PABCON Women’s Championships 

in late September. 
  
Following in his father’s footsteps, the younger Rolando, a member of the Dominican Republic national 

bowling team for more than 30 years, also has had success in international competition. He is a multi-
medalist in international competition, most notably winning a doubles bronze medal in the 2007 Pan Am 

Games and a team gold medal in the 1989 World Bowling Championships. 
  
 

 
 

 

Dick Allen Leads PBA Xtra Frame Kenn-Feld Group Classic Qualifiers 
Consistency key to five-time PBA Tour title winner’s first eight games 

  
COLDWATER, Ohio (Aug. 25, 2018) – Dick Allen of Lexington, S.C., averaged 221.38 on demanding 

lane conditions Saturday to lead the 32 players who advance to Sunday’s cashers round in the PBA Xtra 

Frame Kenn-Feld Group Classic at Pla-Mor Lanes .

The 39-year-old Allen, a five-time PBA Tour champion, was the model of consistency, starting Saturday’s 
eight-game qualifying round with his only sub-200 game (192) and finishing with games of 204, 212, 

233, 258, 253, 217 and 202 for a 1,771 pinfall total.

Every mistake you make, you lose pins, and every pin counts,” Allen said. “There’s an old Russian saying 
that would be interpreted here to say something like, you don’t get the pins in Coldwater. The pins get 

you.” 
  
His closest challenger after the first eight games was seven-time PBA Tour titlist Ryan Ciminelli of 

Clarence, N.Y., with 1,706 pins. Two-time titlist Tom Daugherty of Riverview, Fla., third with a 1,678 
total. Defending champion Rhino Page of Orlando, Fla., advanced in eighth place. 
  
Sunday’s schedule begins with a four-game cashers round at 10 a.m. Based on 12-game pinfall totals 

after the cashers round, the top 16 will bowl three more games at 12:30 p.m. After the Round of 16, the

Jakob Butturff Wins PBA Xtra Frame Kenn-Feld Group Classic 
Unorthodox left-hander wins fourth career title, enters 2018 Player of the Year race 

  
COLDWATER, Ohio (Aug. 26, 2018) – Jakob Butturff, an unorthodox 24-year-old left-hander from 

Tempe, Ariz., inserted himself into the Professional Bowlers Association Player of the Year conversation 

Sunday when he defeated Tom Daugherty of Riverview, Fla., 217-182, to win the PBA Xtra Frame Kenn-
Feld Group Classic at Pla-Mor Lanes. 
  
Butturff, who won the Go Bowling! PBA 60th Anniversary Classic earlier in the year in Indianapolis, joins 

Australia’s Jason Belmonte; EJ Tackett of Huntington, Ind., and Andrew Anderson of Holly, Mich., as the 

Go Bowling! PBA Tour’s fourth two-time titlist in 2018. 
  
Butturff, who uses a quirky double-jointed delivery, entered the finals as the top qualifier after overtaking 
Daugherty in the final game of qualifying earlier in the day. He then started the title match with four 

strikes, but surrendered the lead when he left and failed to convert the 1-3-7-9 in the seventh frame. 
Daugherty, who had a clean game including a turkey through seven frames, lost his edge when he failed 

to convert the 2-4-5-8 in the eighth frame and then missed a 5 pin in the ninth. 
  
“This win means everything,” Butturff, now a four-time title winner, said before turning his praise to the 

fans of Coldwater, a rural community of just over 4,000 residents who turned out in droves to support 
the 11th annual tournament. “Every time I come in here, it’s amazing. The fans want to see us bowl and 

they give us their all. They’re what keeps our sport going.” 
  
In the first match of the four-man stepladder final, PBA Tour veteran Brad Angelo of Lockport, N.Y., 

bowled an error-free game, rolling a key strike in the ninth frame and striking out in the 10th for a 
dramatic win after defending champion Rhino Page recovered from failing to convert the 2-4-7-10 split in 

his fourth frame, finishing with six strikes to force Angelo’s hand. Angelo won, 228-225. 
  
In the semifinal match, Daugherty got some help when Angelo had three open frames, throwing his own 

decisive string of four strikes in a 226-188 victory to advance to the championship match.

CHICAGO (Aug. 28, 2018) – The Professional Bowlers Association has announced its 2019 schedule of 

Go Bowling! PBA Tour events airing on FOX Sports will be open exclusively to PBA members. 
  

The exception to the policy will be the United States Bowling Congress Masters, an event that 

traditionally has included USBC members who may or may not be PBA members. 
  

Tournaments included in the members only policy include: the PBA Hall of Fame Classic in Arlington, 
Texas; Oklahoma Open and Mark Roth-Marshall Holman PBA Doubles Championship in Shawnee, Okla.; 

Lubbock Sports Open in Lubbock, Texas; PBA Tournament of Champions in Fairlawn, Ohio; PBA Players 
Championship in Columbus, Ohio; Indianapolis Open in Indianapolis; Jonesboro Open in Jonesboro, Ark.; 

PBA World Series of Bowling X in Allen Park, Mich., the PBA League in Portland, Maine, and any Pre-

Tournament Qualifier (PTQ) held in conjunction with these events. 
  
The PBA will continue to welcome non-members in its Regional Tour, PBA Xtra Frame Tour on FloBowling 
and PBA50 Tour events. Non-members are allowed to bowl in these events until they cash twice in any 

given year, at which time they are required to join in order to continue participation in PBA events. 

“The return to members-only status for PBA Tour competition is a return to the rules that applied to PBA 
competition for most of the organization’s 60-year history,” said PBA Deputy Commissioner Kirk von 

Krueger in announcing the policy. “It’s a privilege to be able to compete with and against the best 
bowlers in the world, not a right. Restoring the original policy is simply a matter of restoring one of the 

building blocks of the PBA.” 
  

PBA membership includes a variety of benefits including reduced tournament entry fees, discounts on 

equipment from PBA Product Registered companies, reduced or no-cost lineage fees to practice at 
participating bowling centers, and other perks.

JASON BELMONTE’S STAR IS RISING IN EYES OF AUSTRALIA’S MAINSTREAM MEDIA 
Despite producing several world-class champions over the past few decades, Australian bowlers have 

never been top-of-mind sport in their home country until Jason Belmonte began to gather trophies 

around the world. Even after raising to his stature as arguably the world’s best bowler, it has taken the 
non-stop promotional efforts by “Belmo” himself, a hands-on effort led by Australia’s Lynne Clay and the 

PBA’s constant coverage of Belmonte’s accomplishments to get key media doors opened. 
  

After winning PBA Player of the Year honors in four of the past five years, becoming the fastest 
“millionaire” in PBA history, collecting nine major championships (among his 18 PBA Tour titles) and other 

unprecedented feats, the sport’s most popular (and/or most disliked) personality – depending on your 

viewpoint regarding his two-handed technique – has seen his “star” rise in his homeland. 
  

Earlier this year, the Australia Broadcast Corporation – the country’s version of America’s ABC-TV – 
profiled Belmonte’s life and bowling career in a six-and-a-half minute segment on its popular prime time 

“7:30” magazine-style program (http://www.abc.net.au/7.30/meet-the-world%E2%80%99s-number-one-

tenpin-bowler,/9847034).   
  

In July, “Inside Sport,” Australia’s version of “Sports Illustrated,” published an eight-page tribute to 
Belmonte 

(https://www.pba.com/content/files/downloads/INSIDE_SPORT_magazine_July_2018.pdf) under the 
headline, “That’s How He Rolls.” 

  

And because Belmonte early-on embraced social media and its global platforms, he has cultivated a 
world-wide fan base. Most recently, working with the wildly popular “Dude Perfect” YouTube channel for 

the second time in four years, Belmonte helped orchestrate a series of outrageous “trick shots” that 
recorded more than 10 million views in the first 24 hours (www.youtube.com/watch?v=wSB9JvsBT4M). 

  

Editor’s Note: Dude Perfect is a group of former basketball players and Texas A&M University roommates 
who created what has become the second-largest YouTube channel in the world. The group teamed up

many of them among the highly-coveted youth market. 

  
Among the trick shots on the first episode was a “two-handed, 250-yard strike.”  When he was 

approached to do a second version, Belmonte said, “After the success of the first video, I knew we had to 

up the ante. And after three days of shooting, I told the boys, I’m not sure how we did it, but we just 
made a better video…”

BJI PUBLISHER DECLARES “BELMO” BOWLING’S MOST INFLUENTIAL PLAYER 

Speaking of Jason Belmonte, Bowlers Journal International publisher Keith Hamilton, in his “Leading 

Off” column in September’s issue, declares “Belmo” as “bowling’s most influential” player, citing the eye-
catching number of youth bowlers who are now throwing the ball using Belmonte’s two-handed 

technique. 
  

Relating statistics from the recently-completed USBC Junior Gold Championships, Hamilton notes 25 

percent of the U12 (12-and-under) age group bowled two-handed as did 24 percent of the U15 players 
and 19 percent of the U20 players. Overall that represented 21 percent of the entire field. 

  
Hamilton’s conclusion: “By the time Belmonte is finished bowling, I’m not certain how many titles he will 

have won. But his impact on the game might just make him the most important and influential bowler 
ever – and, without question, of the 21st century.”

Troup Upsets Belmonte to Win PBA-WBT Storm Lucky Larsen Masters Title 
Two-handed players finish one-two-three in Sweden; U.S. star Bill O’Neill rounds out top four 

  
MALMO, Sweden (Sept. 9, 2018) – Kyle Troup of Taylorsville, N.C., threw strikes on seven of his first 

eight shots on his way to upsetting top qualifier and defending champion Jason Belmonte of Australia, 

248-232, in the title match of the PBA International-World Bowling Tour Storm Lucky Larsen Masters 
at Baltiska Bowlinghallen Sunday. 
  
Troup, a 27-year-old 10th-year PBA member, earned his third PBA Tour title along with a $16,500 first 

prize, completing a sweep of the top three positions by two-handed players. Belmonte, who led qualifying 

as well as the “Step Three” round leading into the stepladder finals, saw his hopes for a title repeat when 
he failed to convert the 2-10 split in the fourth frame and left the 2-8 in the ninth frame after rallying 

behind a string of four strikes. 
  
The colorful Troup, dressed in matching jersey and slacks in Sweden’s blue-and-yellow national colors, 

also bowled without his trademark “afro” hairdo in denying Belmonte his third title of the 2018 season. 
  
“This is my first trip to Sweden,” Troup said. “I couldn’t ask for a better result.” 
  
In the first stepladder match, Ireland’s Christopher Sloan opened in the seventh frame of a close match, 
but recovered by throwing six strikes to close out the contest and eliminate nine-time PBA Tour champion 

Bill O’Neill of Langhorne, Pa., 236-234. 
  
Troup advanced to the title match with a 235-187 win over Sloan, a 24-year-old third-year PBA member 

from Dublin, who was unable to sustain his first-game momentum. Sloan threw one strike and had an 
open in his first six frames while Troup started with four strikes. A pocket 7-10 in the sixth frame slowed 

Troup, but he came right back with another three strikes to roll to an easy win. 
  
The Malmo tournament – named in honor of Swedish PBA star Martin Larsen – was a World Bowling Tour 

points event. The tournament format involved multiple six-game qualifying squads to arrive at 60 
finalists. Qualifiers 34-60 bowled the four-game Step One, with the top 11 advancing to Step Two along 

with qualifiers 9-33. The 36 players in Step Two bowled another four-game block, with the top 16 joining 
qualifiers 1-8 in Step Three for an eight-game round to determine the four stepladder finalists. In each 

“Step” round, pinfall from all previous rounds was dropped. Under tournament rules, women bowling in 

the event were entitled to eight handicap pins per game. 
  
