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 Chris Barnes claims his fifth PBA50 title and his first PBA50 
major at the PBA50 by defeating Troy Lint 279 to 193. Barnes made a 
ball switch going into the last game. The top 5 at the PB50 WSOB were 
the top bowlers of the 2020 PBA50 Tour Super Stars. Barnes averaged 
257.25 for his PBA Major for his first PBA Major.  For Tom Hess 
averaged 273 in his last four games of match play, including a 300 
game; 269, 279, 244, 300.   
 At the PB50 World Series of Bowling. There was a total of 
$300,000 in total prize money. Bowlers could win up to four titles and 
a PBA50 major. The patterns were used the Petraglia & Monacelli 
patterns. All the hall of fame patterns were won by new champions 
and for the PBA50 World Championships. The Dick Weber pattern was 
used.
