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Introduction to the 2012-2013 Josh Hyde’s PBA Media
Guide

In the 25 years that I've been a PBA fan this is the first time | have put together
a PBA Summary of the whole season. | have wanted to do this project for a number
of years. In the past five years | have created my own bowling publication called The
Josh Hyde’s Bowling Newsletter. It covers the PBA Tour as well as the Central PBA Re-
gion. It also covers the new bowling balls for the Brunswick Bowling Company.

In this guide you will find summaries about each tournament, the Top 50 analy-
sis, the top 10 of the top 50 comparisons, Hall of Fame career statistics, a PBA 50 2012
season recap, and the PBA 50 2013 recap. Regional RPI’s and finally a list of entries
from the 2012 World Series of Bowling from each region is included. In addition to
the guide, there are PBA media releases and a tournament packet about the 2012-13
majors, discussing the winners of each of these majors. Additionally, there are tourna-
ment notes with facts about the champions.

There have been studies that | have done that are about majors, awards and
career stats of the best bowlers in the world. | have also included a brief history on
what | have done involving the PBA as well as what my viewpoint is on Professional
Bowling. | have been to 102 PBA Tournaments including 25 majors. | have been an
honorary PBA member for 12 years. The history for the past 55 years of the PBA is
also a part of the guide. The PBA is the greatest bowling tournament organization in
the history of professional bowling. Please enjoy this recap of the 2012-2013 PBA tour
season.




Becoming an Avid Fan of the PBA

The first season | remember becoming an avid PBA fan was in 1989.
Mike Aulby had just won back-to-back titles, the BPAA US Open, and was on his way
to win the Triple Crown at the Firestone Tournament of Champions. He was going to
have a hard time winning the tournament. He had a good start, however, he did not
win that tournament. He had a very good line at the pocket, and it looked like he
was going to top the $300,000 earnings mark. During the season, Aulby also won
the PBA Doubles Tournament with his brother-in-law Steve Cook. They beat Parker
Bohn Il and Duane Fisher for the title. Aulby had also won two majors—the US
Open and his first of three USBC Masters titles.

Also in that season, Pete Weber became the third player in PBA history to
complete the Triple Crown with his win at the PBA National/World Championship.

Amleto Monacelli was becoming a dominant player and ended up getting
Player of the Year. Aulby didn’t make the $300,000, but he made his name known
on the pro bowlers tour on ABC-TV.

Ron Bell was a new winner on the PBA tour. The story behind him was that he
was going to be able to compete in the Firestone Tournament of Champions in his
hometown. Having a bowler’s family and friends behind him at the tournament is
one of the best things that a bowler can have.

Jim Pencak started winning games on his 15-game winning streak. Steve
Hoskins made his first telecast at the Showboat Tournament and later would earn
Rookie of the Year. Amleto won the Tucson Tournament. Dave Husted was climbing
the ladder, and it looked like he was going to win the tournament. However, Amleto
had something to say about that. That was really interesting to watch in the PBA. It
was a great year to become a PBA fan.



Going to PBA Tournaments

Why do | watch the PBA? It’s because | am so amazed by what these bowlers can
do with a bowling ball. It makes us want to become the best bowlers that we can ever
be. From picking up a 7-10 split to throwing a 300 perfect game—this is what our favor-
ite bowlers do for a living. Bowling fans around the world come and watch their favor-
ite bowlers hoping to become one of them someday.

| have figured out that | have been to 98 PBA tournaments in my 27-year bowling
career. This includes 24 major tournaments, 32 PBA National tournaments, 5 PBA Senior
tournaments, 25 Regional tournaments, and 13 Senior Regional tournaments. It always
amazes me what the greatest players can do with a bowling ball. Just by observing the
greatest bowlers in the world, much can be learned.

It always makes me want to go to a PBA tournament even if it is just a PBA Re-
gional tournament. Even at the regional level, you might see a Walter Ray Williams Jr. or
a Pete Weber. You may also say that’s an easy tournament for them to bowl, but the re-
ality is that the top regional guys are pretty good too. | have seen many different things
happen on the PBA Tour and the Regional Tournaments. The bowlers that we see week
in and week out on ESPN are definitely the best bowlers in the world.

Watching your favorite player in person is more pleasing than watching them on
TV. There is so much you can see by being there, instead of watching it on TV. Watching
the Majors Tournaments in person is exceptionally exciting because you can see what
your player is going through for a long period of time. | would rather go to see a major
bowling tournament than a standard PBA tournament.

Regional Tournaments are interesting because you see your local Joe Bowler try to
master a pattern at that tournament. You see them as their confidence builds to where
they feel they could take on a pro. Except when it comes time to keep score, sometime
it’s hard to stay above 200. One regional in particular was Georgetown Bowl. When
Chris Loschetter won his second tournament there and his comment was that the scor-
pion pattern was harder than the PBA Tour pattern. During the first few games, Chris
had to work with a couple 160 games at the start of the block. He adjusted, and as a re-
sult he ended up as the leader of the squad. All of these things put together make re-
gional tournaments hard to predict, but fun to watch.

Henry Gonzalez told me that he can get more focused about bowling a major be-
cause it brings out the best bowler in him. This is how | feel as a bowling fan. In con-
trast, Marshall Holman once said that he would rather strike than forced to mark in the
10th to win a PBA title. He then went on to say he usually made a good shot if he had to
strike. He didn’t strike every time, but he made a better attempt than if he were to
mark. This is what excites me and bowling fans into watching the PBA.



Seeing it All (by a Major Bowling Fan)

| have been a PBA member for 13 years and been to 101 PBA tournaments. This is
counting PBA National tour events, PBA50 tour events, PBA50 Regional events, and PBA
Regional events. This is also including 25 Major tournaments that | have attended. See-
ing Pete Weber win his 5th U.S. Open was the greatest accomplishment by a pro bowler
that | have ever witnessed.

Words can’t describe what an honor it is to be there when a pro bowler from the past
wins a PBA title. Watching three bowlers win the Triple Crown is one of the greatest ac-
complishments that a pro bowler can achieve. Being at a PBA Hall of Fame induction for
your favorite bowler is awesome! Witnessing a number of 300 by the greatest bowlers in
the world under the demanding lane conditions is incredible.

Watching the greatest bowlers on television and being at these PBA tournaments are
two completely different things. The bowling fans that can be at these tournaments are
able to see what the bowers go through in a week long tournament.

PBA National tournaments and PBA Regional tournaments are different. The reason
that they are different is the PBA National tournaments are the greatest bowlers in the
world. Both types of bowlers are great players, but they definitely differ on how the
game is played. Their mode of thinking while they are throwing a bowling ball is different
because they see the lane and the pins in their unique way. The pros are definitely the
best bowlers are throwing a bowling ball. | have seen a 7/10 split made a handful of
times in PBA tournaments.

| was inspired to write about this topic because | saw Pete Weber win his 5th U.S.
Open. He had to strike on the last ball to win a major tournament which is incredibly
hard and that is what made it so exciting to witness. Watching Pete Weber win his 5th
U.S. Open was like a clinic because he was doing what he had to do in order to win the
game and the tournament.

| also thought about when Mike Aulby bowled his 300 game on national television.
Watching him win his 3rd ABC Masters title along with watching Parker Bohn Il bowl! a
300 on the television show made me want to showcase these great events.

In 1993 Walter Ray Williams Jr had the chance to surpass Mark Roth’s 8 titles in one
season record. Seeing Walter Ray Williams Jr do this was amazing!

Four years ago Norm Duke won his first of two U.S. Opens. This was the tournament
that was going to make him be the 4th Triple Crown winner and the second bowler to
win the Triple Crown. He had to make the 2-4-5-8 spare and he did. This is what great
bowlers do. They either make their spares or they strike when they have to win a PBA
title. This is what professional is all about.

Doubling in the 10th to win a PBA title is hard to do. Winning a major tournament
with a chance to become one of the Triple Crown winners is very hard to do. This is what
Mike Aulby did in the 1995 Brunswick World Tournament of Champions. When he did
that in my mind he was one of the greatest bowlers ever. This made him become the
first bowler to win the Grand Slam. Attending Walter Ray Williams Jr” 41st PBA tour title
and him being beating Pete Weber in the 2006 PBA World Championship was one of the
greatest major championship matches | had ever been to. It was between the two great-
est players of all time.



Seeing it All (by a Major Bowling Fan) - Continued

Being there as a major bowling fan is a thrill! These bowlers are not competing on
easy lane conditions. They are making a living by throwing a bowling ball. We as bowl-
ing fans maybe throw 3-10 games a week. These bowlers are bowling 40 games (at
least) a week. These pros have probably have 40-100 bowling balls to take with them
to the PBA tournaments. They probably drill at least 2 balls per week. So, they are
drilling 100 balls a year—easy. On top of that, they are not bowling in the same bowl-
ing center every week. | marvel when | see one of the greatest bowlers struggle, then
he/she makes an adjustment to hit the pocket to get more pins. It is amazing how they
can make a move that fast and go from a 150-game to a 200-game. Also, they can
change balls or hand positions to affect how the ball rolls on the lane. Even a low game
by a pro bowler is a good game because of the effort they exert to make adjustments to
their game. It is interesting when you see a Pete Weber at a PBA Regional tournament
and follow his games to see what he will do at a PBA regional tournament. It is very in-
teresting to see the actual show and what they do before they go on the air. PBA Re-
gionals are more like a local amateur tournament. However, you do have some of the
top pros at these tournaments. Even though the Regional tournaments do not have a
pro shop, bowlers still work on their equipment in order to get a better read of the
lanes. They are still trying to win a PBA tournament. If a local bowler does well at a Re-
gional event, that bowler feels like he/she can compete with the best bowlers. Figuring
out the number for the cut is another focus point for a major bowling fan. The last cou-
ple games of a block, bowlers will know about what the cut will be. They will try to fig-
ure something out in order to get to that number. One example is when | saw Parker
Bohn start out the game with a strike and a couple of spares, then striking out to shoot
a 250 game. This was exciting to watch because | thought that he was not going to able
to figure out how to get the 7-pin out. He was able to hit the pocket and strike. Seeing
a harder lane condition is more exciting to watch because there is not going to be a lot
of high scores. It is also interesting how the bowlers handle when they are not shooting
big scores. You see them grind and try not to give the pocket up.