The final PBA International-WBT event on the 2018 schedule is the WBT Thailand which will take place in 
Bangkok Sept. 22-28. Thailand’s Jojoe Yannaphon is defending champion. Fans can follow the event on

Shawnee, Oklahoma, (Sept. 10, 2018) – Andy Patterson from Tyler, Texas defeated Chris Hibbitts 

from Keller, Texas, to win the fifth annual PBA Grand Casino Resort & Hotel Southwest Invitational at 
FireLake Bowling Center Sunday.

ALL SYSTEMS “GO” FOR PBA50 STORM INVITATIONAL AS FLOODING SUBSIDES 
Thanks in great part to the foresight of its builders, Planet Fun Bowling and Entertainment Center in 

Shallotte, N.C., has escaped the ravages of Hurricane Florence and the show will go on as planned. 

  

“The show” is the PBA50 Storm Invitational, a new end-of-season tournament for 12 elite “senior” stars 

who excelled during the 2018 season (Michael Haugen Jr., Brian Kretzer, Ron Mohr, Walter Ray 

Williams Jr., Norm Duke, Parker Bohn III, Lennie Boresch Jr., Amleto Monacelli, Ryan Shafer, 

Bob Learn Jr., Pete Weber and Harry Sullins) plus PBA Hall of Fame legends Johnny 

Petraglia and Brian Voss, will take place at 32-lane Planet Fun Sept. 29-30. PBA Xtra Frame on 

FloBowling will live-stream the entire 14-game round-robin match play event plus the stepladder finals. 

  

In the wake of the tragic flooding and wind damage caused by Hurricane Florence, the Planet Fun family 

entertainment complex in the sleepy little resort area of 3,600 residents escaped with minimal damage 

and is now patiently waiting for flood waters to recede. 

  

”We’re doing okay,” proprietor Brian McCall said Tuesday. “We made it through the storm with very little 

damage. The area is still in the midst of trying to recover; roads are still really bad, but flooding is 
supposed to crest soon so we’re hoping we’ll get back to normal soon.” 

 

Shallotte, McCall noted, is only a couple of miles from the ocean. It’s midway between Wilmington to the 
north and Myrtle Beach to the south. Shallotte got about 15 inches of rain – far less than areas of the 

north – and winds that hit the 80-100 mph range. But the bowling center itself escaped, despite having a 
river right behind it, because “we raised the center about 11 feet to get out of flood plain when we built 

it,” McCall said. “We got it about 19 feet above sea level. It certainly has paid for itself a couple of times 

over. The river has never gotten to our parking lot, but we can see it from there.” 



  

The upcoming PBA50 event, he said, may prove to be therapeutic for the region. 

  

“We look forward to hosting the event,” McCall said. “We know people will show up to support it. We 

hope it’ll be a breath of fresh air for people around here. We had to shut down the center for a week 
because our league bowlers couldn’t get here, but as bad as things have been, they could have been a 

whole lot worse.”

To qualify for PBA membership, the bowlers have to average 200 or more over a minimum of 21 games 

on PBA-level lane conditions. In the Longmarch tournament, 25 players bowled 36 games in three days 

and eight topped the 200 average target. 

  

Since China entered players in PBA World Series of Bowling VI in 2014, a total of 94 bowlers have 

qualified and applied for PBA membership through Zhao’s Pioneers Tournaments, including 89 men and 

five women representing players from Taiwan, The Philippines and Hong Kong as well as China. Six of 

the 94 were younger than 24; the rest were 24 or older. 

Zhao hopes to bring a contingent of Chinese PBA members to WSOB X at Thunderbowl Lanes in Allen

Four-time PWBA titlist turns back England’s Stuart Williams in two-game title match 

  
BANGKOK, Thailand (Sept. 28, 2017) – Top qualifier Danielle McEwan of Stony Point, N.Y., turned 

back Stuart Williams of England in a two-game championship match to win the PBA International-WBT 

Thailand at Blu-O Rhythm and Bowl Paragon on Friday. 
  
McEwan, a four-time Professional Women’s Bowling Association titlist, won the six-game qualifying round 
to earn the top berth in the eight-player stepladder finals by seven pins over Malaysia’s Rafiq Ismail, 

taking advantage of the eight handicap pins per game awarded to women in the tournament. 
  
Williams, who qualified third, defeated Kyle Troup of Taylorsville, N.C., 182-173, and Ismail, 206-205, to

Lennie Boresch Jr. Compiles 6-1 Match Play Record to Lead 

PBA50 Storm Invitational First Round 
  
SHALLOTTE, N.C. (Sept. 29, 2018) – After the first seven-game match play round, 2018 PBA50 
National Championship winner Lennie Boresch Jr. of Kenosha, Wis., compiled a 6-1 match play record 

and averaged 243 to lead the 14-player field in the PBA50 Storm Invitational Saturday at Planet Fun 
Bowling & Entertainment Center. 
  
Boresch, who finished with a 1,882 overall pinfall total including 30 bonus pins for each match win, 
bowled games of 259, 224, 233, 259, 242, 238 and 247 on the 42-foot PBA Mark Roth lane condition. 

The USBC Hall of Famer’s only loss came in a 244-238 defeat at the hands of 2018 PBA50 Cup winner 
Brian Kretzer of Dayton, Ohio, in the sixth match of the round. 
  
“When you’re in a field with this much talent I just wanted to be in contention to make the finals, so to 

be leading was a little unexpected,” said Boresch of the field that includes 10 hall of famers. “It seemed 

like every adjustment I was making was the right one and I only had one open so the goal going forward 
is simple—just keep doing the same thing tomorrow.” 
  
Kretzer, who concluded the regular season with his PBA50 Cup win for his first career PBA50 Tour title, 

finished the first round in second 40 pins behind Boresch with a 1,842 pinfall and 5-2 match play record. 
  
Rounding out the top five were Ryan Shafer, Horseheads, N.Y., 1,799; 2018 PBA50 Player of the Year 

Michael Haugen Jr., Phoenix, 1,765, and PBA/USBC Hall of Famers Norm Duke, Clermont, Fla., and 
Walter Ray Williams Jr., Oxford Fla., 1,726, who tied for fifth. 
  
The “all-star” special event features the top 12 in 2018 PBA50 Tour points plus invitees hall of famers 

Johnny Petraglia and Brian Voss.  The entire field returns Sunday for the second seven-game match play

Walter Ray Williams Jr. Beats Norm Duke to Win PBA50 Storm Invitational 
Williams defeats Duke 259-237 in title match to win tournament 

featuring PBA50 Tour’s elite players from 2018 
  

SHALLOTTE, N.C. (Sept. 30, 2018) – In a showdown between two of the Professional Bowlers 

Association’s all-time greats, PBA Hall of Famer Walter Ray Williams Jr. beat fellow hall of famer and top 
qualifier Norm Duke, 259-237, in the title match Sunday to win the PBA50 Storm Invitational at Planet 

Fun Bowling & Entertainment Center. 
  
Williams and Duke were part of an elite 14-player field that competed in the “all-star” non-title special 

event that featured the top 12 in points from PBA’s tour for players 50 and over plus invitees hall of 
famers Johnny Petraglia and Brian Voss. 
  
Down by eight pins in the fourth frame of the title match, Williams, the PBA Tour’s career titles leader 

with 47 wins and an 11-time PBA50 Tour winner, took advantage of a missed 9-pin by Duke in the fifth 
frame and then struck on the next seven of eight shots to take the title. 
  
“When I got done with practice I wasn’t real excited about how I was going to play the lanes,” said 
Williams, who turns 59 on Oct. 6. Going into the semifinal match I planned on playing the lanes straighter 

but I had to make an adjustment a little further inside and hook it a little more. When I go to the title 
match against Norm I started to feel pretty comfortable and didn’t miss the pocket. 
  
“Both of us threw good shots in the title match,” Williams added. “I was fortunate that I only left two 10 
pins.” 
  
Both Williams and Duke, who is third on the all-time PBA Tour titles list with 38 wins and also owns five 

PBA50 Tour titles, have been bowling against each other in tour competition for more than three 

decades. 
  
“We’ve been bowling against each other for a long time and he’s a great player,” Williams said. “When 
you bowl someone like Norm, you always feel fortunate to come out on the winning end.” 
  
Williams finished the season fourth in points with three runner-up finishes and two other top-five finishes 

including fifth in the PBA50 National Championship. Duke, who finished the season fifth in points, had 

one title in 2018 and runner-up finishes in the PBA50 National Championship and USBC Senior Masters. 
  
Williams, who qualified second for the finals after two seven-game match play rounds, defeated No. 3 
qualifier five-time PBA Tour winner Ryan Shafer of Horseheads, N.Y., 256-212, in the semifinal to 

advance to the title match against Duke. 
  
Shafer, who finished ninth in points, had six PBA50 Tour top-10 finishes including a career best of 

second. 
  
In the second match, Shafer beat USBC Hall of Famer and 2018 PBA50 National Championship winner 
Lennie Boresch Jr. of Kenosha, Wis., who qualified fifth for the finals, 257-222, to advance to the 

semifinal match against Williams. 
  
In the opening match Boresch, who finished the season seventh in points, beat 2018 PBA50 Player of the 

Year and season points leader Michael Haugen Jr., of Phoenix, 225-207, to advance to the second 
stepladder match against Shafer.

PBA Champions Patrick Allen, Mika Koivuniemi Elected to Hall of Fame 
Veteran bowling journalist Bob Johnson, Indianapolis tournament host Jim Doty also to be honored 

  
CHICAGO (Oct. 1, 2018) – Professional Bowlers Association champions Patrick Allen of South Salem, 

N.Y., and Mika Koivuniemi of Finland have been elected to the PBA Hall of Fame along with veteran 

bowling journalist Bob Johnson of Las Vegas and long-time Indianapolis tournament host Jim Doty, PBA 
CEO and Commissioner Tom Clark announced today. 
  
The 2019 PBA Hall of Fame induction ceremonies will be held on Saturday, Jan. 5, at the International 

Bowling Campus in Arlington, Texas, as part of the PBA Hall of Fame Classic tournament that will be 
contested at the International Research and Training Center Jan. 2-6. The finals of the first tournament 

on the 2019 Go Bowling! PBA Tour season will be televised live on FS1 on Sunday, Jan. 6, at 11 a.m. 

EST. 
  
Allen, a 13-time PBA Tour title winner, and Koivuniemi, one of the most successful international players in 
PBA history, were elected by an elite panel of veteran bowling writers, industry leaders and PBA Hall of 

Famers in the Superior Performance category. 
  



Allen won PBA’s 2004-05 Chris Schenkel PBA Player of the Year after becoming the second player in PBA 
history to finish among the top five in all four PBA majors during the same season – finishing second in 

the USBC Masters and U.S. Open, fifth in the PBA Tournament of Champions and winning the PBA World 
Championship. 
  
“I don’t know exactly how I feel yet,” Allen said. “People are always saying you’re a lock (for hall of fame 
election), but you don’t know until it happens. I’m just happy I finally got there. I’m going to embrace it, 

and now I’ll have to figure out a speech. 
  
“It was a helluva ride,” the 48-year-old left-hander said. “It just went faster than I would have liked. You 
blink your eyes and wonder, where did it go? But the time comes for every professional athlete, and the 

results show that. Your mind says you can do it, but your body won’t respond. You have to know when to 

say when.” 
  