When Pete Weber won his 5th US Open, it was a clinic because of the demanding
lane conditions. This is what | am talking about when | am discussing overcoming a dif-
ficult lane condition. Pete Weber made his spares. When he got in trouble, he backed
it up with a couple good shots. This is what a great bowler does when he bowls in a pro
tournament. This is what professional bowling is all about.

This is what seeing it all by a major bowling fan means.



Josh Hyde’s Views on Professional Bowling

In the 24 years of professional bowling history, | have been an avid fan of the PBA
and witnessed many incredible moments. | would rather be there watching it live than
watching it on television. These are the greatest bowlers in the world. In the 1990s, as a
bowling fan, | got to observe a lot of great matches and tournaments.

In my opinion, the last round of match play is the most exciting part of the tourna-
ment. Bowling fans are able to watch who is going to make the show. This is where the
tournament is won or lost for a bowler.

Having various matches going on with all the different possibilities is thrilling. It is
also exhilarating to watch how the bottom part of the field is going to do. They may be so
far out of it for the show, but it is still interesting to see if they can figure out something
in the last round of match play. Who knows—they might have find something to battle
through and make it.

In 2000, at the Indianapolis Open, Parker Bohn Il was 430 pins back with eight
games to go. The last round of match play, he was able to pick up 300 pins and only
missed the show by 130. Anything can happen in eight games. A professional bowler
can pick up 30 pins each match he or she wins. Additionally, they have their plus or minus
scores on top of the 30 bonus pins. If a bowler is only 200 pins out going into the last
round of match play, he/she can make this difference up.

Anything can happen in round robin match play. The last game of match play, the posi-
tion round, is the most exciting part of the tournament especially when there are several
players battling for one spot for the championship round. Round robin match play is good
as each bowler faces each participant which sets up the preferred scenario of the cream
rising to the top.

The PBA Tour has the most demanding lane conditions. If a bowler is struggling
with the conditions, they are going to have to quickly figure out how to score. In short,
becoming a great professional bowler is extremely challenging.



What it Means to Be a PBA Member

In 2001, at the PBA National Championship, | asked PBA President Steve Miller if
| could be a PBA member. When he said, “Sure” | became ecstatic. This was my
dream, because | always wanted to be a PBA member. This is a great honor to me be-
cause | am now a member with the greatest bowlers in the world.

The week after the championship, | got the PBA honorary membership card. In
the envelope was a note that said Congratulations to our #1 fan on becoming a PBA
member. It was signed by the president of the PBA, Steve Miller. The note made me
feel like a professional bowler.

| have studied the PBA for the past 20 years and to be a part of a premier bowl-
ing league is a great opportunity. This means that | am a part of the same association
as bowlers like Earl Anthony, Dick Weber, and Walter Ray Williams Jr. | can pull my card
out of my wallet and know that all the great bowlers have the same card. | was the
first honorary member of the PBA. Some other honorary members are Jack Reichert
and Ray Firestone. These people have made professional bowing what it is today and
to be included with them is a great honor.

If a pro-bowler is struggling one day he will make a move or a ball change in or-
der to get a better reaction on that day. One example of this for me is when | was
bowling for a league makeup and | started out with a 130 game. The last frame of the
first game | switched balls and changed lines and then the last two games | had a 240
and 220 for a 600 series. This is what our favorite pro-bowler’s do when they are on
the PBA Tour. To say you can turn around your game, definitely can make you feel like
you are one of the greatest bowlers in the world.

You can see | take great pride in being a PBA member. This also means that | am
part of the “best bowling organization in the world”. Even though | will never be bowl-
ing for a title, | still feel that | am a pro-bowler.

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The PBA:
The Greatest Bowling Tournaments in History

A Look Back at the History of the PBA — 1958 to Today
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1958:

At the 1958 Masters, Eddie Elias gathered the top stars to form the PBA. Thirty-three bowlers, known as the Char-
ter Members of the PBA, pledged S50 each to get the PBA started. Elias was known as the person who created a
new sport professional bowling.

1959:

The PBA’s first three tournaments had a combined purse of $49,500. Lou Campi won the first PBA tournament,
while Dick Weber won the last two.

1960:

The PBA hosted seven tournaments that were worth $150,000. TV show “Make That Spare” funneled more money
toward the member’s pocketbooks. Don Carter won the inaugural PBA National Championship (known today as
the PBA World Championship).

1961:

The first televised PBA Finals took place at the $75,000 National PBA Invitational in Paramus, NJ. Eleven tourna-
ments had a total purse of $250,000.

1962:

Thirty-two tournaments were held worth $800,000. For the first time, the Winter Tour Finals aired on ABC-TV.
1963:

The million dollar mark was set that year with thirty-eight tournaments. Don Carter made history by breaking the
jackpot on “Make That Spare”.

1964:

The PBA added another telecast — “Best Ball” on CBS-TV. It was a two-man best-ball format. Thirty-one events
took place with total prize money equaling $1.2 million.

1965:

Once again, 31 tournaments were held with a combined purse of $1,300,000. Elias negotiated for the $100,000
Firestone Tournament of Champions in Akron, Ohio — the biggest tournament in PBA history. Elias also formed the
“Image Committee”.

1966:

Only 29 tournaments were held that year for a total purse worth $1.5 million. Wayne Zahn broke Don Carter’s re-
cord earnings of $49,972 set in 1962 by raking in $54,720. The PBA lost a potential superstar when Steve Nagy
passed away.

1967:

Thirty-four tournaments were worth $1,600,000. Ebonite and Brut joined Miller and Firestone to bring the com-
mercial sponsors to four. The PBA $70,000 National Championship went to the new Madison Square Garden. The
first ever perfect game on live national television was rolled by Jack Biondolillo at the Firestone Tournament of
Champions.

1968:

Thirty-five tournaments worth $1.7 million were held. Another commercial sponsor, Lincoln-Mercury, entered the
picture with the $75,000 Cougar Open at Kansas City. A new earnings record was set by Jim Stefanich of $67,375.
1969:

$1.8 million was up for grabs over 35 tournaments. Two additional companies, American Airlines and Bellows-
Valvair, joined the major tournament sponsors. Billy Hardwick set a record by winning 20% of the tournaments dur-
ing the course of the year. The inaugural National Resident Professional Championship was held in Cincinnati. John
Guenther became the second player to shoot a perfect game on television.
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1970:

The Regional program caught on with 26 events in the 12th year of the PBA. A new tournament was established called
the Don Carter Classic. Bellows-Valvair co-sponsored 4 tournaments. Meanwhile, Firestone, Miller High Life, Lincoln-
Mercury, Ebonite, and American Airlines maintained their sponsorships for major tournaments.

1971

The winter tour was nearly $1 million and the regional program expanded. Two more sponsors signed on: R.J. Reynolds
Tobacco Company and Andy Granatelli STP Organization. Lincoln-Mercury and Madison Square Garden joined forces
and created the Cougar Open. Brunswick established the Brunswick Memorial World Open. Twenty international bowl-
ers won their way to the $85,000 purse at the Brunswick Memorial World Open.

1972

The Firestone Tournament of Champions raised the prize fund from $100,000 to $125,000. Don Johnson and Nelson
Burton, Jr. dueled it out for the distinction of Bowler of the Year with Johnson winning. The BPAA U.S. Open was held at
Madison Square Garden in New York for a $100,000 purse.

1973

$25,000 was awarded to the winner of the $125,000 Firestone Tournament of Champions. For the second year, the
BPAA U.S. Open took place at Madison Square Garden. The Brunswick Memorial World Open became the second tour-
nament to have a $100,000 purse. The prize winnings for the Winter Tour was up to $1 million. The Regional program
boosted the PBA to grow to 1,000 members.

1974

The Winter Tour had the largest prize fund ever. No fewer than 4 tournaments were offered with each being valued at
$100,000 or more. New on the schedule were the Midas and Cleveland Opens. The purses of the Winston-Salem Clas-
sic and the Showboat Invitational increased to $100,000. Jim Stefanich became the third player to shoot a perfect game
on television.

1975

A record was set this year for the Winter Tour with 16 events. The Copenhagen and Monroe Max-Air Opens became
new stops on the Tour. Earl Anthony became the first bowler in PBA history to earn over $100,000 in a single season.
He also finished the season winning 7 National titles, tying Billy Hardwick’s record. The Firestone Tournament of Cham-
pions continued to be the PBA members’ top goal. The Regional program continued to grow with 82 tournaments that
year. Intwo years, the PBA membership grew 30% with 1,300 members.

1976

Nearly all of the national tour stops were televised (only 3 were not). AMF sponsored two $100,000 winter tourna-
ments and the Regional Champions Classic. Two more major sponsors joined the tour: Ford and Rolaids. Earl Anthony
set another earnings record with $110,833.

1977

For the 16™ consecutive year, ABC-TV picked up the Winter Tour. Two new sponsors, Burger King and Consolidated Ci-
gar, became two more major sponsors. Miller increased their sponsorship to $100,000, and then they added a Miller
Lite Classic to $80,000. Mark Roth did two things: He won 3 straight tournaments on the summer tour, and he became
the second player to reach $100,000 in a single year. The Winter Tour prize fund reached a record $1.5 million. The PBA
membership was at an all-time high at 1,600 members.

1978

Mark Roth won a record of 8 tournaments and set an earning record of $134,500. Pro tour qualifiers were enabling
more members to compete in tournaments of their choice. The Brunswick World Open and the Showboat Invitational
also upped their price tag to $125,000. Miller Brewing Company sponsored two tournaments worth $100,000. The Win-
ter Tour reached a record high of nearly $1.6 million, an average $100,000 per tournament.