Koivuniemi, who now resides in the United Arab Emirates where he is coaching the UAE national bowling 
team, is a 14-time PBA Tour champion who earned his nickname – Major Mika – after winning two 

majors before he won his first “standard” PBA Tour title. In his first PBA television appearance, 

Koivuniemi defeated PBA star Pete Weber by a pin to win the 2000 USBC Masters. A year later he won 
the U.S. Open, and he claimed the crown jewel of his PBA career in 2011, when he won the $250,000 

first prize in the $1 million PBA Tournament of Champions. 
  
“I’m having a really good day,” the 51-year-old Koivuniemi said. “It was a really great call (from Tom 
Clark). 
  
“I was 32 when I joined the PBA, but I had my experience around the world before I joined. But back 
then bowling on tour was something you needed to learn about. To bowl every week and to realize how 

good the players really were was different. Even when you had a good week, making the top 24 or a 
(TV) show was really hard. I knew I had to get better. 
  
“It’s amazing how fast time goes,” he added. “I can’t believe it’s been almost three years since I bowled 
on tour for the last time. But being in the hall of fame now is a great, great honor.” 
  
Johnson, who began his journey into bowling  journalism at age 15, is the only person in the bowling 

family to serve as editor of four national bowling magazines, winning 75 national writing awards for his 

news, feature and editorial compositions, many of which directly involved the PBA. Currently Senior Editor 
of Bowlers Journal International and editor of the BJI Cyber Report, he is a recipient of both the 

International Bowling Media Association’s Luby Hall of Fame Award and the Mid-America Bowling Writers 
Golden Quill Award. 
  
“I have been blessed to be able to cover bowling competition at the highest level, to see the best players 

bowl in the most pressure-packaged situations, and to be able to talk to them and write about them is a 

privilege I’ve never taken lightly,” Johnson said. “To be honored for the work I’ve done is really 
something I don’t have the words to describe. If I was talking about someone else, I could describe, but 

myself? Well, that’s difficult.” 
  
Doty, who has served as general manager of Indianapolis’ Royal Pin Leisure Centers chain since 1996, 

has served as host for every major championship tournament conducted by the PBA at least once over 
the past two-plus decades. The 1971 Indiana University graduate joined the Royal Pin group in 1978, 

working under Royal Pin founder and 2018 PBA Hall of Fame inductee Don Mitchell as marketing 
manager until his promotion to general manager. 
  



“It’s a nice way to start your week,” said Doty of his congratulatory call from Clark. “It was a surprise. I 
wasn’t thinking about it, actually. I don’t think you do what you do with the hopes of someday being put 

into the hall of fame, but it’s always nice to be recognized for what you do. 
  
“It’s not only me; it’s having a great staff of people who make these things happen,” Doty added. “It’s a 

continuing process. At Woodland Bowl, we have endeared ourselves to the PBA over the years. The 
bowling industry is changing, but traditions need to be retained and honored, and that’s what we try to 

do.”

PATRICK ALLEN CAREER HIGHLIGHTS 
Patrick Allen, affectionately known as “P.A.” among his peers, had 40 top-five finishes in the 300 PBA 

Tour events he entered, cashing in 214 of them and averaging at a 218.9 pace for more than 6,300 

games. He finished in the top 10 in PBA earnings six times, and won the 2005 Chris Schenkel PBA Player 
of the Year Award after earning $350,740 – the second highest total in PBA history (behind only Walter 

Ray Williams Jr.’s $419,700 for the 2002-03 season. 
  
Allen won his first PBA Tour title in the 2001 Greater Detroit Open, and has two majors in the 2005 PBA 
World Championship and the 2009 PBA Tournament of Champions. The 2004-05 season was especially 

memorable because he became the second PBA player ever to place in the top five in all four majors in a 

single season (second in the USBC Masters, 2nd in the U.S. Open, first in the PBA World Championship 
and fifth in the PBA Tournament of Champions. 
  
As a full-time competitor, the New York native also won 30 PBA Regional titles including posting victories 

in the PBA’s East, South, Central, Southwest and West Regions. He has earned $1,539,260 during his 

career. 
  

MIKA KOIVUNIEMI CAREER HIGHLIGHTS 
Mika Koivuniemi, who didn’t join the PBA until he was 32, quickly earned the nickname “Major Mika” after 

winning the 2000 USBC Masters and 2001 U.S. Open before winning his first “standard” PBA Tour title in 

2003. His most memorable feat might have been his historic 299-100 victory over Tom Daugherty in the 
semifinal match of the 2011 PBA Tournament of Champions, followed by a victory over Tom Smallwood 

in the title match of the $1 million event, winning the richest first prize in PBA history ($250,000). 
  
Despite his reasonably-late start in PBA Tour competition, the native of Finland bowled in 405 PBA Tour 
events and finished in the top five 45 times on his way to $1,851,503 in career earnings. He finished in 

the top 10 in earnings eight times, averaged 219.21 for 6,774 games and won the Chris Schenkel PBA 

Player of the Year Award in 2004 and 2011. 
  
A member of the World Bowling Writers and Finland Bowling Halls of Fame, Koivuniemi has won titles 
and bowled 300 games in 21 different countries. He bowled the 17th nationally-televised PBA 300 game 

during the finals of the 2003 Cambridge Credit Classic – the first standard PBA Tour event he won. He is 

the only foreign-born player to win both the USBC Masters and the U.S. Open, and he was the first 
European bowler to win the Japan Cup. 
  
In his second year as a PBA50 Tour competitor, he added another major – the 2018 Suncoast PBA Senior 

U.S. Open.

Bob Johnson started working for the Pacific Bowler when he was 15 years old, and he’s still writing about 
bowling 45 years later. He is the only person to have served as Editor of the American Bowling Congress’ 

Bowling Magazine, International Bowling Industry, Bowlers Journal International, and Bowling Center 
Management. 
  
During his tenure at Bowlers Journal, he produced BJI’s historic 300-page 100th Anniversary Issue and 
he wrote several key chapters in the PBA’s “50 Greatest” book published by Luby Publishing. 
  
Through the years, Johnson has covered every PBA major tournament among other important events and 

has interviewed dozens of PBA players. He has written countless editorials and columns suggesting ideas 
or changes for the betterment of the PBA and the enrichment of its players. He has delved into some of 

the PBA’s most sensitive moments, including Scott Norton’s decision to “come out” as a gay bowler, how 

Ryan Shafer dealt with his wife’s suicide, and Mark Baker’s battle with addiction. 
  

JIM DOTY CAREER HIGHLIGHTS 
Jim Doty is general manager of Royal Pin Leisure centers, the Indianapolis chain that includes long-time 

PBA host Woodland Bowl, Western Bowl, Expo Bowl and Southern Bowl. Doty, who graduated from 

Indiana University in 1971 with a business degree, worked at Nora Bowl while attending high school and 
college. He joined the Royal Pin group in 1978, serving as general manager of 421 Bowl and Woodland 

Bowl while also serving as marketing director for the chain. He was promoted to general manager of all 
Royal Pin centers in 1996. 
  
Under Doty’s leadership, Royal Pin Leisure Centers has hosted PBA events over a span of 20 years, 

including the U.S. Open, PBA Touring Players Championship, USBC Masters, PBA World Championship, 

PBA Tournament of Champions and PBA League Elias Cup finals among other events. Woodland Bowl is 
the only center to host all five PBA major Championships. 
  
The Royal Pin group also has hosted the USBC Junior Gold Championships a record five times, the 1999 

USBC Women’s Championships and Queens. Nearly 20 local high school teams call one of Royal Pin’s 

centers home. Doty also is a past president and currently a director with the Central Indiana Bowling 
Centers Association. He served multiple terms as a BPAA board member, serving on BPAA’s marketing 

committee. 
 

 

Florida’s Chris Keane Earns Second PBA50 Dick Weber Sportsmanship Award 

  
CHICAGO (Oct. 2, 2018) - Veteran PBA50 Tour player Chris Keane of Cape Coral, Fla., has been 

selected as the 2018 PBA50 Dick Weber Sportsmanship Award winner in voting by his fellow 
competitors, becoming the second two-time winner of the award. 
  
The 60-year-old Keane, who won his first sportsmanship award in 2014, has been competing on the 

PBA50 Tour for eight seasons. He took the opportunity to bowl full-time on the PBA50 Tour after selling 
his car wash and auto repair business. 
  
“It was very special to win it the first time and especially so the second time,” Keane said. “You become 
such a family out here (on tour) that you want to see everyone succeed. I try to reach out and help guys 

whenever I can and many of them do the same for me. 
  
“It’s interesting to see the evolution of meeting someone on tour for the first time and then you become 

good friends. It has become such a part of our lives that we’re not just bowling people; many of us also 
are motorhome people.” 
  



Keane has a career-high PBA50 Tour finish of fourth in the 2015 PBA/PBA50 Tour South Shore Doubles 
with partner Tommy Jones. He had a 2018 season-best finish of ninth in the South Shore Open and a 

fifth-place finish in the season-ending PBA60 Dick Weber Championship. 
  
“I’m happy to say that I’m getting better each year,” Keane added. “Sooner or later you accept the fact 

that you need to do something different to get better and thankfully I’ve learned that lesson.” 
  
The only other player to previously earn the Dick Weber Sportsmanship Award twice was Robert Harvey 
in 2010 and 2013. 
  
Other 2018 PBA50 Tour award winners were Michael Haugen Jr., who earned PBA50 Tour Player of the 

Year; Rolando Sebelen, Rookie of the Year, and Ron Mohr who earned his third consecutive PBA60 Player

members Andrew Anderson, Chris Barnes, Jakob Butturff, Tommy Jones, EJ Tackett and Kyle 

Troup. Barnes and Jones are the veterans on Team USA, having made their debuts in 1995 and 1996, 

respectively. Butturff along with Barnes and Jones were members of the 2017 gold-medal U.S. men’s 

team in the combined men’s and women’s World Bowling Championships in Las Vegas. Anderson, Tackett 

and Troup will be making their debuts as members of adult Team USA. 

  

The Men’s World Championships are held every four years. Competition includes singles, doubles, trios, 

five-man team, all-events and Masters events.

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PBA has never created record categories for its regional program – the closest to Butturff’s performance 

would be newly-elected PBA Hall of Famer Patrick Allen who won 10 of his 30 career PBA Regional 

titles between 2000 and 2002, his first three years of membership. 

  

A quick check suggests no other PBA member has reached double figures in regional wins in a similar 

three-year span to start a career. Among the all-time regional title leaders, Chris Warren is no. 1 with 

47 titles, but won only five times in his first three years. Pete Weber (second with 46 regional titles) 

won three times; Steve Jaros (43) won five times and Walter Ray Williams Jr. (33) won two regional 

titles in his first three years. 

  

The PBA has previously noted that the 24-year-old left-hander won a record nine regional titles in his 

rookie year (2016), four in 2017 and six times as of Sunday in 2018.

PBA Tour winner Bill O’Neill fired a 1,506 
six-game pinfall total Monday to take the first round lead in the FloBowling PBA Wolf Open, the first of 

three events making up the weeklong FloBowling PBA Fall Swing at The Lanes at Coffee Creek. 
  
Bowling on PBA’s 33-foot Wolf lane condition, O’Neill, who makes his home in Langhorne, Pa., bowled 

games of 298, 278, 236, 207, 252 and 235 to average 251 for the round. 
  
“I wanted to play it safe by starting the round with a ball I was confident would control the lane and get 
to the pocket consistently,” O’Neill said. “I felt if I can do that, I can make the smaller adjustments 

necessary to get the pin carry.

England’s Richie Teece Takes FloBowling PBA Bear Open First Round Lead 
Kris Prather leads Tulsa Open qualifying after three rounds 

  
OWASSO, Okla. (Oct. 17, 2018) – After a 43rd-place finish in the FloBowling PBA Fall Swing’s Wolf 

Open, England’s Richie Teece averaged 235 for six games to bounce back and take the Bear Open first 
round lead Wednesday in the second of three events that make up the Fall Swing at The Lanes at Coffee 

Creek. 
  