1979

97% of the tournaments were televised. CBS picked up 10 events to air. Entertainment and Sports Programming Net-
work also showed 5 of the 6 Fall Tour events. The Firestone Tournament of Champions had a $150,000 price tag. The
U.S. Open had a price tag of $125,000. Showboat sponsored the PBA National Championship for $125,000. Kessler Whis-
key sponsored two events in the fall: the Kessler Open and the Kessler Classic. Membership rose to 2,000 by year’s end.
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1980
ESPN telecast 12 events in 16 weeks. The Winter Tour had a new sponsor, True Value. They sponsored a $125,000
event. By winning the 1979 Brunswick National Resident Championship, Willie Willis became the first African-American
to qualify for the Firestone Tournament of Champions. Two sponsors raised their prize funds to $125,000. The BPAA
U.S. Open increased to $131,000.

1981

The twentieth season of ABC Sports Professional Bowlers’ Tour featured 21 tournaments. The PBA National Champion-
ship had the largest prize fund at $135,000. That was the second to $153,000 Firestone Tournament of Champions.
Miller Brewing Company supported the first annual PBA Senior Championship at New Orleans. A seventh region was
created by July which resulted in more than a hundred new members. The new region had five tournaments. There
were 96 Regional Tournaments that worth more than S1 million. Membership rose to 2,500 members by year end.
1982

The Tournament of Champions was a $200,000 purse with the top prize being $40,000. The Toledo Trust PBA National
Championship had a total purse of $200,000 with the winner receiving $38,000. Earl Anthony won the event and with
the victory became the first pro bowler to exceed the $1 million mark in career earnings. For the first time in PBA his-
tory, the tour had a stop in Europe with Tom Baker winning the Grand Prix of Bowling Tournament. This was the first
Winter Tour where the tournament purse was at least $100,000. USA Network picked up the Summer and Fall Tours.
AC Delco joined the list of sponsors by sponsoring $125,000 pm the Spring Tour.

1983

The PBA’s founding marked its 25" anniversary. The average prize fund was $136,875 in the Winter Tour. Both the PBA
National Championship and the Tournament of Champions had a total purse of $200,000 with the PBA National Champi-
onship winner getting $38,000 while the TOC winner took home $40,000. Showboat, Miller Brewing, and True Value
Hardware offered $150,000 purses at their events. True Value Hardware threw in a $50,000 bonus to anyone who
threw a perfect game on television during the Winter Tour. The first Annual Touring Players Championship took place
on the Fall Tour.

1984

The three Triple Crown events (Firestone Tournament of Champions, Trustcorp PBA National Championship and BPAA
U.S. Open) each featured a $200,000 purse. The total prize fund for the Winter Tour’s sixteen events totaled
$2,370,000. The Showboat Invitational increased their prize fund to $175,000. ABC TV covered five Spring Events. USA
Network carried the Summer Tour; NBC Sports carried the Fall Tour.

1985

True Value Hardware Stores challenged any player who threw a 300 game on national television a $100,000 bonus. In
additional, they would pay $200,000 to any player who rolled a perfect game during the True Value Open. Miller Brew-
ing Company sponsored three tournaments. If a bowler won all three, they would receive a $1 million reward. ESPN
had 12 Summer Tour events. NBC televised six Fall Tour events which included the Kodak Invitational. Budweiser came
on board sponsoring two tournaments. Mike Aulby surpassed Earl Anthony’s single season money record of $164,735.
Aulby became the first bowler to exceed $200,000 with $201,200.

1986

The Firestone Tournament of Champions offered a $50,000 first prize to the winner. That was the largest that the Tour-
nament of Champions winner ever received. For the second consecutive year, Miller Brewing Company offered a $1 mil-
lion bonus for anyone that won all 3 of the Miller sponsored tournaments. True Value offered a $100,000 bonus for any
bowler bowling a perfect game on television. The Summer Tour offered the most money in the history of the PBA. Ebon-
ite and Miller Brewing sponsored Summer Tour events. ESPN aired the Summer Tour and NBC aired the Fall Tour. Total
prize money for the year was $6.5 million. Marshall Holman became the third player to pass one million dollar in career
earnings at the Firestone TOC.

1987

The US Open offered a $500,000 purse. The winner got $100,000. Pete McCordic threw a perfect game on national tele-
vision for which he earned $100,000. Miller Brewing offered a year- long point bonus. It was a $50,000 bonus.

1988

The Triple Crown Events were known as the mega-buck events. The $200,000 Don Carter Greater New Orleans Classic
offered a $200,000 purse. Bob Benoit rolled the first perfect game
in the title match at the Quaker State Open. He defeated Mark
Roth 300-255. A&W added a stop in Phoenix. “Make That Spare”
returned to T.V. in March. In total, the National and Regional tour-
naments offered $7.5 million in prize money. Brian Voss set an
earnings record of $225,485.
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1989

The Seagram’s Coolers U.S. Open offered a $500,000 purse, which was the most that the PBA ever had to offer, with the
winner getting $100,000. There was a fourth bowler that passed the S1 million in career earnings, Pete Weber. He also
became the 3™ bowler to complete the Triple Crown when he won the PBA National Championship. A few months later,
Mike Aulby became the 5" bowler to surpass the $1 million in career earnings. Aulby would later set the most money
earned in one year by a professional bowler—nearly $300,000.

1990

At the beginning of the decade, the PBA added 3 new sponsors: Choice Hotels, Chevy trucks and American Bowling Con-
gress. Amleto Monacelli earned his second consecutive Player of the Year honor. Eleven players went over the $100,000 in
a single year. Cambridge sponsored the PBA mixed doubles with Monacelli and Tish Johnson successfully defending their
titles. PBA membership topped over 3,500 by year’s end.

1991

ABC celebrated their 30™ year of televising the Pro Bowlers Tour. Tums became a sponsor at the Windsor Locks, CT, Tour-
nament. The Johnny Petraglia Open was held at North Brunswick, NJ. David Ozio joined Dick Weber and Don Johnson in
being the only players to win the first two stops of the year. John Mazza and Jess Stayrook became the 2™ and 3" players
to convert the 7-10 split on national television. The Senior Tour had 12 tournaments which was 50% more than in 1990.
1992

Mike Connor was named PBA Commissioner. Joe Antenora was the only other person to ever hold this title. Bud Light
became the official beer of the PBA Tour. They sponsored two tournaments: the PBA National Championship and the
Touring Players Championship. Firestone Tournament of Champions increased their prize fund to $300,000. Kool Shoot-
outs offered winner-take-all one-game matches at certain tournament sites. Choice Hotels Summer Classic offered a
$25,000 match between the winner of the PBA Tour and the PBA Senior Tour. The match was between Amleto Monacelli
and Gene Stus, with Monacelli winning the match. Amleto collected the prize. There were four more bowlers that sur-
passed the $1 million mark in career earnings: Amleto Monacelli, Brian Voss, Wayne Webb and Dave Husted. Dick Weber
was the first player to win five titles in five different decades by winning the Touring Pro/Senior Doubles with Justin
Hromek.

1993

IOF Foresters became a sponsor on the Winter Tour. The Bud Light Hall of Fame Championship was co-sponsored by the
National Bowling Council. Children’s Miracle Network became the official charity of the PBA Tour. Total prize money for
Kool Shootouts was $175,000. The prize money for the 14-event Senior Tour increased to nearly $1.4 million. The PBA
Millionaire Club had a poster that featured the first 10 bowlers who surpassed the $1 million mark in career earnings. The
players included Earl Anthony, Mark Roth, Marshall Holman, Mike Aulby, Pete Weber, Wayne Webb, Dave Husted, Brian
Voss, Amleto Monacelli, and Walter Ray Williams, Jr. General Tire replaced Firestone as the Tournament of Champions
sponsor. Firestone had been the sponsor of the TOC for the previous 29 years. Mike Aulby became the sixth bowler to
shoot a perfect game on television.

1994

“Arena finals” were introduced at three tournament sites. The finalists bowled on four specially installed lanes. The initial
offering was an instant success as more than 5,000 fans showed up at the Erie Civic Center for the telecast. ABC-TV was in
its 33" year of airing the Professional Bowlers Tour. The PBA Tour had a record prize fund averaging nearly $200,000 per
tournament. ESPN televised the remaining Summer and Fall Tour events. Three new sponsors came on board: Sherwin-
Williams, Hilton Hotels and SplitFire Spark Plugs. The Senior Tour had 4 televised stops. Johnny Petraglia rolled the 7th
perfect televised game at the PBA National Championship Butch Super Rolled the 8th Perfect Game on National Television
1995

A new PBA commissioner, Mark Gerberich, was given that title. There were eight tournaments that were in the arena dur-
ing the championship round. At the BPAA U.S. Open, there was a record of over 7,200 fans. At the Detroit Joe Louis
Arena, Mike Aulby won the Brunswick World Tournament of Champions making him the fourth bowler to win the Triple
Crown. This also made him the first bowler to complete the Grand Slam. Aulby also set a single season record average of
225.49.
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1996

The first PBA commissioner, Joe Antenora, passed away. Mike Aulby became the first bowler to complete the Super
Slam by winning the Bayer/Brunswick Touring Players Championship. Bob Learn Jr. set an all time high of 1129 in a
championship round. Earl Anthony came out of retirement and cashed in every tournament he entered and also even
won the Naples Senior Open. The PBA signed a three year deal with the Marquee Group, a sports marketing, television
production & entertainment company, to represent the PBA as a marketing partner. AC Delco signed a three
year deal of one million  dollars in Lakewood California. Dave Husted became the first player to successfully defend
his US Open Title. C.K. Moore and Bob Learn, Jr. were the 9th and 10th bowlers that shot a perfect game on national
television.