Teece posted a 1,410 six-game pinfall total on PBA’s 39-foot Bear lane condition pattern with games of 
217, 267, 236, 255, 244 and 191. 
  
“I wasn’t miles away from where I needed to be in the Wolf tournament so I was pretty optimistic 

coming into the Bear,” Teece said. “I looked at it as a new tournament and I was able to take advantage 

of making a fresh start. 
  
“These oil patterns make you work hard for sure,” Teece continued. “I’ve made a few changes to my 
physical game where I’m concentrating more on reading the lane conditions more front to back than side 

to side which has helped me make smaller and more accurate adjustments. 
  
Teece won his first Go Bowling! PBA Tour title in the 2017 World Series of Bowling Shark Championship 

but has struggled somewhat this year with best finishes of 10th in the Storm Striking Against Breast 
Cancer Mixed Doubles and 12th in the Xtra Frame Kenn-Feld Classic. 
  
“It’s been a steady year but not a great year,”  the 28-year-old Teece said. “I haven’t really met the goals 

I’ve set for myself. I want to feel that buzz again that you get when you make a stepladder final.” 
  
Teece holds a 16-pin lead over fellow Englander Stuart Williams who finished the round in second with a 

1,394 pinfall. 
  
Anthony Simonsen, who won the Wolf Open for his second title of the season and fifth of his career, 
struggled in the first round of the Bear Open finishing tied for 36th with a 1,205 pinfall. 
  
Fresh off his third-place finish in the Wolf Open Tuesday, Kris Prather of Plainfield, Ill., holds the lead in 
Tulsa Open qualifying after 18 games (12 games in the Wolf Open and the first six in the Bear Open) 

with a 4,096 pinfall (227.5 average). He bowled games of 238, 279, 246, 223, 177 and 170 in Bear Open 
first round. 
  
“Obviously I’m disappointed with the way I finished the round but in general I’m still pretty confident,” 
Prather said. “The challenge of bowling multiple tournaments like this is that it just gets harder and 

harder to repeat good shots.” 
  
The field returns for the second Bear Open six-game round Thursday that will determine the top five 

players who will advance to the stepladder finals at 7:30 p.m. CT. 
  
The players also are competing to make the cut to the top 18 for the match play rounds of the Tulsa 
Open which begin on Friday. The top 18 scorers after 24-game qualifying totals from the Wolf and Bear 

events will advance to match play which consists of two six-game round robin match play rounds on 
Friday and the final six-game round on Saturday morning at 9 a.m. After match play the top five players 

advance to the Tulsa Open stepladder finals Saturday at 12:30 p.m.

EJ Tackett Wins FloBowling PBA Bear Open to Become 

First Three-Time Winner of 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour Season 
Tackett beats England’s Stuart Williams, 212-197, in title match for 12th career title 

  
OWASSO, Okla. (Oct. 18, 2018) – EJ Tackett of Bluffton, Ind., won the FloBowling PBA Bear Open 

Thursday to become the first three-time winner of the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour season.

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In the second tournament of the FloBowling PBA Fall Swing at The Lanes at Coffee Creek, Tackett 
successfully defended his Bear Open title from 2016 by beating top qualifier Stuart Williams of England, 

212-197, in the title match for the 12th win of his career. 
  
Despite an open in the 10th frame, Tackett had struck in the seventh, eighth and ninth frames which 

gave him enough of a lead to clinch the win. Williams, who was trying for his second career tour title, 
opened in the seventh frame when he left the 2-4-8-10 split and was unable to close the gap. 
  
“You hate to win a match with an open in the 10th frame,” said Tackett, the 2016 PBA Player of the Year. 

“I was fortunate that the strikes in the seventh, eighth and ninth gave me enough of a cushion and set 
me up to be in good position for the win even though it wasn’t pretty at the end.” 
  
As the season’s only three-time winner, Tackett becomes a top contender for PBA Player of the Year 
honors with just the FloBowling PBA Tulsa Open and U.S. Open left in the season. 
  
“I’m the first to win three but you can’t be sure of anything at this point especially with two big 

tournaments left,” Tackett said. “I’ve been doing a good job of giving myself the best chances to succeed 

all year and I’m going to have to continue to do that down the stretch.” 
  
Tackett, the No. 2 qualifier for the finals, advanced to the title match by winning the semifinal against 
Kris Prather of Plainfield, Ill., winning a one-ball roll-off 9-8 after a 245-245 tie. 
  
Prather was coming off a season’s best third-place finish in the Wolf Open which concluded Tuesday. 
  
Prather, the No. 3 qualifier, beat Wolf Open runner-up Andrew Anderson of Holly, Mich., a two-time 
winner this season that includes the USBC Masters, 199-194, in the second stepladder match to advance 

to the semifinal. 
  
In the opening match, Anderson, the No. 4 qualifier, beat No. 5 qualifier one-time tour winner Richie 

Teece of England, 202-178, to advance to the second match against Prather. 
  
The finals were conducted on PBA’s Bear 39-foot lane condition pattern. 
  
Top 18 Advance to FloBowling Tulsa Open Match Play 
  
After the combined 24-game qualifying totals from the Wolf and Bear events, Prather leads the field of 18 

players who advanced to Tulsa Open match play with a 5,476 24-game pinfall total (228 average). All 
five Bear Open finalists made the cut to match play with Anderson finishing qualifying in second with 

5,470, followed by Tackett in third with 5,457 and Williams fourth with 5,419. Teece advanced by 
finishing in a tie for 11th with 5,223. 
  
Wolf Open winner Anthony Simonsen earned the 18th and final qualifying position with a 5,172 pinfall. 
  
The first of two six-game round robin match play rounds begins Friday at 9 a.m. CT with the second 
round at 2:30 p.m. The final match play round gets underway Saturday morning 9 a.m. which will 

determine the top five players for the Tulsa Open stepladder finals at 12:30 p.m.  
  
The 18 players who advanced to match play and the five who advance to the stepladder finals will have 

the added challenge of bowling on the Bear 39-foot lane condition on the left lane and the Wolf 33-foot 
lane condition on the right lane in each match.

Different Lane Conditions Putting Players to the Test 

In FloBowling PBA Tulsa Open After First Day of Match Play 
With the help of a 300 game, England’s Richie Teece leads; Jason Belmonte moves from 15th to fifth 

  
OWASSO, Okla. (Oct. 19, 2018) – Bowling on two different lane conditions on the same pair of lanes, 

England’s Richie Teece put together a 9-3 record and averaged 232 for 12 games to lead after the first 

day of match play Friday in the FloBowling PBA Tulsa Open at The Lanes at Coffee Creek. 
  
Bowling on the PBA 39-foot Bear Open lane condition on the left lane and 33-foot Wolf condition on the 
right lane in each match, the 18 players in the match play field are having to call on all of their 

experience, as well as consulting with their ball reps, to make the right ball choices and develop their 
strategy for lane play.  Almost without exception, the players are using a different ball and playing 

entirely different lines on each lane. 
  
To get to this point in the tournament, the 18 finalists were the top scorers after two rounds (24 games) 

of qualifying in the Wolf and Bear Opens – the first two events of the FloBowling PBA Fall Swing – but 
bowled on the same lane condition throughout qualifying in those tournaments. 
  
Teece, who finished fifth in the Bear Open and 43rd in the Wolf Open, figured out the right combination 
in Friday’s first match play round going 6-0, highlighted by the fourth match where he beat Sean Rash, 

300-201. 
  
“My strategy is to keep it simple,” Teece said. “I’m using two balls that I’m confident in for each lane and 
making the adjustments from there. For me, too many options will only lead to confusion. 
  
“I was fortunate to get good starts in the first three matches,” he added. “In the 300 game I actually 
threw a Brooklyn (crossover strike) on the first ball on the left lane but after doing that it was a pretty 

good learning experience for me on what I needed to do to adjust. 
  
“In the second round I only won three matches but I bowled well. I concentrated more on the mental 

part of staying focused, keeping my composure and remembering we have six more games left to bowl.” 
  
Four-time and reigning PBA Player of the Year Jason Belmonte of Australia, who was 15th after the first 
match play round but now sits in fifth after posting a 7-5 record and averaging 226 for the day, explained 

his mindset entering match play. 
  
“As far as strategy is concerned you really have to develop a split personality,” said Belmonte, who has 

two wins this season. “You have to be one guy on one lane and another guy on the other lane. 
  
“It’s not like bowling on the same pattern where you can get a rhythm and then repeat shots pretty 
quickly,” the two-hander added. “You can get lined up on one lane but that puts added pressure on you 

to strike on the other lane and that can make it difficult to execute the needed repetition. 



  
“Getting that rhythm has been difficult because with my ball motion I couldn’t string strikes and I’ve left a 

lot of splits,” Belmonte continued. “For the most part I’ve been guessing wrong until today’s second 
round. I think I’ve been too tricky and creative with my moves when I didn’t have to be.” 
  
EJ Tackett of Bluffton, Ind., who won the Bear Open Thursday to become the first three-time winner this 
season on the Go Bowling! PBA Tour, finished the day in second. He posted a 7-5 match play record and 

averaged 214 in Friday’s match play. 

“The key for me has been to isolate and focus on each lane and not think too far ahead,” the 2016 PBA 

Player of the Year said. “The further you go in the tournament it seems like the differences are 
magnified. You kind of have to treat each lane as if you’re bowling a totally different round.” 
  
The final Tulsa Open match play round gets underway Saturday morning at 9 a.m. CT which will 
determine the top five players for the stepladder finals at 12:30 p.m. The finals also will require the 

players to bowl on the Bear condition on the left lane and Wolf condition on the right lane.

England’s Stuart Williams Wins FloBowling PBA Tulsa Open 

For Second Go Bowling! PBA Tour Title 
Williams wins four matches and beats Andrew Anderson in the 

title match, 237-215, for first win since 2012 
  
OWASSO, Okla. (Oct. 20, 2018) –  Stuart Williams of England won all four matches and averaged 251 
in the stepladder finals to win the FloBowling PBA Tulsa Open Saturday, the pinnacle event of the 

FloBowling PBA Fall Swing at The Lanes at Coffee Creek. 
  
In a stepladder final that featured a dual lane condition pattern –  PBA 39-foot Bear condition on the left 

lane and 33-foot Wolf condition on the right lane – Williams beat two-time Go Bowling! PBA Tour winner 
and finals top qualifier Andrew Anderson of Holly, Mich., 237-215, in the title match for his second career 

title and the $30,000 first prize. 
  
Williams, the No. 4 qualifier for the finals, was in control from the start when Anderson, the 2018 USBC 

Masters champion, opened in the first two frames after leaving splits. 
  
“Bowling on two different conditions in the finals it was important to go with ball choices that I felt the 
most confident in and commit to those choices,”  the 37-year-old Williams said. “I was fortunate that I 

was able to stay with the same balls and game plan for all four matches and that really confirmed I made 

the right decisions. 
  
“On the longer condition I wanted to throw slower and use a release where my hand came more around 
the ball. For the shorter condition, I concentrated on keeping my ball speed up and getting the ball to roll 

more end over end.” 
  
The win was William’s first title since winning the 2012 PBA Viper Open. This season he has had best 

finishes of second in the WBT/PBA World Bowling Tour Thailand and fourth in the Brunswick Euro 
Challenge. 
  



“It’s nice to get another win here in the States,” Williams said. “It almost seems worse having one title 
than none. There’s a kind of validation when you win your second title, especially when you win in a 

tournament as difficult as this one is. It gets kind of frustrating when people say ‘your time will come’ and 
you’re still hanging there with one win.” 
  