1997

The ABC TV program for pro-bowlers came to an end after three years. Walter Ray Williams won the final tournament
on ABC TV. Walter Ray became the first bowler in PBA history to surpass the $2 million dollar mark in career earnings.
CBS Sports signed a deal with the PBA where they would put on a one hour telecast on Saturday afternoons. Strike
Spare Fun Centers guaranteed one million dollar bonus for any bowler who bowled a 300 game in the title match. Jason
Queen andSteve Hoskins became the 11" and 12th bowlers to bow! a 300 game on TV. Brunswick signed a three year
deal of three million dollars which included three tournaments per year, an official website sponsorship, and the devel-
opment of the “Pro-Pin”. Amleto Monicelli became the first international player in PBA history to be inducted into the
PBA Hall of Fame.

1998

The PBA founder Eddie Elias passed on. The PBA Tour had a four million dollar purse. CBS Sports televised spring and
summer tours, while ESPN had the winter and fall tours. Both CBS and ESPN agreed to a 2-year deal with the PBA Tour.
The Villages, a retirement community in Florida, reached an agreement with the PBA Tour including 3 events on the
PBA Senior Tour and the Senior TOC. Walter Ray added $2.3 million in career earnings. Parker Bohn Il became the 13th
bowler to roll a 300 on national television. Pete Couture earned $117,000 and also set a senior record with four wins.
1999

PBA players competed for more than $4.125 million in prize money. Steve Jaros bowled the 14 perfect game on na-
tional television. For the 38" consecutive year, network television, CBS Sports, carried a 10 week summer swing. Eric
Forkel became the first bowler to win an event in an outdoor arena setting, at Bryant Park in New York City. Mike Miller
became the 15™ bowler to bowl a perfect game on national television. Dale Eagle won a record, tying with 4 wins on the
senior tour. Johnny Petraglia became the last player to surpass the S1 million in career earnings in the 20" century.
Parker Bohn Il set a record with the highest average in a single year. He also won 5 titles and he became Player of the
Year.

2000

Chris Peters, Mike Slade and Mike Slade bought the PBA in April. lan Hamilton and Steve Miller were hired as new Com-
missioner and President of the PBA. Chris Barnes had an outstanding year except he was winless. Jason Couch won his
second consecutive Tournament of Champions title. Bob Learn Jr. became the 21* player to surpass the $1 mil. mark in
career earnings. Fox Sports picked up the summer tour. Dave Soutar joins Dick Weber as players to win titles in five dif-
ferent decades.

2001-2002

After completing a tournament swing January-June, the PBA announced that they were going to set a season from Sep-
tember-April. The standard prize fund was at an all-time high with a 140% increase, with a $40,000 first place prize for
every standard event. In the major tournament it was at least $100,000. With changing the name of PBA National Cham-
pionship to the PBA World Championship, that top prize was $120,000. Also the PBA changed the tournament format
from a Round Robin match play format to a single elimination match play format. The PBA membership saw a 25% in-
crease. The national tournaments had an increase of 35%. Parker Bohn Il was named Player of the Year. Tommy Jones
was named Rookie of the Year. Ernie Schlegel and Jason Couch became the 22™ and 23™ bowlers to surpass the $1 mil-
lion in career earnings. Doug Kent had the biggest payday when he won the $120,000 first place prize at the PBA World
Championship. Dick Weber became the first player to win a title in six different decades at a Midwest Regional.
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2002-2003

Fred Schreyer was named the PBA Commissioner. There were 13 new corporate sponsors: Banquet Foods, Bayer,
Days Inn, Dexter, GEICO Direct, Pepsi, Jackson Hewitt Tax Service, Cambridge Credit, Miller Brewing Company, Odor-
Eaters, Pep Boys, Storm and VIA Bowling. PBA membership was over 4,000. The tournaments increased also, by 14%.
Walter Ray shattered Mike Aulby’s earnings record with $419,000. He won PBA Player of the Year. He also became
the first bowler to surpass the $3 million mark in career earnings. Jason Couch became the first player to win 3 con-
secutive Tournament of Champions titles. Norm Duke became the 16™ player to bow! a 300 on television in PBA his-
tory. Norm Duke and Dave Traber tied in the championship match of Cambridge Credit Classic in a three ball roll off,
with Norm Duke finally winning. Randy Pedersen and Danny Wiseman became the 24" and 25" bowlers to surpass
the $1 million mark in career earnings.

2003-2004

At the start of the PBA tour season, the PBA announced that they would be having an exempt tour at the start of
2004-2005. Baby Ruth and Wild Turkey Bourbon jumped on board as two new sponsors. The membership rose to
4,100 members. Tournament entries were up 20% higher than they were in 2002-2003. Mika Koivuniemi rolled the
17% perfect game on national television. Walter Ray Williams Jr. was two titles behind the great Earl Anthony.
2004-2005

The PBA Tour started its brand new exempt format which included 64 bowlers with 58 of them having exempt tour
status. There were two new sponsors: Denny’s and Motel 6. The rating for the average for viewing bowling on TV was
an all-time high since the new ownership of the PBA. For the first time, the PBA opened its doors to women. Missy
Bellinder became the first woman to join the PBA. Liz Johnson became the first woman to qualify for a PBA Tour
event. Later she would become the first woman to get on national television. Chris Barnes became the 31st million-
aire in only 220 events. Barnes won the inaugural, a record $200,000 top prize, in the Motel 6 Roll to Riches. The PBA
lost the great Dick Weber and Chris Schenkel. George Pappas became the third player in PBA history to win five titles
in different decades.

2005-2006

At the start of the season, Denny’s signed a three year, multi-million dollar deal to become the 1st title sponsor of
the PBA Tour. Denny’s helped air a special event which aired Christmas day called the Final Frame. This event was a
tournament where the winner was exempt for the following season. The tour added a throwback event called the
Dick Weber Open to remember the life of Dick Weber. The format was bowlers would bowl 15 games of qualifying
then 24 games of round robin match play. Jackson Hewitt offered a one million dollar bonus for any bowler who won
all three of the Triple Crown events. Walter Ray tied the great Earl Anthony when he won the 2006 Denny’s PBA
World Championship by defeating Pete Weber. Eric Forkel and Mike Edwards became the 32nd and 33rd bowlers to
surpass the one million dollar mark in career earnings. Membership rose to 4,300. Sean Rash became the first non-
exempt bowler to win a PBA title coming from the TQR. Kelly Kulick became the first woman to earn an exemption at
the 2006 PBA Tour Trials.

2006-2007

Walter Ray Williams Jr. started out with a bang at the Dydo Japan Cup when he beat Pete Weber to win his 42" PBA
Tour title. There were two perfect games on national television by Tony Reyes (18)and Ryan Shafer (19). Doug Kent
made history by winning the 2006 USBC Masters and the Denny’s World Championship. He became the fifth player
to win two majors in a single season. Kelly Kulick and Billy Oatman became the first woman and first African Ameri-
can to receive an exemption on PBA Tour. A record 147 bowlers were entered in the Tour’s Qualifying Round at the
Pepsi Championship held at Woodland Bowl in Indianapolis. PBA and USBC announced that they would do a 16-
woman exempt series to coincide with Denny’s tour events. There were 16 PBA stars competing in a doubles event.
There were six new sponsors. The PBA Senior Tour had 13 events, and increase from 9 in the previous year. They re-
turned the Ladies and Legends.
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2007-2008

Denny’s had its third straight year of the title. They had to name the World Championship and U.S. Open. Walter Ray
won his 43" career title at the 2007 Motor City Classic. He had the streak of 15 consecutive seasons with at one or
more titles. He also won his 44" title at the 2007 Great Lakes Classic. He broke records when he received his Harry
Smith Point Leader Award and George Young High Average Award. For the first time the PBA started a point system
for the PBA Player of the Year Award. Chris Barnes was the first bowler to win the point race. Rhino Page put to-
gether the greatest rookie season. He made five shows, and he won two titles. For the first time in 14 years the PBA
had the PBA Doubles Event, won by Mike Fagan and Danny Wiseman. Norm Duke became the 4™ bowler to complete
the Triple Crown when he won the U.S. Open, and the second bowler to complete the Grand Slam.

2008-2009

At the start of the 08-09 season the PBA celebrated the 50™ anniversary at the Tournament of Champions. It was a
gala. Lumber Liquidators became the second sponsor of the PBA Tour. The Player of the Year came down to the last
ball at the Lumber Liquidators U.S. Open with Wes Malott winning the honor. Norm Duke became the first bowler in
PBA history to win three Majors in a row at the 2008 PBA World Championship. The Tour came up with different
swing names to coincide with the PBA Tour. The swings were Versatility Swing, Grand Slam Swing, and West Coast
Extreme Swing. These swings measured the players’ ability to master the different lane conditions of each swing. The
first two handed bowler, Jason Belmonte, won a PBA title at the Bowling Foundation Classic in New York. He would
then win Rookie of the Year. Rhino Page became the 20" bowler to bowl a perfect game on national television at the
Japan Cup.

2009-2010

A new bowling tournament era came about named the World Series of Bowling. It was a storybook ending as a Gen-
eral Motors employee, Tom Smallwood, lost his job and won the 2009 PBA World Championship. Kelly Kulick won the
PBA Women’s World Championship to qualify for the Tournament of Champions. It was there that she won her first
PBA title, defeating Chris Barnes 265-195 in the championship game. Walter Ray Williams Jr. became the oldest
player to win the Player of the Year honor. He also became the play with the most Player of the Year awards and ti-
tles with 7 awards and 47 titles. He also had had 19 seasons with earnings over $100,000. As well as he led the tour in
points, high average, and match play appearances. He later would become Senior Rookie of the Year. He won an as-
tonishing seven ESPY Awards. Jack Jurek became the player who had the longest span between titles when he won
the Shark Championship at the World Series of Bowling. Brian Ziesig became the only amateur to win a PBA title at
the GEICO Mark Roth Plastic Ball Championship.