Live streamed on Xtra Frame on FloBowling, Williams started the stepladder finals with a 236-227 win 
over No. 5 qualifier Kris Prather of Plainfield, Ill., who finished third in the Wolf and Bear Opens earlier in 

the Fall Swing. Williams then beat Wolf Open winner 2016 PBA Player of the Year EJ Tackett of Bluffton, 
Ind., 245-212, in the second match to advance to the semifinal. 
  
In the semifinal, Williams beat fellow Englander Richie Teece, who was trying for his second tour win, 

288-203, to advance to the title match against Anderson. In the 288 game, Williams fired the first 10 

strikes before leaving the 6-10 on the 11th shot. 
  
In the two other Fall Swing events, Williams finished 31st in the Wolf Open and second in the Bear Open 
which led up to the Tulsa Open. 
  
Tackett’s win in the Bear Open made him the season’s first three-time winner and a leading contender for 
PBA Player of the Year going into the U.S. Open at Northrock Lanes in Wichita, Kan. Oct. 24-31, which 

concludes the season. 
  
It was also a productive week for Anderson, another player of the year candidate, finishing fourth in the 
Bear Open and second in the Wolf Open in addition to his runner-up finish in the Tulsa Open. Teece 

finished fifth in the Bear Open and 43rd in the Wolf Open. 
  
To get the Tulsa Open stepladder finals, the players had to first make the top 18 after 24 games of 

qualifying in the Wolf and Bear events and then compete in three six-game rounds of round robin match 
play which also used the dual lane condition.

Waxahachie, Texas, (October 23, 2018) – Chris Warren of Grants Pass, Ore., survived a final game 

challenge from former PBA member Steve Shaffer of Georgetown, Texas, in the eight-game round robin 

finals, to win a record 53rd Professional Bowlers Association regional title at the PBA50 Waxahachie 
Southwest Open Sunday at Hilltop Lanes.

U.S. OPEN TO BRING 2018 GO BOWLING! PBA TOUR SEASON TO DRAMATIC CLOSE 
The 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour season will come to a dramatic end over the next few days with a 

number of plot lines in play as the U.S. Open gets underway at Northrock Lanes in Wichita, Kan., 

including its impact on the PBA Player and Rookie of the Year races, the possibility of a new addition to 
the PBA’s “Triple Crown” roster, maybe a record-tying major, and a battle for berths in the end-of-season 

PBA Clash. 
  

For starters, how players finish in the U.S. Open could be a significant factor in deciding the 2018 PBA 

Player and Rookie of the Year races. Heading into the final PBA Tour event of the year, EJ Tackett is the 
only three-title winner in 2018. Jason Belmonte, Anthony Simonsen, Andrew Anderson and Jakob 

Butturff are all solidly in contention with two PBA Tour titles each. 
  

On a personal level, the U.S. Open also may have special meaning to Belmonte and Tackett. Both players 
are in need of a U.S. Open title to complete the PBA Triple Crown. A win by Belmonte also would be his 

10th major, tying the legendary Earl Anthony and Pete Weber for the all-time record for most PBA 

major titles. 
  

The U.S. Open will pay $30,000, $15,000, $12,000, $10,000 and $8,000 to the top five finishers. Fans 
can track the competition through exclusive live coverage of the qualifying and match play rounds by Xtra 

Frame on FloBowling Friday through Tuesday, Oct. 30. Fans also can follow the U.S. Open via the Live 

Scoring feature on pba.com. The five-man stepladder finals will air live on CBS Sports Network on 
Wednesday, Oct. 31, at 7 p.m. Eastern. 

  
The prize money could impact the PBA Clash, a special event that will officially debut the PBA’s historic 

new television agreement with FOX Sports. The Clash will feature the top eight players in PBA earnings 

for the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour season. Belmonte, Tackett, Anderson and Simonsen have locked up 
berths in the Clash, based on their current-season earnings, but they could change positions based upon 

what they may earn in the U.S. Open. 
  

Behind the top four, Stuart Williams, Dom Barrett, Marshall Kent and Kyle Troup currently hold 
the next four spots, but there are several players mathematically in contention to overtake any of those 

four. Williams made a big move after picking up a total of $36,000 in the FloBowling PBA Fall Swing. 

  
The PBA Clash, which will also include a preview of the 2019 Go Bowling! PBA Tour season on FOX and 

FS1, will take place at Kegel Training Center in Lake Wales, Fla., on Monday, Dec. 10, and will air on FOX 
on Sunday, Dec. 23, at 2:30 or 4:30 p.m. ET (depending on where the viewer lives). 

  

LANETALK PROVIDES INTERESTING STATISTICAL LOOK AT FLOBOWLING PBA FALL SWING 
FINALISTS 

Sweden-based Lanetalk has again provided comprehensive stats for the three-tournament FloBowling 
PBA Fall Swing. Here’s a look at just a few of the interesting Fall Swing stats from the five Tulsa Open 

finalists: 
  

● Kris Prather, who had third-place finishes in the Wolf and Bear Opens and a fifth-place finish in the 

Tulsa Open, was by far the best spare shooter during the tournament.

Ogle, Monacelli Lead U.S. Open PTQ as Field of 144 is Set for 
Season’s Final Major

WICHITA, Kan. – The field at the 2018 U.S. Open now is complete with the conclusion 

of a pre-tournament qualifier held Wednesday at Northrock Lanes.  

Total pinfall for eight games determined the 28 competitors joining the main field, 

bringing the total to 144 bowlers. A total of 116 players already had earned direct entry 

into the 2018 U.S. Open based on their on-lane performances in 2017.  

Matt Ogle of Louisville, Kentucky, paced the 73-player field Wednesday, finishing with a 

1,784 total, a 223 average.  

Ogle was followed in the standings by United States Bowling Congress and 

Professional Bowlers Association Hall of Famer Amleto Monacelli of Venezuela (1,755), 

Tim Foy Jr. of Seaford, Delaware (1,746), Kamron Doyle of Brentwood, Tennessee 

(1,743), and Roger Petrin of Taylor, Michigan (1,729).  

Ukraine’s Daria Kovalova, who was a collegiate standout at Wichita State, earned the 

final spot in the main field, finishing in 28th with a 1,624 total, a 203 average.  

Ogle was able to get out to a quick start at Northrock Lanes, firing games of 248, 254 

and 232 to put himself in a great position to advance. He hasn’t been bowling as much 

leading into the U.S. Open, but some time on the lanes prior to his trip to Wichita helped 

bolster his confidence.

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:After the strong start, I was able to relax a little bit and cruise along,” Ogle said. “I really 

just wanted to feel confident with my spare shooting, and I’m glad it worked out. I 

haven’t been bowling as much, since I’ve been running a business back home, but I 

bowled a tournament Sunday and had a good practice Monday, so I felt ready.”  

Ogle and his fellow competitors will have the opportunity to practice on the four different 

oil patterns being used for the 2018 U.S. Open on Thursday during the official practice 

sessions.  

The 34-year-old two-hander looks forward to learning as much as he can to prepare for 

Friday’s opening round of qualifying, which starts at 9 a.m. Eastern. He’s happy with 

where his physical game is at after Wednesday’s block but knows where his main focus 

will be in order to continue strong during the rest of the event. 

All preliminary rounds of the U.S. Open will be streamed live on PBA’s online bowling 

channel Xtra Frame on FloBowling.  

All squads will be contested on a fresh oil pattern in 2018, and players will compete on 

three different conditions during the first three rounds of qualifying. The fourth oil pattern 

will be introduced starting with Monday’s cashers’ round and be used for the remainder 

of the tournament.  

Qualifying will consist of three eight-game blocks over three days. After 24 games, the 

field will be cut to the top 36 players for the cashers’ round, which will include an 

additional eight games to determine the 24 players for round-robin match play.  

Match play will begin Monday at 6 p.m. Eastern with the first of three eight-game 

rounds. Match play resumes Tuesday at 11 a.m. Eastern with the final two blocks, 

including a position round. The five finalists will be determined by total pinfall, including 

bonus pins, for 56 games.  

The stepladder finals will take place Oct. 31 and air live on CBS Sports Network at 8 

p.m. Eastern, awarding the champion the $30,000 top prize and coveted green jacket.  

The U.S. Open is the fourth and final major championship on the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA 

Tour schedule and is conducted jointly by the USBC and Bowling Proprietors’ 

Association of America.

Prather Takes U.S. Open First Round Lead

WICHITA, Kan. - Kris Prather of Plainfield, Illinois, continued his torrid run on the lanes 

Friday after pacing the field during the opening round of qualifying at the 2018 U.S. 

Open.  

The 26-year-old right-hander posted an eight-game block of 1,823 (227.88 average) at 

Northrock Lanes to lead the 144-player field.  

Greg Ostrander of Freehold, New Jersey, sits in second with 1,808, while Wichita's AJ 

Chapman (1,770), Brent Boho of Colgate, Wisconsin (1,766), and 2006 U.S. Open 

champion Tommy Jones of Simpsonville, South Carolina (1,761), round out the top 

five.  

Defending champion Rhino Page of Orlando, Florida, sits in 23rd place with a 1,690 

total.  

Prather put together an impressive performance last week at the PBA Fall Swing in 

Owasso, Oklahoma, advancing to the championship round in each of the three events 

held at The Lanes at Coffee Creek.  

He collected a pair of third-place finishes at the PBA Wolf Open and PBA Bear Open 

and concluded the week by finishing fifth at the PBA Tulsa Open.

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Prather was able to parlay that success on Friday's challenging 37-foot oil pattern, 

which he thought would be the toughest of the four lane conditions being used this 

week.  

Competitors in the field will compete on three different lane conditions during the first 

three rounds of qualifying.

"I thought we were going to stay right and control the pocket," Prather said. "I didn't 

think scores would be this high, but the little bit of urethane that went down the lane 

helped a lot.

"This has been the best I've bowled on the first day at the U.S. Open, 

so I'm really looking forward to getting back on the lanes tomorrow morning and 

knocking down as many pins as I can. I think I'll need to put on my striking shoes, but 

I'm ready to go."

Prather Takes Commanding Lead in U.S. Open After Second 
Round

Kristopher Prather of Plainfield, Illinois, separated himself from the rest of the field 

Saturday at the 2018 U.S. Open after averaging more than 244 in the second round of 

qualifying.  

The 26-year-old right-hander shrugged off a slow start at Northrock Lanes on his way to 

an eight-game total of 1,956 to bring his overall score to 3,779, a 236.19 average. 

Prather sits 225 pins ahead of Greg Ostrander of Freehold, New Jersey, who remained 

in second place with a 3,554 total.  

England’s Dom Barrett moved into third place with 3,527 and is followed by Jason 

Sterner of Covington, Georgia (3,483), and Wichita’s AJ Chapman (3,480).  

Defending champion Rhino Page of Orlando, Florida, moved into 10th place with a 

3,411 total.  

After leading Friday’s opening round, Prather struggled to find the right feel with his 

equipment to start Saturday’s block, kicking off the round with a 169 game. He quickly 

resolved the issue, averaging more than 255 for his final seven games.  

“During Game 1, I really didn’t have a great feel in the ball,” Prather said. “I was 

struggling and between (interchangeable) thumbs and tape. I didn’t throw a good shot 

until about the seventh frame, and that’s when I realized I was in the wrong ball. Even if 

I threw it well, I wasn’t going to strike, so I talked it over with 

Mike (DeVaney) and got into the right ball. From there, I just tried to keep making the 

right adjustments.”