2010-2011

Chris Barnes became the 5" player in PBA history to win the Triple Crown by winning the PBA World Championship.
The PBA was back on network TV when ABC aired the Tournament of Champions. It was there that the PBA had their
lowest game shot on national television when Tom Daugherty shot a 100. His opponent Mika Koivuniemi bowled a
299 game. It was the largest margin of victory in PBA history. Yong-Jingu became the first South Korean bowler to
win a PBA title when he won the Scorpion Championship at the World Series of Bowling. It was the first time that the
PBA had all international bowlers in the championship round. Kameron Doyle became the youngest player in PBA
history to cash in a PBA event at the age of 12. For the first time, the PBA had a play off tournament held at Wood-
land Bowl in Indianapolis called the Dick Weber PBA Playoffs. Mika Koivuniemi became the 2™ player to earn his sec-
ond Player of the Year honor as an international pro-bowler. At the Tournament of Champions the PBA had the 1*
million dollar purse with $250,000 going to the winner.
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2011-2012

The PBA appointed a new CEO named Geoff Reiss along with Tom Clark becoming the PBA commissioner. At the 3" world
Series of Bowling, a record 15 countries were represented during the tournament. Sean Rash made a record of making 5
consecutive championship rounds. However, he could not win a title. During the Animal Pattern Championships interna-
tional bowlers dominated the tournaments. Osku Palermaa won the PBA World Championship. For the first time in history
the PBA had 4 X-tra Frame events where bowling fans could only see the tournament live on the internet. Norm Duke be-
came the first bowler to win back-to-back X-tra Frame titles. Jason Belmonte and Chris Barnes became the 21% and 22™
bowlers to bowl a 300 game on national TV. Pete Weber became the first bowler in PBA history to win 5 U.S. Opens. He
did it by striking on the last ball to defeat Mike Fagan 215 to 214 in the championship game. Missy Parkin became the first
woman to finish 9™ in the USBC Masters and 21%" in the U.S. Open. Cameron Doyle became the youngest player to cash in
a PBA tour event at the U.S. Open at the age of 14. In 50 years, the PBA saw no left-handers winning a PBA tour title. The
renaming of the PBA Senior Tour became the PBA 50 Tour. Walter Ray Williams Jr. earned his first Senior Player of the
Year honor. Amleto Monacelli earned the Senior Rookie of the Year. Johhny Petraglia became the second player to win
titles in six different decades and Wayne Webb wins a title in the fifth different decade.

2012-2013

The PBA introduced a new concept the PBA League, introduced at the 2012 World Series of Bowling. In the first PBA
League Draft, Norm Duke got the honor of going first. He picked Rhino Page. The League had eight different owners: Ter-
rell Owens, Jerome Bettis, Kevin Hart, Billie Jean King, Chris Hardwick, Chris Paul, Jesse Williams, and Lamar Woodley. The
inaugural Elias Cup went to the WTT Kingpins. Parker Bohn Ill won his second Major by capturing the 2013 PBA World
Championship. There were three new patterns at the Geico Summer Swing: the Badger, Wolf, and Bear. The Badger pat-
tern was the longest at 52 feet. The Wolf was shortest pattern at 34 feet. Peter Weber became the first bowler to win the
Triple Crown twice by winning the 2013 Tournament of Champions. Joe Scarborough rolled the first 900 series during the
PBA50 tournament at The Villages. Pete Weber also won his first Masters at the 2013 USBC Senior Masters. At the same
tournament, Joe Scarborough shot the first 900; while the oldest competitor, Darrell Ducat (87 years old) competed. Jason
Belmonte made four out of the five Major championship rounds. PBA Hall of Famers Billy Hardwick and John Jowdy, PBA
Titlists Dave D’Entremont and Les Schissler, and PBA Tour champion Tony Reyes passed away. Former PBA50 Dick Weber
Sportsmanship Award winner, Fred Baldwin, passes away. Terrell Owens and Marshal Kent get a commissioner exemp-
tion to bowl the fifth WSOB. Jason Belmonte would earn Player of the Year honors receiving 42 % of the vote. Parker Bohn
Il won the inaugural Tony Reyes service award. Walter Ray Williams Jr became the first player to receive multiple Player
of the Year awards on both the PBA and PBA50 Tours.
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Commentary about PBA History

When Eddie Elias founded the PBA in 1958, he wanted a place where the greatest bowlers could bow! around the country.
The PBA has the greatest bowling tournaments in the world. It takes a great bowler to win on the PBA. All of the greatest
bowlers in the history of the PBA have won a lot of titles. They deserve to be in the PBA Hall of Fame. From the first super-
star of the PBA, Dick Weber, to the great Walter Ray Williams Jr. there have been a lot of strikes bowled between all 4,300
members of the PBA. The lane conditions are demanding. Bowlers are going to have to find a way to hit the pocket between
14 games to 56 games in order to get to the championship round. This is what the greatest bowlers have to do in order to
win a PBA title. There are no bowling games on the same pair of lanes. They are moving after every game. In the 54 year
history of the PBA, bowling fans have seen it all.

Professional Bowling

In order to have a professional sport, bowling had to be on national television. This allowed the PBA to showcase the great-
est bowlers in the world. Unfortunately, bowling fans have only been able to see bowlers bowl a minimal number of games
due to having only 90 minutes of television coverage whereas other professional sports get more airtime. In those other
sport, fans are able to see the progression of their favorite teams or athletes. If bowling gets only between one or two hours
of national coverage, bowling fans are limited in seeing what their favorite bowlers can do under different lane conditions.

The Major Tournaments

The greatest bowlers are going to be a threat at these tournaments. They have demanding lane conditions. The greatest
bowlers are not going to be able to score high at these tournaments. However, they are the greatest bowlers in the world.
They will find a way to strike at these tournaments. Winning a major tournament is one step closer to the PBA Hall of Fame
for a pro bowler. This is one of the greatest feats that a pro bowler can accomplish. In these tournaments, the bowlers are
going to have to make their spares and be able to grind a few games out in order to be successful. There have only been five
players who have completed the Triple Crown. Only two players have been able to complete a Grand Slam in professional
bowling. This shows how hard major tournaments are to win on the PBA Tour.

The Awards

To have an award on the PBA Tour, a bowler must be the best at something rather than having the highest average, the
most points or being a good sportsman. He or she is the best at one of these tasks. Being one of the best bowlers in the
world is a hard mission to take on. To be great at one thing, to be a great bowler and to be the best at one particular thing is
exceptionally hard. Every season when the bowlers shoe up, they’re hoping to be one of the greatest players of that season.

The Hall of Fame

To be in the Hall of Fame, a bowler has to have an outstanding career. They probably have a lot of titles, awards, and ma-
jors. These are the factors that go into determining if a player deserves to be in the PBA Hall of Fame. It is one of the great-
est honors you can achieve getting into the Hall of Fame. Only a small percentage of the PBA membership is in the Hall of
Fame. They know when they need to strike; and if they are struggling, they know what they need to do to get the ball into
the one-three pocket to score. If a PBA member gets into the Hall of Fame, this tells me that they are one of the greatest to
throw a bowling ball.

The Evolution of the PBA

When Eddie Elias founded the PBA, he wanted to incorporate all these factors in order for bowling to be considered a pro-
fessional sport. It is definitely hard to be one of the best pro bowlers on the PBA Tour. There is a lot of talent on the PBA
Tour, and all of them know how to strike. A little more than three years ago, the PBA came up with a top 50 greatest players
of all time. This was a hard task to complete. The bowling writers and the PBA did a great job at figuring out who the top 50
were going to be. The 50 greatest are probably the best bowlers in the PBA’s history. They definitely know how to strike and
what they need to do when things aren’t going their way. All in all, the PBA is the greatest bowling organization in the world.




The Top Twelve Events in PBA History

Earl Anthony becoming first player to surpass $1 million in career earnings.

Earl Anthony became the first player to surpass S1 million at the PBA National Championship. This
moment was important because Earl Anthony was the second superstar of the PBA. If a bowler is a
superstar, he will become the first player to do something monumental. By him becoming the first
millionaire, it makes him one of the legends.

Mark Roth winning 8 titles in 1 season.

Mark Roth was one of the great bowlers. To win 8 titles in one season is unheard of. This is what
made him one of the greatest bowlers ever.

Jack Biondolillo bowling the 1* perfect game on national television.

Being the first bowler to bowl a perfect game on national television tells bowling fans that the best
bowlers can perform on national television.

Walter Ray Williams, Jr. being the 1% player to go over the $2 million mark in career earnings.
Walter Ray Williams, Jr. was the 2" greatest bowler in PBA history. Just like Anthony, he was the
first bowler to go over the $2 million mark in career earnings. Being the first to surpass $2 million in
career earnings is a hard thing to accomplish on the PBA Tour.

Pete Weber winning a record 5 US Opens.

Pete Weber is perhaps the greatest player in PBA history without receiving a player of the year
honor. Winning 5 US Open titles definitely makes him one of the greatest bowlers in the history of
the PBA Tour.

Mike Aulby becoming the 1** bowler to win the Grand Slam and the Super Slam.

There have only been 2 bowlers who have completed the Grand Slam. When a bowler becomes the
first bowler to win the Super Slam as well, he is saying that he is one of the best bowlers of all time.
Dick Weber becoming 1% bowler to win 5 titles in 5 decades.

Winning a title is a hard thing to do, but winning 5 titles in 5 different decades is an amazing feat.
Overcoming different changes in the sport of bowling and winning with different equipment
changes, that is one of the ways a bowler can say that he is one of the best bowlers of all time.
Kelly Kulick winning the Tournament of Champions.

Winning a PBA Tour title is a hard task to accomplish. There is so much talent. Winning a major is
especially hard. For the first woman to win the Tournament of Champions as her first title is saying
they are definitely ready to bow! on the PBA Tour.