I think tomorrow will be very 

interesting. I didn’t have a great look in practice. Luckily, I don’t bowl until late in the 

afternoon. I’ll have all day to watch, and I think that will help a lot.”

Prather Tops U.S. Open Qualifying After Third Round as 36 
Players Advance to Cashers Round

WICHITA, Kan. - Kristopher Prather may have slowed down Sunday at the U.S. Open, 

but he still finds himself in the driver's seat after finishing as the top qualifier at the 2018 

edition at Northrock Lanes. 

The 26-year-old right-hander led the overall standings for the third consecutive round, 

finishing Sunday's eight-game block with 1,576 to bring his overall total for 24 games to 

5,355, a 223.13 average. Wichita's AJ Chapman is second with 5,254, and 2006 U.S. 

Open champion Tommy Jones of Simpsonville, South Carolina, is third with 5,210. 

The 144-player field now has been cut to the top 36 players. All advancers will return to 

the lanes Monday at 11 a.m. Eastern for a cashers' round, which will include an 

additional eight games to determine the 24 players for round-robin match play. 

Anthony Pepe of Elmhurst, New York, earned the final spot in the cashers' round, rolling 

255 in his final game to get to 4,939, a 205.79 average. Defending champion Rhino 

Page of Orlando, Florida, also advanced, finishing qualifying in seventh place with 

5,167. 

Qualifying at the 2018 U.S. Open consisted of three eight-game blocks over three days. 

Prather struggled to get comfortable on the 47-foot oil pattern being used during 

Sunday's third round. 



The 2018 event featured a different lane condition for each of the three qualifying 

rounds. 

"I'm annoyed with myself because I couldn't figure it out," Prather said. "I didn't throw it 

very well, either. I struggled getting my ball to go through the pins the right way, and I 

never really felt comfortable. It was just a bad day. But, I'm very fortunate that I bowled 

so well the first two days." 

Monday's cashers' round will feature a fourth oil pattern, which will be used for the 

remainder of the tournament. 

Prather gets an opportunity for a fresh start Monday on the 43-foot lane condition, and 

he's going to do his best to reset and move forward. 

"The first thing I need to do is completely forget about today," Prather said. "I don't have 

to think about that pattern anytime soon, so I'm happy about that. I'm going to drill a 

couple of new bowling balls and try to get in the right mentality. Hopefully, I can figure 

out the right way to attack this looking ahead." 

Match play will begin Monday at 6 p.m. Eastern with the first of three eight-game 

rounds. Match play resumes Tuesday at 11 a.m. Eastern with the final two blocks, 

including a position round. The five finalists will be determined by total pinfall, including 

bonus pins, for 56 games. 

The stepladder finals will take place Wednesday and air live on CBS Sports Network at 

8 p.m. Eastern, awarding the champion the $30,000 top prize and coveted green jacket. 

The U.S. Open is the fourth and final major championship on the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA 

Tour schedule and is conducted jointly by the United States Bowling Congress and 

Bowling Proprietors' Association of America. 

Each round of the 2018 U.S. Open leading up to the stepladder finals is broadcast live 

on PBA's online bowling channel Xtra Frame on FloBowling.

WICHITA, Kan. – Kristopher Prather may have given up his lead for a moment at the 
2018 U.S. Open, but the 26-year-old right-hander finished strong in match play to return 
to the top of the standings. 
 
Prather posted a 6-1-1 record during his eight matches at Northrock Lanes on Monday, 
averaging more than 221 to finish with a 9,125 total, including bonus pins. 
 
Jakob Butturff of Chandler, Arizona, briefly took the overall lead after a 5-0 start in 
match play but settled into second after dropping his last three games to finish with 
9,062. The 24-year-old left-hander was runner-up at the 2017 U.S. Open in Liverpool, 
New York, falling to Rhino Page of Orlando, Florida, in the title match, 256-222. 
 
Both Prather and Butturff have built a sizeable lead over the field heading into 
Tuesday’s final rounds of match play and lead England’s Dom Barrett (8,715) by nearly 
350 pins. Jason Sterner of Covington, Georgia (8,675), and 2015 U.S. Open champion 
Ryan Ciminelli of Cheektowaga, New York (8,672), round out the top five. 
 
Page is in 15th place with 8,476. 
 
After struggling during Sunday’s third round of qualifying, Prather walked into Northrock 
Lanes with a new mindset and was ready to attack the 43-foot oil pattern being used for 
the remainder of the tournament. 
 
The 2018 U.S. Open has featured four different lane conditions. Three oil patterns were 
used during the first three rounds of qualifying, and the final condition was introduced 
during the cashers’ round. 
 
“I was much more confident this morning,” Prather said. “This pattern definitely suits my 
game better, and I had a pretty simple game plan – control the pocket and make it into 
match play with as many pins as I could.” 
 
Prather wasn’t surprised by Butturff’s run toward the top of the standings, but he credits 
his performance in match play in putting him in a favorable spot heading into the final 
two rounds. 
 
“I knew Jakob was going to catch up to me,” Prather said. “He was striking so much, 
and I thought he was going to start to run away with it. Being able to keep up with him 
when he starts striking like that gives me even more confidence heading into tomorrow. 
 
“Winning six matches and tying another was a huge bonus, since I normally don’t have 
match-play rounds like that. For tomorrow, I’m going to just keep doing the same thing 
and try to get as many pins as I can and do whatever I can to stay at the top to 
guarantee myself a shot at the title.” 
 
The 144-player field was cut to the top 36 players after Sunday’s third round of 
qualifying, and all advancers returned to the lanes Monday morning for a cashers’ 



round, which included an additional eight games to determine the 24 players for round-
robin match play. 
 
Prather led the field heading into match play, finishing with a 32-game total of 7,160.

Butturff Dominates in Match Play to Earn Second Consecutive Top Qualifier Honor for U.S. Open

WICHITA, Kan. - Jakob Butturff once again finds himself one win away from his first major title after 

earning the top seed for the stepladder finals of the U.S. Open for the second consecutive year on 

Tuesday. 
 

Butturff will be joined in the stepladder at Northrock Lanes by Kristopher Prather of Plainfield, Illinois; EJ 
Tackett of Bluffton, Indiana; Dom Barrett of England; and Marshall Kent of Yakima, Washington. 

 

CBS Sports Network will have live coverage of Wednesday's stepladder finals starting at 8 p.m. Eastern. 
The champion will take home the $30,000 top prize and coveted green jacket. 

 
Butturff shined in match play on Monday and Tuesday, averaging more than 243 and posting a 19-5 

record to finish with a 13,452 total, including bonus pins, to lead Prather (12,900) by 552 pins. Prather 
had led for every round heading into Tuesday's competition. 

 

"I'm speechless," said Butturff, who is a four-time champion on the Professional Bowlers Association 
Tour. "Kris had bowled so well, and I knew I had a lot of work to do. I worked as hard as I could to 

repeat shots and keep it going, and now I only have one more game to go." 
 

Butturff displayed a similar performance leading to the top seed at the 2017 event in Liverpool, New 

York. He posted a 20-4 match-play record to lead the field by 617 pins but fell in the title match to Rhino 
Page of Orlando, Florida, 256-222. 

 
Page advanced to match play at Northrock Lanes this week and finished his title defense in 13th place 

with a 12,056 total. 
 

The 24-year-old left-hander now finds himself in elite company, joining PBA and United States Bowling 

Congress Hall of Famer Earl Anthony as the only bowlers since 1971 to earn the top seed for the 
stepladder finals in back-to-back years. 

 
Anthony led by 578 pins in 1979 and 551 pins in 1980 but was unable to come away with the title either 

year. 

 
Last year's stepladder at Flamingo Bowl featured three left-handers, as Page and Graham Fach of Canada 

joined Butturff on the left side. This year, he'll have the left side of the lane to himself and knows he can 
take advantage of it. 

 

"Last year was a learning experience," said Butturff, who has won two titles this season. "This week, 
when I've been the only left-hander on the lane, I've performed much better. So, now I need to make 

sure I'm able to go out there and make the best shots I possibly can." 
 



Tackett earned the No. 3 seed with a 12,644 total, while Barrett (12,402) and Kent (12,363) will face off 
in the opening match of Wednesday's stepladder finals. 

 
Prather is in search of his first career PBA Tour title, while Tackett is looking to add a third major, the 

Triple Crown and another PBA Player of the Year award to his mantle. 

 
Tackett captured the PBA World Championship in 2016 and PBA Tournament of Champions in 2017, and 

a win Wednesday would make him the seventh player in PBA history to complete the Triple Crown. His 
victory at the World Championship also helped him claim player of the year. 

 
Tackett's the only player on tour this season to win three titles, and a fourth win would put him as the 

front-runner for the 2018 award. 

 
Barrett has six career titles, including the 2013 World Championship. He advanced to the stepladder finals 

at the 2015 U.S. Open but lost to top-seed Ryan Ciminelli of Cheektowaga, New York, in the title match, 
236-223. 

 

Kent was the top seed at the 2016 U.S. Open but fell to Canada's Francois Lavoie in the championship 
match, 228-194. Kent has four career PBA Tour titles and is looking for his first major. 

 
All competitors bowled 24 qualifying games over three days to determine the 36 players advancing to a 

cashers' round. After eight additional games, the field was cut to the top 24 players for round-robin 
match play. 

 

The five finalists were determined by total pinfall, including bonus pins, for 56 games.

WICHITA, Kan. – England’s Dom Barrett won four matches Wednesday on his way to claiming the 2018 
U.S. Open, including a thrilling one-pin victory over top-seed Jakob Butturff of Chandler, Arizona, in the 

title match, 207-206. 

 
The 33-year-old right-hander became the third foreign-born player to win the U.S. Open, joining Finland’s 

Mika Koivuniemi (2001) and Canada’s Francois Lavoie (2016). He earned the $30,000 top prize and 
coveted green jacket presented to the champion. 

 
Wednesday’s stepladder finals at Northrock Lanes were televised live on CBS Sports Network. 

 

The title match swung back and forth as both players tried to figure out the 43-foot oil pattern. An open 
in the fifth frame from Barrett gave Butturff a slight advantage, as both competitors headed into the final 

frame working on doubles. 
 

Butturff, finishing the match first, nearly left a 7-10 split on his first shot before the 7 pin tumbled late. 

He converted the spare and struck on his fill ball, forcing Barrett to strike on his first shot for a chance at 
the title. 

 
Barrett rolled the strike he needed to start the 10th frame, but a 4-6 split on his second shot left him 

needing to convert just one pin for the victory. His spare attempt was left of target, but it was enough to 

push over the 6 pin to give him his seventh PBA Tour title and second major championship. 
 

“For me, it’s about slowing everything down as much as I can in those situations,” said Barrett, who won 
the 2013 PBA World Championship. “I threw the one in the 10th really well, and I thought the 11th shot 

was OK, but I must have grabbed a lot of that one. On the spare attempt, I told myself that I didn’t want 
to miss it right, and I certainly didn’t do that.” 

 

Barrett credited his run through the stepladder to his aggressiveness. He made a big move to the left to 
start the third game and made multiple ball changes over the course of his final two wins. In all, he 

averaged more than 238 on his way to the title. 
 

As exciting as the win is for Barrett, he looks forward to everything awaiting him across the Atlantic 

Ocean. Barrett and his wife, Cassie, recently welcomed son, Colby. 
 

“This means so much,” said Barrett, the runner-up at the 2015 U.S. Open. “Especially for my family at 
home, too. My wife has hardly had any sleep for the last 10 weeks with a newborn baby, so I think it’s 

now time for me to take care of my dad duties and take care of my family.” 
 