Walter Ray Williams, Jr. surpassing the great Earl Anthony with 42 titles.

Only a handful of guys have won more than 30 titles on the PBA Tour. Surpassing the great Earl An-
thony is monumental achievement.

Pete Weber becoming the first bowler to complete the Triple Crown twice.

At the 2013 ToC, Weber did what only six other bowlers have done before, only his was a second
time, proving his dominance again 25 years later.

Walter Ray Williams becoming the first bowler to exceed the $3 million mark in career earnings
After shattering Mike Aulby’s single season record for earnings, Williams became the first bowler
to go over the S3 million mark in career earnings.

Duke winning three consecutive Majors.

After winning the last two Majors in ‘07-'08, Duke wins the PBA World Championship and becomes
the first player in PBA history to win three Majors in a row.



Prize Funds of the PBA

Every bowling tournament has a prize fund. Even our favorite pro bowlers have to compete for prize winnings. Over
the years, the PBA has tried to entice the best bowlers in the world to compete for the top dollar. There has only been one
tournament that has had a 1 million dollar purse. That tournament was the 2011 Tournament of Champions. The winner got
two hundred fifty thousand dollars for winning the tournament. In the history of the PBA, the prize funds have increased. Re-
cently, lack of sponsorship has decreased the funds. Hopefully, that will change in years to come.

In the 1993 season, the PBA had the highest total purse that the bowlers could compete for. The amount was a little over 6
million dollars in prize money. This allowed a lot of pro bowlers to make a decent living. No matter how great a pro bowler is,
he/she has to make a living.

The prize funds have steadily increased since the first meeting of the PBA in 1958, though the first tournament was
not until 1959. 1963 brought a major drop in prize funds and stayed fairly steady until about 2002. In 2002-2003, there was
an increase in sponsorship in the PBA. Therefore, the prize money also increased accordingly. From 1990 to 1994, the PBA
had a steady amount of prize funds that the pro bowlers could compete for, averaging approximately 5 million dollars per
year. The pros had a great four year stretch where they could make a decent living at throwing a bowling ball. The biggest
jump was in 1962 at 225%. The lowest falls were in 2000 and 2007 at close to 25%.

For years, the PBA has been trying to come up with more prize money for the best bowlers in the world. However, if
the lack of sponsorship is the problem, then the PBA has to figure out how they can best provide prize money for the bowler
who wins a PBA title.

At the start of the millennium, bowlers and bowling fans were hoping that when Chris Peters, Rob Glaser and Mike
Slade purchased the PBA that the prize money would increase. At the start of the new ownership, it was great, but in the past
2 years it has sadly gone back down.

In closing, the PBA prize fund has historically been good. Usually the winner gets 20-25% of the total purse. Thisis a

good rule of thumb to go by for professional bowling tournament prize funds. Bowlers would rather see the prize money be
spread out than to have one big tournament with a large purse. The PBA is by far the best bowling tournament in the world.

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Top 50 Study

When the PBA announced the Top 50 players of all time, | decided to come up with my own
study.

The following chart contains television rank, titles, majors rank, earnings rank, and total
rank. All of these categories had point totals and in each segment all 50 players had a point total.
Wherever a player placed in a particular segment in a year, that player would receive points based
on how high they finished. The total points they received were based cumulatively on how each
bowler did each season. In each category, players were ranked (the lower number the better)
bases on their career point totals for that category. The final rankings were the actual PBA rank
and how my ranks compared against theirs.

As | was doing this, | realized what the bowling writers were challenged with. Yes, bowling
fans can put every player that won three of one major in a group, but if you do that you forget
about a bowler like Don Carter. | also think why Earl Anthony got the No. 1 spot in mine and not
Walter Ray Williams, Jr. is because Anthony did it in a shorter period of time. An example of put-
ting bowlers that won three of one major is a bowler like Dave Husted. | did not give any factor as
to how many titles someone might have won in a season. | can tell the bowling writers and the
PBA had a hard time coming up with the top 50 positioning.

With a few exceptions in the middle numbers, my rankings were similar to the PBA’s, but
there were a lot of minor differences.

The PBA World Championship had a total of 240 players vying for the championship. After 32 games, it took a score of
+641 by Matt Ramshaw to qualify for the last cash spot. For the top 24, it took a score of +825 by Parker Bohn Ill to make match
play. Sean Rash was the qualifying leader at +1262. Some of the other bowlers that cashed, but did not make the top 24 were:
Chris Barnes, Mika Koivuniemi, Pat Allen, Kelly Kulick, Walter Ray Williams, Jr., and Ryan Shafer. Tommy Jones was looking to
make PBA history by becoming the sixth player to complete the Triple Crown.

he opening round of match play saw Sean Rash taking a 78-pin lead over Tommy Jones. Jason Belmonte faltered a little
when he won just three of his eight games in match play. Dom Barrett and Tommy Jones rolled perfect games in the opening
round of match play. Mike Machuga started off with 279-289.

Pete Weber opened up with a 3-game score of 850. Rash margin was beginning to fade after 45 games. The competi-
tion tightened up as first through tenth place was only separated by 170 pins. Parker Bohn ended with a 269, followed by a 279,
his last two games of match play moving him up the leader board.

However, it was good enough for the
win. Rhino got off to a fast start by doubling in the first two frames. In the third frame, he left the 2-4-6-7-10, and he missed
them all, giving Bohn an advantage after Bohn started with spare-spare. Bohn nearly let the game get away, but he struck in the
9™ and first two balls of the 10" to give him the win.

Belmonte started off
with a strike-spare, followed by a 4-bagger. Midway through the Championship match, Bohn added a 5-bagger. Jason could not
mount a strong enough finish. This gave Bohn a big enough lead to win his 33" title and his second Major.

The Masters saw 468 bowlers battling for top 63 spots in the double elimination match play bracket. Wes Malott was the 15
game leader with a score of +518. It took a score of +194 to advance to match play by Eugene McCune. It also took a score of
+96 by Bill Crane IIl to cash. The scores were high in the first round of qualifying. During the last 2 days of qualifying the scores
were low causing the number not to be so high to advance to match play.
In the opening round of match play, Wes Malott defeated the defending champion Mike Fagan with a score of 770-675. Some
of the other highlights of the opening round were, Parker Bohn Il defeated Andres Gomez 615-535 and Stewart Williams de-
feated Tommy Jones by only 2 pins 628-626.
In the winner’s bracket, Malott defeated Alan Rice 732-668. John Janawicz defeated Dick Alan 672-627. Parker Bohn Il de-
feated Pete Weber 725-651.

The third round of the winner’s bracket saw Belmonte defeating Parker Bohn Il 642-632. Stuart Williams defeated John

During the second round of the winner’s bracket, Parker Bohn Il defeated Matt McNeal 700-688. Walter Ray Williams Jr. suf-
fered his first loss with Belmonte defeating him 761-785.

For the first time in the history of the Masters, the USBC had a four-man playoff for the final three spots of the show. The top
three players advanced to the stepladder finals, in a three game roll-off. These four people would be the four survivors who
survived the double elimination bracket. The four bowlers were Wes Malott, Parker Bohn lll, Mika Koiveniemi and Mike Ma-
chuga. Mika defeated Machuga 704-692 to knock him out of the championship round. Mika made 7-10 split to secure him the
5™ and final spot.
Jason Belmonte won his first major title—the USBC Masters—by defeating Wes Malott 258-245 on Feb. 24.

Belmonte did so by forcing Malott to have to strike out in the tenth frame, to win by one pin. Malott tripped the four-pin
on his first ball in the tenth frame. However, on his second ball, he left a 3-6-10 spare, giving Belmonte the win. Belmonte did
what he needed to by striking out at the end of the game.

In the first match, Parker Bohn Ill defeated Mika Koivuniemi 278-246. Bohn had the front eight before leaving a three-pin
in the ninth frame. Bohn had to double to shut out Koivuniemi, prevailing in the tenth. The next match saw Bohn take on
Malott, but Malott had a front six at Bohn’s expense and would go on to win 255-248. In the semi-finals, it was a low scoring
affair, as Stuart Williams and Malott could only come up with a 387 score (202-185), giving Malott the chance to face tourna-
ment leader Belmonte in the championship game.

This was Belmonte’s first major, and was also the second time a two-hander has won a major.

In the match play portion of the tournament, Chris Loschletter still dominated the pattern but only
by two pins. E.J. Tackett qualified in the number three seed to advance to the championship
round. With the Wolf being the shortest pattern on the PBA Tour and Pete Weber having trouble
scoring well on the Cheetah, he somehow managed to qualify as the number four seed. Chris Lo-
schletter had an 8-7-1 match play record. That was good enough to lead the tournament. Bill
O’Neill qualified in the number five position giving him a chance to win his fourth career PBA title.
Unbelievably, there was only one 300 shot in the match play portion of the tournament by Mike
Wolfe.

The championship round saw three former U.S. Open winners, a rookie, and a player looking
for his first title. The first match was between Weber and O’Neill with O’Neill prevailing 222-221. It
came down to the last ball. O’Neill got what he needed in the 10" to advance to the next match. In
the next match, O’Neill was facing a rookie with E.J. Tackett. Tackett was able to pull off a 204 game,
but that was not good enough for O’Neill as O’Neill bowled a 234 game. This gave O’Neill the right
to bowl Norm Duke in the semi-finals. O’Neill had six consecutive strikes to hold down Duke to ad-
vance the championship game. In the championship match, it was a high scoring match as both
O’Neill and Loschletter had great ball reactions. They both were able to string strikes. Loschletter
was able to prevail and win his first PBA Tour title by defeating O’Neill 264-231.