Butturff led the U.S. Open for the second consecutive year by a sizeable margin to earn the No. 1 seed 
for the TV show. The 24-year-old left-hander led this year’s field by 552 pins after leading by 617 pins in 

Liverpool, New York, in 2017. 
 

He joined PBA and United States Bowling Congress Hall of Famer Earl Anthony as the only bowlers to 

earn the top seed in consecutive years at the U.S. Open since 1971. Anthony also was defeated in each 
title match, dropping the final game in 1979 and 1980. 

 
“It definitely hurts, especially losing by one, but at least I can say I led this tournament two years in a 

row, by a lot,” said Butturff, a four-time PBA Tour champion. “It’s about the only thing I can take out of 
it, but it’s definitely an amazing feeling. 

 

“I threw a couple of bad shots but threw one good when I needed to and (left a) 10 pin. At least I forced 
him to show up. You know, Dom bowled phenomenal this week, too; we all did on the TV show. It’s 

rough, but at the same time, I always think of it as another learning experience.” 
 

Barrett also delivered in the 10th frame to advance to the championship match, beating Kristopher 

Prather of Plainfield, Illinois, 226-222. 
 

Prather had built an early lead, striking on six of his first seven shots but missed a 6 pin in the eighth 
frame to allow Barrett, who had been struggling with carry, to tighten the match. 

 
Prather missed the opportunity to shut out Barrett in the 10th. Given the chance to fill 26 pins in the 10th 

to advance, Barrett rolled a double and got nine pins on his fill ball to secure his spot in the championship 

match. 
 

Barrett defeated EJ Tackett of Bluffton, Indiana, 264-248, to advance to the semifinals. Barrett finished 
the game first and delivered a double to force Tackett to do the same, but the 12-time PBA Tour 

champion was unable to get the 10 pin out on his first shot. 

 
Tackett was hoping to become the seventh player to complete the PBA’s Triple Crown. He had claimed 

the 2016 PBA World Championship and 2017 PBA Tournament of Champions. 
 

In the opening match of the stepladder, Barrett bested Marshall Kent of Yakima, Washington, 258-203. 

Barrett delivered 10 strikes on his way to the win, while Kent was unable to recover from opens in the 
third and fifth frames. 

 
All competitors at the 2018 event bowled 24 qualifying games over three days to determine the 36 

players advancing to a cashers’ round. After eight additional games, the field was cut to the top 24 
players for round-robin match play. 

 

The five finalists were determined by total pinfall, including bonus pins, for 56 games. 
 

The U.S. Open is the fourth and final major championship on the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour schedule 
and is conducted jointly by the United States Bowling Congress and Bowling Proprietors’ Association of

Lichstein, PBA’s long-time Director of Player 
Services and a PBA Meritorious Service inductee in 1996, was elected in the USBC Pioneer category. 

Johnson, a highly-decorated journalist as editor of Bowlers Journal International among others, and the 

late John Davis, the founder of Kegel and creator of revolutionary lane maintenance equipment, were 
elected in the USBC Meritorious Service category. 

 
  

 
Yet to be decided are the Superior Performance inductees. On the men’s ballot are multi-title PBA stars 

Patrick Allen, Chris Barnes, Dave Ferraro, Mika Koivuniemi, Randy Pedersen and Mark Williams. Allen and 

Koivuniemi will be inducted into the PBA Hall of Fame on Jan. 5 in Arlington, Texas; the other four are 
already PBA Hall of Fame members.

CHRIS WARREN, HARRY SULLINS PACE PBA REGIONAL TITLE WINNERS 
 

An update on PBA’s regional title holders show Chris Warren of Grants Pass, Ore., has maintained his 
one-title margin on the list of most standard PBA Regional titles and moved into sole possession of the 

“overall” titles lead while Michigan veteran Harry Sullins has taken a substantial five-title lead on the 
“most PBA50” regional victories list.

● Warren leads the all-time standard PBA Regional titles list with 47, one ahead of Pete Weber. 

Rounding out the top five are Steve Jaros (43), Mike Scroggins (40) and Dale Traber (39). A total of 126 

PBA members have won at least 10 standard PBA Regional titles since the program began full-fledged 
operations in 1970. 

 



  
 

● With his most recent PBA50 Regional win in Waxahachie, Texas, in October, Warren now has a 

combined 53 standard and PBA50 titles, breaking a tie for a lead in that category with Traber, who has 
won 39 standard and 13 PBA50 regional titles for a total of 52. One title behind in third place are Weber 

and Walter Ray Williams Jr. with 51. A distant fifth with 44 overall titles is Washington’s Hugh Miller. 

 
  

 

● Sullins, a prolific competitor throughout his career, has won 23 PBA50 Regional titles including wins in 

the PBA’s South, Central, Midwest and West Regions. Second-best is a tie between PBA Hall of Famers 

Tom Baker and WRW with 18 each. Two more hall of famers – Ron Mohr and George Pappas – have 

each won 17 times in 50-and-older regionals. Only 13 players have won as many as 10 PBA50 Regional 

titles.

He also served a year 

as assistant tournament director for the PBA Senior Tour under Mike Durbin in 1989 and in 1990, began a 
seven-year tour of duty as PBA Senior Tour Tournament Director. 

  
John Weber succeeded his father as PBA Midwest manager in 1997, running the region with Rich’s help 

until 2006 when John was named Director of the PBA Regional and Senior Tours. Rich then assumed the 

helm of the Midwest Region, a position he has held for the past 12 years. 
  

“The most fun I had was running the senior tour,” Rich said. “It was a close-knit group. We needled each 
other, played golf together, had dinners…it was an amazing time.

the three, Tackett is the only previous Player of the Year winner, capturing the honor for the 2016 
season. 

  
● Anderson, 23, won his first two Go Bowling! PBA Tour titles in 2018 including his first major, the USBC 

Masters. The second-year PBA member also won the 2018 Harry Smith Points Leader Award, symbolic of 

the tour’s most consistent player. He also finished third in the PBA Tournament of Champions, and 
ranked among the top five in earnings and scoring average. 

  
● Barrett, 33, won the 2018 U.S. Open for his second career major and also won the DHC PBA Japan 

Invitational. He had top 10 finishes in all three key statistical categories: points (10th), average (seventh) 
and earnings (second). 

  

● Tackett, 26, was the PBA Tour’s only three-title winner in 2018 and had two other top-five finishes, 
including fourth place in the U.S. Open.

● Ismail, a 21-year-old lefthander, cashed in three of the four PBA Tour events he entered and led all 

rookies with a 220.84 average in his limited action. 
  

The POY and ROY winners will be presented their awards during the PBA Clash that will be televised by 
FOX on Sunday, Dec. 23. The Nagy and Reyes award winners will be recognized during the PBA Hall of

Anderson of Holly, Mich., has been selected as the 2018 Chris Schenkel PBA Player of the Year, and 20-
year-old Kamron Doyle of Brentwood, Tenn., has won 2018 Harry Golden PBA Rookie of the Year honors, 

PBA CEO and Commissioner Tom Clark announced Tuesday. 
  

In a live-stream presentation airing on Xtra Frame on FloBowling, Clark also announced Tom Smallwood 

of Saginaw, Mich., has been selected by his fellow Go Bowling! PBA Tour competitors as winner of the 
2018 Steve Nagy Sportsmanship Award while 2018 PBA Hall of Fame inductee Chris Barnes of Double 

Oak, Texas, has been selected as the PBA Tony Reyes Memorial Community Service Award winner.

Anderson and Doyle will be recognized on national television during the PBA Clash telecast that will air on 

FOX on Sunday, Dec. 23. Smallwood and Barnes will receive their awards during the PBA Hall of Fame 
induction ceremonies that will be live-streamed by Xtra Frame on FloBowling on Saturday, Jan. 5, from 

the International Bowling Museum and Hall of Fame in Arlington, Texas. 

  
Anderson, a 23-year-old right-hander who is still pursuing a degree in elementary education, returned to 

Go Bowling! PBA Tour competition in 2018 highly motivated after not being selected to participate in the 
PBA League Elias Cup competition and won a pair of titles: the United States Bowling Congress Masters 

(his first major) and the Xtra Frame Greater Jonesboro Open on his way to winning the 2018 Harry Smith 
PBA Points Leader award. He cashed in 16 of the 19 events he entered and had five top-five finishes, 

including a third-place finish in the PBA Tournament of Champions. He is the second-youngest player 

ever to win the award, behind only the late Billy Hardwick who was 22 when he was selected as PBA’s 
first Player of the Year in 1963. 

  
Anderson out-distanced runner-up EJ Tackett of Bluffton, Ind., the 2016 Player of the Year, and Dom 

Barrett of England in voting by his fellow PBA members and veteran bowling writers. In one of the most 

balanced seasons in recent memory, 12 players qualified by rule to make the Player of the Year ballot 
and 10 of the candidates received votes. 

  
Doyle also dominated voting, winning “rookie” honors easily over Thailand’s Annop Arromsaranon, the 

only first-year PBA member to win a title (the PBA-World Bowling Tour Busan Cup in South Korea). Doyle 
cashed in seven of the 15 events he entered, and had a personal-best third-place finish in the Xtra Frame 

Gene Carter’s Pro Shop Classic in Middletown, Del. 

  
Doyle’s arrival into the PBA Tour ranks has been highly-anticipated since 2010 when he became the 

youngest bowler ever to cash in a PBA Regional tournament at the age of 12, followed by becoming the 
youngest bowler ever to cash in the U.S. Open two years later as a 5-foot-5, 105-pound, 14-year-old 

eighth grader. 

  
Smallwood, a 41-year-old country music fan and avid deer hunter, is one of a handful of PBA Tour 

players to win the Steve Nagy Sportsmanship Award more than once. The 2016 Nagy recipient has 
earned the admiration of his fellow players despite his quiet, unassuming ability to beat them when the 

pressure is on. His three PBA Tour titles include a pair of majors: an historic win in the 2009 PBA World 

Championship after losing his job in the auto industry, and a pressure-packed four-match climb to the 
title in the 2018 Barbasol PBA Players Championship. He has four additional top-five finishes in majors 

among his 23 career championship round appearances. 
  

The Nagy sportsmanship award has been presented annually since 1966, the year of Nagy’s death, 
honoring his memory as a PBA Hall of Famer and founding member whose guidance in the PBA’s 

formation years was considered critical to the tour’s success. 

  
Barnes, and his wife, PWBA champion and USBC Hall of Famer Lynda Barnes, have been in a “give back” 

frame of mind for years. For starters, the Chris Barnes Thanksgiving Classic has awarded more than 260 
youth bowlers with more than $200,000 in scholarship assistance since its first event in 2004. Across the 

years, more than 3,200 young bowlers have participated in the annual holiday event. 

  
Even more noticeable has been his involvement in support of the Juvenile Diabetes Research Foundation 

since the couple’s son, Troy, was diagnosed with Type 1 diabetes in 2008. Chris and Lynda played a key 
role in the formation of Strike Out Diabetes within six months of Troy’s diagnosis, and they have devoted 

non-stop attention to the JDRF efforts ever since, raising more than $375,000 to assist with creating 

awareness and advancing education in the fight against juvenile diabetes. 



The PBA Tony Reyes Memorial Community Service Award was founded in 2013 to recognize charitable or 
community service projects undertaken by an active PBA member. The award is named in honor of the

Marshall Kent Wins 2018 PBA Clash in Landmark FOX Sports Telecast 
Kent defeats Dom Barrett, 218-215, in title match after surviving two elimination roll-offs 

  
LAKE WALES, Fla. (Dec. 23, 2018) – Four-time PBA Tour winner Marshall Kent of Yakima, Wash., 

outlasted seven other top money earners from the 2018 Go Bowling! PBA Tour season to win the PBA 
Clash, taking home the $25,000 winner-take-all first prize while ushering in a new era of sports television 

coverage for the PBA on FOX Sports. 
  