Bear Open

The PBA Bear Open was a 40 foot flat pattern. This was a hard pattern to score on because it was a
flat shot. The leader, Dave Wodka, had only a 223 average. Pete Weber qualified 3" with a score of
+200. There were only three bowlers that averaged 220 or better. Some of the other bowlers who
did well were Chris Barnes, Tommy Jones, Dom Barrett, and Missy Parkin. Jason Belmonte made a
huge jump to vault into the cut. It only took 75 over to make the match play portion of the tourna-
ment by Andrew Graff. Eugene McCune was the last cash spot with a score of +68. There were no
300s shot during the qualifying portion of the Bear Open.

In the match play portion of the Bear Open, Jason Belmonte jumped into the lead with a score of
+752. He had an 11-4-1 match play record. Tom Hess made a late charge as he had the only perfect
game of the tournament. In the position round game, he bowled a huge game to get him into the
last spot for the show. Chris Barnes was able to stay in second with a 9-7 match play record. Chris
Loschletter jumped into 3" place with a 10-6 match play record. The scores were low throughout
the whole tournament as it only took an average of 211 to make the championship round. Dan
MacLelland had a 10-6 match play record. This gave him the 4" position for the championship
round. Pete Weber dropped down to 6th having a 9-7 match play record.

In the championship round, Dan MacLelland finally found his first match on television with a
score of 197 over Hess’s 169. The Bear pattern proved that it was going to be a shot making event.
In the second match, Maclelland faced off against Loschletter. Loschletter was coming off his win
at the Wolf Open. For MaclLelland, he was able to find the pocket and strike to give him a 223 over
Loschletter’s 200. Loschletter could not find anything as he could only muster a 200 score. In the
semi-finals, Chris Barnes took on Danny Mac. Barnes was able to strike and find the pocket.
MacLelland ran into transition as he could only come up with a 187. Barnes was able to make his
spares and strike to advance to the championship match. In the championship match, Belmonte
started out struggling, but then he made an adjustment and was able to string the last seven strikes
together giving him the win. Barnes was not able to keep up with Belmonte. This was Belmonte’s
seventh career PBA Tour title.

Milwaukee Open

The PBA Milwaukee Open featured the Badger, Wolf, and Bear qualifying totals. After a total of 30 games, there
was a cut to the top 28. It took a score of +428 by Andrew Graff to advance to the casher’s round of the Milwaukee
Open. Bill O’Neill led the 30-game qualifying total with a score of +873. Some of the other bowlers that did well in
the Milwaukee Open were Mike Fagan, Chris Barnes, Pete Weber, Sean Rash and Mika Koivuniemi.

For the cashers round the Bear pattern was used. The Tournament leader Bill O’Neil shot only +23. Eugene McCune
was the leader by scoring the highest round at +180. Pete Weber was second high at +111. Brian Valenta was the
number to make match play. He even shot -19 for the round. Mika Koivuniemi and Sean Rash struggled as they
could not make match play.

In the first round of match play the Bear pattern was used again. Pete Weber took the lead with a 7-1 match play
record. He was leading by 23 pins over Chris Barnes. Barnes had a 5-3 match play record. Norm Duke moved up the
leader board from 13" to fourth with a 6-2 record. Bill O’Neil faltered as he could only muster 3-4-1 match play.
The second round of match play saw the use of the Badger oil pattern. Pete Weber still was dominating the tourna-
ment with a 13-3 match play record. He was leading Chris Barnes by 165 pins. Chris Barnes tied two games but was
able to win the rest of his games. Norm Duke was able to stay in the top five with 5-3 match play record. There
were six players within 160 pins going into the final round of match play.

The Wolf oil pattern was used during the final round of match play. Chris Barnes started out with a perfect game in
the final round. Barnes was able to lead the tournament by nearly 300 pins. Pete Weber could not win a match until
the last two games. He had a big enough lead to keep him near the leader board. Jason Sterner made a charge by
shooting a 300 game over Patrick Allen’s 290. He ended up doubling in the 10" frame of the last game to make the
championship round despite a ten minute delay due to a power outage. Norm Duke and Mike Fagan were the other
two bowlers that made the championship round.

Barnes had the choice of the pattern that they would be using in the championship round because he was
the Tournament leader. He picked the Badger pattern. In the first match it was a low scoring affair as Fagan de-
feated Jason Sterner 198-182. Fagan had the right to take on Norm Duke. Duke was able to top off Fagan 238-194.
The semi-finals featured a Hall of Fame matchup between Pete Weber and Norm Duke. The game was never more
than ten pins apart. Weber had a chance to double in the tenth to win but failed as he left a solid 9 pin in the sec-
ond ball of the tenth giving Duke a chance in to win the match. Duke was able to prevail as he struck to advance to
the championship match. Barnes started out strong by striking his first five out of six shots. This gave Barnes a huge
lead in the championship match. Duke was able to string strikes together but it was too little too late as Barnes was
able to rise up to the challenge. Barnes defeated Duke 246 to 237. This was Barnes 15" career PBA Tour title.

The PBA King of the Swing featured all winners of the Badger, Wolf, Bear, and the Milwaukee Open,
plus a point leader who did not win any of the four tournaments during the past 2013 Summer
Swing. Chris Barnes was the top seed and had the choice of pattern which was the Badger pattern.
In the first match in the King of the Swing, the summer point leader, Norm Duke, got off to a fast
start by striking in the first and second frames. However, he split in the fourth frame leaving the 4-6
-7. He was unable to convert, but then he got back on the strike train by stringing the next four.
Jake Peters could not get anything going as he left an 8-10 split in the fifth frame. He was able to
double, but it was not quite enough as he could only muster up a 190 game. Duke was able to string
four and shoot a 220.

The next match saw Duke take on Jason Belmonte. Duke started out with the front three as Bel-
monte could not get anything going until the fifth frame. Duke was able to make his spare and keep
on striking. Belmonte struggled to get anything going. Duke ended up with a 258 over Belmonte’s
226.

In the semi-finals, it was a low scoring affair as both Duke and Chris Loschetter could not string any
strikes together. Loschetter needed a double in the 10™ to advance to the championship round, but
he could not do it as he left the 2-5 on the first ball in the 10" frame. This gave Duke a chance to re-
deem himself against Chris Barnes.

Duke left the big four in the
fourth frame, only picking up the 10 pin. Barnes could not capitalize on that as he missed the 6-7
split in the fifth frame. Duke was able to double after big four. Barnes could not get anything going
until the seventh frame. Duke strung the last four out of the last five shots to be crowned the Sum-
mer King of the Swing winner.

2013 U.S. OPEN

In the opening round, Jason Belmonte shot 369 over for 8 games. His closest competitor, Brett Wolfe, was 96
pins behind Belmonte. The defending champion, Pete Weber qualified 12th with a score of +112. Wes Malott was
in 5th with a score of +135. In 24th place was Bobby Bures with a score of +84. Scott Norton was the cut number at
+18 after the first day.

On the second day, Belmonte continued to lead the round by 313 pins with an average of 237, well over de-
fending champion Pete Weber. The cut went down to +15 (Tom Daugherty). The cut to make match play was +124
after 16 games. Overall, scores were low. Notable was Walter Ray Williams, Jr.’s performance—31 over, and Mike
Fagan—122 over. There was a tie for 24th between Chris Loschetter and Jesse Buss at +124.

The final round of qualifying saw Jason Belmonte still leading the pack by 381 over the defending champion
Pete Weber by averaging 231, almost 15 pins higher than Weber. Jason Belmonte had a hard time, but came back
late in the round. The final number to make the first cut was a score of +2 by Paul Bober. Going in to the casher’s
round Martin Larsen is the number to make match play at +175. Other past winners that made the casher’s round
were Norm Duke, Chris Barnes, Mika Koivuniemi, and Bill O’Neill.

The cashers round, Belmonte built on his lead by 449 pins averaging over 15 pins per game over defending
champion Pete Weber. He shot +209 over for 6 games and he had the only perfect game. Weber shot 140 over in
his round. The cut took a score of +227 by Mika Koivuniemi to make the match play. Some of other past champions
that made the match play were Norm Duke, Bill O’Neill, and Tommy Jones.

The first round of Match Play saw Jason Belmonte struggle as he could only muster up three wins. Wes Malott
averaged 257 in the first three games of the round. Pete Weber was able to win seven games and average 222.
Mike Fagan had a 297 in the third game. Wes Malott and Pete Weber both gained some ground on tournament
leader, Jason Belmonte. Weber averaged 20 pins per game higher than Belmonte. For the first round of Match Play
the scores were higher than the scores in the qualifying rounds.

Belmonte kept the lead in the second round of match play by 314 pins over defending champion Pete Weber. In
game five, Pete Weber had a high game of268. He had four wins and four losses, as did Wes Malott. After the sec-
ond round of match play, Kent Marshall had only three losses and one tie. The top four were starting to separate
from the pack.

In the final round of match play, Belmonte only ended up leading by 172 pins over defending champion Pete
Weber. Weber was struggling, but was able to hang on to the second place position. In game three, he had a game
of 245, but was beat by Kent’s 247. Belmonte also struggled in the final round of match play, but in game seven he
was able to hit 246, defeating Mika Koivumiemi by 19. In the position round game, Marshall Kent was 224 pins over
Chris Loschetter, so the top four was set.

In the first stepladder match, Malott was able to hold off Kent by seven pins. Kent struck out in the tenth, but
was too late. In the semi-finals, Malott had an open in the first frame, but was able to strike out the rest of the way
out to defeat defending champion Weber 279-182. In the championship match, Belmonte could not get lined up, as
he could only muster up a 156 game, making it easy for Malott. Malott started out strong—five strikes in the first six
frames—en route to his first major title.

PBA Cheetah Championship

In the opening round of the Cheetah Championship, Lonnie Walacheck started the day with a perfect game. PBA
Hall of Famer Parker Bohn Ill had a 300 game in the third game of the first round of qualifying. lldemaro Ruiz of Venezuela
started the day with a 840 series in the first 3 games of qualifying. The scores were high at the Cheetah Championship.
Parker Bohn Ill ended up qualifying second in his squad and fifth overall. Josh Blanchard qualified first with a score of plus
380. It took a score of + 274 by Travis Anderson & Eugene McCune to make the cut. It took a score of +256 by Michael Ma-
chuga to cash.