Kent defeated seven-time tour and 2018 U.S. Open winner Dom Barrett of England, 218-215, in the title 

match that aired on FOX Sunday after surviving two elimination roll-offs at the Kegel Training Center. 
  
Down by 18 in the eighth frame, Kent finished the match with five strikes to go around Barrett who left a 

10 pin on his first ball of the 10th frame after a double in the eighth and ninth frames, ending his hopes 
for the win.  
  
The Clash marked PBA’s landmark debut on FOX which will begin its 2019 Go Bowling! PBA Tour 

coverage with the PBA Hall of Fame Classic at 11 a.m. ET on Sunday, Jan. 6 on FS1. 
  
The eliminator format event showcased the season’s top eight money earners from the 2018 season. 

Joining Kent and Barrett in the field were other top earners Jason Belmonte, Anthony Simonsen, 2018 
Chris Schenkel PBA Player of the Year Andrew Anderson, EJ Tackett, Stuart Williams and Jakob Butturff. 
  
The telecast began with each bowler rolling a 10th-frame opening round with the low score eliminated. 

Seven players advanced to the second round where all players competed in a one-ball low-man-out 

format with the last two survivors bowling a complete game in the title match. 
  
In the 10th frame round, Tackett, the 2016 Player of the Year and the only three-time winner in 2018, 
was eliminated with an eight count for the frame after leaving the 2-4-10 split.  
  
Kent and Barrett went on to survive the one-ball elimination rounds to advance to the title match. 
  
For the unique format, Kent kept things simple using the same ball for the entire tournament while 
making his adjustments with ball speed and angles to the pocket. 
  
“I prepared like I do for any other tournament,” said Kent, who benefited from two crossover strikes in 

the one-ball elimination rounds. “There weren’t a lot of frames to bowl and there was no re-oiling (of the 

lanes) so I just made it work with one ball.” 
  



After the 3-6-7-10 split and an open in the fifth frame of the title match, Kent put his ability to adjust to 
the test and got back on track with a strike in the sixth and a nine-spare in the seventh before striking 

the rest of the way. 
  
“It was pressure all the way but I love the pressure,” Kent said. “The last half of the match I was able to 

find some area to the right so I just needed to play smart from that point.  Obviously, the most pressure 
was on the strike in the ninth so after I got that strike and all three in the 10th I felt like I did my part; 

then it was just wait and see what Dom does.” 
  
The revolutionary Specto StrikeTrack was introduced during the Clash telecast, giving viewers the ability 
to follow the path of the ball going down the lane while providing ball performance data in real time. 

StrikeTrack is similar in concept to the FOX Sports FlightTrack system used on PGA Tour telecasts that 

tracks the flight of a golfer’s shot.    
  
The Clash marked the return of veteran FOX sportscaster Rob Stone as play-by-play PBA announcer after 
a five-year absence, again teaming with color commentator and PBA Hall of Famer Randy Pedersen along 

with sideline reporter Kimberly Pressler. 
  
The telecast also included features on all eight players, a preview of the 2019 season and presentations 

by PBA CEO and Commissioner Tom Clark to Andrew Anderson for his Chris Schenkel PBA Player of the 
Year Award and Kamron Doyle for his Harry Golden PBA Rookie of the Year honor.

CHICAGO (Dec. 26, 2018) - Professional Bowlers Association CEO and Commissioner Tom Clark has 
announced a new four-year agreement with the CBS Sports Network to air the PBA Tour Finals beginning 

in 2019.  

In another Go Bowling! PBA Tour first, the CBS Sports Network will provide an unprecedented 10 hours 
of live coverage of the showcase event from the Red Rock Casino Resort & Spa in Las Vegas July 20-21, 

2019. 

The 2019 edition of the PBA Tour Finals will feature the top eight players in points from the 2018 and 

2019 season through the USBC Masters in April.  
  
In the previous two PBA Tour Finals, won by EJ Tackett in 2017 in Orlando and Jason Belmonte in 2018 

in Detroit, the top eight money earners were awarded with a PBA Tour Finals berth, however, that 
eligibility requirement will switch to the top eight in points beginning with 2019. 
  
The 2019 PBA Tour Finals will incorporate the same format as 2018 with the eight-player field divided 

into two four-player groups. The field will bowl four games of qualifying in their respective groups on a 

different oil pattern each game. The four game scratch totals for each player will be used to determine 
the seeding for a separate stepladder finals in each group. The final match of each group’s stepladder will 

be a best of three-game match with ties broken by a 9th and 10th frame roll off. The two group winners 
will then meet in another best-of-three game championship match that will also use a 9th and 10th frame 

roll-off should there be a tie after two games.

ARLINGTON, Texas (Dec. 27, 2018) – The Go Bowling! Professional Bowlers Association Tour makes 

its 2019 debut with the $100,000 PBA Hall of Fame Classic from the International Training and Research 

Center Jan. 2-6. The finals will air live on FS1 on Sunday, Jan. 6, at 10 a.m. (CST). 
  

The new season begins with the first PBA Tour event ever held in the International Bowling Campus’ 
research and U.S. Olympic training facility.

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PBA STARS ASSIST WITH MOOKIE BETTS’ HOLIDAY FUND-RAISER 

Mookie Betts’ emergence as a major league superstar with the world champion Boston Red Sox, 
combined with his high-level bowling skills, has developed into a mutually beneficial relationship with the 

Professional Bowlers Association over the past three years. 
  

Most recently, a fund-raising celebrity bowling event created 35 years ago in Betts’ Nashville area 
hometown by his mother, Diana Collins, reached a new peak when a team of PBA stars (Tommy 

Jones, Bill O’Neill, DJ Archer, Dino Castillo andShawn Maldonado) joined Betts, Red Sox 

teammate David Price and a number of other Nashville area celebrities to raise money in support of 
disadvantaged families associated with The National Bowling Association’s Music City Senate. 

  
And while they were in town for the celebrity fund-raiser at LTA Bowling Lanes in Murfreesboro, Tenn., 

the PBA players also donated their time and knowledge to Collins’ new youth bowling clinic at Smyrna 

Lanes in nearby Smyrna, Tenn. 
  

The celebrity fund-raising event (subtitled “AIM” for Acts Inspired by Mookie) carried on a tradition 
established by Collins when she was still in high school: raising money to help people facing medical or 

economic hardships, especially around the holidays. 

  
“The idea was just to help someone,” Collins said, adding that while the amount of money raised has yet 

to be calculated, “it has increased tenfold” over the past five years as her talented son has steadily risen 
to stardom in major league baseball. 

  
In a year in which Betts was named American League Most Valuable Player, won the AL batting 

championship, was selected as AL Defensive Player of the Year, earned Silver Slugger and Gold Glove 

honors, played in the MLB All-Star Game and helped the Red Sox win the World Series, he coincidentally 
became one of bowling’s most prominent spokesmen because his bowling talent was a topic in almost 

every discussion of his considerable athletic abilities.

Historic Tournament in China to Conclude 2019 Go Bowling! PBA Tour Season 

Summer Tour to determine eight players who will compete in end-of-season special event on FloBowling 

  
CHICAGO (Dec. 28, 2018) – The Professional Bowlers Association will conduct its first event ever in 

China when the inaugural PBA China Tiger Cup is held Nov. 8-11 at the 18-lane Suzhou Tiger Bowling 
Center about an hour west of Shanghai. 

  

The historic tournament that will conclude the 2019 Go Bowling! PBA Tour schedule was announced on 
Friday by PBA CEO and Commissioner Tom Clark, and tournament host Frank Zhao, the founder and 

president of Longmarch Bowling. 
  

The tournament will include eight PBA Tour players who will earn expenses-paid berths based on 2019 

USBC Cup points earned during the PBA Summer Tour. The eight PBA qualifiers will then join 56 PBA 
members from China, Korean, Japan and other Asian countries for an eight-game qualifying tournament. 

The top 16 bowlers after eight games will then bowl 16 games of round-robin match play for shares of 
the $106,000 prize fund. A special USA vs. China team event will conclude the event. 

  

The eight PBA Tour stars will qualify during an eight-event PBA Summer Tour schedule between July 24 
and Aug. 31. The Summer Tour events will all be live-streamed on FloBowling. The tournaments will 

include the Storm PBA/PWBA Striking Against Breast Cancer Mixed Doubles in Houston, Texas; the 
Chesapeake Open in Chesapeake, Va.; the Wilmington Open in Wilmington, N.C.; the Gene Carter’s Pro 

Shop Open in Middletown, Del.; the Bowlerstore Classic presented by Moxy’s Xtra Pair in Coldwater, Ohio; 



and the PBA FloBowling PBA Summer Swing that will include the Wolf Open, Bear Open and Aurora 
Open, all in Aurora, Ill. 

“The PBA China Tiger Cup is another major step forward as the PBA continues its efforts to grow the 

sport around the world, and especially in China’s rapidly growing bowling market,” said Clark. “The China 

Cup joins the creation of the PBA World Series of Bowling 10 years ago, a partnership with World Bowling 
on the World Bowling Tour and forming PBA Japan as examples of the PBA working to expose the sport 
at its highest level to as many people as possible.” 

  

The PBA China Tiger Cup is the culmination of a relationship between Zhao, the China Bowling 

Association and the PBA that began with the first contingent of six Chinese bowlers competing in the PBA 
World Series of Bowling in 2014 in Las Vegas after participating in a “PBA Pioneer League” program 

originated by Zhao to comply with PBA average requirements. Since its humble beginning, Zhao has 

conducted 14 PBA Pioneer League events, resulting in 94 bowlers in China and nearby Pacific Rim 
countries meeting PBA’s minimum average requirements and applying for PBA membership. 

  
“China has huge potential for bowling,” Zhao said. “In the 1990s, there was a big boom with more than 

30,000 lane beds installed in China, but it declined sharply. Thanks to bowling industry efforts recently, 

we have seen growth again. The PBA China Tiger Cup comes right on time to further stimulate the 
market.” 

  
The titled sponsor of the event is Tiger Bowling which owns three centers in China. Five years ago, the 

company created a tournament called the Tiger Bowling Challenge involving “traditional” bowlers vs. 
“spinners,” referring to the standard “hook” style of bowling widely practiced around the world vs. 

“spinner” technique popular in several southeast Asian countries that is characterized by lightweight 

bowling balls propelled by a flick of the thumb. In its sixth year, the Tiger Bowling Challenge will include 
a series of monthly tournaments involving hundreds of bowlers competing simultaneously on the same 

oiling pattern at 14 centers around China. 
  

"How China bowling develops depends on what we do today, said (Mr.) Lee, owner of Tiger Bowling 

along with several IT and investment companies. “Tiger Bowling will unswervingly grow bowling. I 
believe PBA China Tiger Cup will push the development of bowling in China to its new climax." 

  
The PBA China Tiger Cup adds a crowning touch to an unprecedented schedule of events for PBA players 

in 2019 that will include: 

            ● 28 PBA Tour title events; 
            ● An extensive schedule of nationally-televised events on FOX, FS1 and CBS Sports Network; 

            ● An expanded schedule of live-stream coverage by PBA Xtra Frame on FloBowling, the PBA’s 
new online partner; 

            ● A new PBA Playoffs with a $100,000 payoff to the winner; 
            ● Four major championship tournaments; 

            ● The return of fan and player favorites including the 10th anniversary PBA World Series of 

Bowling, PBA League Elias Cup, CP3 PBA Celebrity Invitational, Mark Roth-Marshall Holman PBA Doubles