In the Semifinals, two PBA Hall-of-Famers Parker Bohn and Pete Weber owned the tournament, each bowling a
perfect game. Bohn had his second 300 of the tournament. This propelled him into the lead and he never looked back.
The Cheetah pattern, characterized by being short, is not one of Weber’s favorite patterns; however, he overcame its
challenges. He ended up qualifying second for the Championship Round finals. Clara Guerrero became the third woman
in PBA history to make a Championship round. However, she became the first woman in PBA history to make a show at
the World Series of Bowling. She did this by bowling a phenomenal final 3 games—822. Wes Malott qualified third for
the Stepladder finals.

The opening match saw Wes Malott and Clara Guererro face off. Wes Malott struggled at the beginning of the
game. Clara, however, was able to hit the pocket and give Wes a run for his money. Wes was able to throw a 5-bagger at
the end of the game and force Clara to strike on the first ball. Clara threw a great ball, but unfortunately had a ringing 10-
pin on the first ball of the 10th frame causing her to lose against Wes Malott. In the Semifinals, PBA Hall-of-Famer Pete
Weber took on Wes Malott. Both Weber and Malott started out strong with Weber starting out with a front-6. Malott
kept on striking with the front-10. Weber left a Greek Church in the eighth frame ending his hopes for his 38th title.
Malott missed his 10-pin spare, but it was sufficient for him to advance to the Championship finals. In the Championship
game, PBA Hall-of-famer Parker Bohn, lll, started out with a double, but could not keep up with Wes’s pace. Bohn had
the left lane zeroed in, but lost his reaction on the right lane. Malott opened up with the front-5. By this time, Malott
was looking for his 9th PBA career title. Bohn ended up with a 169, while Malott had a 243.

The collegiate superstar started out
very strong, he even had a 13 pin lead, but, in the foundation 9th frame, he left a 7-10 split. This
gave Smallwood the opening he needed to win his 2nd career PBA title.

Dom Barrett led the qualifying by 209 pins over Wes Malott. Jason Belmont was in fourth with a score of
+789 through 28 games of qualifying. Tom Smallwood was in the fifth spot with a score of +774. Mika Koi-
vuniemi was trying to become the seventh player to complete the Triple Crown. It took a score of +598 by Tom
Larson to make the top 24. Other bowler who cashed were defending champion Parker Bohn Ill, Walter Ray Wil-
liams, Jr., Chris Barnes, and Norm Duke.

In the first round of match play, Pete Weber had only one loss while winning seven games. Sean Rash was
undefeated, going 8-0. Rash gained on leader Barrett, trailing by only 48 pins after the first round. E.J. Tackett
climbed up to fourth place.

In the second round, Tom Baker threw a perfect game. Weber went 2-6, but was still able to give himself a
shot. Dom Barrett still led by 99 pins over Rash. Smallwood was in fifth with one round to go. Koivuniemi still
had an outside chance at the Triple Crown in the eighth spot, outside fifth by 79 pins.

The final round of match play saw Belmonte start out with a couple 170 games and he could not fight back
to get into the show. Baker just missed the top five by 27 pins. Pete Weber went 5-3, narrowly grabbing the last
spot. Barrett held on to the lead by 169 pins. Koivuniemi ended up in ninth place.

In the show, Weber started out very strong, having the front five in both of the matches he won. He was
looking to earn his first Player of the Year honor, except Rash stopped him in the semi-finals after Weber won
258-237 and 258-246. Rash defeated Weber 279-249. In the championship match, It was much closer, as the
final score was 238-235. This was Barrett’s second career PBA title, and his first career major.

The bowlers each bowl one ball with the lowest score
eliminated until there is one team left. This team will get to go into the step ladder finals. In the step ladder finals, the number
three team bowls against the number 4 team. The winner of that match bowls against the number two team, and the winner of
that match bowls against the number one team. Each of these rounds, teams earns points according to how they finish. The final
fifth round, the top four teams advance to the Elias Cup Finals held at Woodland Bowl in Indianapolis.

On November 9th, 2012 the first inaugural PBA Draft took place with every bowling fan wondering who was going to be
drafted first. Norm Duke picked Rhino Page. The second player to choose was Pete Weber. He picked Tommy Jones. His first pick
wasn’t going to be anyone else.

The team consists of Sean Rash, Walter Ray Williams Jr., Ryan Shafer, Ryan Ciminelli, Jason Sterner,
and Tom Hess. All five of these guys make up the Brooklyn Styles.

Williams is best known for his role as Dr. Jackson Avery on ABC’s Grey’s Anatomy. He has also starred in the feature
films The Sisterhood of the Traveling Pants 2 and The Cabin in the Woods.

Williams is a bowler himself and has competed in the PBA’s Celebrity All-Stars Tournament. He even won that event’s Celebrity
Shoot-out competition in 2012.

Billie Jean King Trades Angelo for Kulick as the First Trade in the PBA League

On January 14, 2013 the first PBA trade took place as Billie Jean King, owner of the New York WTT Kingpins, traded Brad An-
gelo for Kelly Kulick.

On September 10, 2012, the PBA announced the 35 players that got a free entry into the 4th
World Series of Bowling. Each region had 4 animal pattern tournaments: the Cheetah, Scorpion, Vi-
per, and Chameleon. The bowlers had a couple of ways in which they could win a spot in the WSOB.
The first way— they could pay a $50 entry fee in each of these tournaments , and the highest finish-
ing position would get the spot for the WSOB. The second way — if a bowler thought he could do
well on all four patterns and be the point leader after all four tournaments, he would then receive
the spot and not have to pay the S50 entry fees.

The chart shows the winner in each of the four tournaments for each region. It also shows the
bowler who got the entry in each tournament.

In the Central Region, for the Viper tournament, Ronnie Russell won the tournament and also
won the spot for a free entry in the World Series of Bowling.

Chris Warren dominated the Northwest Region, winning three of the four tournaments. He won
the Chameleon, Cheetah, and Viper tournaments. If that isn’t domination, | don’t know what is.
Chris Warren is probably the greatest player in the Northwest Region. He has also won six PBA Tour
titles, including a USBC Masters. He is one of the greatest bowlers of the PBA without having 10 ti-
tles.

There are six Regional Players Invitationals. From July 1* 2012 to July 15" 2013 all regions
had the point list for the RPI. The top 48 players after a year of competition had an option of being
involved with the Regional Players Invitational. The top 15 got a free entry into the tournament. The
rest of the field had to pay a $220 entry fee. The tournament format was all bowlers bowled 12
games of qualifying with the 16 advancing to single elimination ‘'match play. With the top 4 getting
two byes in the early stages of match play, and the 5t through 8™ would receive one bye of match
play. The preliminary rounds of match play would involve the best 3 of 5 matches with the winners
moving on in the next round. These tournaments would have a 1:2 ratio cashing. The winners of
these tournaments would get $6,000 cash and a free entry in the 5™ World Series of Bowling. Addi-
tionally, all of the winners of the 6 RPIs would have a chance to win a spot in the 2014 Tournament
of Champions. There would be three in each semi-final match with the top score advancing to the
championship match. Those two bowlers would advance to the championship match and bowl for
the spot at the 2014 Tournament of Champions.



South Regional Player’s Invitational

In the South Regional Player’s Invitational the scores were awfully low. As it only took a score
of minus 9 by David O’Sullivan to make the match play cut and it only took of minus 85 to cash by
Ronnie Horton. Randy Weiss was the qualifying leader with a score of plus 291. His closest competi-
tor was 123 behind him. There was only one 300 game shot by Jason Sterner. It took a score of plus
82 by Gary Faulkner to receive a one round bye in the opening round of match play. Kyle Troup
was the last one to get the two rounds in the first two rounds of match play.

2013 PBA Hall of Fame Class

On January 18, the PBA announced the Class of 2013 PBA Hall of Fame. Danny Wiseman and
Doug Kent will be inducted into the PBA Hall of Fame. These bowlers had remarkable bowling
careers as they both won the USBC Masters.

Wiseman had a historic 289 game at Miller Park in Milwaukee, Wisconsin as he won his lone
Major, USBC Masters. He had the front ten in the championship game. His early PBA career, he
went 21-5 on national television. That was a PBA record. In 1992, he made the championship
round finals at the Firestone Tournament of Champions. This was one of his highlights of his ca-
reer, as his dad was battling an illness. His father at least got to see Wiseman bowl in a major
championship. Unfortunately, Wiseman did not win. Wiseman made his own identity when he
was very successful at winning games on national television. However, he could not capitalize
on that by winning more titles. This made him a strong candidate for the PBA Hall of Fame
Class of 2013.

Doug Kent was the 2006-2007 PBA Player of the Year, winning the USBC Masters and the
PBA World Championship. When he would win Majors, he would win them twice. His first title
came at the USBC Masters in 1991. He would then add his second Masters in 2006. Doug Kent
won the PBA World Championship in 2002 and 2006. When he won the PBA World Champion-
ship in 2002, he won $120,000, the most money won by a pro bowler in the history of the PBA
at that time. His first official title of the PBA Tour was the 1996 Greater Detroit Open. He went
through the field averaging a whopping 247.5. What a stunning performance! Doug Kent might
have been the most underrated Player of the Year in PBA history, but when bowling fans really
think about it, they have to take into account that he won two Majors. In the history of the PBA
Tour, very few and far between players have done this feat. Doug Kent had 12 PBA titles. His
very first regional he entered as a nonmember and won. This is hard to do.

Wiseman and Kent were part of the top 50 of the 50 greatest bowlers of all time. They are
truly great bowlers in the history of the PBA. Bowlers do not get into the PBA Hall of Fame
without being great bowlers.
